Protecting your KJ
After three passes, the bidding is opened by North. Usually, holding a 4 card major, it is better to open a minor rather than 1NT.
Why? Because if partner has 6-7 HCP they can then bid their major suit at the one level, and quite often the contract plays better in 2H or 2S.
However, on this hand, it is far better to open 1NT as this protects your KJ of clubs, and KJ of hearts; as the opponents are leading up to the KJ which guarantees a trick, rather than through the KJ which could possibly create 2 losers in the suit.
Always consider that, even when holding KJ8 in a suit, when you are making either an opening or responsive bid as this can quite often make or break the contract.

Should South bid 2(? South has a few points and probably should pass as their points will help declarer make 9 tricks.
