Intermediate sailor (Ages 9 & up)
Four- Two Week Sessions:     4 days a week / 9am – 3pm

It will focus on the basics of sailing and boat handling, sailing fundamentals, seamanship, sportsmanship and weather safety. By completion, sailors will be able to sail on all points of sail in most windspeeds, know all parts of the boat, and basic knots. You will be expected to know and perform all goals taught in the Beginning sailor class. In addition, the Instruction of this class will include:
· to get comfortable sailing solo

· be able to rig and de-rig solo

· know all the parts of the boat

· know and be able to sail on all points of sail

· be comfortable steering the boat and trimming the sail properly 

· be able leave the dock and return

· be able to tack and gybe safely

· be able to capsize and recover

· have an understanding of the basic rules of : safety, fair sailing and right of way
· know how to tie knots

· be able to sail around a course
