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GENERAL INFORMATION
Location

Our Lady of Prompt Succor School is located at 531 Avenue A in Westwego, Louisiana.
History

Our Lady of Prompt Succor School was established in 1920.  In 1923, the Sisters of Mount Carmel took charge of the school.  The present school building was built in 1946 and enlarged in 1961.  

The Salesian Sisters of St. John Bosco came to the Parish and took over the administration of the school in August of 1987.  At first the Sisters commuted from Immaculate Conception Convent in Marrero, but in 1989 the Community was established here in Westwego.

Facilities
Our Lady of Prompt Succor School Campus includes a three-story school building, a Gym, a Cafeteria, and a play yard.  The school building has 21 classrooms, three of which are dedicated rooms for Library, Computer Lab, and Catapult Learning.  The Gym has two locker rooms, and three classrooms, a stage, sound system, and bathrooms. The Cafeteria has a full service kitchen for breakfast and lunch, a stage and microphone system, and bathrooms.  The play yard has a basketball court, kickball court, hopscotch, benches, and outdoor bathrooms.
School Hours

The school office is open daily from 7:30 AM to 4:00 PM.  All visitors are to report to the Receptionist at the Main Entrance.
School Colors and Mascot

The school colors are:  navy-blue and white and the Mascot is the Panther.
Accreditation

Our Lady of Prompt Succor School is accredited by the Louisiana State Department of Education and maintains membership in the National Catholic Education Association, the Louisiana Middle School Association, and the Association for Supervision and Curriculum Development.

Administration

The School is administered by the Pastor, Principal, and Assistant Principal.
IDENTITY
Our Lady of Prompt Succor School is a parochial Catholic school associated with Our Lady of Prompt Succor Church of the Archdiocese of New Orleans.  OLPS upholds and promotes the parish mission statement:  
Our Catholic community recognizes and celebrates a spirit of Christian charity, justice, and peace through our words, actions, and outreach ministries.  We are multi-cultural community of believers dedicated worshiping our Lord and serving Him through prayer, sacrifice, and the Sacraments.  With the hope of inspiring others to do His will, we strive to positively impact our families and community, to live the Commandments of God the Father and adhere to the teachings of our Lord, Jesus Christ.
PHILOSOPHY
At Our Lady of Prompt Succor School, we find the very reason for our existence to be in the integral education of youth.  We are committed to transmitting our Catholic and Salesian heritage to our students and enabling them to experience the gospel in daily life. We therefore, “fully enter into the saving mission of the Church, especially in the need for education in the faith.” 1
We recognize that “parents are the first and foremost educators of their children.” 2   Our purpose, then, as Catholic, Salesian educators, is to serve as partners with parents whose teachings and formation are in harmony with Catholic doctrine and Salesian values. 

Together as an educating community – students, parents, teachers, staff, and Sisters – we can offer a true education that is able “to integrate religious truth and values with life” 3 and form in the students a sense of belonging, not only to the school but also to “the parish, the neighborhood, the local civic community, and the world, and begin to respond to the obligation of Christian service through joint action.” 4 

We also believe that the specific function of a Catholic School is to develop the human powers of each student – religious, moral, academic, psychological, cultural, social, physical, and aesthetic – thus preparing our youth “to open more and more to reality and to form in themselves a clear ideal of life.” 5 

As Salesian educators, we strive to follow the educational approach of St. John Bosco, by creating schools with a family spirit, emphasizing reason, religion and loving kindness, in a positive atmosphere of discipline, friendliness, and cheerfulness. ADMISSIONS
Our Lady of Prompt Succor School admits students of any race, color, national and ethnic origin to all rights, privileges, programs, and activities generally accorded or made available to students at the school.  It does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national and ethnic origin in administration or its educational policies, admissions policies, scholarship and loan programs, and athletic and other school-administered programs.  

Age of Admission
A child should be 3 years of age and potty trained by September 30th of the current year to enter the 3 year old program; 4 years of age by September 30 to enter Pre‑Kindergarten; and 5 years of age before September 30 to enter Kindergarten.  

Admission Policy
Our Lady of Prompt Succor School is open for applications throughout the year.  Students enrolling at OLPS for the first time must present the following documents in addition to completing an admissions exam:

1.  Birth Certificate (original certified document)

2.  Social Security Card (original)

3.  Up-to-date immunization record
If applicable: 
4.  Baptismal Certificate
5.  Certificates of First Communion, Reconciliation, Confirmation
6.  Latest report card
7.  Most recent standardized test scores
8.  Letter of recommendation from previous principal if coming from another Catholic School
Re-Admission
In January, letters of invitation and readmission forms will be sent to families presently enrolled and in good standing with OLPS.  Open Enrollment will be in effect after the beginning of March.  Parents in good standing are those who have done their best to demonstrate a sense of responsibility and loyalty to all that Our Lady of Prompt Succor School strives to achieve.

Admission of New Students
Days designated in February for:

1. A placement Test.  A non-refundable testing fee in cash or money order will be required for testing day.  

2. An interview with the student and the parents or guardians with the Principal/Admin.  
3. Applicants will be notified within a week.  Applicants who are not prepared to benefit from Our Lady of Prompt Succor School’s curriculum and discipline, or have not given evidence of financial responsibility at the previous school will not be admitted to OLPS.

Admission Disclosure
Admission is not denied because of any handicap condition unless it is clear that the staff, due to lack of specialized professional training, and/or the school’s program, is not able to meet the student’s needs.  OLPS is not equipped to accommodate students who demonstrate severe academic deficiencies and /or behavior problems.

Preference is given to siblings and students of Catholic faith.

Incoming Students from a Catholic School
When parents request a transfer to Our Lady of Prompt Succor School from another Catholic School, OLPS will notify the school of the parent’s desire.   The student will be tested.  When the principal reviews the students’ results, the family interview, and the recommendation from the other school and finds that the child can benefit from what OLPS has to offer, the admissions office will then request the student’s records.

 Incoming Students from Public and other Non Public Schools
The Principal will decide the placement of students transferring from public and other state approved nonpublic schools.  The decision will be based on testing, observation and interviews to see if the placement benefits the student and is agreeable to the parents or guardians.

Incoming Students from Unaccredited Schools and Home Schooling 
A student who transfers from an unaccredited schools or home schooling will be given an entrance test for the grade level to which he/she belongs according to age.  Acceptance will be based on testing, observation, and interviews to see if the placement benefits the student and is agreeable to the parents or guardians.  Efforts will be made to help the student make a smooth transition from homeschool to OLPS.
Records
A student’s permanent record includes: academic transcripts, standardized test results, cumulative record card, immunization record, vision and hearing screening results.  School records contain confidential data and are not released to an unauthorized person or group.

In accordance with the Buckley Amendment, also known as the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act, parents and students have the right of access to records.

Transfers
Parents who are transferring their child/ren out of OLPS must notify the school three days in advance, return all textbooks, library books, and any other school property.  A transfer form will be issued to the parent.  All financial obligations to the school must be paid before records will be released to the new school.  Health records, transcripts and other documents are mailed directly to the new school once our office receives the official request from the receiving school.  If a transfer occurs on or after the 1st of the month, tuition is not reimbursed.  All other arrangements must be made with the Bookkeeper.
Transcript Request
Students transferring will be granted complete transcripts, which will be sent directly to the requesting schools.  If parents want to hand deliver the transcript, this request is made at the office.
Requests for health records, partial transcripts, letters of recommendation, and letters of attendance will be granted within two school days, if at all possible.  

COMMUNICATION
Good communication is open, courteous, calm, and specific.  The way we communicate as adults gives our children an example to follow. As a rule, any concern or problem a person is having with another adult should be addressed directly with that person before talking to someone else or going to that person’s superior.  It is never appropriate for an adult to confront/correct a student.
Those who demonstrate unwillingness or inability to cooperate with school policies, who do not conduct themselves in a Christian manner, or who tend to be verbally or physically abusive to students, faculty, staff or Administration, will be required to stay off school property and/or withdraw their children from school.

School Publications

School publications serve not only to foster creative talents of students but also to assist and support the school in its public relations.  All publications must be approved and reviewed by the school Administration.  School publications include but are not limited to: yearbook, and school newspaper.
Parent Portal
All School Information, Flyers, Notices, Calendars, homework, and teacher lesson plans are posted and electronically and continually updated on the Parent Portal, to which you may Log-In through our website:  olpspanthers.org.  If you have difficulty logging in, contact the office.
Parent –Conferences
Parent/Teacher Conferences are held quarterly during the year, the Thursday after Progress Reports are posted online, from 3:30 – 6:15 pm.  Check the Parent Portal for dates, if you are uncertain.  Parents may request a conference with a child's teacher in addition to the Progress Report Conferences.  Call the school office to arrange for an appointment to meet with the teacher(s), and check-in at the Receptionist before proceeding to the classroom or place designated for the Conference.

If consultation with the teacher does not prove satisfactory, a conference may be requested with the Administration.  Parents must speak with the teacher before addressing the Administration.  

Meeting with the Principal and/or Vice Principal

Any parent who wishes to speak with the Principal or Vice-Principal is asked to call the office to set up an appointment.  Drop-ins are welcome as schedules allow.

Advisory Board
The Advisory Board works to establish and evaluate the school strategic plan.  They are involved in long range planning for advances in enrollment, marketing, technology, plant master plan, development, and spirituality.
Room Parents

The Room Parents is an organization of at least one representative from each homeroom.  They assist the teachers in various manners, and coordinate activities that directly benefit the teachers and students.

Panther Pops

An organization of OLPS Dads that assumes projects for the benefit of the school.

Family Fun Nights

Once a month, OLPS invites our families for a fun night at school yard, the Gym, at Skate City, at Lazar Tag, at the park, etc. to foster a bond among our families.
Volunteers and Chaperones
OLPS welcome parent volunteers.  To volunteer at school or to be a chaperone, a parent must attend the Diocesan Safe Environment Training, fill in a background check, and be processed in the Austin Computing Network.  This procedure takes up to several weeks.  The number of chaperones chosen varies upon the age of the children and the nature of the field trip. 
STUDENT SERVICES
Before and After School Care

Before School Care begins at 6:45 am in the Gym.  Students who arrive before 7:30 am must be registered with Before School Care.  After School Care begins at 3:45 pm and runs until 6:00 pm.  After School Care includes study time, snack, and supervised play.  Additional information may be obtained at the school office.
Cafeteria

The school cafeteria is a vital part of the health program of the school. A well-balanced breakfast and lunch is offered FREE of charge to every single student.
If a lunch/extra food is brought from home, it should be nutritious and for personal consumption.  No soft drinks or fast food are allowed in the cafeteria. 

Lost and Found
All possessions and materials brought to school must be labeled with the child's name and grade, (not with initials).  Unclaimed/found articles are turned into the office, and then are hung on the rack on the stage in the Cafeteria.  Those that are clearly labeled will be returned to the owner.  Items with no name will be given to the poor at the end of each month.

Telephone

Students are allowed to use the office telephone and/or phone messages will be passed to them only in emergencies and at the discretion of Administration. Parents should refrain from calling the office for dismissal arrangements after 2:00 pm.  In addition, parents should refrain from calling the office for information already posted on the Parent Portal regarding school activities, early dismissals, dress up days, etc.  
Cell Phone Policy
Cell phones are never to be brought to OLPS.  The first time a cell phone is confiscated, it may only be retrieved by a parent.  The second time a student’s cell phone is confiscated, it will be returned on the last day of school.

Items Left at Home
In order to foster responsibility, parents may not bring forgotten items to school (Ex.: P.E. clothes, homework, projects…).  An exception is made for forgotten eyeglasses.
School Parties

Special holiday parties are planned by the school in conjunction with Room Parents.  Parents wishing to bring a Birthday treat, should speak with the teacher ahead of time, and should drop the treat off at the Receptionist before 2:00 pm.  Students may not receive flowers, balloons, etc., at school, or bring these items to school.  No invitations to parties are to be distributed on the school premises.
Birthday Lunch

One day each month is designated as Birthday Lunch.  Parents/grandparents/aunts/uncles are encouraged to come eat lunch with their child.  They should check in with the Receptionist, and after proceed to the Cafeteria.  Parents may eat what is being served in the cafeteria or they may bring lunch from home for themselves and their child.  Fast food is not allowed in the Cafeteria.
Clothing on Birthday Lunch is listed under the UNIFORM section of the Handbook.
Calvin’s Corner

The OLPS snack store, Calvin’s Corner, is open after school from 3:30 – 4:00 pm.  Students wishing to purchase items at Calvin’s Corner should bring their money to school.
ATTENDANCE
OLPS Attendance Policy
Five (5) Tardies will count as an absence. Total absences for the year (accumulated Tardies + absences) should not exceed seventeen (17), which is the Louisiana State limit.  
· Any student who has an OLPS Total of 4 absences in any given quarter will have to attend Saturday Detention in full uniform from 9:00 am – 12 noon at the cost of $20.  
· Any student whose Total Absences at the end of the year exceeds 17 will have to attend summer school for the number of hours missed over 17.  
Tardies
Tardies are disruptive to the instructional program and may have an adverse effect on your child's educational progress.  Students who arrive at school after 8:00 AM are tardy and must get a tardy slip from the Receptionist.  Tardies are recorded on a student’s permanent record. 
Absences
· Prompt and regular attendance at school is essential for successful school progress.  Absence causes a child to lag behind in the work completed by other members of the class.
· Parents are asked to call the school office between 7:30 AM and 9:00 AM if their child will be absent.  Request for homework assignments must be made before 10:30 AM and may be picked up after 3:15PM or sent with a sibling.
· Half-day absences apply when a student is checked in 2 hours late, or when a student is checked out 2 hours prior to dismissal.
· Louisiana State Law Attendance Requirements:  Elementary School children must be present a minimum of 160 days to be given credit for the year's work (no more than 17 absences).  Exception can be made only in the event of extended personal illness as verified by a physician and/or other extenuating circumstances as approved by the Parish Supervisor of Child Welfare and Attendance.
· Doctor’s Notes:

· An absence due to recovery from a contagious illness requires a doctor's note for the student to be readmitted to school.
· To excuse an absence (would not be recorded in the OLPS Total), a Doctor’s Note must be turned in to the Receptionist the day the student returns to school.
· Absences are recorded on the student’s permanent record card.  

Appointments
Doctor and dental appointments should be restricted to after school hours.  Students should not be checked out after 2:30 PM unless it is an emergency.
Perfect Attendance 

Students who have been tardy or have been checked out early are not eligible for Perfect Attendance.

ACADEMICS
Curriculum

Our Lady of Prompt Succor School strives for high standards of Catholic education by following the curriculum guidelines of the Archdiocese of New Orleans and the guidelines and directives proposed by NCEA.  The school’s curriculum includes:  RELIGION, MATHEMATICS, LANGUAGE ARTS (including ENGLISH, READING, SPELLING, WRITING, and VOCABULARY), HANDWRITING, SCIENCE, SOCIAL STUDIES, SPANISH, COMPUTER APPLICATIONS, ART, MUSIC, and PHYSICAL EDUCATION.  All students are required to work on or above grade level. 

Three Year-Olds (PreK3)

Our Lady of Prompt Succor operates a 3-year-old developmental/academic program with an emphasis on letter and number recognition, fine motor skills, phonics, and religion.

Four Year-Olds (PreK4)

Our Lady of Prompt Succor School operates a 4-year-old developmental/academic program, which builds on the K3 program.  

Kindergarten 

Kindergarten follows a structured program emphasizing Religious development, Social skills, and a Readiness Program in Language Arts, Mathematics, Science and Social Studies.  

Religious Instruction and Formation

Religious instruction and Faith formation is an integral part of a child’s growth and a central part of the Catholic/Salesian identity of our school.  We provide students with key concepts of the Catholic Message, Community and Service as outlined in the American Bishops’ Pastoral Message on Catholic Education. (To Teach as Jesus Did, 1972)  Teachers of Religion follow the National Catechetical Directory as well as the guidelines of the Catechism of the Catholic Church:  

1. Daily religious instruction for all students from grades PreK3-7; this includes all aspects of morality according to the teachings of the Church in a manner appropriate to their age and maturity in what pertains to right and wrong in all aspects of life (including human sexuality and Christian life-styles).  

2. Participation in the Sacramental Life of the Church through attendance at the Liturgy of the Eucharist and opportunities to celebrate the Sacrament of Reconciliation in preparation for the liturgical seasons.

3. Specific preparation in the second grade for First Reconciliation and First Eucharist.

4.
Opportunities for meaningful moments of prayer throughout the day, devotion to Mary, mission awareness, and outreach to the poor and the needy.  
Physical Education
Students in grades K3-7 will participate in PE class.  Participation in physical education is mandatory for all students and includes Physical Education and Health.  PE grades will reflect knowledge, skill, participation, and a student’s discipline in wearing the required PE uniform.  

The proper PE uniform will be strictly enforced.  Girls with long hair must wear their hair pulled back.  The PE uniforms may not be oversized or undersized.  Shorts may not be rolled up or shortened.  Parents will be required to purchase new shorts if the PE shorts are shorter than three inches above the knee.  

Students excused from PE must still dress out.  Parents may send in a note with their concern as to why they feel their son/daughter should not participate in PE.  Should a student need to be excused from P.E. for more than a week a doctor’s excuse must be presented.  Any written notes received from parents and/or doctors regarding their child’s health are kept on file in the school office.  NO jewelry can be worn for PE.
Music Instruction

Students in grades K-7 will participate in music instruction once a week.   The music curriculum includes instruction in technique, music theory, Church music as well as instrumental instruction: keyboard, bongos, drums, and hand bells, etc.
Spanish Language Instruction

Students in Grades K -7 attend Spanish class twice a week.  The Spanish curriculum includes vocabulary, verbs and tenses, pronunciation, culture, and song.
Computer Instruction
Students in grades PreK3-7 will participate in computer class once a week with a specialized computer instructor.  Our Lady of Prompt Succor School offers computer instruction including keyboarding, Word, Excel, Publisher, PowerPoint, Internet safety, and internet use.  Proper use of the computers and technology is extremely important.  
Internet Terms, Conditions and Regulations

Acceptable Use  The use of the Internet and related technologies must be in support of education and research and consistent with the educational objectives of Our Lady of Prompt Succor School.  Use of other organizations’ networks or resources must comply with the rules appropriate for these networks.
Unacceptable Use Transmission of any material in violation of any U. S. or state board threatening, violent, or obscene material, or material protected by trade secret.  Use of commercial activities is not acceptable.  Use for product advertisement, political lobbying, game playing, unauthorized “chat” or chain letter communication is also prohibited.  Other examples of unacceptable information are prohibited, pornography, information on bombs, inappropriate language and communication, flame letters, etc.  Acts of vandalism are prohibited.  Vandalism is defined as any malicious attempt to harm or destroy data of another user or to damage hardware or software.  This includes, but is not limited to, the uploading or creation of computer viruses.  Unauthorized use of another’s computer, access accounts, and/or files is prohibited.

Privileges – The use of the Internet and related technologies is a privilege, not a right, inappropriate use may result in cancellation of those privileges.  Each user who is provided access to the Internet and related technologies will participate in a discussion with assigned staff person(s) concerning the proper use of the network.  The faculty, staff, or parent/guardian may request the administrator or designee to deny, revoke, or suspend a specific user’s access to the Internet and related technologies due to unacceptable use.

Warranties – The educational programs governed by Our Lady of Prompt Succor School make no guaranties of any kind, whether expressed or implied for the service it is providing and will not be responsible for any damages users suffer, this includes loss of data resulting from delay, non-deliveries, mis-deliveries, or service interruptions.  Use of and information obtained via the Internet and related technologies is at the user’s own risk.  The educational program governed by Our Lady of Prompt Succor School specifically denies any responsibility for the accuracy or quality of information obtained through its services.  The students or parent/guardian will be responsible for any financial obligation incurred through the use of the Internet and related technologies that are not previously approved as part of the local budget.

Homework
The purpose of homework assignments (written and/or study) is to supplement school work, foster good study habits, reinforce learning, and prepare for the next day's class, which includes bringing the proper materials to class.  Students are to write each day's homework in the Student Planner.  Parents are encouraged to check assignments daily and initial them. In addition homework is posted on Edline.
The following time schedule is offered as a guide:

15 minutes

1st grade:

30 minutes

Make Up Work

It is the responsibility of the student, upon returning from an absence, to meet with the teacher(s) to obtain make-up work.  Make-up work should be turned in the following day, unless the teacher gives an extension.  Parents who would like to request classwork/homework must call the school office before 10:30 AM and may pick up the work after 3:15PM.  Parents who wish to take their child(ren) out of school for vacation, must meet with the Principal.
Field Trips
Field trips enhance the academic curriculum and are planned periodically throughout the year for each grade level.  Attendance at field trips is a privilege.  Students in grades 1st- 7th must have a “C” in conduct to be eligible for a field trip. Students who consistently choose not to cooperate with school policies may not be allowed to attend a field trip, or may need to have parental supervision on the field trip.
Progress Reports and Report Cards
Progress Reports as well as all grades and averages can be viewed on the Parent Portal.  In addition, Report Cards are saved in the E-Portfolio on the Parent Portal .  Kindergarten Progress Reports (which are skills based) are sent to the E-Portfolio on the Parent Portal every quarter.
Academic Probation and Dismissal

Any student who is failing 2 subjects at any Progress Report or Report Card is on Academic Probation and any student who is failing 3 or more subjects at any Progress Report or Report Card is subject to Dismissal.  Remember that English Language Arts (ELA) includes 3 subjects: Reading, Writing, and English.
Academic Probation

Any student on Academic Probation may not participate in Extra-Curricular Activities.  If on a Team, he/she may not play/perform, until grades are brought up to passing.
Promotion
Students must pass all subjects and not have missed more than 17 days of total absences for promotion to the next grade.  
First – Fourth Grade:  A student who has a failing grade in the final average OR a failing grade in the third and fourth quarter fails in that subject, and thus must attend and pass summer school for that subject in order to be promoted.  A student who has failed two or more subjects is retained in the current grade.  Remember that ELA includes 3 subjects: Reading, Writing, and English.
Fifth – Seventh Grade: A student who has a failing grade in the final average OR a failing grade in the third and fourth quarter fails in that subject, and thus must attend and pass summer school for that subject in order to be promoted.  There are NO retentions in junior high at OLPS thus; a student who has failed two or more subjects is NOT permitted to re-enroll.  Remember that ELA includes 3 subjects: Reading, Writing, and English.
Summer School

Students needing summer school must attend OLPS Summer School or an approved summer school.  Students attending summer school must have a report card or letter from the Administration of the summer school before they can be considered for promotion to the next grade.

Students who fail to attend or to fail to achieve a passing grade in summer school, will automatically be retained in the current grade.
Culminating Ceremony
Participation in the culminating events and conferral of the Certificate of Promotion is contingent upon: successfully passing all subjects and having met all financial obligations.  Students needing summer school may be allowed to participate in the Culminating Ceremony, but will receive a summer school notice in the Certificate of Promotion envelope. The Certificate of Promotion would be issued upon completion of summer school.

Standardized Testing Program
The iLEAP or LEAP test is administered to students in grades 3-7.

Seventh grade students planning to attend Catholic High School will take a placement test at the Catholic high school of their choice.  
Standardized test scores are used as an aid in curriculum design, to monitor individual student progress; and by high schools in making acceptance decisions.  They become a part of the student's permanent record.
ACADEMIC AWARDS
Honor Roll

At the end of each marking period Alpha Honors (4.0) are awarded to 4th- 7th grade students who have an "A" in each academic subject on his/her report card.  Beta Honors (at least 3.0) are awarded to students who have nothing lower than a "B" in each academic subject.  To qualify for honors a student cannot have below a "B" in conduct. 

Student of the Month
At the end of each month, a student from each homeroom from PreK3 – 7th Grade is honored as the Student of the Month.  This honor is awarded to students who have shown marked improvement, to students who have been exceptionally polite, to students who have excellent conduct, or to students who consistently apply themselves to their studies, etc.

EXTRA-CURRICULAR
PARTICIPATION
Students must have at least a “C” in Conduct, and must not be on Academic Probation in order to participate in Extra-Curricular Activities, such as, but not limited to:  Clubs, Sports, Pep Rallies, School Plays, Performances, 7th Grade End-of-the-Year Trip, and Talent Shows.  Once the Conduct and/grades are brought to the designated level the student may then join the Extra-Curricular Activity.

EXPLANATION OF TERMS
Bullying
Bullying is never tolerated. Bullying is defined as when a student is exposed repeatedly, over time, to negative actions (verbal, non-verbal, written, whether made seriously or in jest), on the part of one or more students, usually with an imbalance of power. Victims and bystanders are encouraged to notify any adult if bullying-type behavior is occurring. If the student is not comfortable with this, parents are urged to contact the teacher for a meeting. 


Cyber Bullying - Inappropriate Online Activity

Inappropriate online activity is never tolerated.  Inappropriate online activity is defined as online blogs/conversations which include defamatory comments/pictures regarding the school, the faculty, other students, or the parish. Inappropriate online activity could be found on email or social media sights such as, but not limited to, Kik®, Facebook®, Instagram®.

Harassment

Harassment is never tolerated. Harassment is defined as discriminatory practices based on: an individual’s race, color, age, religion, sex, marital or veteran status, sexual orientation, national origin, ancestry, disability, etc. Each individual has the right to learn in an atmosphere that is free from harassment practices. 

Sexual Harassment or Sexual Misconduct
Sexually-oriented comments, threats, and intimidation; inappropriate conversations or jokes which make another person uncomfortable; verbal or physical coer​cion; and invasion of privacy are forbidden. Any student (or the parent of a student) who feels he/she has been subjected to sexual harassment or any type of inappropriate sexual conduct, whether by an employee or fellow student, is encouraged to file a complaint with the school principal, and if need be with the civil authorities.  The administration will investigate all alleged incidents of sexual harassment and appropriate action will be taken if it has occurred. 

CELL PHONE POLICY

Cell phones are never to be brought to OLPS or to any OLPS dance.  The first time a cell phone is confiscated, it may only be retrieved by a parent.  The second time a student’s cell phone is confiscated, it will be returned on the last day of school.

SEARCH AND SEIZURE

For health and safety reasons, the school reserves the right during, before and after school, or while the student or his/her possessions are on campus/school sponsored activity, to carry out reasonable search and seizure by school officials of any student or the student’s possessions for materials or objects which are in violation of school policy.

PROBATION – Academic Probation and Behavior/Disciplinary Probation
Students on Probation may not play or cheer at a sports game or competition, may not attend class fieldtrips or outings, may not participate in any club or after school activity.  When grades/behavior is brought up sufficiently at the next Progress Report/Report Card, the Probation could be lifted, at the discretion of the Administration. 
SUPPLIES
Textbooks

Students are required to have book covers on all hard textbooks (stretchy covers are included in the supply fee) and clear contact paper on Workbooks, per teacher directives.  Students who lose or damage a textbook, stretchy cover, or workbook are responsible for paying the cost of replacing the itme(s). 
Backpacks
Textbooks, pencil cases, notebooks, and folders are to be carried in a backpack.  All backpacks are to be labeled with the students first and last name. No other markings are to be on the backpacks.  Rolling backpacks are allowed for Grades 5-7, but must be carried on the stairways.
Prohibited Items
Toys 

Toys are not to be brought to school and or used on school grounds, including but not limited to: playing cards, collecting/trading items, toys, games, stuffed animals, and any other items not necessary for school work, unless requested by school personnel and authorized by the Administration.  Toys for After Care are NEVER to be brought to school.
Electronic Devices

 Electronic devices are not to be brought to school, including, but not limited to, recording devices, video games, cameras, laser pens/pointers, and any other items not necessary for school work unless requested by school personnel and authorized by the Administration. 
Printed Material

Printed material is not to be brought to school, including but not limited to, magazines, photos, yearbooks, and any other items not necessary for school work unless requested by school personnel and authorized by the Administration.
Permanent Markers

Permanent markers are not to be brought to school, including but not limited to: Marks-A-Lots, Sharpies, are not allowed at school.

White Out or Correction Fluid
White Out, Liquid Paper, and Correction Fluid are not allowed at school.

Food
If a student is bringing his/her own lunch/extra food for lunch, it must be nutritious and for personal consumption.  Food and drink is only allowed in the classroom, hallways, or stairways.  Gum is never allowed at OLPS, or at any OLPS sponsored activity. Clear water bottles may be used at the discretion of the teacher and Administration.

UNIFORM
Sunshine is the only store authorized to sell uniforms for Our Lady of Prompt Succor School.
The ONLY outer garments that may be worn over the School or Gym T-Shirt/Sweatshirt are:


the Gray logo sweater and/or vest
Gray logo fleece jacket may ONLY be worn outside – never in the classroom. 
OLPS Socks must be worn at all times, including PE.
NOTE:  The only time another jacket are permitted in very cold weather is if it are worn OVER the OLPS Fleece, which is OVER the OLPS Sweater.
Boys’ Uniform

PreK3 – 4th Grade = Light Blue Polo (short or long sleeve) with OLPS logo
5-7th Grade = Light Blue button down broadcloth shirt with OLPS Logo, with a tie on Mass days and special occasions (ties are kept in Plastic Boxes in the Homeroom Classroom)
ALL Boys = Only white T-Shirts may be worn under the school shirt and PE shirt.  
No underclothing may show below the sleeves.

PE Uniform for Boys and Girls

Grey T-Shirt with Panther Logo, only white T-shirts are permitted under this.

Black Shorts with Panther Logo. 

OLPS monogrammed white crew socks
Shoes: Either regulation school shoes OR all white or all black tennis shoes (PreK3-2nd Grade MUST be Velcro)

Black Panther Sweatpants and Gray Panther Sweatshirt (optional).
ALL uniform items should be marked with the student’s name.  Lost and found is located under the main stairway ask at the downstairs office to look through the items.
Boys’ Dress Code
The uniform should always be worn with pride. Some specific regulations are as follows:
· Shirts are tucked in at all times.

· Students in Grades 5-7 may wear their PE shirt under their school shirt on PE days, if they wish.

· The only jewelry permitted is a watch (white, black, silver, or gold) and one conservative religious necklace. No earrings. No bracelets.
· Hair must be cut in a conservative style:  above the eye brows, off the collar, ears showing, and within a height of two inches.  Hair should be its natural color.  No Mohawks, no shaved/braided symbols, lines, or words, etc. Students will not be allowed in school until hair is returned to a natural color and/or extreme styles resolved.
· Contact lenses, if worn, should only be a natural eye color.

Girls’ Dress Code
The uniform should always be worn with pride. Some specific regulations are as follows:
· Grades 5-8 blouses should be tucked in at all times.
· All under clothing must be white or skin color.
· Only white short sleeved t-shirts can be worn under the uniform shirt.  PE Shirt is allowed.  
· Only jewelry permitted are a watch (white, black, silver or gold) and one conservative religious necklace. Stud earrings (no larger than a dime) are permitted, one in each of the lower earlobes (blue, white, black, silver, and gold). No dangling earrings, no hoops, no gauges, no spikes, no plugs.   No bracelets or bands of any kind.
· Hair must be cut in a conservative style, and out of the eyes.  No symbols/words braided.  Hair should be its natural color. Students will not be allowed in class until hair is returned to a natural color and/or extreme styles resolved.  Hair accessories are permitted only in black, navy, white, school plaid, and “Sunshine” blue. No flowers or oversized headbands. No headbands/beads etc. worn across the forehead.
· No make-up (eye liner, mascara, lip stick, etc.), no artificial nails, no colored nail polish allowed.
· Contact lenses, if worn, should only be a natural eye color.
Salesian Shirt Day:  On the 24th of each Month (or the day designated if the 24th falls on a weekend) students are allowed to wear the Turquoise Blue Salesian Shirt with blue or black jeans (no jeggings), or blue or black shorts (shorts must reach the knee) and any closed toe shoe may be worn.  Only OLPS sweaters/vests may be worn over the Salesian Shirt.
Birthday Lunch/Free Dress Day:  The following rules apply for clothing worn on Birthday Lunch and Free Dress Days: 
· Shirts/blouses must have sleeves and must reach below the waist.
· Shorts/skirts/dresses must extend to the knee.  If girls’ skirts are very short, they must wear leggings that extend to the knee.
· Shoes must be closed.  No sandals or high heels.
· Jewelry is the same that is allowed on a regular school day.
.

SAFETY
Arrival at School

All students are to be in school by 8:00am (Grades K-7 are in the Gym, PreK3-PreK4 meet in their classrooms).  For the safety of the students, parents must enter at Avenue A, pull through, drop students off at the yard near Gym, and exit through the Fourth Street gate.  If parents want to walk student(s) into the Gym/School, parents are to park in the school yard.  Buses use Avenue B to drop off students.    Students should not be on Campus if a faculty member is not on duty.  If for any reason you do not see an adult on the schoolyard/Gym, do not drop off your child.
Dismissal Procedures

All students are dismissed at 3:15 PM and follow their teachers to designated places close to the school building. (PreK3 and PreK4 Dismiss from the Cafeteria.) Parents picking up students by car must park in the schoolyard, are required to step out of their cars and go over to the child’s line.  The child will signal the teacher, who will look to be sure your child goes with you.  For safety reasons students are not allowed to walk to a car unaccompanied.  
Where the legal custody of a student has been judicially assigned to one parent, to a legal guardian, or to foster parents, a certified copy of the same shall be kept on file with the student's records.  In the absence of a legal document, a child may be released to either parent.

In severe weather, parents are allowed to drive from Avenue A through the yard to the covered walkway by the Gym, and exit to Avenue B.

Bus Rules
· Riding the school bus is a privilege that we gladly extend to our students and their families.

· The driver is in full charge of the bus and the students.

· The driver shall enforce local school board bus riding rules for students riding school buses.

· Students shall ride their regularly assigned bus at all times.

· Students may be assigned seats in which they must remain until dismissed by bus driver.

· Good conduct must be maintained.

· No eating is allowed.  No drinks may be consumed on the buses. 

· No student shall open a window without the driver's permission.  No students shall extend their head, hands, arms, etc., out of the window.

· No students should bring aboard any object that could cause harm to other students.  No animals are permitted on buses.

· Students must cross roadways in front of the bus with the driver's consent only.

· Students shall be courteous to the driver, fellow students, and passers-by.

· Students shall be on time for the bus, both morning and evening.

· The emergency exits are not to be tampered with, and are used only in an emergency.

· Citations will be issued for misbehavior on the school bus.

· Students' misconduct may result in riding privileges being revoked.
Any questions concerning transportation should be directed to the OLPS school office.
Emergency Information

Every child in the school must have emergency information filled in before school through OnLine Forms.  We print this datatbase for a hard copy, in the event we have to evacuate the premises, The information must be kept current by the parent.  Changes to emergency information must be submitted in writing.  In the event of an emergency situation every effort will be made to call the parent first.  However, in case of extreme emergency, the Principal may deem it necessary to call 911 before parents are called.

Medication

Any student requiring medication MUST follow the guidelines of the local school district and those of the Archdiocese.  If you have questions, please call the office.
Illness/Injury

Falls and injuries will be reported to the office immediately and the office will in turn notify parents. Ordinarily, children are sent home only if they have a temperature of over 101, are visibly ill, or are injured.  

School Closings

Unscheduled or emergency school closings will be announced on TV and over AM radio station WWL 870, WWL-TV Channel 4, WDSU-TV Channel 6, and WVUE-TV Channel 8.

Please listen to the media for information; school telephone lines need to be open for emergencies.

Visitors

For safety reasons, all visitors must check in with the Receptionist at the Main Entrance.  Teachers will not be able to admit or speak with a visitor without notification from the office.  This refers to parents as well.  Conferences must be scheduled with teachers in advance.

Drills – Fire/Lock Down/Bad Weather
These drills are conducted at regular intervals as required by State law for student safety. Maps delineating fire escape route are posted in every classroom.  In the event that we have to evacuate from the school and surrounding areas, the OLPS students will be at Westwego Park and may be picked up there.  Be advised that Westwego Park is the designated evacuation site for 3 elementary schools (OLPS, Joshua Butler, and Vic A. Pitre).
Asbestos

In accordance with the Asbestos Hazardous Emergency Relief Act (AHERA) a Management Plan has been prepared and approved by the State Department of Environmental Quality.  This management plan is available for review in the school office during regular school hours.  If one desires a copy of the plan it is available at the cost of $25.00 (which covers the cost of the reproduction)

Child Abuse Policy
Any persons or agencies who are responsible for the care of children, such as physicians, nurses, hospital staff, teachers, principals, and counselor, who suspect that a child's physical or mental health or welfare is or has been abused are REQUIRED to report it in accordance with La. Law 14:403.  Abuse can be reported anonymously.  Persons who report in good faith are granted immunity from court action.   
Pets and Animals

Pets and animals are not to be brought to OLPS except for educational purposes with the explicit permission of both the teacher and Principal.

FINANCES
Tuition and Fees

Registration fees are due at registration.  Parents may choose bank financing, check or money order for meeting tuition obligations.  
Tuition Refunds

The registration fee is non-refundable according to Archdiocesan Policy.  Other fees are refundable if student is withdrawn before the first day of school.

Tuition will be refunded based upon the total number of days the student was enrolled in school divided by the total number of days during the year.

Supply Fee

OLPS buys all supplies for the students for the entire year.  This covers, but is not limited to, paper, pencils, erasers, pens, highlighters, colored pencils, crayons, scissors, glue, ruler, protractor, folders, copybooks, pencil cases, Binders (Gr. 4-7), Kleenex, hand sanitizer, stretchy book covers, PE bags (for Grades 6-7), Salesian T-shirt, and more.
The supply fee is $100 and is due on the last school day of September.

Technology Fee

OLPS Technology Fee is designed to assist the school in systematically replacing and expanding technology.  The technology fee is $50 and is due on the last school day of September.
Before and After Care 
Before and After Care must be paid at the end of the month.  If a bill is not paid by last school day of the month, then the school is forced to stop services for the child.  The child will be sent home, and not allowed to return to school until all financial obligations are met.
Early Dismissal Day
There is no After School Care on the two early dismissal days: December 18th and May 25th.  Any student not picked-up within 30 minutes of early dismissal days will be charged a $20 fee per child, payable when you pick up your child(ren) that day.
 Library Fines
Students are charged for overdue or lost library books.
 End of Each Month
All financial responsibilities must be met by the last school day of the month, or arrangements made with the Finance Office by then.  If the balance has not been cleared, then the school will be forced to stop services to the child.   The child will be sent home, and thus unable to participate in class, take, tests, homework, etc. and will not be allowed to return to school until all financial obligations are met.
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
