Description

The purpose of this initiative is to introduce a new Trouble Administration transaction; Multiple Trouble Ticket Create Request and Multiple Trouble Ticket Create Response.  This new transaction will allow multiple telephone numbers or circuit IDs to be included on one Trouble Ticket Create Request.  
Details

This initiative implements a new transaction “Multiple Trouble Ticket Create” for the Local Service Interface – Trouble Administration (LSI – TA) to allow up to 20 lines or circuit IDs to be reported on one Trouble Ticket transaction. These lines or circuit IDs must have a common trouble and location. This transaction will be known as MLCRT.
As a result, the CLEC will not have to wait for a call back from the Regional CLEC Maintenance Center (RCMC) to create multiple tickets. 

This new transaction request will provide the end user with the ability to enter Trouble Tickets for multiple telephone numbers or circuit IDs that are experiencing a common service problem in a single screen. 

The common service problem must have the same location, a common trouble type code, trouble narrative, service code modifier, access times and contact information etc. for all lines reported.  A mix of non-associated lines and circuit IDs is prohibited.

LSI-TA will verify that the lines or circuits entered are at the same location. The system will also verify CLEC ownership of the lines or circuits. Upon completion, the transaction will return up to 20 Verizon trouble tickets to the CLEC.  If any line/circuit ID fails verification for any reason only that line/circuit ID will error out, not the entire group.

This project will give Wholesale Advantage CLECs the ability to migrate Lineshare w/Sub Loop to Linesplitting w/Sub Loop, when Verizon Broadband (VESB) is the data provider.  This type of migration is currently prohibited by Wholesale today.  With the implementation of this initiative only Lineshare customers receiving service from VESB will be able to migrate to Linesplitting.  

Details

Wholesale will offer Linesplitting w/Sub Loop to Wholesale Advantage customers.  The service is only available on a migration order when the service is already working in a Lineshare arrangement with VESB as the data provider.   The service cannot be added at the time of a Wholesale Advantage migration, even when there is a partnership with VESB data service.  The service cannot be ordered under the Wholesale Advantage DSL contract agreement at this time.  At this time no other data provider, except VESB is offering this type of Linesplitting arrangement.  

A new USOC, U8SWX, will be present on the service orders and CSRs.

Flow Through will generate the Loop w/LNP order to disconnect the data and any Wholesale Billing Account that may exist for any of these requests that have data on the line.  A Line Loss Notification will be sent to both the losing VLEC and DLEC.
