Regarding Student Schedules and Ordering Textbooks:

Please note:  Your child’s class schedule has already been sent to you electronically.  Another copy will be included in the packet you will receive when you check in at orientation.  Please check your schedule carefully in case there have been any minor changes. If there are any questions or problems regarding your child’s class schedule, please contact the Registrar, Ellen Ewell, at registrar@millerschool.org  or check in with her at student orientation 
on August 27th.
We are excitedly making preparations for the upcoming school year, and with classes beginning on August 29th, it’s time to start thinking about courses and textbooks! The Registrar has already sent out course schedules for the 2018-2019 school year. Please find below textbook ordering instructions, as well as information about school supplies and summer reading assignments. 
Textbook Ordering
Textbooks can be ordered from the MBS Direct website. To start, choose a term and your grade level, then select from the list of available courses on the subsequent page. Please be sure to do this process for both available terms:  the Summer Reading term, as well as the 2018-2019 School Year term. MBS Direct is offering free shipping on orders over $99 placed between July 30 and August 5.  
You may of course opt to order textbooks from vendors other than MBS Direct. In this case, please be sure to verify that the textbook title and edition are exactly the same as those listed on the MBS Direct website. Please note that in many cases, textbooks have multiple editions, but that only the specified edition will be acceptable for a given course. The best way to ensure the correct edition is to consult the ISBN number. This is the 13-digit number listed just beneath the author name of each textbook listing. Getting the right edition is crucial:  different editions have different page numbers, different chapters, and different problem sets!
For some courses, reading and instructional materials cannot be ordered via MBS. In these cases, materials will be provided by the teacher. Some of these materials are free of charge, while others will be charged to a student’s account. Please see the notes below for specific courses: 
· AP English 11:  A course reader will be provided at the beginning of the year (approximately $20). The summer reading text is also used as the main text throughout the year. 
· English 11:  A course reader will be provided at the beginning of the year (approximately $20). Also, later in the year, one novel will be ordered by the school and charged to MSA student account ($10-$15). 
· English 12:  One section is being taught by Mr. Kauffmann, another by Ms. Ainsworth. Depending on placement, one instructor-specific novel will be ordered by the school and charged to MSA student account ($10-$12).
Other course-specific textbook notes:
· English 8 and English 9:  The same text (Warriner’s Handbook 4th Course) is used in both years.  

· Calculus, AP Calculus AB, AP Calculus BC:  The same text is used in all three courses.  

· Latin III:  Students in Latin III who took Latin II at Miller will use their text from from Latin II (Ecce Romani 2), in addition to purchasing Ecce Romani 3. New students will need to purchase both Ecce Romani 2 and Ecce Romani 3. 

· DE Psychology:  The first-semester text, Essentials of Understanding Psychology, is sold in looseleaf format, meaning that students will also need a 3-ring binder in which to hold the pages. The second-semester text, Abnormal Psychology, is sold in both looseleaf format and hardcover format. Students need to choose only one of these. (The content is the same in both.)

Shipping
Please be sure to have Summer Reading books sent to current residences. For all other textbooks, you may choose to have them sent directly to the Miller School of Albemarle. In this case, please make sure your student’s name appears in the mailing address, so that the package can be routed accordingly. If you are ordering both Summer and School Year textbooks from MBS Direct, and if these are being sent to different addresses, you will need to create two separate orders. If the separate Summer order is placed during the free shipping window (7/30 - 8/5) and still incurs a shipping charge, please let us know, and MBS Direct will credit your account.  (Note:  Textbooks sent ahead to Miller will be located in two locations for pickup.  For boarding girls, textbooks will be moved to Wayland Hall.  Boarding boys can pick up their textbooks in Mrs. Cason’s office - Student Life Office in Old Main.)

The updated Miller School handbook will be posted to the Resources page (the link to the page can be found in the upper right hand corner of the home page) by the first of August so you can review rules, procedures, etc. 

Please be sure to complete the Student Device Registration form attached to the Resources page prior to your arrival on campus. Completing forms and registering your computer will allow your email account at Miller School to be set up and ready for you. If you have not completed the forms before orientation on August 27th, you will need to stop by Technology Station in the main foyer between 9:00 and noon or go to the Technology Center Office (on the 2nd floor next to the library) after 1:00 p.m. Please bring your laptop with you. You will not be able to use Miller internet services until this has been done.  
Summer reading can also be found on the Resources page. 

Dress Code Note:  Students DO NOT need to be in dress code for orientation on Monday and Tuesday. Please note that School ID Photos will be taken during orientation for Student ID Cards so students may want to look presentable for their photo. Even though we are not in dress code for orientation,  clothes worn for orientation should meet the requirements listed for clothes during “Non-Academic Time” explained in the Student/Parent Handbook on page 62.  Dress code will begin with the first day of school on Wednesday, August 29th.
