Beijing University of Chinese Medicine (BUCM) enjoys high prestige of new China’s cradle of Chinese medicine education. The university, founded in 1956 and formerly known as Beijing College of Chinese Medicine, is one of the earliest established institutions of higher learning of Chinese medicine after the founding of People’s Republic of China. It became a priority university for national development in 1960 and was renamed Beijing University of Chinese Medicine in 1993. In 1997 the university became the only one among colleges and universities of Chinese medicine that had a place in the national ‘211 Project’. In 2000 the former Beijing University of Chinese Medicine and the former Beijing College of Acupuncture, Orthopedics and Traumatology merged into the new Beijing University of Chinese Medicine, and became a priority university directly under supervision of the Ministry of Education. Presently, Prof. Zheng Yingliang is Sectary of the University Party Committee, and Prof. Zheng Shouzeng is President of the university.

Tianjin Normal University (TJNU) is a key important comprehensive university, featuring teaching and academic excellence. Dalian Maritime University
Dalian Maritime University (DMU) is one of the largest and best maritime universities and is the only key maritime institution under the Ministry of Communications, People’s Republic of China. DMU enjoys a high reputation internationally as an excellent center of maritime education and training as recognized by the International Maritime Organization (IMO).

The long history of the University can be traced back to 1909, when the Nanyang Institute in Shanghai established a Shipping Management Section. Chinese higher maritime education went through many difficult periods and was not well developed before the founding of the People’s Republic of China.

DMU was created in 1953 through the amalgamation of three merchant marine institutions: Shanghai Nautical College, the Northeast Navigation College and Fujian Navigation School. At that time its name was Dalian Marine College, and it was the only maritime college in China. In 1960, DMU was designated a national key institution of higher education. Later in 1983, the Asia-Pacific Region Maritime Training Center was established at DMU by the United Nations Development Program (UNDP), and the IMO and in 1985 a branch of the World Maritime University (WMU) was established.

With the approval of the Ministry of Education in 1994, the Univrsity’s name was changed to the present one. In 1998, the University was awarded the ISO9001 Certificate of Quality Assurance accredited by the Norwegian Det Norske Veritas (DNV) and the China Maritime Safety Administration (MSA); it became the first maritime university in China to have the ISO9001 Certificate. In 2004, the University successfully passed the quality assessment of undergraduate teaching by the Ministry of Education. Through continual development, DMU has been at the forefront of similar universities both in broadening the scope and in enhancing the level of its programs.

The great results DMU has achievd and the reputation DMU enjoys both at home and abroad are highly valued by the leaders of China. On August 22nd and October 20th in 1993, the Chinese Government leaders, fomer President Jiang Zemin, Vice President Zeng Qinhong, Premier Wen Jiabao, and Vice Premier Li Lanqing, respectively, inspected DMU. Former President Jiang wrote a few words of encouragement for DMU:” Be steadfast, rigorous, industrious, and pioneering in order to build the University into one of the preeminent maritime universities in the world”.In 1997, DMU began the National Project 211, a plan to build one hundred national-level universities in China.

DMU is located in southwestern Dalian, which is a famous coastal city in northeastern China with a population of six million. The University covers an area of one million square meters with almost half a million square meters occupied by buildings. The University owns the buildings for maritime sciences that contain fully functional equipment and facilities. There are additional buildings for maritime training and research, survival training, swimming pool, planetarium and libraries. DMU has a training dock and over 40 laboratories for teaching, training and research that also include a full mission ship-handling simulator and an engine room simulator. DMU also owns and operates an ocean-going training vessel of over 10,000 deadweight tonnage.

The University consists of 13 colleges, and in addition to the departments in each college, there are three other departments which serve as support departments for entire University. Presently DMU has a post-doctoral program (R&D base), 16 Doctoral programs, 57 master’s degree programs, and 42 undergraduate programs. Both the Traffic Information Engineering and Control and the Marine Engineering are national key disciplines. The University is authorized to confer MBA, MPA, J.M, and Master of Engineering, an on-the-job master’s degree.

Since the amalgamation, DMU has educated and trained nearly 50,000 advanced professionals and technical authorities for the country. Many of them are now playing essential roles in maritime and maritime-related industries both in and outside of China. The current student population has risen to approximately 17,000. Additionally, our university enrolls overseas students for Bachelor’s Master’s Degrees and PhDs. More than 4,000 overseas students and advanced professionals from over 30 countries and regions have been educated and trained at DMU.

DMU has a highly qualified faculty team, including 204 professors, 400 associate professors, 157 doctoral supervisors, The team of young specialists and professors is well equipped in profound theoretical knowledge and capable of extensive research in the fields of marine traffic engineering, maritime information engineering, artificial intelligence application onboard vessels, ship power systems and energy-saving technology, marine engine repairing, communication and information systems, marine environmental protection, and maritime law.

DMU has an academic agreement with 5 academicians of the National Academy of Engineering, 48 chair professors, and 198 visiting professors. With the practical academic focus at DMU, these famous specialists and scholars from across the world can bring the latest concepts and the most advanced information in research and theory to DMU faculty staff and students. The staff and students, therefore, have more opportunities to explore and uphold the vision, and consequently can work in a comfortable academic atmosphere.

The academic relationships with these sister universities are maintained through mutual visits, faculty staff and student exchanges, joint programs and joint research projects.

In March 2005, the first joint MSc Program in Maritime Safety and Environmental Management was successfully inaugurated at DMU. This further enhances the University’s level of international academic cooperation. The University has established long-term cooperative relationships with international organizations and institutions, including the International Maritime Organization (IMO), the International Labor Organization (ILO), the International Association of Maritime Universities (IAMU), the Association of the Maritime Education and Training Institutes in Asia Pacific (AMETIAP), the International Maritime Lecturers Association (IMLA), Asia-Pacific Economics Cooperation (APEC), the Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN), the International Shipping Federation (ISF), the International Association of Classification Societies (IACS), as well as some world famous shipping companies.

Facing the future with its new opportunities and challenges, DMU will continue to bear in mind its mission statement, ”be steadfast, rigorous, industrious, pioneering”. We are determined to focus on our mission by exploring and grasping exciting opportunities, creatively addressing new challenges and, with our multiple disciplines for research and education, we will achieve our goal of upgrading the University to a position of preeminence among the world’s maritime universities.

The Master of Science program in Maritime Safety and Environmental Management (MSc in MSEM) --a joint MSc. Program initiated by World Maritime University & Dalian Maritime University

The Master of Science program in Maritime Safety and Environmental Management is delivered in Dalian, China, by WMU in collaboration with Dalian Maritime University (DMU). It has been designed to extend the professional education that WMU has offered over two decades to a new and thriving clientele from the region and beyond, and to meet more of the maritime industry’s demand for high-level specialized professionals

The program is intensive, and lasts for 14 months (July to September). It consists of 6 teaching units plus a research paper, broken down into 44 credits. The first unit, foundation studies, is followed by specialization units, which cover all aspects of maritime safety and environmental management. Staffs from DMU teach 30% of the credits, particularly in the first unit, and supervise project work, while WMU teach the other credits.

The program is taught entirely in English, and the entry requirements, grading system and quality assurance processes are those in force at WMU. Successful students graduate with a WMU Master of Science degree in Maritime Safety and Environmental Management.

Liaoning University

In the course of over half a century's development, Liaoning University has grown into a multiple-discipline comprehensive university, embracing Chinese language and literature, history, philosophy, economics, law, foreign languages, art, natural science, engineering and management. One of its predecessors is Shenyang Commercial College set up by the People's Government of the Northeast in November 1948. The September of 1958 saw the amalgamation of the Northeast Institute of Finance and Economics, Shenyang Normal College and Shenyang Institute of Russian, which led to the birth of Liaoning University. At present, the University has an area of 2,138 mu, i.e. 1,420,000 square meters (including the University proper, Liaoyang Foreign Languages College and the Xinchengzi Campus), with a building area totaling 780, 000 square meters, including teaching-building 250,000 square meters and dormitories 164,000 square meters. The total amount of students is about 21,000.

Liaoning University is one of the key universities listed in the nation's "Project 211" and affirmed by the Ministry of Education. The University has nineteen colleges, five college-level faculties, fifty-five undergraduate disciplines, seventy-seven  master-degree-granting disciplines, including MBA and JM. The University is also invested with authority to grant doctorate of philosophy in theoretical economics (the first level discipline) and twenty-five other doctorates (the second level discipline). Furthermore, the University has three mobile stations for post-doctoral studies to its credit, with two national key disciplines of world economy and national economy in addition to a base for cultivating personnel of basic national economy, and a key base for research on humanities, and a center of research on the system of comparative economy as designated by the Ministry of Education. The University has eleven province-level key disciplines and one test and detection center.

Confronted with opportunities and challenges of the new century, Liaoning University is accelerating its reform, innovation and development. Now with the strengthening of disciplines as its propelling force, teaching and research as its dominant attention, the building up of teaching and managing staff as its foundation, the improvement of campus environment as its supporting condition, reform as its motive power, the intensification of administration work as its means of achieving its goal, and last but not least, strengthening Party-building and ideological and political work as its bulwark, the University will double its effort to build itself into a teaching-and-research type university at a fairly high academic level and with certain international influence in five to ten years.

Shenyang Normal University is under the jurisdiction of the Liaoning Provincial People’s Government of China.  It is a multi-discipline university consisting of eight main fields of study: philosophy, economics, law, education, literature, physical science, technology, and administrative science. The university was first established in 1951. It was one of two accredited teaching universities originally founded in China’s Northeast Region. in March 2002, the Liaoning Provincial Government decided, with the approval of China’s Ministry of Education, to merge Shenyang Teachers’ College with Liaoning Educational College in order to forge a strong and competitive university, known today as Shenyang Normal University. It is also one of the 94 universities in China that have the right to receive international students who received scholarships awarded by the Chinese government. The university now covers an area of 300 acres of land with 717,000 square meters of floor space, and our university library houses over 1.5 million volumes of books. There are currently 21921 full-time undergraduate students, 2105 master degree candidates, as well as 200 international students attending our university. Now, we have 51 undergraduate academic majors and 57 master degrees. The University employs 1,400 full-time teachers, among them: there are two academicians from Chinese Academy of Sciences, 394 professors and 1040 associate professors.

Jilin University (JLU) is one of the leading national research universities under the direct jurisdiction of the Ministry of Education. Merged with five other local higher education institutions – the Jilin University of Technology, the Norman Bethune University of Medical Sciences, the Changchun University of Science and Technology, the Changchun College of Posts and Telecommunications, and the Quartermaster University of PLA.– JLU is known for its highest enrollment (present fulltime enrollment 60,000) and widest coverage of academic disciplines. The University has established worldwide exchange and cooperation ties with more than 130 institutions in more than 40 countries/regions and presently there are over 1400 international students from these countries. Wuhan University

Wuhan University is a key university under the direct administration of the Ministry of Education of the People's Republic of China. Wuhan University dates back to Ziqiang Institute, which was founded in 1893 by Zhang Zhidong, governor of Hubei and Hunan Provinces in late Qing Dynasty after the Qing Government approved his memorial to the throne. Later, its name changed for several times before it was finally named National Wuhan University in July 1928. By the end of 1946, the university had six colleges, i.e., the colleges of liberal arts, law, sciences, engineering, agriculture and medicine. During its 111 years history, Wuhan University has gradually formed a glorious innovative tradition and is now enjoying a very high academic prestige.

With the approval by the State Council of China, new Wuhan University was founded on August 2nd, 2000 with the amalgamation of four first-rate universities – original Wuhan University, Wuhan University of Hydraulic and Electrical Engineering, Wuhan Technical University of Surveying and Mapping, and Hubei Medical University. At present Wuhan University has 30 schools in 6 faculties and 3 first-rate affiliated hospitals, covering 11 areas, namely Philosophy, Economics, Law, Education, Literature, History, Sciences, Engineering, Agriculture, Medicine and Management, with 105 bachelor degree programs, 238 master degree programs, 162 doctoral degree programs and 23 post-doctoral stations. There are numbers of large well-equipped teaching buildings, laboratories, gymnasiums, sports grounds, swimming pools, archive buildings, and a specimen building. It now has 3 key State-level laboratories, 8 State-level laboratories, 2 State-level research centers in engineering, 6 national research bases for humanities and social sciences, 8 national bases for basic science talent development, 1 national education base for cultural development of university students.

The university now has 47,000 students, including 30,000 undergraduates and 17,000 graduates. The teaching staff consists of more than 3,400 teachers, including 2,100 or so professors and associate professors, 814 doctor supervisors, 4 academicians of Chinese Academy of sciences, 7 academicians of the Chinese Academy of Engineering, 2 academicians of the international Eurasian Academy of Sciences and several well-known senior scholars of arts and social sciences.

During the last ten years the university has established relations of academic cooperation and exchanges with over 300 universities, colleges and scientific research institutions in more than 60 countries and regions, 200 of which have signed collaboration agreements.

Southwest Jiaotong University

Southwest Jiaotong University (SWJTU) was founded at Shanhaiguan in 1896. Having been relocated a number of times; it is presently situated in Chengdu, the provincial capital of Sichuan Province. It is a key university directly under the administration of Ministry of Education, and has developed into an engineering-highlighted multi-disciplinary university incorporating science, management, economics, liberal arts and law. 

With over one hundred years of history, SWJTU has established a complete higher education system consisting of undergraduate, postgraduate, doctorate, continuing education and distant education programs. The university has eleven schools, thirty-eight departments, thirty-two undergraduate specialties, master’s programs in fifty-eight fields, doctorate programs in twenty-four fields and six post-doctoral centers. There are around twenty-three thousand students on campus now. SWJTU has a high-qualified staff with one thousand four hundred teachers, including almost nine hundred professors and associate professors, three members of the Chinese Academy of Science, and two members of the Chinese Academy of Engineering. There are also more than one hundred visiting professors from other educational institutes within and outside China presently employed by the university. In its one hundred years of steady development, SWJTU has cultivated over seventy thousand engineers, technicians and managers; a few of the most notable being Mao Yisheng, Zhu Kezhen and Lin Tongyan. However, many other world-famous experts and scholars, including more than forty academicians of the Chinese Academy of Science and the Chinese Academy of Engineering have either studied or taught at the university. Furthermore, SWJTU is well known for its rigorous scholarship and has long been considered to be an excellent center of higher education pursued by many young students at home and abroad.

SWJTU is a center of both education and research. It has three key disciplines at the state level, and seventeen at the ministerial and provincial level. Eight of its disciplines are authorized to engage special professors under the Changjiang Scholar Plan. Located at the university are also sixteen research institutes and fifteen research institutes involved in cross disciplines. Traction Power Lab, the only key state laboratory of the national transportation system, is based at SWJTU. There are also ten key laboratories at the ministerial level and another sixty-six teaching and research laboratories. The Modern Industry Technique Training Center and the National CAD Application Education and Training Center are located at the university as well. During the“ Eighth Five-year Plan”, over one hundred eighty scientific research projects have won prizes awarded by the state, the province and the Railway Ministry. Over nine thousand research papers have been published in academic journals within and outside the nation. SWJTU has established cooperative links with a large number of cities, enterprises, universities and research institutes. In addition to this, the network of SWJTU is now connected with the Internet. At the end of 2000, the first man-loading high temperature superconducting maglev test vehicle in the world was born at SWJTU. At the exhibitions of great national achievements held in celebrations of the Fifteenth Representative Conference of Communist Party of China and the Fiftieth Anniversary of the founding of the People’s Republic of China, the testing maglev train was highly regarded and very positively remarked upon by Jiang Zemin and other Party and State leaders.
Located on the second ring road of Chengdu, SWJTU is less than two kilometers from the North Chengdu Railway Station and the Passenger Transportation Center. It is thus very convenient for foreign students and guests to get here. SWJTU covers an area of one hundred sixty-nine hectares: the Chengdu campus consists of seventy-six hectares and the Emei campus ninety-three. The total area of the school grounds is approximately six hundred and seventy thousand square meters. Both campus feature beautiful environment and novel architecture. The Chengdu Campus is highlighted by the Zhan Tianyou Gymnasium and also includes a swimming pool and other standard sports grounds. Its library contains a collection of over one million four hundred thousand volumes and various periodicals and journals. The modern buildings all around the campus offer an excellent study environment for students.
In 2000, SWJTU passed undergraduate education evaluation of excellence the first time it had ever been held here. And in 2001, the university passed the “211 Projects Test” held in conjunction with the “Ninth Five -Year Plan”. These achievements serve as a beginning for a university that is dedicated to initiating new undertakings. In light of the inscription by General Secretary Jiang Zemin, “ Carry forward the cause and forge ahead into the future, be bold in scaling heights, and strive even harder to turn Jiaotong University into a first-class university in the world”, the university will carry on the fine traditions and spirit displayed by its forerunners and will accelerate its development so as to make new contributions to the great rejuvenation of the Chinese nation!

Within 1 month: 4,000 RMB yuan/person

2 to 3 months: 3,300 RMB yuan/person/month

Remarks: If study is for no more than 1 month, one must pay for 1 month. (e.g. if study is for 5 weeks, which is more than 1 month, and less than 2 months, one must pay tuition for 2 whole months). Others shall be charged according to this regulation.

Over 6 months and within 1 year: (not belong to short-term students): in accordance with the same standard of the students or senior students for advanced studies.

The tuition for the short-term language students is in accordance with the same standard of the short-term students. The tuition for the long-term language students (who study for over half a year) is in accordance with the standard of the students for advanced studies.

When to pay the tuition: (two ways as follows):

A. Pay it at one time at the beginning of the school year.

B. Pay it in two installments while cannot pay it at one time: pay half of it in the beginning of each semester.

Special circumstances: If approved by the university, one can postpone paying his tuition for one to two months, but must pay a 5% overdue fine.

Moreover, those specialties and course classes that are taught in English are 20-30% above the standard.

Lanzhou University

Lanzhou University, located in Lanzhou, the capital city of Gansu Province, was founded in 1909. It was recognized as one of the key comprehensive universities directly administered under China’s Ministry of Education in 1953. In 1996, it was listed as one of the top 100 key universities which would be strongly supported by the Central Government, and as one of the 38 highlighted key universities in 2001 which was cooperatively sponsored by the Ministry of Education and local Provincial Government. With the merge of Lanzhou Medical College into Lanzhou University, it has become a key comprehensive university of 11 disciplines, including: liberal arts, science, engineering, agriculture, medicine, and arts.

Lanzhou University consists of 28 Schools in addition to its graduate school. It currently has 1360 faculty members, of which 8 are academicians of the Chinese Academy of Sciences and the Chinese Academy of Engineering. 746 are professors and assistant professors. The university has 56 doctoral programs, 187 master programs and 76 bachelor programs in which there are 6952 postgraduate students and 18114 undergraduates. The total campus area is 2 million square meters and the library, with the capacity of 2,400,000 volumes, occupies an area of 57,000 square meters.

Lanzhou University is well recognized for its strength in the basic theoretical research, in which great achievements have been made in the fields of Organic Chemistry, Cryobiology, Theoretical Physics, Nuclear Physics and Technology, Magnetics, Plant Physiology, Ecology, Basic Mathematics, Mechanics, Natural Geography, Synoptic Dynamics, Inorganic Chemistry, Analytical Chemistry, etc. Since the last decade, the university has attached great importance to the applicable studies on the special characteristics and problems of China’s Northwestern Provinces in the fields of Customs, Economy, Society, Science, and Culture, Dunhuang Studies, Northwestern History and Geography, Population, Geological Engineering, Glaciations, Plateau Atmosphere, plant Physiology and Arid Ecology, which have brought high recognition and praise from the Central Government and contributes greatly to the overall regional development.

Lanzhou University is active in developing international academic exchange and cooperation. The university has set up relationships with universities and research institutions in more than 30 countries and regions, such as the United States, Japan, the United Kingdom, France, Germany, Australia, Canada, Russia and Hong Kong. In addition, the education of international students has been another focus of the university. Currently students from over 20 countries are studying here on the campus. In 2002, the school of International Cultural Exchange was established as a special institute for the enrollment, teaching and administration of international students, which also serves as the authorized testing center for the Chinese Proficiency Test (HSK) and the Test of Teaching Chinese as a Foreign Language. 

At present, Lanzhou University is forging ahead as an acknowledged comprehensive research center and teaching university at the top international level.
