WOUB in Athens, Ohio has a very small AQH so they do a Power “2 hours.”  While this is not ideal, it is necessary in order to raise enough money ($7,000-$8,000) to take the rest of the day off.   This approach is recommended ONLY for stations with a full-week AQH of 2,500 or less.

Also note that the match is 50 cents on the dollar.  WOUB can pull this off because it had never done a dollar for dollar match prior to instituting the Power Hour.  To their audience, this is the best challenge they’ve heard on WOUB.  It works well and the station doesn’t have to raise as much challenge money to make Power Hour’s possible.
