They are not open on Saturdays, Sundays and during holidays 

Credit cards and travellers’ cheques are mostly accepted. 

To avoid additional exchange rate charges, participants are advised to take travellers cheques in US dollars or Euros.
Cost of Living 
The usual salary for a person who works 38.5 hours a week is from 1000 Euros until 2500 Euros monthly, after deductions. Approximately ¼ of the salary has to be laid out for a flat or a house (including water, heating installation and electricity). One litre of milk costs around 0.85 Euro, one kilogram of bread costs between 1 and 3 Euros. 
Climate 

Temperature in Vienna in June is between 25°C and 35°C. 

Language

The official Language of the Citizens’ Convention is English. No interpretation will be provided. In general, the official language in Austria is German; most of the Austrian citizens (especially young people) also speak English or French. 

Dress Code  

There will be no formal dress code during the Convention. Casual wear is suitable for all events. For events or official receptions and dinners, we would recommend you to wear evening clothes. Keep in mind that the Citizens’ Convention will take place in Vienna during June! 
Courtesy

All participants should show courtesy and respect to the organising team, staff, chairpersons, guests and other participants. When activities start, we do not allow smoking or drinking alcohol. 

Drink water 

All over Austria, water is safe to drink. In hotels, pensions or even from fountains in the streets. According to the World Health Organisation (WHO) you will find the cleanest and best drinking water in Vienna. The tab water in Vienna is mountain spring water and it’s the same water you can buy in mineral bottles in supermarkets. Exceptions are signalised with: "Kein Trinkwasser" ("No drinking water" in German).

Meals

The convention organisation is providing meals (dinner & lunch). Vegetarian food can also be served (please inform us in the registration form). All other extra meals have to be covered by the participants. 
Medication

You may wish to bring with you some basic medical supplies. It is worth having your own basic medicine kit, such as mild painkillers like aspirin / paracetamol, cold and flu tablets, and any other special medications that you may require. If you are currently on medication, please bring an adequate supply since the drugs prescribed to you may not be available locally.

Full country name: Republic of Austria 

Austria is a democratic, federal republic, composed of nine constituent federal states: Burgenland, Carinthia, Lower Austria, Salzburg, Styria, Tyrol, Upper Austria, Vienna and Vorarlberg. Vienna is the country's capital. Federal legislation is enacted by the two chambers of Parliament, the ''Nationalrat'' and the ''Bundesrat''. The latter chamber represents the interests of the federal states. The state diets exercise the legislative power of the federal states.
