SCHOOL LIFE IN THE UK

Starting secondary school

In year 7, British kids start secondary school. At primary school students only have one teacher but at secondary school they have lots of teachers. Each teacher has his own rules.

Types of School

7% of kids in the UK go to private schools (sometimes called public schools). Prince William and Prince Harry went to Eton, one of the UK’s most famous private schools. Private schools are often single sex (just for boys or just for girls) and they are usually very traditional. Boys at Eton have to wear a suit jacket with long tails and pinstriped trousers.

School subjects

Children at secondary school have to study about ten subjects. The main subjects are: English, Maths and Science. British kids now study a new subject called Citizenship. It teaches children about the politics and law in the UK.

Homework

Kids at secondary school get homework every night. They often have homework for about four different subjects. They keep a homework diary to help them remember what they have to do.

Uniform

Many pupils in the UK often have to wear school uniforms. Some students don’t like their school uniform. School kids in the UK hate Wednesday more than any other day in the school week.

Exams

When they are 16, pupils take their GCSEs (General Certificate of Secondary Education) in as many subjects as they can (usually about 8 or 10). To pass their GCSEs they must do coursework and exams. After GCSEs, pupils can leave school or they can stay on to take their A-levels. A-level qualify them for entry to university. Students in the UK specialise early choosing just three or four subjects to study at A-level. 20% young people go to university.
