1.     Term of Agreement
The term of this Agreement will be one year.

2.     The Service
(a)
UniQuest will allow the Company  to use version 2 of the PREDIKIN software

(the “Service”).

(b)
Subject to clause 4(a), the PREDIKIN software will be temporarily accessed via the Company's web browser software for such times as the Company requires use of the PREDIKIN software.

(c)
Subject to paragraph (d), the PREDIKIN software will produce a list of potential heptapeptide phosphorylation sequences from protein kinase amino acid sequence data submitted by the Chief Investigator (as identified in the Application Form).

(d)
The Company acknowledges that:

(i)
the PREDIKIN software is in a developmental stage and can only

provide results for certain classes of protein kinases (in particular kinases with a typical protein kinase fold);

(ii)        the PREDIKIN software is limited in its functionality to that described in http://predikin.biosci.uq.edu.au/pkr/index.php?option=com_content&task=section&id=4&Itemid=65

(iii)     the software may not produce results outside of the limitations set out in the journal article referred to in paragraph (ii) above.

3.     What the Company has to provide
The Company understands that it needs to have its own computer with a compatible browser installed and access to the internet to use the Service.

4.     Service operation
(a)
The Company understands that as with all computers:

(i)
there may be times that the server hosting the Service is not operational, or has been shut down for maintenance; or

(ii)
there may be software errors or other interruptions in use affecting the server

and that as a result of any of these events, the Service may not be accessible at all times, and as a result there may be interruption to the Company’s business.

(b)
The Company acknowledges that UniQuest may provide it with a new username or password from time to time.

5.     Liability
(a)
