INFORMATION FOR PATIENTS

FEES FOR NON-NHS WORK

Certain types of services for patients are not covered by the NHS.  Where these services can only be provided by the patient’s own GP or other attending doctor, patients are expected to pay for them and The British Medical Association (BMA) suggests appropriate fees for general practitioners to charge. 
Bath Row Medical Practice maintains its fee structure in line with BMA recommended fees.   All fees were reviewed by the BMA in April 2012.  BRMP has not updated its fees since August 2008, and has therefore increased its fees in line with BMA recommendations from 01 January 2013. 
The costs for non-NHS work cover GP time and administration time.  Please note that the release of any patient data is subject to the regulations of the Data Protection Act.  No work will be undertaken without the patient’s permission.  Information will be provided in the manner requested (form, letter, report etc.) and will be as complete as possible.  Life assurance and income protection reports will be returned within 20 working days of receipt of (pre-) payment (this must include written consent from the patient).  If consent is not provided at the time of request, this will delay the process. .All other work will be returned within 7 working days.  BRMP staff will do their best to complete reports/ forms sooner than specified where workload permits but we cannot guarantee this as NHS administration, e.g. patient referrals, must take precedence.
Payment

· Payment for non-NHS services must be made before the work is carried out.

· Please pay by credit or debit card (’chip and pin’) if at all possible – we prefer not to take cash.

· Please ensure that the receptionist gives you a receipt – please do not leave without one.

Refunds
· Refunds minus an administration fee of 25% (minimum fee £5.00) will be given where no work has yet been undertaken by the GP.
· If the GP has already commenced the work when a refund is requested, no refund will be given.  

· Refunds will not be given on private prescriptions.

Please note: on the advice of Birmingham Local Medical Committee we provide a standard and not a patient-specific letter for private gymnasia and fitness centres about “fitness to exercise”, which is free of charge.
