Leaders Overview

Friday:  A quiet evening apart from an incident at Pryzm and then we met lots of very nice people who were very appreciative.  Generally a quiet night in Kingston.

Saturday:  Winter has arrived!  The drop in temperature has been matched by the reduction in people out and about tonight. Thanks to the team for their great support.  They were very interactive and everyone played their part in different ways which made it a pleasure to be out with them all.

Highlights

Friday: 

11.15  Outside LK Bennett. We are with a girl H who is going to be sick.

11.20  Have heard that there are friends in a car outside TKMaxx so her friends are going to take her there and get her home.  This girl has had such a sad life, no parents to look after her since she was five.  We are praying for H and all those kids who grow up with no mums and dads.

11.30  Spoke to four girls who have left their pub and not sure what to do next as they don't look old enough to get into a night club.  It was good of them to look after H as only one of them knew her.  Now going back up Clarence Street to Eden Street - we are walking behind six males who seem to be following two females.  The girls may have been taking drugs but the males look very predatory so we are going to follow them as we head towards HSBC.

1.00  We have just been invited into the Viper Rooms. We went to the medical room.  There is free coffee, hot chocolate and drinks of water and somewhere comfortable to sit.

Cromwell Road bus station and have met up with rough sleeper who we haven't seen for a while.  He always seems to be hungry and would like a drink and a sandwich which we will pitch in and pay for.   

1.30  Also at the station we met young woman G who wanted to know what bus she need to get to Staines.  We found out which it was but the last one left at 12.30.  She has just come over from the States and couldn't get an Uber taxi because she had the wrong credit cards.   We took her up to the mini cab but her sister on the phone refused to pay the £35 for her on arrival so we walked her over to the police station to stay the night.

1.55  On our way, we ran into an old man who seemed to be disorientated.  He had been discharged from St George's and was trying to get back there as he was lost.  He thinks he should be in a hospital in Peckham.  We got him on a bus to Kingston Hospital and the bus driver is going to put him off at St George’s hospital.  Continuing on to the police station with G.
2.50  Outside McDonalds and an appreciative guy called us the new Samaritans.  
3.45  Met male in his early 20s, who told us he is a Muslim and asked if we were Christians to which we said yes. He commended us for being out here caring and our dedication to others.  Although he was a Muslim he was drunk and we had a bit of banter about that which he said was a minor sin as far as he was concerned.  He regretted the extremes in religion and we had a nice chat with him.

Saturday: 
10.00 - 10.30  Kitting out and welcoming our newly qualified SPs Joshua and Esther.  We had a general discussion about SPs roles and responsibilities and how we can all help to move them forward in their SP journey which was followed by prayer.
10.40  Have just checked out with Kingston police station as they didn't have a chance to pop into URC earlier for a briefing.
11.50  Just seen the Rasta man, who is very cheerful as usual at his new stop by John Lewis. Tonight he was playing 'Let it snow, let it snow, let it snow'!
11.55  HSBC on Clarence Street - spoke to a group of kids who said they were 16+  but could have passed for 23!  They had fake ID but going home anyway.  We gave out lollipops to them. 
1.30  Subway - we have just given E, a homeless man, a pair of gloves and a sleeping bag as previously we had been round to see him and had bought him a cup of tea.  He was very pleased to receive our gifts.  He is the only homeless person we have seen on the streets tonight.
2.55  Outside the Viper Rooms which are now closed for the evening and had a chat with one of the door man there.  Their entry technique for clubbers now is to breath test them before they go in. If you are red you are completely barred, if amber it is iffy and green is fine.  The door man told us that the only trouble they had tonight was from six drunken girls who they didn't let in as they were amber.  They are at the stage of barring more drunken women than men.
