You will not need transportation at Prayer Mountain.
Prayer Mountain was established to provide a secluded place of prayer for those who desire to be alone with God. Yoido Full Gospel Church is happy to welcome Christians from all over the world to visit us for a period of extended prayer. There are directional signs to guide you at Prayer Mountain, written in Korean as well as in English. Prayer Mountain can accommodate guests with either western or Korean-style (group room) sleeping facilities. Individuals as well as groups should make advance reservations although these reservations are “subject to change.” Prayer Mountain is privately owned and operated by Yoido Full Gospel Church, and sometimes these accommodations are needed for our ministers’ seminars, etc., and these dates may not be known at the time you make reservations.

1. Daily Church Services

There are four services every day in the main sanctuary at Prayer Mountain. The services are at 06:00, 11:00, 15:00, and 19:00. Pastors counsel, pray for the sick, and lead the services with information about fasting and prayer. These services are ONLY in the Korean language.  

2. Prayer Grottoes

Over 200 prayer grottoes are available every day for those who desire to spend prolonged periods of intercessory prayer.  To use a prayer grotto, please go to the “Information Desk” (Palkagjung) to get a key to the grotto. Please refer to the “Map of Prayer Mountain Complex.”
3. Small Chapels for Group Devotions in House of Agape  
If you are bringing a group to Prayer Mountain, you may request a room in advance for your group to meet together for devotions. The cost is 100,000 Korean won (cash) for each worship service using a small chapel. Piano, microphones, and speakers are available.

4. Accommodations

Accommodations have heat in the winter.  In the summer, there is no air conditioning, but fans are available for each room.  NOTE:  Please pay for accommodations in Korean won.  Credit cards are not accepted. There is no foreign exchange bank at Prayer Mountain.

A. The World Mission Center

The World Mission Center has 22 western-style rooms.  Each room has two beds (1 bunk bed) and a private bathroom.  The cost is 20,000 won per room (not per bed).  Electricity outlets in the rooms are 240 volts.  Check in time is after 14:00 hours. Check out time on the day of departure is by 11:00 hours.
B. The House of Agape (formerly called House of Love)
The House of Agape is available for individuals as well as large groups coming for retreats, seminars and other special occasions.  Reservations must be made by letter, fax or e-mail, giving us the exact dates accommodations are needed and the number of participants attending.  Electricity outlets in the rooms are 240 volts.

First floor:

42 western-style rooms for individuals or couples.  Each room has two beds and a private bathroom.  The cost is 20,000 won per room (not per bed).  Check in time is after 14:00 hours. Check out time on the day of departure is by 11:00 hours.

Please refer to the daily time schedule on the next page. A bus may leave before the scheduled time if it is already full. The church shuttle buses are only for individuals and groups of less than ten people going to Prayer Mountain.
