Procedure

on proof of sufficient financial provision for foreigners and stateless persons entering Ukraine, staying in Ukraine, transiting through Ukraine and determination of amount of such provision.

According to the Procedure, approved on December 4, 2013 by decree of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine № 884, from December 19, 2013 the foreigners and stateless persons travelling to Ukraine, staying in Ukraine, transiting through Ukraine and leaving from Ukraine to another country must have financial funds 20-fold the amount of the subsistence minimum per person per month set up in Ukraine on the day of entry, unless other is prescribed by laws. 

As of December 1, 2013 the amount of subsistence minimum per person per month was set at 1176 UAH.

According to paragraph 3 of article 21 of the Law of Ukraine “On legal status of foreigners and stateless persons” financial provision or guarantee of its availability can be confirmed by presenting: 

- cash in national currency of Ukraine or in convertible foreign currency;

- document indicating amount of funds which allows to receive these funds in banks of Ukraine;

- banking credit cards of international payment systems with attached bank account statement;

- document confirming hotel booking or housing, payment of food in Ukraine;

- contract for travel services (voucher);

- letter of guarantee from the host company or private person with obligations to bear all expenses related to a foreigner’s or a stateless person’s stay in Ukraine and leaving from Ukraine;

- return ticket to the country of citizenship, to the country of residence or to another country.

Control over the availability of sufficient financial provision as well as verification of possibility to get such provision legally in Ukraine is provided:

- by diplomatic missions and consular offices of Ukraine, consular department of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine and its representations in Ukraine – when applying for visa;

- at border checkpoints – when crossing the State border of Ukraine;

- by regional offices of the State Migration Service of Ukraine – when applying for extension of stay in Ukraine or obtaining invitation which is required for visa.

This Procedure does not apply to:

- foreigners and stateless persons permanently residing in Ukraine;

- persons referred to in paragraphs 4 and 5 of Article 16 of the Law of Ukraine "On legal status of foreigners and stateless persons";

- foreigners and stateless persons who are subject to the Law of Ukraine "On refugees and persons who are in need of additional or temporary protection".
