Bronze, Silver, and Scholarship  (North American Championships Scholarships)
Spring Dancesport Challenge will donate partial sponsorship the members of the Canadian team competing the North American Championships in Cherry Hill, NJ.  The winner of each of these events will win the POT OF GOLD scholarship.  The value of the will depend on the number of competitors in that division.  The larger the heat the larger the scholarship purse will grow.  All prize money will go to the first place in each event to be used towards entry into the North American Championships.

Rules: Students can only qualify for one style and one level.  Teachers can qualify for an unlimited amount of events.  Competitors can compete in more than one scholarship in the Spring Dancesport Challenge.  They will have to select the style and level they wish to represent Canada in.  They will receive the largest scholarship they qualified for no matter what category they won in.  Whichever category they do not choose to represent Canada in will be granted to the second place in that style and level.  The smaller purse will be granted to that student, provided they decide to represent Canada in Cherry Hill.  Competitors must verify that they are competing in Cherry Hill by April 30th 2009.  They most inform both Dancecorp Productions and the North American Dancesport Championships.  After the deadline date the scholarship will become void and the highest placing student will be given the option to represent Canada in the Team Match.
Frequently Asked Questions

What is a Bundle?

A bundle is a group of entries, that when purchased all together saves the student money.  A bundle is 2 or 3 single dance entries, a contested multi-dance and a multi-dance proficiency.  Each dance is danced 3 times in the bundle.  Bundles offer the best value in purchasing entries.

At What level does a student need to be in order to enter the open category?

A student can enter the open category at any level from Bronze to Gold.  Most of the local open competitors tend to be at a Bronze or Silver Level. Students should feel free at all levels to enter the Open Level.   

Can I have open work in Closed Syllabus rounds?

No.  There is a category for students that wish to dance open routines.  Students dancing open choreography or steps that are restricted in the level they are competing in will be asked to move into an open category.  This will keep the level of competition fair in each category.

Is there a Top Studio?

Not exactly, instead every studio will get a trophy.  The trophy will read Diamond, Double Diamond, or Triple Diamond.  This will be determined by over all team points.  Students also each receive a participation trophy based on their points.  The trophy depends on the overall point level the student achieves.

Pro –Am Categories

All single Dance closed events are divided into Gentlemen and Ladies categories.  Multi-dance events and single dance at the open level are unisex.

Points System 

Students earn points for placements achieved in each entry.  Points will be used towards an overall trophy with an Honors, Highly Commended, or Commended plaque on it.  

Studio Awards

Each studio will earn a trophy based on their team’s total points.  250+pts = Triple Diamond, 100-249pts = Double Diamond, 1-99pts = Diamond 

Student (students need a minimum of 5 entries to qualify for an award)
100pts+ = Honors, 50-99pts = Highly Commended, 1-49pts -Commended 

As well each heat counts towards a student’s overall trophy, each single dance (top three placing) and proficiency heat (all heats). 

Top Male, Female, and Student/Student Couple 

This award will be based on the total number of points.  There will be one award for Top Male and a separate one for Top Female.  For the Student/Student couple there will also be an award for the couple with the highest points.

Entry Definitions

3-Dance Bundles 

Each bundle includes 5 entries (number of times on the floor) and 9 dances.  Each bundle includes 3 single dances, a 3-Dance Multi-Entry, and a 3-Dance Proficiency Category. 

3-Dance Bundle Options

· Smooth Bundle – Waltz, Tango, Fox Trot

· Rhythm Bundle – Cha Cha, Rumba, Swing

· Standard Bundle - Waltz, Tango, Fox Trot

· Latin Bundle - Cha Cha, Rumba, Jive

2-Dance Bundles 

In the two dance bundles you receive 4 entries and a total of 6 dances.  Each bundle includes 2 single dances, a 2-Dance Multi-Entry, and a 2-Dance Proficiency Category. 


2-Dance Bundle Options 

· Club Division – Salsa, Merengue

Proficiency Division 

In the single and multi-dance entries, students compete against each other.   In the proficiency division the students compete against only themselves for a placing.  A student can qualify for Honors (95 %+), Highly Commended (85 %+), or Commended (84% and under).  Each student will also receive comments on their dancing from the judges when competing in a proficiency category.

For American Divisions (Smooth, Rhythm, and Club) each instructor may only have 8 entries for each division.  For International (Standard, and Latin) instructors can have a maximum of 6 entries per division.  Please specify the student’s level in the proficiency.  Example Intermediate Bronze, Silver, Open etc.
