Details of the service centers should be enclosed in Form P4. In case Bidder is not having the service centers as on bid calling date, vendor should give an undertaking in PQ bid to open the service centers as specified above and should submit the Service Centers details before the due date of Delivery in case the contract is awarded.  Failing which the purchaser shall forfeit the PBG and cancel the contract.
3. Bidders should submit Service Level Agreement (SLA) on the Non judicial stamp paper along with bid stating that the problems will be rectified within 72 hours. Bidder may attend to problems through Dealers and/or Authorized Service Providers.
