Joy Buck, PhD, RN History Researcher at 	West Virginia University








Dr. Joy Buck, APRN, PhD is a policy historian with a broad clinical background in HIV/AIDS, community health and hospice and palliative care.  She received an MSN from George Mason University in 1995, a PhD in nursing and health policy from the University of Virginia in 2005 and completed a two-year post-doctoral research fellowship under the mentorship of Dr. Linda Aiken at the University of Pennsylvania in 2007.  She is currently an Associate Professor at West Virginia University and the Robert C. Byrd Health Sciences Center, Eastern Division.  Dr. Buck’s historical dissertation, titled “Rights of Passage: Reforming Care for the Dying, 1945-1986” was funded by NINR and was awarded the 2005 Phyllis J. Verhonick Distinguished Research Award from the University of Virginia.  The revised dissertation is currently under contract with Rutgers University Press for publication as a book.   In addition, Buck is the author of a number of journal articles and book chapters on the history of hospice and palliative care and historical research methods and she has given paper presentations at numerous national and international research conferences.  Dr. Buck’s research on the history and impact of specialization in hospice/palliative care was funded by the American Nurses Foundation and the Center for Nursing Historical Inquiry.  She is the Principal Investigator of “Bridges to Healthy Transitions in Appalachia”, a participatory research project investigating barriers to integrated palliative care from multiple perspectives.  She is an American Association of Colleges of Nursing End-of-Life Nursing Education Consortium’s national faculty, and received an Award for Outstanding Achievements and Excellence in End-of-Life Nursing Education, in November 2003.  Dr. Buck is currently on the HPNA Board of Directors and previously served as the Chair of the HPNA Public Policy Committee and the State Policy Ambassador Program.   








Jeffrey Zaslow is a columnist for The Wall Street Journal.  A Philadelphia native, Zaslow is a 1980 graduate of Carnegie Mellon, where he majored in creative writing.  He attended “The last lecture”, and wrote the story that helped fuel worldwide interest in it.





Zaslow first worked at the Journal from 1983 to 1987, when he wrote a front-page feature about a competition to replace Ann Landers at the Chicago Sun-Times. He entered to get an angle for his story, and won the job over 12,000 other applicants. He worked as a columnist at the Sun-Times from 1987 to 2001.





In 2000, Zaslow received the Will Rogers Humanitarian Award. Zaslow was honored for using his column to run programs that benefited 47,000 disadvantaged Chicago children. His annual singles party for charity, Zazz Bash, drew 7,000 readers a year and resulted in 78 marriages.





Zaslow’s many TV appearances have included The Tonight Show, Oprah, Larry King Live, 60 Minutes, The Today Show and Good Morning America.
