Reporting, Charges and Invoices

Reports

A draft report may be emailed to the contact if checking is required for locality details etc.

Final reports will be uploaded to the results section of the WAM-TS website and available by using your organisation specific log-in details.

Charges

As of the start of the 2011/2012 financial year, charges for these services are as follows:

$187 (inc. GST) / hr for professional work including database and literature mining; identifications; and preparation of reports: including assembling maps and figures.

$132 (inc. GST) / hr for technical work including processing of specimens such as registration, sorting of mixed lots, transferring specimens to suitable containers/and or preservatives, and making labels.

Cost of extra materials used (such as cryovials when not supplied) in processing samples will also be included at an itemised rate.

Difficult identifications may require outsourcing that may incur additional charges. Requirements will be discussed with the project contact before proceeding with outsourcing.

Requests from the client for expedited reporting will be charged at double the normal rates for professional and technical work.

A breakdown of costs will be a feature of the invoice for each project.
