Landless rural households are the most affected by the cyclone.  They usually generate their incomes from farm labour, sales of produce from backyard gardens and small livestock, and off-farm activities such as salt making, fishing, etc.  With the cyclone they lost their source of livelihood due to the wide destruction.  They urgently need alternative activities in agriculture as a source of income and nutrition. Providing them with vegetable production kits, fruit seedlings and cash crops with high nutritional value would provide a source of living for them by selling their surplus.  Newly rehabilitated schools and orphanages would also need support in vegetable production and other highly nutritional crops to enhance higher nutrition in schools and orphanages.

Activities

· Emergency provision of fruit tree seedlings, vegetable production kits, pesticides, hand tools; 
· Training 14,349 men, women and children on improved horticultural production, post-harvest handling and storage, and household nutrition.

Outcomes

· Landless people’s nutritional state is improved in quantity and diversity, and their source of income enhanced; 
· Orphans and students’ nutritional state improved.

Needs

Needs
After the impact of the cyclone, surviving animals are stressed and undernourished making them highly susceptible to disease outbreaks. Access to clean water is limited. Routine vaccination campaigns against diseases are interrupted. Dead animals are not properly disposed off and decompose in the fields and road side ditches increasing the risk of disease spreading. Furthermore, the veterinary services, already weak in staffing and inputs before the cyclone, are stretched to the limit and need urgent assistance to deliver the necessary services. Supply of other veterinary drugs is very limited or is completely lacking. There is a serious risk of disease outbreaks and rapid spreading in the susceptible animal population. Supplementary feed would help immediately the stressed animals to recover quicker and improve the performance in view of the forthcoming ploughing season.

Activities

· Drugs and vaccines procured; vaccine campaigns conducted and sick animals attended without delay; 

· Veterinary services rehabilitated through provision of equipment; 

· Emergency feed provided to improve productivity of animals.

Outcomes

Needs
Before the cyclone, outputs from small activities such as small ruminants and poultry-raising were consumed in the family and the surplus sold to middleman for the Yangon market. Needs
The livelihoods of the fishermen and fish farmers of Ayeyarwady and Yangon Divisions have been heavily impacted by the cyclone.  As of 18 May 2008, the data available from the Department of Fisheries of the Ministry of Livestock and Fisheries reveal that 17,876 fishermen died and 9,612 are missing, and over 100,000 fishing households have been directly affected by the cyclone and need support.  The loss of productive means (boats, implements, gears and tools), essential post-harvest equipment for preserving and marketing the catch, labour opportunities (processing, marketing, transport) and food security require immediate response.  The total production loss of fish as a result of the cyclone (both from capture fisheries and aquaculture) is believed to be 150,000 tonnes.  The support project would allow fishermen and fish farmers to usefully employ replacement gear, aquaculture inputs (fingerlings, lime, fertilizers), and fish processing equipment to restore their productive fishing and fish farming activities and improve food security.  The project will target women and vulnerable groups.

Activities

· Procurement and distribution of fishing gear and aquaculture supplies, including transportation, superintendence, temporary storage, based on priority beneficiary identification targeting the most vulnerable to benefit from the support;

· Procurement and distribution of tool kits to selected artisan boat builders to immediately restore their boat building capacity, together with technical advice to maintain the standards of safety and quality of the boats as well as to support sustainable fisheries and avoid overcapacity of fishing effort;

· Procurement and distribution of simple fish preservation and processing equipment, including the rehabilitation of 50 ice production facilities, and superintendence, temporary storage, based on priority beneficiary identification targeting the most vulnerable and most capable to benefit from the support;

· Baseline survey to inform and focus the distribution of aquaculture inputs, gear and tools;

· Contract with NGO to prepare beneficiary list and deliver the fishing and aquaculture inputs;

· Monitor the impact of the intervention by monitoring markets before and after the distribution.

Outcomes: 

The most affected fishermen, fish processors, fish farmers to restart livelihoods; boat builders who lost their tools resume income generation; indirect beneficiaries (including crews) resume their income generation.

Needs

The mangrove forests and the dependent fishing and farming community have been affected by the cyclone.  This project addresses needs by providing income generating activities through involving the community in nursery raising, mangrove regeneration and other project related activities.  The primary beneficiaries of the project are the rural populations of the Ayeyarwady Delta particularly from the Bogalay and Laputta areas.  With reforestation of the mangrove forest areas, they would be protected from wave surges in the future. Needs

· 130,000 farming households in Ayeyarwady and 117,000 farming households in Yangon Division were hit by the cyclone, and nearly 1.6 of 2.43 million ha of rice paddy were damaged;
· The greatest impact on farm households was the loss of draught animals, contamination of 75 to 85% of rice seed stock, and destruction of ploughs, tillers, and hand tools;
· There was a major loss of livestock (in Ayeyarwady, 50% of buffalo and cattle, 81% of chickens and 17% of pigs).  Many surviving are injured, malnourished, and/or ill; 

· Haemorrhagic Septicaemia Disease has been found in Kungyangone.  The Livestock Breeding and Veterinary Department (LBVD) runs a vaccination programme but does not have the capacity to expand the programme for foot and mouth disease (FMD);
· 32% of rural households in Ayeyarwady and 51% of rural households in Yangon Division are considered landless.  Many lost livestock, fencing materials, and feed stores.  Many more may become landless due to the death of household members and failure to pay debts; 

· The number of affected fisher-folk is more than 46,000 in the Yangon Division and more than 57,000 in the Ayeyarwady Division;
· Three types of major loss are affecting fishing households: artisanal fisher-folk lost fishing gear (fishing nets, boats, etc.), fish/prawn breeders lost their ponds, and hatcheries were destroyed.

Needs

Dedaye Township is one of the worse affected areas by cyclone Nargis in the delta region. Within the agricultural sector, the monsoon rice cropping season will be considerably compromised because of the loss of agricultural inputs and drought power.  This project action aims to quickly restore farmers’ capability to conduct diversified agricultural activities in order to compensate for food supplies and production capacity lost due to the cyclone.  
In Dedaye, 15% of arable land was intruded by salt. Most of the farmers lost their inputs and therefore are unable to conduct their traditional agricultural activities.  In regards to livestock a loss of around 35% of draught power was registered in the township, making soil preparation extremely difficult for the upcoming monsoon season.  Landless women lost their income generating activities; food security in the area is under severe threat due to the recent loss of significant quantities of standing and recently harvested rice along with farm animals and inputs.  Urgent needs are: seeds, fertiliser, pesticide, fungicide, livestock, training on simple/affordable agricultural techniques and small livestock rearing.

Activities

In coordination with FAO, Ministry of Livestock, Ministry of Agriculture, the following activities will be launched;
· Seed distribution (vegetables, pulses, rice for summer season);
· Organic fertiliser distribution; (if available and when in compliance with government approved standards);
· Tool distribution;
· Organic pesticide, fungicide, insecticide distribution;
· Agricultural technical training (soil improvement, crops pest control);
· Livestock training to women (rearing, reproduction, disease);
· Livestock distribution to women (piglets, ducks, chicken);
· Reporting and monitoring.

Needs

In the two targeted townships fisheries are the second key economic sector.  In inland communities, fishing provides a complementary secondary source of income alongside agriculture.  In low areas of the delta close to the sea, fishing is often the main source of income.  Early Recovery surveys show that the sector was devastated by the cyclone in terms of loss of assets (notably small traditional boats and fishing equipment) as well as of boat construction and repair capacity.  It is of the utmost importance to provide immediate relief to the fisheries industry, as it provides the only source/skill of income and food for many among the most devastated communities.  Unlike agriculture, fishing provides an opportunity to have an immediate source of food for many populations. 

Activities

The project is part of a multi-sector programme of WHH in 14 Village Tracts (74 Villages) of Bogale Township, which supports some 7,500 severely affected families (37,500 people) in the sectors of Food, Shelter and NFI, Water & Sanitation, and also in Agriculture (seeds and diesel for -so far- 1,600 paddy growing families). While this assistance is on-going, Early Recovery support is soon to start with a continued focus on agriculture, but also targeting Economic/Social Recovery and Infrastructure, as well as education (reconstruction of schools).  Strengthening of local support structures will form an integral part of all early recovery support.

Needs

In the above mentioned 14 village tracts, an estimated 90% of seed stores were lost due to cyclone Nargis.  As rice production (by land owner and hired day labour) is the major form of income generation in the area, the greater part of one year’s income could be lost.  Furthermore, 60% of the population is landless and relies on small scale horticulture and small livestock production for needed supplementary income.  In a first step, WHH is presently distributing materials for monsoon rice cultivation in those village tracts, nine in total, which can only grow one crop of paddy rice per year. 

Activities

· In this project, the focus will be on rice production for 800 marginal farmers in those five village tracts where two rice crops can be grown, as well as on small scale horticultural production for 1,000 landless households in all 14 village tracts in order to generate income and supply additional nutrition at the household level;
· Distribution of appropriate paddy seed, fertiliser and fuel to 800 marginal farmers (two ha /five acres per farmer);
· Training on improved rice and horticultural cultivation, fertiliser management, pest control, water management etc. through group-based participatory extension approaches;

Needs 

Initial findings from Mingalar Myanmar and IMC ongoing joint assessments in over 100 villages in Bogale, Pyapon, and Dedaye show approximately 80% of farmers have lost all stored seeds, 65% have lost draught animals, and more than 30% of farmers will be unable to plant even a single acre this season without assistance. Furthermore, 50% of families have lost one or more family members. The farmers that do plant this season will not be able to hire daily labourers as they did pre-cyclone due to the immense loss in resources. Up to 85% of seed stocks were destroyed and at least 50,000 farmers will not be able to plant this season without external help in the cyclone affected region.  27,000 fishery workers are missing or dead and the boats that survived the cyclone are damaged beyond repair. 

Activities
Mingalar Myanmar and IMC are already providing seeds, tractors, and fuel for several villages in Dedaye and Pyapon through private funding supporting marginalised farmers to begin the current planting season.  Community based action groups (CAGs), made up of representatives from the village act collectively to decide which households are the most vulnerable and require assistance.  The villagers that receive support from the CAG must contribute back to the community during the harvest season.  This model will also be used when providing assistance to fisherman households. Programme activities will be conducted in approximately 100 villages in Bogale, ten in Dedaye and ten in Pyapon.  They will include: 

Fishery: Cash for work through boat building activities; Provision of fishing nets and tools to repair fishing nets; Training and sensitisation on fishing techniques which will preserve the ecosystem; Training on fish marketing techniques, proper storage and transport. 

Farming: Provision of locally procured seeds and tools needed for farming; Training in organic fertiliser production; Provision of diesel for the tractors; Training and sensitisation of farming techniques which will preserve the ecosystem; Cash-for-work targeting landless farmers, kitchen gardens and home gardens to diversify crops for landless farmers and female-heads of household and rehabilitation of seed storage. 

Outcomes

· Increased basic income and reduced vulnerability for fishermen, landless farmers (daily labourers) and female-heads of household;
· Improved food security for target communities, especially for marginalised individuals and families;
· Increase in utilisation of farming land for the current and following planting seasons;

Needs
Bogale Township has been devastated by the cyclone Nargis. Most of the villages have been flooded. In the southern part of Bogale, the fishermen have lost 90% of their fishing tools and 90% of their boats. The farmers lost most of their buffalos, and do not have seeds to start the crops. According to the recent assessment conducted by our teams in Bogale Township, and according to the results of the focus group discussions, we had in different villages along the river and in the south of Setsan, we decided to focus on two areas of intervention. 
In the first area of intervention, situated along the river from Bogale City to the very south of the township, we plan to restore the fishing capacity of the villagers. The second intervention area is situated in the south of Setsan village tract: most of the villages we are planning to cover are not indicated on any maps; however the cross checked information we had from MSF CH, CARE, from our teams going directly there, from local organisations and from the delegations of the villagers asking for support showed us that there are around 16,000 people in this area. Moreover, we know that additional villagers from the very south resettled around the main river crossing the area and have received very few supports.

· Providing farming tools and seeds supported by technical assistance;
· Providing different fishing nets kit according to the needs of the fishermen, and/or the villagers;
· Providing good quality dry wood, manpower, technicians and trainings to support boat construction for small boat owners;

Needs
TGH and MFF conducted a needs assessment from 4 to 23 June to assess the impact of the cyclone in terms of destruction of equipment and infrastructure, and its impact on social aspects across the affected areas. The report quantified the losses and identified the most vulnerable groups. The assessment showed a total need of $20.025 million.

TGH and MFF jointly, identify several sub sectors requesting support.  MFF has already received direct financial support from the Government of Myanmar ($8.440 million) and will be in charge of rebuilding most of the fleet, equipment and infrastructures (ice factories, jetties). TGH as a partner of MFF and for the all cohesion of the programme is seeking funds of $2.345 million to support households relying on inland fisheries aquaculture, training centres, mangrove rehabilitation and reforestation. TGH is confident that it can implement $2.345 million considering its present personnel and capacity in Myanmar

Due to the large needs and high budget needed for the entire fisheries emergency programme TGH and MFF will continue to work in coordination and cooperation with international organisations and the UN in using best practices and policy guidelines. Implementation of activities not covered by Triangle and MFF will have to be done by other competent partners.

TGH will focus its activities on six townships: Mawlamying-Gyun, Labutta, Bogale, Pyapon, Dedaye, Kungyangon.

Needs
The proposed action is based on the main findings from field assessments carried out in May and June 2008 by GRET agronomists (Kungyangon and Dedaye Townships, Yangon Division, Pyapon, Bogalay and Mawlamyinegyum Townships, Ayeyarwady Division).  The needs assessment was carried out by FAO in June 2008 and the assessment summary of the affected areas was issued by Myanmar Information Management Unit (MIMU) on 11 June 2008.  GRET aims at assisting 9,550 households from around 90 villages in Mawlamyinegyune, Bogale, and Pyapon Townships. Needs
Unfortunately many farmers in the Delta are unable to plant paddy crops for the current monsoon season because of the loss of draught cattle and the inability to access seeds and fertilisers in time. While UNDP in collaboration with FAO and other partners have attempted to address this urgent need in 250 villages, the limited funding currently available means that several households in these villages will still not receive inputs in time to plant this season and so will not be able to restore their main livelihoods and reduce dependence on humanitarian assistance.  As such, it becomes critical that seeds (both local and a short season variety), fertilisers and agricultural tools are provided to the affected communities so that they can take advantage of the winter cropping season and resume their agricultural activities.  Fishing, livestock and home gardening activities for non-farming households and support packages to the most vulnerable households to rebuild community food security are also required. 

Objectives

The proposed project will provide integrated support to 75,000 farming households in conjunction with UNDP’s ICERP in 750 villages.  FAO will provide technical support to the ICERP.  UNDP has been implementing and supporting community agriculture initiatives in the delta region for 14 years.  The current proposal would build on UNDP’s existing programme making use of its local experience and extensive community network and structures, which include more the 6,000 CBOs set up by UNDP over the years and being supported prior to the cyclone by several hundred national staff in the Delta.  The in-kind and grant assistance will be tapered off in a few months and beneficiaries will be linked to UNDP’s existing microfinance project and the revolving loan funds currently managed by women Self-reliance Groups.

Needs
Assessments from the field reveal a high need for cash injection to re-establish small market economies and for affected populations to rehabilitate their livelihoods.  In areas where the current rice season is likely to be lost, this would be the only other potential source of income for the coming months.  Cash-for-work will also provide a source of revenue for the population of day-labourers who do not have land to cultivate.  Note that food-for-work may be preferred in areas which have no access to markets or that are cut off due to their remoteness.  The average remuneration for daily labour is around $2, which remained stable following the cyclone but may rise in coming weeks. 

In terms of social infrastructure the devastation was immense, causing significant socio-economic hardship. As per undertaken assessments, several cash-for-work activities can therefore be identified:

· Clearing of debris and weeds from fields;

· Cleaning of water ponds;

· Rehabilitation of rice field banks and levies, generally used as access tracks between villages;

· Drainage of irrigation and drainage channels;

· Rehabilitation of schools and latrines, in view of the re-opening within one to two months; and

· Rehabilitation of access (incl. small bridges, culverts, etc.).

Activities

The following project’s activities will be launched in villages identified through the VTA, involving local community groups:

· Identification of community-based infrastructure projects in 100 villages; 

· Identification of worker roster for cash-for-work activities; 

· Rehabilitation of infrastructure through local labour employed through cash-for-work;

Needs
Reliable data about how many people were displaced by the cyclone and where they are now is not available.  Best estimates are that some 800,000 people have been displaced in the affected areas. Nine townships have severely affected areas where villages were submerged and destroyed by the tidal surge and winds that accompanied the cyclone.  It is not known to which villages survivors have returned to, the rate at which they are returning and where they are residing if they have not returned. The extent to which the social hierarchy in these communities has been affected and the implications this has for the successful recovery of these communities is also not known.  In some cases, some of these communities have yet to receive any assistance. An evaluation is necessary to support severely affected communities to return to normality.

Activities 

· Using publicly available information, the number of villages expected to have been destroyed or submerged by the cyclone will be identified and together with government village tract population estimated before the cyclone, the number of people that have been displaced or killed will be estimated; 

· Field teams will travel to the affected villages to determine the rate of return, what is preventing others from returning and what the needs of the village are in order to support recovery;

· Information will be entered in a database and made available for the purpose of supporting the recovery of the communities by government, international and non-government partners;

· Information gathered will be matched with other data collected in temporary settlements, and origin and host communities through field surveys.

Needs
From Merlin’s work in Labutta Township prior to the cyclone, high rates of poverty and poor living conditions for most of the population. Needs

A coordination mechanism has been established with an Early Recovery Network ensuring a coherent early recovery response across all clusters and with an Early Recovery Cluster covering key thematic areas of recovery that would otherwise not be addressed. For early recovery to be well coordinated and achieve the desired impact, this coordination mechanism needs to be continued and extended to the humanitarian hubs for field-level coordination.

Early recovery is expected to become the centre of the overall humanitarian effort as the needs for immediate relief gradually diminish over the duration of the appeal.  The early recovery coordination function will therefore be closely synchronized – and at the field level integrated - with the coordination of the broader humanitarian response by OCHA, and provide seamless coordination support to the RC/HC and humanitarian community as OCHA begins to phase out towards the second half of the appeal period.

Needs
The delta area is a high disaster risk area and after cyclone Nargis the affected communities have become even more vulnerable.  Community capacity needs to be enhanced through disaster preparedness and response plans, and longer-term disaster risk reduction.  At the community level, there is need for basic search and rescue equipment, first-aid kits and some basic communication equipment.  Local building artisans need to be trained in disaster-resistant construction methods. Needs

Needs
Many families have been left with only one adult capable of work. Women and men need to participate in village reconstruction, opportunities to earn cash, rebuilding household and community assets and livelihoods. Since parents/relatives cannot leave children and others requiring care alone in an environment which remains hazardous the proposed village care centres will give daily release from the burden of care and will serve as entry points for provision of information, resources and referrals. Needs

Needs

Needs
In the two targeted townships of Labutta and Dedaye, around 75% of the schools have been destroyed or severely damaged. Needs
With 4,106 basic education schools damaged or destroyed in the Ayeyarwady and Yangon Divisions, access to schooling has become the major issue for more than one million children.* In Ayeyarwady alone it is estimated that more than 1,100 primary schools have collapsed while in the Yangon Division, more than 1,500 have lost their roofs.   Building schools back better should be a priority. Most schools are without education supplies such as furniture, blackboard, paper, and text books.  Water and sanitation facilities in several schools have been damaged or destroyed, and require attention. The initial report from partner local NGOs indicated that both the early childhood development (ECD) centres and non-formal education (NFE) activities for out-of-school adolescents have been affected and interrupted. Facilitating children’s access to schools and other learning spaces will allow the educators to provide the necessary psycho-social support to them. Poverty is the greatest threat to children’s access to education, and support to families will be crucial.

· Support to repair of 1,000 schools through provision of roofing sheets;

Needs
The non-formal education sector in Myanmar consists of community supported affiliated schools, monastic schools, and community-based pre-schools (ECCD).  These cater to the youngest and poorest children and the most remote communities. In SC’s assessment of the non-formal sector, it was found that almost 80% of monastic and affiliated schools were affected by the cyclone, with 60% of school buildings or structures completely destroyed.  Communities are committed to restart educational activities; however Parent Teachers Associations (PTA)/school management committees are faced with the challenge of repairing schools, finding a space for education, finding teachers, paying salaries, dealing with the psycho-social impact of the cyclone etc.  The education in emergencies programme in Myanmar is focussed on supporting communities to restart educational activities as soon as possible.  Capacity building of (volunteer) teachers on child-centred approaches will be a key focus as will be the implementation of child-led DRR activities in target villages.

· Establish 300 temporary schools/support repair for schools and replenish school supplies;
· Organise structured learning activities within ECCD/NFE centres in target villages for children under-five or out of school/working;

Needs
In the above mentioned village tracts, around 70 primary schools existed before the cyclone. Almost all schools in the area have collapsed completely.   In a first step, WHH and other organisations are presently starting to erect temporary safe learning spaces for the children (tents etc.).   In parallel, reconstruction of primary schools should start as soon as possible. 

The project is part of a multi-sector programme of WHH in 14 Village Tracts (74 Villages) of Bogale Township, which supports some 7,500 severely affected families (37,500 people) in the sectors of food, shelter and NFI (provision of plastic sheets, tools, various household items), WASH (i.e. water treatment, rainwater collection & storage, cleaning of ponds, hygiene promotion), and also in agriculture (seeds and diesel for -so far- 1,600 paddy growing families).   
While this assistance is on-going, early recovery support is soon to start with a continued focus on agriculture (including alternative field crops/vegetables, livestock and fishery), but also targeting economic/social recovery and infrastructure (e.g. non-agricultural income generation, low cost housing, market access), as well as education (reconstruction of schools).  Strengthening of local support structures will form an integral part of all early recovery support.

Activities

· In this project, the focus will be on an initial 15 primary schools in the most severely affected, centrally located areas, which will also serve as safe locations in the event of future disasters, i.e. aspects of DRR will be considered in the design and execution of works (including location, choice of technology, hazard resistant construction techniques);

Needs 

To ensure a smooth transition in returning to a formal school system, interim alternative education will be required through non-formal primary education (NFPE) and life-skills education.  This will necessitate both training and materials production at the community level. 

One of the goals for Education Cluster response plan is “to ensure supportive learning environment through community mobilisation, to ensure and facilitate children’s access to school and other learning opportunities.”  As an effective team player in the Education Cluster, UNESCO will support the cluster to achieve this objective through this project. 

Activities 

The following activities will be carried out to obtain the objective:

· A group of specialists (national and international) from the governmental departments, NGOs and international organisations will be identified;

Needs
· An estimated total of 924,000 beneficiaries in Ayeyarwady and Yangon divisions are in urgent need of assistance to improve their food security;
· According to the initial analysis obtained from VTA data (household survey), approximately 48% of people  reported having lost all their food stocks, while a further 28% reported partial loss due to the cyclone. People are drawing from multiple sources in order to meet their daily food requirements: 51% are dependent on humanitarian food assistance and 54% on purchases from local markets. Needs
Cyclone Nargis destroyed more than 50% of the health care system in affected regions. Needs
The HIV epidemic in Myanmar – one of the most affected countries in Southeast Asia – continues to be a major challenge.  One impact of the cyclone is likely to be increased mobility, as those with disrupted families, social settings and livelihoods move for better living conditions and seek better opportunities.  Mobility increases the individual’s health/HIV vulnerability and also impacts on the health/HIV vulnerability of communities that they interact with. The mainstreaming of HIV considerations within humanitarian responses is highly recommended.  The HIV Inter-Agency Standing Committee (IASC) task force has already disseminated guidance on the subject.  This project draws upon experience gained from existing IOM safe HIV and safe mobility health programmes.  The HIV safe mobility and life-skills package (“For Life, With Love”) is endorsed by the Myanmar health authorities.

Needs
According to the first assessment in Dedeye Township on a total population of 250,000 at least 170,000 have been affected by the devastation caused by Cyclone Nargis.  All 90 village tracts have been heavily damaged, some completely destroyed.  The death toll should be at minimum 6,000 according to official estimation.

Previous long standing vulnerability conditions among impoverished rural populations of the region have been dramatically exacerbated by the loss of human lives, shelters and livelihoods in general, along with the serious damages inflicted to public infrastructure including health, water/sanitation and educational facilities.  All the health facilities in the villages have been damaged or destroyed.

Activities 

The national and local primary health care networks and systems will be reactivated by mobilising and supporting community health workers and voluntary workers.  Particular attention will be paid to the orientation of new doctors and other health staff to be deployed to the affected areas in order to:

· Perform health assessment jointly with partners of the health situation, and  managing and distributing information;
· Support local health authorities for repair of damaged critical facilities; 

· Ensure that health facilities are functional in the affected area by strengthening and maintaining key utilities;
· Operate health services in temporary resettlements;
· Restore basic health services in preventive and curative care in particular for communicable diseases and Mother and Child health (MCH).

Outcomes

· Essential drugs and supplies in place;
· Existing health facilities strengthened to deliver health care services, and outreach health services implemented; 

· Surveillance and reporting system in place and effective outbreak response and control activities implemented as necessary.

Needs
Health services in the delta region have been badly impacted by Cyclone Nargis.  Injuries caused by the cyclone combined with poor living conditions in its aftermath mean that there is a need for resuscitating the health services at the community level on an urgent basis to meet the needs of the affected population.  In the five townships of Bogale, Mawlamyinegyun, Labutta, Kyaiklat & Ngapudaw targeted by this project, there is an urgent need to rehabilitate three rural health centres and nine sub-rural health centres.  At the same time, a minimum of 500 community health educators and 75 auxiliary mid-wives need to be trained.  There is also a need to provide auxiliary mid-wife kits and community health education materials.

UNDP has been implementing and supporting community health education initiatives in the delta region for 14 years. The current proposal would build on UNDP’s existing programme making use of its local experience and extensive community network and structures. 

Activities

This proposal is part of the larger UNDP-led ICERP and aims to restore access to health facilities, health awareness and hygiene at the community level in 750 villages. The project will undertake following main activities:

· Train community health educators (two per village in 250 villages) who will provide basic education on household health and hygiene;
· Train 75 auxiliary mid-wives to serve 750 villages;
· Conduct community health education session for 250 villages.
Outcomes

· Bare minimum health services restored to the level prior to the cyclone in the five target townships; 

· Community awareness enhanced on household health and hygiene issues.

Needs
There is increased vulnerability to HIV as a result of cyclone Nargis.  The disaster led to the displacement of populations and dislocation of families who have missing members.  Sexual activity continues in such situations and the breakdown of community structures and norms leads to increased sexual and reproductive health vulnerabilities.  Women are particularly vulnerable, especially those without families, and may turn to sex work as most livelihoods have been destroyed.  Aid workers deployed to different areas are also at higher risk.  Specific problems to be addressed include sexually transmitted diseases, unwanted pregnancies, unsafe deliveries, abortions and sexual violence.

PLHIV face additional problems due to their HIV status and their specific needs should be addressed.  Increased stress and exposure to disease have an impact on immunity levels leading to an increase infections.  Requirements for anti-retroviral treatment need to be met, particularly for patients who are no longer able to afford them due to affects on livelihoods.  PLHIV also face higher nutritional requirements and may be discriminated against in access to relief services.  

Activities 

This project is a consolidated proposal of the above participating organisations.  The activities build on existing projects of these organisations.  UNAIDS and Burnet Institute will provide support for coordination and technical assistance;
· Reduce HIV and sexual and reproductive health (SRH) vulnerabilities;
· Assessment of sexual exploitation and sex work and promotion of women protection advocates;
· Education on HIV, SRH and gender awareness to affected populations and aid workers; 

· Development of specific IEC materials and condom distribution;
· Improve access to HIV and SRH services;
· Referrals and services for sexual and reproductive health at clinics and mobile outlets;
· Women targeted services through linkages with Women's Place network;
· Provide services to meet needs of people living with HIV;
· Assess situation of PLHIV through HIV+ networks and self-help groups; 

· Provide for urgent and early recovery needs including basic food package and nutritional supplements, opportunistic infection and anti-retroviral treatment, psycho-social support; 

· Support PLHIV network to address stigma and strengthen SHGs in affected areas;
· The project will be implemented in Ngapudaw, Bogalay, Labutta, Dala, Seikkyi, Twantay and Yangon Townships.

· Women and men have safer reproductive health practices;

Needs 

Initial findings from Mingalar Myanmar and IMC ongoing joint assessments in over 100 villages in Bogale, Pyapon, and Dedaye show that regular clinical services are not available in these remote cyclone affected areas.  Post-cyclone living conditions have worsened; 90% of housing has been damaged or destroyed, and water sources contaminated. Risk of water-borne diseases and vector-borne diseases is highly increased and beneficiaries as well as relief agencies claim high needs for reproductive health and psycho-social services.  Communities report that the number of diarrhoea cases has increased compared to pre-cyclone period.  These agricultural communities are unable to resume basic livelihood activities, increasing the vulnerability of affected population, especially daily labourers (landless farmers) and female heads of households (FHH).   

Activities

· Support to marginalised individuals and families in approximately 120 villages in Bogale, Dedaye, and Pyapon with basic community health services; 

· Community Health Workers (CHW), traditional birth attendants, and midwives trained, and supported to provide targeted communities with effective health messages; 

· One mobile MCH clinic will be made available to each target township to fill gaps; 

· Community based childcare will be introduced to support FHH, and women’s groups initiated to provide basic psycho-social services. Livelihoods will be further stimulated by providing CHWs and FHH with incentives for active participation in the programme that will support livelihoods for their families.  All activities will be coordinated with the township medical officer, local health care providers, and other health cluster agencies. 

Outcomes

· Improved access to community-based health and hygiene education and MCH services which will assist in prevention of disease outbreaks especially for pregnant women and children under five;
· Increased utilisation of existing services due to improved health seeking behaviours;
· Improved psycho-social support to children, men and women, especially female-headed households;

Needs
To date IOM with the MoH and township health authorities have provided emergency medical treatment to over 10,000 cyclone-affected individuals located in more than 150 affected villages in remote locations, evacuated 15 patients to township/Yangon hospitals for severe medical conditions  and distributed over 80 tonnes of NFI.  To alleviate major health risk factors, the overburdened/damaged public health system requires sustained support in its primary health care until rehabilitation is completed, through: 
· Urgent delivery of emergency kits (such as first aid, family planning, emergency birth and reproductive health), medical supplies, equipment, essential drugs;

Needs
Primary health care facilities including maternity homes and staffing structure were severely affected by Cyclone Nargis, with death and displacement of many health care professionals.  General health, maternal/child health care services, and referral systems for management of childbirth emergencies were disrupted, leaving pregnant women, and newborns without assistance.  In Myanmar maternal and peri-natal mortality is still high. Needs
Past experiences with natural disasters have shown that following the acute emergency, rates of psycho-social and mental health malaise dramatically increases. Needs
Cyclone Nargis destroyed health facilities and disrupted access to commodities and supplies.  Some health personnel died, went missing or were displaced.  Other infrastructure, including communication and transportation mechanisms were severely affected further delaying access to life saving health care.  These damages (compounded by collapse of communities and social networks, disruption of the normal protective function of the family, displacement, and livelihood insecurity) exacerbate and increase vulnerabilities of individuals particularly women and adolescents which can lead to sexually transmitted infections (STI), gender based violence (GBV), unwanted pregnancies, and complications of pregnancy and childbirth due to unsafe delivery conditions, lack of skilled attendants and Emergency Obstetric Care (EmOC).  It is imperative to respond to SRH needs of all people as these risks can not only result in excess morbidity and mortality in emergency and post emergency phase, but also undermine further recovery efforts.  

Activities 

MSI will ensure SRH commodity security through procurement and proper supply management of contraceptives, STI drugs and supplies, supplies for survivors of GBV, commodities for safe motherhood interventions.  These commodities and supplies will be distributed to MSI service delivery outlets in affected areas and MSI team will provide SRH services to the communities through static and mobile clinics.  MSI will set up Women's Places
 attached to MSI clinic or in community centres to respond to protection needs of women in integration with women friendly SRH care.  MSI will also support supplies and commodities to basic health staff.  To facilitate the access of village communities to emergency health care including EmOC, community managed communication and transport mechanisms will be supported.  MSI will assist with capacity building, equipment and vehicles to local volunteer networks who will work together with grass root level health care providers to aid their community members accessing health facilities for emergency health care.

Needs 

Health is of the utmost concern in areas affected by the cyclone that struck Myanmar in early May, 2008.  As well as the pressing need for care amongst the affected populations, including the significant reproductive health needs of women, the prevention and control of communicable diseases present a significant challenge to those providing health-care services. Needs
Major causes of morbidity in Kungyangon, South Dagon and Dedaye are poor water and food sources and patients are vulnerable to infection due to their poor nutritional status and exposure to communicable disease.  Essential medicines are needed to treat the most common morbidities seen among those who seek care with RI health teams.  Survivors require immediate medical care, and can expect to experience continued incidence of communicable, waterborne, food-borne and vector-borne diseases, particularly dengue hemorrhagic fever. To prevent disease outbreaks, provision of health services and distribution of health related NFI relief commodities urgently needed.

Activities 

RI will expand Emergency Mental Health Unit (EMHU) activities to underserved areas in Dedaye, Kungyangon and South Dagon townships where medical capacity is already insufficient and has been exacerbated by Nargis.  RI emergency health services expand the reach of MoH services while reducing a temporary gap in health service coverage.  RI health teams will continue to provide preventive health services such as water and sanitation and health education to address the cyclone’s secondary effects.  To ensure health education messages provided by EMHUs are practiced by the local community, health-related NFIs will also be distributed during EMHU activities and in mass distributions, as appropriate.  RI currently leads township level meetings for Kungyangon at its offices in Yangon.

Outcomes

Needs

Tens of thousands of pregnant women, nursing women and adolescents depend on the reestablishment of devastated SRH services.  Their SRH needs are neglected, leading to increased risk of: unwanted pregnancy and unsafe abortion; spread of STIs/HIV, maternal deaths, SGBV, and unassisted home delivery.  Out of approximately 2.4 million people affected, about 4,400 deliveries are expected per month, out of which 440 are cases of maternal complications and 220 cases of caesarean section. Needs 

To reduce the risk and minimise the consequences of outbreaks, it is essential to strengthen disease surveillance, early warning, laboratory capacities, preparedness and response systems.  There is also a need to ensure that services and systems are in place as early as required. 

Experiences indicate that sound plans that start in the relief phase, and are based on good health system analysis, can provide the appropriate direction for mid term recovery, and channel external goodwill in the most effective manner. Needs

Needs

Prior to the cyclone, certain parts of Ayeyarwady Division were experiencing emergency levels of acute malnutrition.  In Kangyidaunt township, rates remained above serious thresholds in early 2007 (10.2% in zero to three year olds, and 13.1% in one to two year olds) in SC project areas.  As the 2007 survey did not include children four and five years, these rates underestimate wasting in the region.  Although there have been no reports of increased incidence of communicable disease  or malnutrition yet, the destruction of fields and food stocks, suspension of markets and fishing activities and resulting dependence on poor/ irregular general food distributions make the population extremely vulnerable to malnutrition.  In addition, infant feeding practices prior to the cyclone were poor, increasing the vulnerability of children.  Inappropriate distribution of infant formula, increased numbers of orphans and stress due to displacement has led to a worsening of infant feeding practices.

Needs
Based on initial assessments undertaken, key protection concerns include:  children separated from their families and unaccompanied, either living with relatives or people they do not know and at thus at heightened risks of institutionalisation; children and women facing emotional and social distress; increased vulnerability: a need to prevent and respond to violence, abuse, exploitation and neglect of children, particularly adolescent girls and women; families, especially women-headed and children headed households; children at risk of secondary separations due to displacement, family breakdown, lack of access to basic services and challenges in rebuilding their lives.

Needs
Assessments carried out by Save the Children have identified large numbers of separated, unaccompanied and orphaned children as well as numerous protection risks for all children, including increased risk of trafficking, child labour, violence, neglect, abuse and exploitation.  Children separated from their parents are especially exposed and there is a need to document and register those and other vulnerable children for family tracing and reunification or for identification of alternative care and support. Needs

The magnitude of the disaster has caused debilitating grief and stress, making it difficult for many villagers to properly look after their families or even themselves.  Protection of these vulnerable groups, especially women and girls, is needed through provision of psycho-social counselling. Most of those affected are destitute and dependent on others for their basic needs, which for women and youth in particular, increase their vulnerability to neglect, abuse, violence and exploitation.  Survivors of SGBV who fail to receive appropriate treatment and counselling can suffer for years, greatly diminishing their ability to care for themselves or their families. Therefore, there is an acute need to provide vulnerable female populations with psycho-social support and socio-economic programmes such as micro-credit and skills training in order to empower them.  Awareness raising and advocacy are also critical in minimising the vulnerability of these women and girls.
Activities 

· Provide psycho-social counselling and socio-economic programmes for vulnerable women and girls including survivors of SGBV; 

· Conduct training for service providers and community-based workers on psycho-social counselling; 

· Establish mechanisms to prevent and respond to SGBV including referral, reporting and response systems; 

· Ensure a close linkage to clinical management of SGBV funded by UNFPA’s reproductive health project; 

· Collaborate with partners such as UNDP in using the existing community-based support systems to provide services and programmes for vulnerable women and girls; 

· Create a network of service delivery points providing standardised quality care for vulnerable women under the Women’s Place concept with partners including Population Service International, Marie Stopes International and UNDP; 

· Conduct a situation analysis of vulnerability of women and girls, including ; conduct awareness campaigns on women’s empowerment and gender equality; 

· Take the lead in overall coordination of women’s protection programmes by different agencies including UN Inter-Agency Project on Human Trafficking in the Greater Mekong Sub-region, IOM, UNDP, NGOs, and; incorporate women’s protection issues into all sectors, including health, food, shelter and early recovery.

Needs

Women and girls affected by the disaster have unique health concerns including hygiene needs.  Many have not only lost their homes but their basic items including clothes.  The lack of clothing and sanitary supplies can impede the mobility of women and girls.  Without sanitary supplies for menstruation, they may experience discomfort, shame and isolation for several days each month.  Women and girls are in urgent need of hygiene supplies, sanitary napkins, underwear, soap and shampoo.  Women also require culturally appropriate clothing including sarongs and multivitamins to respond to their poor nutrition.  Based on an initial needs assessment, UNFPA has distributed approximately 30,000 kits for displaced women and girls including the above-mentioned items, which helped them to ensure their dignity.  

Activities 

UNFPA will procure, assemble and coordinate the distribution of dignity kits.  The kit contains women’s sarongs, T-shirts, underwear, soaps, shampoos, women’s sanitary cloths, multivitamins, etc.  Some items will also be distributed to displaced men and boys as they are also in dire need of basic items.  The kits will be distributed by partners including UNFPA-funded mobile service clinics, local and international NGOs and voluntary organisations that are working on the ground.  As a contingency plan, dignity kits will also be pre-packaged for a possible need in immediate response to future disasters.    

Outcomes

Ensure dignity of vulnerable populations through distribution of dignity kits to 120,000 women, girls, boys and men in basic hygiene needs.

Needs
Initial assessment and activity feedback by the WV field team identified high protection risks for children affected by the cyclone.  Approximately 10% of children attending the CFS are working children, including some exploitative child labour cases.  There are growing numbers of separated, unaccompanied and orphaned children identified through our initial response, which require adequate interim care, tracing, reunification and re-integration.  More than 30 cases of children with disability are reported in our CFS activities, which imply there are many more children who might require special assistance for their impairment.  The assessment also shows children are facing psycho-social distress. 

Activities 

Establish CFS in order to provide space for children to play, learn, express their feelings, and meet with peers.  Using CFS as an entry point for the community, identify the most vulnerable children and vulnerable families and provide necessary assistance through other sectoral interventions. Needs
ADRA has been working in about 100 remote villages in the hardest-hit areas of the Ayerwaddy Delta. Many of these villages were completely destroyed. Needs
Bogale Township has been devastated by the cyclone Nargis.  Most of the villages have been flooded.  Families have little access to safe drinking water and latrines management is minimal. They are therefore at risk of epidemic diseases. The project will focus on the area along the river from Bogale city to the south of the township, and the south of Setsan village tract.

Although the villages identified are not indicated on any maps, the information available is cross checked with MSF CH, CARE, local organisations and delegations, and from field visits. 

The project will participate in the overall coordinated WASH strategic response of providing minimum vital supply of safe water and prevention of water borne diseases in affected populations:

· Through the rehabilitation of ponds, the distribution of water containers allowing the population to get access to safe drinking water;
· Through the construction of sanitary latrines or safe excreta disposals and the distribution of hygiene kits.
Activities

Each of the activities will be conducted together with distribution of leaflets and hygiene promotion on safe drinking water, sanitary latrines use, household level water quality, personal hygiene:

· Rehabilitation of 100 ponds;
· Construction of 1,000 sanitary latrines and distribution of latrines kit;
· Distribution of 3,000 water pots and filtration kits;
· Hygiene promotion sessions and distribution of leaflets.

Needs
There is a need for improved excreta disposal and waste management practises, particularly for institutions such as schools and medical facilities.  Household level latrines could be considered as self help, and with particular information and awareness information within the hygiene promotion activities.  Practises to collect rainwater in ponds are ancient and well established, however as the water is contaminated, there is a need for improvements with regard to filtration and purification of drinking water on a household level.  Evaporation and erosion should be prohibited as far as possible. 

Activities

The activities so far have been focusing on immediate recovery and basic rehabilitation of drinking water ponds, and provision of temporary water harvesting equipment, trench latrines, basic hygiene promotion (mainly hand washing with soap), provision of communal trench latrines, solid waste disposal management, provision of safe drinking water (purification with chlorine) and domestic water. As there is an obvious need to improve sustainability of WASH related inputs, it is suggested to install household level ceramic filters.  
With regard to excreta disposal, the project will build institutional latrines at some schools and medical facilities, and provide households with suitable kits and technical support to build private latrines.  Walls surrounding the 135 drinking water ponds require further improvements with regard to erosion/mechanical protection, access jetties and fencing, planting of lotus and grass.  Hygiene promotion activities should be extended and permanent water and sanitation committees be formed in the village tracts and hamlets.  Cross cutting issues should be reinforced particularly with regard to HIV/AIDS and DRR.

Outcomes

· Ensure provision of clean and safe drinking water at individual household level, and to monitor water quality, frequency of waterborne diseases, and to support and distribute water purification chemicals that might be found necessary;

· To have further improved 135 drinking water ponds with erosion/mechanical protection, necessary fencing and improved jetties, reduction of evaporation, and support to local management structures;

· To provide up to 16,000 households with individual, complete, ceramic water filters;

· To provide basic kits for household level latrines for up to 4.000 households, and through components of hygiene promotion activities increase awareness and safety;

· Enhanced hygiene promotion with appropriate delivery of agreed (WASH Cluster) messages and delivered training.

· Water Access and Quality: Baseline surveys report that approximately 30% of communities relied on surface water sources or unprotected wells as their main source of drinking water;

Needs
The majority of the water sources (over 90%) in the villages in the surveyed townships such as ponds and dug-wells were damaged or contaminated; and almost all latrines in households, schools and health institutions were destroyed in the townships affected by the cyclone.  The project is responding to the needs by providing safe and clean water for drinking and domestic use, improved sanitation for safe disposal of human excreta, solid waste, waste water and proper drainage; as well as intensive promotion of hygienic behaviour and dissemination of hygiene messages. Needs
TGH conducted a needs assessment from 1 to 15 June to assess the impact of the cyclone in terms of water and sanitation infrastructures across the affected areas in Kungyangon Township.  The cyclone had a big impact on the communities’ water and sanitation systems (introduction of salty water in the ponds, destruction of latrines). 

The first priority is to insure access to safer water to the communities in order to reduce health risks. In the mid-term, it will be the provision of adequate sanitary excreta disposal such as double raised pit latrines.  Throughout the programme hygiene promotion sessions will be conducted to heighten communities’ awareness of better behaviours.

Due to the large needs and high budget needed for the entire WASH programme for Kungyangon Township, TGH will continue to work in coordination and cooperation with international organisations and the UN in using best practices and policy guidelines.  Implementation of activities not covered by TGH will have to be done by other competent partners.

Triangle GH will focus its activities in three village tracks of Kungyangon Township:

· Taw Ka Yan East: 720 households;
· Taw Ka Yan West: 1,113  households; 

· Taung Kone: 767 households.

· Set up five water committees for maintenance and operations;

Needs
Water supply systems in the delta region have been badly impacted by cyclone Nargis. Lack of adequate shelter, debris from the cyclone and poor sanitation facilities that existed prior to Nargis, combined with the current monsoonal rains, have led to extremely poor sanitation conditions in the affected villages.  In order to protect the health of the affected population and facilitate recovery, it is important to restore the water supply and sanitation systems to a basic level.  There is a need to provide latrines to households and schools and conduct basic hygiene education sessions in each of the affected villages.  
The monsoon rains present an opportunity to establish/improve rain water harvesting systems to meet the water supply needs of the affected communities.  There is a need to provide water storage for both households and the schools.  Some of the village ponds have been damaged and have turned saline by the storm surge and require renovation.  Provision of potable water for the coming dry season (February to April) is also an urgent need.  There is need to strengthen CBOs for managing the delivery of recovery assistance.

UNDP has been implementing and supporting community water and sanitation initiatives in the delta region for 14 years.  The current proposal would build on UNDP’s existing programme making use of its local experience and extensive community network and structures. 

Activities

As an integral part of UNDP’s Integrated Community-based Early Recovery Programme in 750 villages, the project will undertake the following main activities:

· Through cash for work build household latrines to 80 households/ village in 750 villages;
· Through cash for work build double latrine units to 100 primary schools;
· Conduct household hygiene education sessions (one per two villages) for 750 villages; 

· Provide water containers & drinking water purification systems to 52,500 households in 750 villages;
· Provide 9,000 rain water harvesting systems for 9,000 households in 300 villages, rain water tanks for 400 schools;

Needs   

WV is already conducting significant WASH emergency response activities, but needs some additional funding to carry this out effectively in its target areas.  WV will follow up the emergency response activities with long-term sustainable solutions.  WV is aware of appropriate technology that has been and is being developed by UNICEF which can meet this need for sustainability.  WV intends to promote these technologies with active involvement of affected communities:

For water supply, a ceramic, silver impregnated filter designed to fit a safe water storage device. UNICEF is currently assisting in the establishment of appropriate manufacturing capability for both the filter and the safe storage container

For sanitation, an appropriate water-tight “septic-tank type arrangement” based on experiences in delta environments in other countries.  Local manufacturing capability needs to be established, together with local community-based research into a culturally acceptable configuration suited to the local environment.  The hygiene promotion activities being conducted by WV as part of the emergency response phase are an ideal platform for this research, and WV intends to be actively involved in the UNICEF-led initiative for improved sanitation in the delta.

Activities 

· Provision of emergency water supplies, sanitation and hygiene promotion;
· Community consultation and engagement regarding technical options for the sustainable provision of safe water and sanitation facilities;
· Promotion of the sustainable solutions described in the section above;

Needs
SC has been distributing plastic sheets and tarpaulin among 100,000 affected households in the 12 townships and further distribution of emergency relief items (family kits, & hygiene kits) is in process.  Moreover, it is estimated by the TCG-led VTA that in Bogale, Mawlamyinegyun and Pyapon Townships, some 81% of households were either severely damaged or destroyed by the cyclone.  Emergency shelter materials (tents and tarpaulins) are currently being distributed by SC and Emergency Shelter Cluster members and to date 34% of households have been reached.  
These are only a short-term solution. While some families may have the skills and capacities to recover on their own or with government assistance, there are vulnerable families who do not have access to traditional building materials such as bamboos, thatch leaves and toolkits.  The purchasing power of these vulnerable families is hampered badly.  Carpenters and artisans have also lost their tools and other productive assets.  Local traders (suppliers of bamboos and thatch) also do not have working capital to restock and resume their businesses. 

This two phased project will enable the most vulnerable affected families to have access to plastic sheeting and necessary household items in the first few months and gradually in a sustainable  manner they will reconstruct their traditional houses (bamboos and thatch) creating more affordable and stronger houses.  Local carpenters, artisans and traders will also have capacity to meet the needs of the area with this project, as traders will be able to restock the lost items and carpenters will have their new toolkits available to participate in the village recovery process. 

Activities 

· Identification and registration of most vulnerable families (e.g. child and female-headed households, the elderly, and physically disadvantaged, and poorest in the village tracts);
· Procurement of immediate need family kits and distribution among registered beneficiaries; 

· Project orientation meetings with communities, traders, carpenters and artisans at village tract levels, and introduction of voucher system;   

· Printing of vouchers, record files and meetings with traders and beneficiaries identification of local traders and carpenters and signing of “Letter of Understandings” with them for voucher systems (record keeping, reimbursement, documentation etc);

Needs
In Bogale, Mawlamyinegyun and Pyapon Townships, some  81% of households were either severely damaged or destroyed.  Emergency shelter materials (tents and tarpaulins) are currently being distributed by IOM and Emergency Shelter Cluster members and to date 34% of households have been reached.  These are only a short-term solution.  While some families may have the resources to recover on their own or with government assistance, poverty and insufficient resources highlight the need for durable housing. Needs
In the three targeted townships, the level of devastation after the cyclone was intense.  It is estimated that more than 87% of habitat has been damaged or destroyed.  Coastal areas of Labutta have experienced complete destruction of households.  In coastal areas of Dedaye, early assessments report of a destruction of 80% of households.  Informal scattered habitat and small dwellings were even more affected than main village tract urban areas.  The cyclone also affected the availability of traditional construction material, destroying a lot of the thatch and disrupting the supply markets for timber and bamboo.  Affected populations have started rebuilding some sort of shelter.  However, this is being done using non durable materials (plastic sheeting, young thatch, etc) that is unlikely to outlast the monsoon season.  Finally, as the cyclone has washed away a lot of the local vegetation that was used for construction; support is required to import construction materials from other areas of the country.

Activities

The following activities will be launched in villages:

· Distribution of locally procured shelter materials (notably thatch, bamboo and wood), tools and cash incentive for the construction of 3,500 safe shelters through a self-help approach;
· Training of beneficiaries on best construction practises adapted to cyclone prone areas;
· Reporting & monitoring through CESVI-ACTED AME unit in coordination with the Shelter Cluster Group.
Outcomes

· 3,500 vulnerable affected families receive shelter materials, tools and cash incentive; 

· Provision of access to safe shelter made of local materials, based on a simple shelter model adapted to local cultural habits, in line with SPHERE standards;

Needs
ADRA has been working in 106 remote villages in the hardest-hit areas of the Ayerwaddy Delta.  Many of these villages were completely destroyed.  While ADRA has distributed plastic sheeting to about 40,000 families, there are an additional 10,000 families without any habitable, covered living space. This negatively affects people’s health, dignity, security, and ability to regain their livelihoods.  In addition, traditional local building materials such as cured bamboo and supplies of palm frond thatch have been destroyed by the cyclone.

Activities 

ADRA will distribute 20,000 plastic sheets and tool kits to these remaining 10,000 families in ADRA’s intervention areas as per the Shelter Cluster standard.  Concurrently, ADRA will begin to address durable solutions to shelter such as the reconstruction of homes using locally available materials such as bamboo and palm frond thatch.  In areas where the supply of materials are depleted, ADRA will assist in bringing in local materials from other parts of Myanmar as well as support the propagation of appropriate species of bamboo and palm.  ADRA will also provide trainings and disseminate best practices in bamboo design and construction to strengthen the traditional buildings, to protect people from future cyclones and monsoons.

Needs 

Initial findings from Mingalar Myanmar and IMC ongoing joint assessments in over 100 villages in Bogale, Pyapon, and Dedaye show that approximately 90% of houses have been damaged or destroyed by Cyclone Nargis.  Approximately 50% of families have begun repairs with their own minimal resources and through local private donations.  Some 15% are hosted by extending family and neighbours, while the rest remain displaced.  Without proper shelter, these agricultural communities are unable to resume basic livelihood activities, increasing the vulnerability of affected population, especially daily labourers (landless farmers) and female heads of households.  Emergency Shelter Cluster rapid assessments show that over 57,000 households were affected in Bogale, 32,000 in Dedaye, and 48,000 in Pyapon.  Current shelter items distribution shows roughly 25% coverage for Household Shelter Kits, approximately 10% coverage for Community Tool Kits, and even lower coverage for Household Relief Kits. 

Activities 

Mingalar Myanmar and IMC will support marginalised farmers, fishermen, and female heads of households in approximately 120 villages in Bogale, Dedaye, and Pyapon by providing household shelter kits, community tool kits, and household relief kits to the most vulnerable that have not received assistance from other sources.  Distribution of kits will be coordinated with the Emergency Shelter Cluster and Township Committees.  CAGs, made up of representatives from the village and Mingalar Myanmar/IMC volunteers will act collectively to identify which households are the most vulnerable and require assistance.  These activities will be conducted rapidly in order to meet immediate needs, and will phase out in coordination with the government and other organisations and agencies working in providing permanent shelter during early recovery.  In addition to provision of emergency shelter, IMC through its local partner will provide basic health and hygiene education and promotion, as well as provision of hygiene kits.  Mingalar Myanmar and IMC are already supporting several villages in Dedaye and Pyapon with distribution of non-food items.  After the rapid distribution of shelter and other relief items, partners will continue to monitor and evaluate utilisation of provided materials to identify and address gaps in distribution and will continue to identify the most vulnerable households that need further assistance. 

Outcomes

· Gaps in provision of emergency shelter identified and addressed in the targeted 115 villages in the three townships prioritising marginalised individuals and families;
· Improved access to household relief kits and hygiene kits for all identified vulnerable households;
· Improved access to health and hygiene education for target communities which will assist in prevention of disease outbreaks especially pregnant women and children under five;
· Support to revitalisation of basic livelihoods for the most vulnerable in the target communities.

Needs
The scale of destruction is enormous and many of the hardest-hit coastal areas of the delta have not yet been reached to assess properly.  The cluster is preparing a response for up to 480,000 households in over 40 townships.   Affected communities have to a large extent already rebuilt their houses, albeit in a rapid, precarious manner with inadequate materials (e.g. untreated bamboo) and no cyclone-resistant features, and often in the same flood-prone locations as before.  This project will target the most vulnerable rural communities affected by the cyclone (people previously living in the vernacular architectural style utilising bamboo construction) with limited means for self-recovery, as well as urban areas with similar housing conditions and damages.  This project field teams will assist these communities to build back better and safer with simple cyclone-resistant strengthening measures, and introduce limited new materials to existing construction practices.  This project, will also retro-fit cyclone-resistant features to homes already rebuilt with self-recovery methods. 

Activities

· This project will ensure a proactive working relationship with the local authorities on implementation, local coordination and information sharing; 
· Set up Yangon office and Bogale and Labutta field offices including recruitment and training of local staff; assess and identify most vulnerable beneficiaries in coastal areas of delta region in these two townships; 
· Launch self-help transitional reconstruction process using family and local skilled labour; 
· Delivery via conventional method of direct procurement, transport, storage and distribution of kits of construction tools and packages of essential building materials; 
· Strengthening of housing and construction of new houses will incorporate principles of risk-reduction to mitigate future disasters by promoting use of appropriate site selection criteria and safer and improved construction techniques.

Outcomes

5,000 units of quality shelter delivered to project caseloads deemed most vulnerable and in need of robust solutions with viable communities established in safe areas away from sites formerly suffering from flooding, poor construction, exposure and/or lack of secure, safe and dignified shelter.

Needs
In the above mentioned 14 village tracts, around 8,600 dwelling units existed before the cyclone; almost all of them have collapsed completely.  In a first step, WHH distributed emergency shelter kits (incl. plastic sheets / tools) to 7,500 families.

The project is part of a multi-sector programme of WHH in 14 Village Tracts (74 Villages) of Bogale Township, which supports some 7,500 severely affected families (37,500 people) in the sectors of food, shelter and NFI (provision of plastic sheets, tools, various household items), WASH (i.e. water treatment, rainwater collection & storage, cleaning of ponds, hygiene promotion), and also in agriculture (seeds and diesel for - so far - 1,600 paddy growing families).  While this assistance is on-going, early recovery support is soon to start with a continued focus on agriculture (incl. alternative field crops/vegetables, livestock and fishery), but also targeting economic/social recovery and infrastructure (e.g. non-agricultural income generation, low cost housing, market access), as well as education (reconstruction of schools).  Strengthening of local support structures will form an integral part of all early recovery support.

Activities

In this project, the focus will be on an initial 1,000 family houses in the most severely affected areas. Aspects of DRR will be considered in the design and execution of works (including location, choice of material, and promotion of hazard resistant construction techniques).  The project will deliver needed materials that are not locally available and also provide technical guidance, while beneficiaries will be charged with actual execution of the works.  For the most vulnerable households (e.g. poor widows with young children, elderly, disabled), construction works can be supported by the project through hiring of labour from the village community.  Beneficiary selection will spread across the 14 village tracts, so that technology transfer reaches a wider scope and better-off families can replicate it for their own house reconstruction.

· Plan and design low cost housing units in coordination with Housing Dept. and UN / NGO;
· Reconstruct 1,000 houses through input provision and technical advice by the project, as well as participation of the beneficiaries and village community in the execution/organisation of works;
· Increase local knowledge for improved and sustainable housing construction.

Outcomes

1,000 families (approximately 5,000 people) have safer living conditions and can resume their livelihoods.  Employment is created for unskilled labour from the villages, either while assisting in the actual construction works or through production of local building materials.  Community members also benefit from the transfer of improved technologies to reduce the impact of future disasters.

Needs
IFRC is successfully leading the coordination of the emergency shelter cluster in Myanmar as part of the global cluster system.  As a focal agency for shelter recovery with the global emergency shelter cluster, UN-Habitat has been providing technical inputs to IFRC for planning for early recovery interventions in its coordination tasks. Needs
As the needs assessment result indicates, many of the affected communities have already rebuilt transitional shelters, with inadequate and less durable materials and in a precarious manner, and often in the same vulnerable location, thus exposing affected communities to greater risks for future disasters.  To mitigate the future risks to disaster and promote faster recovery in shelter, it is urgent to simultaneously improve the shelter conditions through the introduction of simple measures to strengthen existing houses while rebuilding.  It is estimated that a large number of families require resettlement in safe and secure locations.  

Activities

The project will provide Township level ToTs, village tract level training with demonstration to upgrade local skills on safer construction techniques, risk reduction practices, rapid assessment of shelter needs, rapid survey of site conditions, and settlement participatory planning.  It also intends to strengthen the shelter component of the UNDP Integrated Community Based Early Recovery Programme in its target villages.  It will also assist in the provision of technical assistance for piloting safer shelter and sustainable resettlement in coordination with official plans and applying humanitarian principles as a model initiative. Summary
The project aims at assisting survivors of Cyclone Nargis in Ayeyarwady and Yangon Divisions by providing tarpaulin kits and household relief kits.  Currently it is estimated that some 450,000 households were affected by Cyclone Nargis, with over 90% of houses destroyed or damaged in some areas.  Due to inadequate emergency shelter and loss of household items, most survivors are still exposed to various risks including mosquitoes, diseases and monsoon rains. 

Activities 

UNHCR will assist approximately 15% of the affected population, particularly the most vulnerable people with tarpaulin kits and household relief kits.  A tarpaulin kit consists of two plastic sheets and nylon rope.  A household relief kit includes two blankets, two mosquito nets, one jerry can, one kitchen set, soaps and sanitary materials.  Items are procured locally and internationally and shipped by air and sea to be handed over to partners for distribution. 

Distribution is planned in the most affected townships including Bogale, Dala, Twantay, Seikgyikanaungto, Mawlamyinegyun, Laputta, Dedaye, Dawbon and Hyantabin Townships.  The distribution has been organised in close coordination with the Emergency Shelter Cluster to prevent overlaps and limit gaps. UNHCR closely monitors the distribution and continuously assesses the situation through its field offices in Laputta and Bogale as well as its office in Yangon. As of 1 July, UNHCR has distributed over 75,000 plastic sheets, 70,000 blankets, 55,000 mosquito nets, 30,000 jerry cans, 36,000 sanitary materials and 28,000 kitchen sets directly or through its partners. 

Outcomes

14% of affected households will receive tarpaulin kits and 15% will be provided with household relief kits to start rebuilding their life.  Survivors’ vulnerability will also decrease as they are protected from the elements and mosquitoes, as well as being able to cook meals and store drinking water.

Needs
In the first and second priority townships, the majority of the houses have been either completely destroyed or severely damaged.  Some villages have even completely vanished as result of the cyclone. Summary

OCHA has supported the functions of the Humanitarian Coordinator (HC) in Myanmar through its regional office (ROAP) since November 2006.  The impact of Cyclone Nargis has called for strengthened OCHA support to the IASC cluster system in-country.  Through five humanitarian field coordination hubs and the central office in Yangon, the project will support the office of the HC; the cluster leadership approach; cross-cluster working and technical groups; standardisation of inter-agency tools for assessments and information analysis; and the Myanmar Information Management Unit (MIMU).  
In addition, the project will support preparedness planning and the transition from emergency to recovery in affected areas by ensuring that coordination support to the HC office is integrated with early recovery coordination activities.  OCHA will continue to provide the appropriate level of support to the HC, the GoUM and humanitarian partners during the period of appeal.  At this time, OCHA will also synchronise with the build-up of early recovery capacity within the Humanitarian Coordinator/Resident Coordinator (RC/HC’s) office for the remainder of the appeal.  IRIN will provide real-time humanitarian news and analysis of the evolving emergency and immediate reporting on the scale and scope of the crisis, the perspectives of affected communities and vulnerable groups and the challenges facing the local and international response with a view to informing local and international decision-making and raising awareness of key humanitarian and relief priorities.

Activities: 

· Support the cluster leadership approach at both the national and township levels; 

· Support the HC in his/her functions and in his/her responsibilities to the Emergency Relief Coordinator;

· Work with cluster/sector lead agencies to standardise assessment and reporting formats;

· Support, facilitate and coordinate the activities of MIMU activities related to Nargis response;

· Develop an exit strategy that ensures continuity in support of the RC/HC’s office for the timeframe of the present appeal;
· Continue reporting through IRIN.

· A system of coordination and cluster/sector meetings across the cyclone-affected areas from emergency relief to early recovery phases;

· Timely and relevant briefs to the humanitarian community on critical issues and priorities;

· Enhanced and all-encompassing analysis of needs and gaps across relevant sectors and regions;

Consolidated Appeal Process (CAP)

The CAP is a tool for aid organisations to jointly plan, coordinate, implement and monitor their response to disasters and emergencies, and to appeal for funds together instead of competitively.  

It is the forum for developing a strategic approach to humanitarian action, focusing on close cooperation between host governments, donors, non-governmental organisations (NGOs), the International Red Cross and Red Crescent Movement, International Organization for Migration (IOM), and United Nations agencies.  As such, it presents a snapshot of the situation and response plans, and is an inclusive and coordinated programme cycle of:

· Strategic planning leading to a Common Humanitarian Action Plan (CHAP);

· Resource mobilisation leading to a Consolidated Appeal or a Flash Appeal;

· Coordinated programme implementation;

· Joint monitoring and evaluation;

· Revision, if necessary;

· Reporting on results.

The CHAP is the core of the CAP – a strategic plan for humanitarian response in a given country or region, including the following elements:

· A common analysis of the context in which humanitarian action takes place;

· An assessment of needs;

· Best, worst, and most likely scenarios;

· A clear statement of longer-term objectives and goals;

· Prioritised response plans, including a detailed mapping of projects to cover all needs;

· A framework for monitoring the strategy and revising it if necessary.

The CHAP is the core of a Consolidated Appeal or, when crises break out or natural disasters strike, a Flash Appeal.  Under the leadership of the Humanitarian Coordinator, and in consultation with host Governments and donors, the CHAP is developed at the field level by the Humanitarian Country Team.  This team includes IASC members and standing invitees (UN agencies, the International Organisation for Migration, the International Red Cross and Red Crescent Movement, and NGOs that belong to ICVA, Interaction, or SCHR), but non-IASC members, such as national NGOs, can also be included.

The Humanitarian Coordinator is responsible for the annual preparation of the consolidated appeal document.  The document is launched globally near the end of each year to enhance advocacy and resource mobilisation.  An update, known as the Mid-Year Review, is presented to donors the following July.

Donors generally fund appealing agencies directly in response to project proposals listed in appeals.  The Financial Tracking Service (FTS), managed by the United Nations Office for the Coordination of Humanitarian Affairs (OCHA), is a database of appeal funding needs and worldwide donor contributions, and can be found on www.reliefweb.int/fts.

In sum, the CAP is how aid agencies join forces to provide people in need the best available protection and assistance, on time.
