In 2003, Geoff Norman wrote about
“… the futility of conducting research on interventions which, like PBL, are inadequately grounded in theory, in real environments which are so complex and multifactorial, with so many unseen interacting forces, using outcomes so distant from the learning situation, that any predicted effects would inevitably be diffused by myriad unexplained variables”.

Does this mean that educational endeavours cannot be researched? Not at all! It just means you have to be strategic about what you research and how.
At this workshop, you will receive a basic grounding in educational research. Whilst not an in-depth look at individual methods, strategies and issues, you should nonetheless leave the workshop able to draw up a basic research proposal for an educational project that will result in meaningful results.


Topics to be covered will include a selection of the following:
· Designing a project
· Asking meaningful questions

· Choosing appropriate strategies

· Ensuring rigour

· Paradigms and their implications

· Collecting data
· Deciding what to study

· Data collection methods
· Analysing qualitative data
· Ethics in educational research
