	Accommodation:
Discussed borough/district local plans, SGTCF had limited success in feeding to all within tight timescales, most available online.
Largely felt to be a ‘paperwork exercise’ implementation likely to be more difficult

JH mentioned borough/district CEO’s, police and elected members meeting on Friday 21st September lead by CEO for Runnymede Paul Turrell who had invited JH to speak about current provision (permanent/transit sites/stopping places), council powers of unauthorised encampment removal s.77/s.78 CJPOAct 1994 and provide cultural information where appropriate – a closed meeting, no one from GRT community invited

Police requested to speak on s.61/s.62a CJPOAct 1994 powers relating to unauthorised encampments

CR restated the Surrey police & PCC position that more powers are not required, solutions rather than enforcement was the answer

JH reported that following meetings with police (Insp Bert Dean) an updated protocol for joint working between police & councils was on version 6 but nearing completion. Also confirms police now record all encampments on their incident system.

Elmbridge Injunction discussed excluding GRT from borough – request made by LG to Traveller Movement of Britain (TMB) to oppose in High Court following an increasing number of similar injunctions at Bromley, Basingstoke, Harlow, Croydon etc
A ‘Return Day’ listed at 1030am on 8th November 2018 at High Court of Justice is to hear Elmbridge BC application to extend injunction for further three years
