1. Google Scholar (http://scholar.google.com/)
· Scholarly literature across an array of publishing formats and disciplines.
2. Pinterest (www.pinterest.com)
· Pinboard-style photo-sharing website that allows users to create and manage theme-based image collections such as events, interests, and hobbies.
3. Sign-Up Genius (www.signupgenius.com)
· Creating and managing group sign up lists and forms
· Creating a group > Title > Date/Time > Names/Email/Settings > Reminders > Sign-Up
4. eCampus Tours (www.ecampustours.com)
· Students and parents can take virtual tours and get advice about college preparation
· Can choose schools to look at based on various characteristics
5. Quotes Cover (www.quotescover.com)
· Transform ordinary quotes into art.
· Create your own quote or a known quote
· Can use as fb cover, phone cover, sheet, etc.
· Create fonts and styles
· Save and print capabilities to many sized prints
6. Poll Everywhere (www.polleverywhere.com)
· Responders to respond to a poll by text or web.
· Immediate response.
· Free access if under 40 people in the group.
7. Weebly (www.weebly.com)
· Building a high quality site
· Can add tabs as well as additional sites, blog, store (to create)
8. YOUniversity (www.youniversitytv.com)
· Take a virtual tour of a university.
· You have to register as student or teacher/administrator/counselor
· Maps and video tours
· Careers and online college information
9. MoodTurn (http://moodturn.com/)
· Free relaxing website for adults and students which provides soothing music and landscape to help us avoid stress and relax our minds.
· THE CATCH: 60 seconds of relaxation – It restarts if you touch your computer before the minute is up!
10. College Board (http://collegeboard.com)
· Getting connected to college by finding official college planning and preparation tools to help students succeed
· SAT info, AP info
· “Professional Development” Tab > K-12 counselor > test dates/deadlines
11. Prezi (http://prezi.com)
· Designed to add more creativity to presentations (an upgrade to PowerPoint)
· “Idea generator”, designs, creating ideas
12. TEDx (www.ted.com)
· Ideas worth spreading
· Education component, finding articles, videos, etc.
· EX: “Importance of Focus by Richard St. John”
13. Doodle (http://www.doodle.com)
· Convenient way to schedule events
· Create, send out, viewers can select times that work with them
14. Delicious (https://delicious.com/)
· A tool to save, organize, and remember links you find interesting on the web
· Can use with iphones, adding links, and can link to social media
· EX: JYJOYNER- Good blog for counselors
15. Smore (www.smore.com)
· Create flyers to get the word out faster
· The event can go through facebook
· Title, pics, upload, agenda, automatically saves
· Embedded links or can print or can email
16. YouTube (http://www.youtube.com)
· Millions of videos uploaded by any user
· Counselors can use for lessons, ideas, or creating videos (student interactions)
· EX: “Miami School Psychology Awareness Week 2011 Flashmob”
17. TweetDeck (http://tweetdeck.com)
· An app that brings more flexibility and insight to power users
· Compile tweets, google chrome/desk top, can keep hashtags/search terms, create lists
· #SCCHAT- school counselor chat
18. Vine (https://vine.co/)
· See and share life in motion
· Ideas: tour of counseling office, students create videos, college tours
19. Google Hangout (http://www.google.com/+/learnmore/hangouts/)
· Video chat, google doc sharing, work on docs while video chatting
· Parents can participate in conference if unable to meet at school
20. Google Drive (http://www.google.com/drive)
· Store up to 15GB of your stuff for free, access them from anywhere, collaborate with others.
· Can share presentations, documents, excel, spreadsheets
· Forum feature – students visiting office can fill out if counselor did not have time to see them. Filling out form can let them know the reason for visiting by self created forum (EX: reason for visit (personal, academic, schedule, etc))
21. LiveBinders (http://livebinders.com/)
· A web based 3-ring binder for collecting, organizing, and sharing web resources
· Works with Pinterest
· Can create binders, tabs, subtabs, to organize materials
22. FlipBoard (http://flipboard.com/)
· Discover and share content in beautiful, simple, and meaningful ways
· Can add facebook, news-whats going on with education around the world
· When you read, works like a magazine
· ONLY compatible with ipad and iphone
23. Re.vu (http://re.vu/)
· Interactive, visual, and dynamic resume site. Allows you to link your traditional resume.
· Adds skills and proficiencies
· College counseling-updating resumes and looking competitive to an employer/school
24. Study Blue (http://www.studyblue.com/)
· Flashcards for ALL ages online. 
· Can either create your own or browse others that are shared publicly through the site. Incorporates other study tools too.
· Also an APP on iphones
· Study guides, backpack, links to the school you are at for any created materials
25. Remind101 (www.remind101.com)
· A safe way for teachers to text message students and stay in touch with parents.
· FREE
· Can have up to 7 classes
· Subscribe and safe to communicate
26. Tagboard (www.tagboard.com)
· The “Hashtag Hub” – you can see the whole conversation, across networks, making them the perfect hub for social media.
· Connects anything “hashtag” – instagram, fb, twitter, google
· #SCCHAT – school counseling chat – resources for counselors (“closing the achievement gap”)
· #ESCCHAT – elementary school counselor chat
· SCOA – school counselors on air (youtube)
· NSCW – national school counselor week
27. Keeper (https://keepersecurity.com)
· Keep your passwords safe, secure, and easy to access anywhere/anytime (titles/subtitles)
· Credit card information, bank information
· Military encryption
· If you buy it, BUY the backup
28. IPAD: Doc Scan HD (https://itunes.apple.com/us/app/doc-scan-hd-scanner-to-scan/id467016332?mt=8)
· An app that lets you scan any document onto your iphone or ipad
· Organize and save documents/white boards/projects done

· An app that allows Microsoft office on your ipad and links it to your dropbox account
· Word, excel, PowerPoint – links to google drive
30. IPAD: Dragon Dictation (https://itunes.apple.com/us/app/dragon-dictation/id341446764?mt=8)
· A voice recognition app that records your notes for you faster than typing
· Can send email, tweet, fb, save it
· Useful when needing to remind yourself on the go

· Surveys, Pre and Post tests
· Can send to students, they can complete in class
