Health Care

It is always good to plan to have a physical check up and take care of your teeth and eyes while in the states.  To find physicians in the Blue Cross/ Blue Shield Health Plan in your area go to the Pay, Benefits, & Staff Expenses section of the Staff Web. (https://staffweb.ccci.org/pay-benefits-staff-expenses/benefits/healthcare/index.htm)
General travel tips
Car rental discounts are possible through CCC.  In order to receive the CCC corporate rate go to the National Programs Quick Link on the home page of the Staff Web. (https://staffweb.ccci.org/discounts/index.htm) Also, check for local “specials” which might be even cheaper than these corporate prices.

Car rental insurance - If you rent a car within the United States to travel to CSU or for MPD, (with no visits to family or friends) you have full coverage through Campus Crusade insurance and can waive the insurance offered by the rental agency. If you are in an accident, you must report the accident within 24 hours or you may be liable for the $1000 deductible. To report an accident, please call Risk Management at 407-826-2285 or at 1-888-278-7233, option 2 and then option 3. For an accident involving injuries or multiple vehicles, please report the accident immediately.  Call the rental company in advance to find out if they will require you to show proof of insurance. If they do, you can find a proof of insurance letter on the Staff Web.  Use the Operations tab. https://staffweb.ccci.org/operations/risk-management/sw_02_auto-proof-of-insurance.pdf  Also, be sure to take along the phone numbers for Risk Management in case you need to contact them.

A Personal Car Rental

If you rent a car for personal use (not related to your work with Campus Crusade) you are not covered by Campus Crusade insurance in any way. For example, if you go on vacation and rent a car, you are not covered by Campus Crusade insurance. Or if you rent a car to go to a church camp that is not a part of your job with Campus Crusade, you are not covered by Campus Crusade insurance. This includes moving.

MATS Missionary Auto-Truck Service International will sell, rent or lease you a car at a significant cost savings from the retail market.  They can also arrange to have vehicles delivered overseas.  Contact MATS using the National Plans section of the Staff Web or:

Missionary Ministries (www.missionaryministries.org) provides short-term, (generally one month or less), suitable, dependable transportation for missionaries, pastors or Christian workers.  It is located in St. Petersburg, Florida and cars can only be used in the state of Florida.

Missionary Motors (www.missionarymotors.com)   Based in Kansas City, MO. They have 30 vehicles. You pay for your own car insurance, change the oil, pay for gas, but they do any major maintenance. You don’t have to pay for the car itself. One issue, though, is that it has become very popular and they are all booked up way ahead of time. They are currently booked up until September, 2012.
