MINUTES

OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES MEETING

OF THE ROSELLE PUBLIC LIBRARY

OF THURSDAY, SEPTEMBER 16 2010
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The president called the meeting to order at 7:20 pm.  Mr. Esposito announced that the meeting was in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act;  the director stated that a quorum was present.  It was voted to add to the agenda a motion regarding an interim library director (Donnelly/Mayner).


The minutes of August 19 2010 were approved (Donnelly/Mayner).

Board Reports: Ms. Donnelly reported that the Friends would be holding a book sale on November 13, and that they had made a contribution of $500 towards the match for the Gates Foundation grant.  Ms. Guest arrived at this time.  Ms. Mayner reported that the RPL Oprah Book Club postponed its first fall meeting to October.   It was voted to charge $5/attendee for the annual Holiday Party, to offset budget costs (Winston/Guest).


Programs and Services:  The director reported that August was the first 7000+ circulation month since the early 1980's, and that 2010 looked like it would be the busiest year since that time period.  Mr. Villeda arrived at this time.  Mr. McCoy also reported on the cuts in statewide services, and on Roselle's hourly use patterns.


Finance:  The Board voted to approve the September bill listing (Donnelly/Villeda), as well as the August financial report (Winston/Guest).  


Buildings and Grounds:  The demonstration for the exterior lighting project was postponed again, to the October meeting.

Planning:  The director posted some key historical dates, for consideration when the expansion project is revived.

Fundraising:  There was no report.

Personnel:   The Board voted to go into executive session to discuss personnel issues at 7:56 pm (Guest/Winston), and returned to regular session at 8:45 pm (Winston/Donnelly).  The Board voted to introduce Resolution 6.b (Mayner/Guest), which was then amended (Donnelly/Winston) to read as follows:

1) That the Board of Trustees accepts the resignation of W. Keith McCoy as director of the library, effective with the close of business Friday, October 1, 2010;

2) That Mr. McCoy will attend the October 21 2010 meeting of the Library Board at no charge, if his presence is needed;

3) That pursuant to the contract (“Terms and Conditions of Employment”) with Mr. McCoy, as extended on June 18 2008, he will be compensated for 50% of his accumulated sick time (II.H), with the following changes:



a) the gross hours of sick time will be prorated to reflect his date of 


resignation;



b) the gross hours of vacation time will also be prorated, and any deficit


will be subtracted from the sick time at the rate of two sick hours for each 


vacation hour;



c) the Library shall pay Mr. McCoy for the residual accumulated sick time 

at the rate of 20 hours/week, beginning October 4 2010, until the time is 


exhausted, pending attorney review;



d) Mr. McCoy will not be compensated for any intervening holidays 


between the time of his resignation and the time that the payment for his 


residual sick time is completed, nor shall he be subject to any furlough days.

4) That the Library's American Express credit card in Mr. McCoy's name will be canceled, effective October 4 2010;

      5)  That Mr. McCoy's name will be removed from all banking and credit accounts,  
effective October 4 2010.

The resolution as amended was approved.  The Board then voted to:  appoint Jeanne Marie Ryan as interim library director, at the rate of $265/diem, and not to exceed three days per week, effective October 4 2010 (Guest/Villeda);  approve a Letter of Agreement with Ms. Ryan (Donnelly/Villeda), with amendments (Winston/Donnelly);  authorize up to two days work for Ms. Ryan prior to October 4, in half day increments, for the purpose of orientation (Villeda/Winston); designate Anthony Esposito as the appointing authority for the NJ Civil Service Commission, effective October 4 (Winston/Mayner);  appoint Jean Gorczyca as the Custodian of Records for the Library, to handle any OPRA requests, effective October 4 (Donnelly/Winston).

New Business:  The Board voted to add Dorothy Mayner as the second signature on the Advanced Financial FCU account (Guest/Villeda).

There was no further business, and the meeting was adjourned at 8:59 pm (Winston/ Donnelly).
