SABBATH TODAY

The Third Commandment says:  “Remember the sabbath day and keep it holy.”  This commandment was considerably easier to keep when I was a youth than it is today.  As recent as the 1950’s, American culture accommodated the Church.  Few businesses were open on Sundays, meaning that very few had to work on Sundays.  Sundays were a day of rest and worship.  This was out of reverence for the commandment.  In fact, when I was growing up in Santa Ana, not only was Sunday morning set aside as a time of worship, but Thursday night was church night in the city.  Since Thursday night was the night that all the churches held their choir rehearsals, the only community event on Thursday night was Mater Dei High School football games, and that was only because Santa Ana High School had the stadium on Friday nights and Santa Ana College had the stadium on Saturday nights.  How times have changed!


Among the challenges facing the church today is the loss of Sabbath in our culture.  No longer is the culture making accommodation to the Church.  Now the Church finds itself in the position of making accommodation to the culture.  Many businesses are now open on Sundays, meaning many people have to work.  Recreation leagues and charitable events (walks, runs, and other fundraisers) are held on Sunday.  Sunday is no longer a portion of the week set aside for worship and rest in our culture.


Does this mean, however, that we can no longer observe Sabbath?  Both Old Testament accounts of the Ten Commandments (Exodus 20:1-17, Deuteronomy 5:1-21) give the reason for the commandment, tying it to the account of creation in Genesis 1.  After working on creating the heavens and the earth, for six days, on the seventh day God rested (in the Old Testament the Sabbath was Saturday).  The idea is that if God needed a day of rest, certainly we do too.  The Deuteronomy account adds a second reason for the Sabbath—God has brought them out of slavery in Egypt, therefore the Sabbath is to also be a day of remembrance and worship for God’s gift of deliverance.  In the New Testament, the Sabbath day became Sunday, the day of Christ’s resurrection, an observance of our deliverance from sin and death. 


The gift of Sabbath recognizes that as finite human beings, we need rest.  There is nothing righteous about workaholism.  And it also recognizes that we need regular re-enforcing of God’s good gifts and love.  The primary purpose of worship is to give praise and thanks to God for his love revealed in Christ.  To use entertainment language, in worship God is the audience and we are the actors.  The purpose is to please God.  Secondarily, in pleasing God we are also inspired by the hearing of his Word, both spoken and through music, to go out into the world with God’s good news.  Because many now have to work on Sunday, many congregations are now offering worship services on times other than Sunday morning.  In his meaning to the Third Commandment in the Small Catechism, Luther wrote: “We are to fear and love God, so that we do not despise preaching or God’s word, but instead keep that word holy and gladly hear and learn it.”  Note that it does not specify which day of the week this is to occur. 


Although our culture no longer encourages the observance of Sabbath, may we not forget a time of rest and remembrance.

The Pasadena Ronald McDonald House helps seriously ill children and their families by providing them a home away from home. They operate on a shoestring budget and are dependent on the community for donations. They request that each family pay a token amount to cover their stay, but if they cannot pay they are allowed to stay for free.  The McDonalds Corporation provides a small amount each year toward their operating expenses. 

 Our church has supported the house by saving pop tabs and the Women’s Board has sponsored visits to the house once a year for several years. We have donated items as well as provided a Meal of Love.  Barbara Swanson is a volunteer at the house and has seen firsthand how the house really depends upon donations. 

The Women’s Board would like to replace all the bed sheets as an outside ministry of our church.  Currently the sheets are mismatched, torn, stained and wearing out.  

To date there are 13 rooms for the families to stay in.

There are approximately 18 Queen size beds in both houses and 3 Twin beds.
The Women’s Board would like to purchase 40 sets of sheets. Each set costs around $50.
