The Shanghai Yew Wah International Education School, in conjunction with the University of Bath, UK, offers an opportunity for qualified educators to participate in the University’s MA in Education programmes.

This unit covers a number of issues including: the nature of educational assessment; purposes, roles and effects of assessment; assessment for learning and assessment of learning; the substantive focus of assessment; quality issues in assessment – reliability, validity, equity and fitness for purpose; assessment techniques; norm- and criterion-referencing, and the assessment of competence; internal and external assessment; self- and peer-assessment; marking, moderating and reporting outcomes.
Participants may use the Masters level credits gained by successful completion of this unit towards their application for recognition through the International Baccalaureate (IB) Teacher Award Scheme.
