Robert Symonds and William Schallert took turns on TV, while Martin Sheen (*) and Robert Duvall handled the duty for Ronald Maxwell.   For 10 points--identify the character all of these men have in common, most famously played by a 1969 Dodge Charger on The Dukes of Hazzard.

For 10 points--name this work by Jimmy Carter, the first published fiction by a current or former president.

For 10 points--name this Motown vocal group once fronted by Smokey Robinson.
