Education in an International Context
Sotogrande International School, Spain, in conjunction with the University of Bath, UK, offers an opportunity for qualified educators to participate in the University of Bath’s MA in Education programmes.

Participants with experience of teaching one or more of the International Baccalaureate (IB) programmes may, if they wish, use the Masters level credits gained by successful completion of this unit towards their application for recognition through the IB Teacher Award scheme.
