The House expressed satisfaction over the performance in priority sector. 
Hon’ble District Collector have observed that performance under agriculture sector is 15 % which needs improvement. They advised banks to concentrate on financing to this sector in next quarters of 2018-19. They advised to cover all eligible farmers under the ambit of Kisan Credit Card. 
It was also discussed that the performance of Bank of Maharashtra (2 %), Union Bank of India (7%), Corporation bank (1 %), Central Bank of India (3 %), Canara Bank (2 % ) are very low.  The house expressed dissatisfaction over poor performance of these banks and advised to improve performance during next quarters of 2018-19.

The house reviewed the latest position as on JUNE - 2018 in respect of                          progress made under various Govt. sponsored schemes/ programmes.

1.Shree Bajpayee Bankable Scheme: 
The LDM reviewed the position as on 30.06.2018. DIC had recommended -614- applications, out of which -125- applications have been sanctioned. 

As against target of -500- applications, -125- applications sanctioned by bank branches upto JUNE-18. The achievement in percentage term is 25 %.
The house expressed satisfaction over performance under BBY and advised DIC and bankers to continue same zeal and spirit for next quarters.
2.Dattopant Thengdi : The LDM reviewed the position as on 30.06.2018. DIC had recommended -00- applications, out of which -00- applications have been sanctioned. 

As against target of -20- applications, 00 applications sanctioned by bank branches upto JUNE-18. The achievement in percentage term is 00. 
Hon’ble Collector advised DIC to sponsor quality applications within a fortnight. (Action by DIC)
3.Prime Minister Employment Generation Programme (PMEGP) :
The LDM reviewed the position as on 30.06.2018 DIC had recommended -06- applications, out of which -04- applications have been sanctioned. 

As against target of -22- applications, 04 applications sanctioned by bank branches upto JUNE-18. The achievement in percentage term is 18. 

The house expressed satisfaction towards satisfactory performance under the scheme.

As on 30.06.2018, no application pending with bank branches. Hon’ble Collector advised DIC to sponsor quality applications within a fortnight. 

 (Action by DIC)

The AGM, RBI advised all banks to dispose off all pending applications, at the earliest.

4. GSCDC: The LDM reviewed the performance. The sponsoring agency had sponsored -0- applications, out of which -0- is sanctioned and no pendency with the Bank.

5. GWEDC : The LDM reviewed the performance. The sponsoring agency had sponsored -25- applications, out of which -03- is sanctioned and -22- are pending with the Bank.
