Benevolence:

FISH hospitality - we provided food and shelter to 14 people for a week in March.

Christmas in April was celebrated by stuffing 51 back packs with toiletries, school supplies, wash clothes & towels, books, toys and more for the children in foster care.

Communion Offerings - $2,345 was dispersed to the East Brunswick Crisis Room, Amandla’s Crossing Transitional Housing, FISH hospitality, and the Sr. Youth Group for their Mission Trip to Atlantic City.

Elijah’s Promise – we prepared and served almost 500 dinners at Elijah’s Promise the 1st Sunday of January – April.
Communication/Technology

A FACEBOOK page was created to keep you and the community better informed about what is happening at St. Paul’s.

Our Website was revamped, adding pictures, detailed information about our ministry, and the ability for people to donate on-line.

New Office Computer was purchased out of necessity since the computer we had crashed.

Worship:

Heaven’s Praise. was the Lenten theme of worship. The focus was the words the master said to his faithful servants, “Well done good and faithful servant, enter the place that has been prepared for you.”

Senior Sunday - the high school seniors of our church led worship in February.

Youth Sunday - the Sr. Youth Group led worship in April on their weekend retreat theme, I want to be like Jesus.

National Day of Prayer service brought together the 3 Milltown congregations and over 100 people at the American Legion pavilion to pray for our country.

Education & Youth

Sunday school continued to provide our children with opportunities to learn about the love God has for them.

The Jr. & Sr. youth groups challenged the youth to not just know the word of God but to integrate God’s word into everyday living.

The Sr. Youth Group spent a weekend at Harvey Cedar’s Bible Conference in Long Beach Island.  They spent Saturday afternoon cleaning up the bay and ocean beach in Harvey Cedars.

May God continue to use us for His glory and the building up of each other.

STEWARDSHIP THOUGHT
A pastor was serving a struggling church in a large city. He had become a close friend of a sixty-plus-year-old unmarried man who was a member of the church. As the friendship developed, one day they began to discuss the subject of personal wills. For some reason this parishioner had never made a will!

Of course, failing to make a will was not wise because upon his death, his estate would be dispersed by government officials and possibly in a manner in which the man would not have approved. The pastor explained the importance of having a will, if for no other reason than to legally assure that the man's possessions would go to chosen relatives, friends, or worthy causes. The outcome of the discussion was that the man left half of his estate to his beloved church. Some two years after the man did have a will made, he was in a terrible automobile accident and died at age 67. His estate was worth two million dollars! Imagine the joy that surged through the hearts of the pastor and fellow parishioners. They were all given new hope.

Many of you may be thinking, “So what? That story is not relevant for me. I don't have a large estate. I don't need to make a will.” We may know the worth of what we have right now and maybe it is not much, but none of us know what we may possess when our time on earth passes.

St. Paul’s ministry has been able to do the work that God has called us to do in very lean financial years because members, like yourself remembered St. Paul’s in their wills thus assuring that the church they loved while living would could continue long after they passed on into the kingdom of heaven.
