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General information 
· Public transport

Prague has good public transportation systems. The metro, trams and buses are used by two-thirds of Prague's population and cover the majority of the city and outskirts. Especially the metro makes getting around town a breeze since it enables you to cover long distances in a matter of minutes.

To move around town, we recommend using public transport over taking a taxi. The traffic situation in the city center has become pretty bad in the past decade and not many good things can be said about Prague taxi drivers either. 

· Time and business hours

The Czech Republic is on GMT/UTC plus one hour. From Monday to Friday, shops open around 8 am (bakeries and some grocery stores at 7am) and close at 6 pm, though major department stores stay open until at least 8 pm. Almost everything closes on Saturday afternoon and all day on Sunday. Many department stores, some grocery stores and tourist-oriented shop (especially in center of Prague) remain open on weekends until 6 pm. Most museums and galleries are closed on Monday but there are some exceptions during summer.

· Money

The Czech crown (Kc) conversion rate for major currencies is

· Exchanging money

There’s a nationwide network of ATMs (bankomaty). The main banks – Komerční banka, Ceská sporitelna, CSOB and Zivnostenská banka – are the best places to change cash and travellers cheques or get a cash advance on Visa or MasterCard. Beware of the private exchange offices (smenarna), especially in Prague – the advertise misleading rates and often charge exorbitant commissions or ‘handling fees’. Credit cards are widely accepted in restaurants and shops. In The Czech Republic is illegal to change money on streets and you will be probably victim of the fraud. 
· Costs and tipping

Tipping in restaurants is optional but increasingly expected in Prague. If there is no service charge you should certainly round up the bill to the next 10Kč or 20Kč (a 5% to 10% tip is normal in Prague). The cheapest places to eat are self-service restaurants but the best values are in busy beer-halls (pubs – hospoda). Anything that comes with dumplings – knedlíky will be a hearty local meals.

· Calls and internet

You can make international telephone calls at main post offices. There are also some cafes which specialize in cheap international calls.
You can find internet service in the numerous Internet café’s. Most of the restaurants and cafes provide wifi free. There is also a possibility to make an access to internet in your hotel.
Information about destinations in Prague 

Prague

Prague is filled with beauty and can be enjoyed and explored for days, months, or a lifetime. The city has its charm at any time of the year. Situated on the Vltava River in central Bohemia, Prague has been the political, cultural and economic centre of the Czech state for more than 1,100 years. For many decades during the Gothic and Renaissance eras, Prague was the permanent seat of two Holy Roman Emperors and thus was also the capital of the Holy Roman Empire.

At the present time the city proper is home to about 1.3 million people, while its metropolitan area is estimated to have a population of over 1.9 million.

Since 1992, the extensive historic centre of Prague has been included in the UNESCO list of World Heritage Sites, making the city one of the most popular tourist destinations in Europe, receiving more than 4.1 million international visitors annually, as of 2009.  Prague is classified as an alpha - world city.
