Testing for the GSA-NCC
(Graduate Student Application – National Certified Counselor credential)

The Concordia University Chicago Department of Counselor Education offers the NCE (National Counselor Exam) one time a year at the River Forest Campus.

To be eligible, you must be involved in either the School Counselor or Community Counseling M.A. programs. Type 73 only student are not eligible.
Also, you must have all your course work completed and be expecting to graduate by the Summer. 

If you have already graduated, only students that graduate after October of the prior year are eligible to take this exam. If you graduate before October, you are required to contact the NCE directly to take the exam.

Applications will be collected from November 1st, until December 15th of each year for the exam that is offered in April of the following year.

You must complete your application which can be found in the West Annex, second floor. The application is in the form of a file folder that is white with green lettering. The file folder must be submitted to Daniel Bishop (West Annex 221) along with your unofficial printout of your transcripts and a money order in the amount of $230 to “NBCC” (National Board of Certified Counselors, Inc). No checks or credit cards are accepted.
Only the folder application is required to Daniel Bishop, the documents inside are for your records. The Counseling Supervisor’s Endorsement Form is to be completed when you finish your clinical training by your site supervisor and mailed to NBCC as identified on the form.

You will be notified by the NBCC the first week in April of the specifics about the exam. The exam typically begins at 8:30 on a Saturday and you will be allowed until 1:00 pm. completing the exam typically takes 2.5 – 3 hours. Your results will then be mailed to you be the NBCC.

Concordia University Chicago does not offer an exam preparation course because all of your course work should have prepared you for this exam. If you feel you need more preparation, you may wish to work together with your colleagues in study groups or purchase an available study aid/guide on your own.
