U.K. – STUDENT VISA (TIER 4) DOCUMENT CHECKLIST

GENERAL STUDENT VISA UNDER TIER 4  OF THE POINTS BASED SYSTEM

The student requires 40 points for point-based assessment under Tier 4 they can score 40 points for the following:

30 Points for Confirmation of Acceptance of Studies (CAS) – issued by licensed Tier 4 sponsor 
(i.e. the University / College)

10 Points for Maintenance (Tuition fees for the First Year + Living Expenses for 9 months)

ALL ORIGINAL DOCUMENTS SHOULD BE PROVIDED AT THE TIME OF VISA APPLICATION.
1. PASSPORT: Original and Copy of Passport having validity of atleast six months. If available, your old passports should also be attached. Current passport should not be damaged.
2. PHOTOGRAPH: (a) One Photograph – not more than 6 months old with White Background and close-up of your face. Size: 35 mm x 45 mm. 


(b) Instant photos from Polaroid are not accepted. Kindly write your name (as on the Passport) and Passport Number behind the photographs.

3. VISA FEES: Visa Fees – IT IS COMPULSORY TO PAY THE VISA FEES BY CREDIT CARD. For the latest Visa fees, kindly contact our Visa Counselor. Visa fees are non-refundable. In addition to the visa fees, students have to pay a mandatory health surcharge. (refundable in case of a visa refusal). This amount should be paid before submission of the online form. 
4. VISA APPLICATION FORM: Point Based System Visa Application Form will be filled online. The online form should be started only after the completion of the 28 day period of maintenance of funds. 
5. APPENDIX 8 FORM FOR ADULT STUDENT: Appendix 8 Form will be filled up by GEEBEE. Incase of Child Student (Between the ages of 4 and 17), kindly fill Appendix 9.
6. CAS STATEMENT: CAS Statement from the University / College. CAS Statement should be less than 6 months old. The Confirmation of Acceptance for Studies (CAS) is not an actual certificate or paper document but is a virtual document similar to a database record. Each Confirmation of Acceptance for Studies has a unique 14 digit reference number as provided by your Tier 4 sponsor.
7. FEE RECEIPT: If tuition fees are paid in advance, the details of the same would be mentioned on the CAS Statement. Incase, the tuition fees are not mentioned on the CAS Statement, Original fee receipt would be required as payment proof.

8. ACADEMIC DOCUMENTS: (a) Educational Certificates, Degree Certificates, Diplomas & Mark sheets – Std 10th, 11th, 12th, 1st Year, 2nd Year, 3rd Year, 4th Year, Post Graduation, Other Diplomas, WORK PLACEMENT / Industrial Training Certificates, etc. 


(b) Kindly submit all academic mark sheets and certificates which have been submitted to the College / University at the time of application for admission. (c) For each qualification listed, the student must provide: Original Degree Certificate (Convocation Certificate). Provisional Degree Certificates are not accepted. If Original Degree certificate is not available, kindly submit the Original Transcripts of results mentioning the confirmation of award.
9. IELTS SCORES: Score Reports of IELTS as mentioned on the CAS statement. Students who would be studying a course below a degree level e.g. Pre-sessional English / Foundation program, (all courses below NQF 6) should take the IELTS for UKVI from an approved SELT test centre.
10. WORK EXPERIENCE: (a) Work Experience Certificates / Reference Letters / Appointment Letters from all the Employers. IT IS STRONGLY ADVISABLE NOT TO LEAVE YOUR CURRENT JOB TILL YOUR VISA IS STAMPED.
(b) The company’s address and phone number must be included on the letterhead. Please note that UK Consulate will telephone all employers to verify the work experience. Kindly provide your employers visiting cards, if possible.
(c) Kindly do not submit any fraudulent documents. Majority of visa rejections have been on account of fraudulent work experience documents.

Kindly submit all work experience certificates which have been submitted to the College / University at the time of application for admission.
11. FUNDS: The Following Are Accepted Sources Of Funds:

It is advisable that the below mentioned funds be kept ready, maintained consistently for 28 days, before the University issues the CAS statement as it needs to ensure that the student’s funds are in place as per the UKVI requirement and the student will not get a refusal due to funding.
a. EDUCATION LOAN: An Education loan from only those Banks which are accepted by UKVI (Please refer to list provided below). Nationalized Banks and private Banks are accepted by UKVI. Loans from Co-operative banks are not accepted. The loan letter has to be in detail mentioning all the terms and conditions of the loan. The applicant has to ensure that all terms and conditions of the loan are fulfilled and has to obtain an Unconditional loan letter mentioning that all terms and conditions have been fulfilled. The Loan Letter should be on the Bank’s Letter head with the Bank name, Bank Address, Bank contact details and Bank Logo.
b. BANK STATEMENT: (1) Latest Saving’s a/c Bank Statements / Pass Books of the student for the last two months, only from financial Institutions accepted by UKVI (Please refer to list provided below) – with the Account holders Name, Account number, Logo, seal, sign, name and designation of the signing authority. The Bank Statements / Passbook should be updated atleast 2 days prior to Visa Application. The Bank Statements should be on the letterhead of the bank. (2) You can show any number of Bank accounts. However, it is recommended to transfer all the funds into one bank account. (3) The savings account should be in the Student’s name. Parents Bank Account or Joint accounts with Parents are also acceptable. In case of Joint accounts with Parents, the student should be a joint a/c holder for a minimum period of 28 Days prior to Visa application submission. (4) Savings a/c or Fixed Deposits jointly with siblings or grandparents will NOT be accepted. In case of Parents Bank Account or joint a/c with parents, Sponsorship letter from the Parents and the student’s Original Birth Certificate is also required. These funds should be held in the Student’s account consistently for a minimum period of 28 Days prior to visa application. The end of that 28 day period must not be more than one month before the date of your application, for which you must show bank statements/other evidence. The UKVI will use the closing balance of the document you provide as the level of funds available to you.  This is also the date they will use to check the value of your money in pounds sterling. This means that the student can file visa application from 29th day to 58th day. Bank Balance cannot be withdrawn till the Visa is approved. (4) Kindly provide the contact numbers of the Banks and contact person’s names for all Bank Accounts that you show, along with their Visiting Card. Kindly attach a bank balance certificate issued by the respective bank which should be taken 1 or 2 days before visa application. This certificate should clearly mention that these funds are held since 28 days. 
c. BANK FIXED RECEIPTS: Bank Fixed Deposit Receipts / NRE Deposits in the student’s name for a minimum period of 28 days prior to Visa application. Joint Fixed Deposits with Parent and Fixed Deposits in Parent’s name are also acceptable. In case of Joint Fixed Deposits with Parents, the student should be a joint a/c holder for a minimum period of 28 Days prior to Visa application submission. Kindly attach a bank letter issued by the respective bank mentioning the details of all fixed deposits held. This letter should be taken 1 or 2 days before visa application. This letter should clearly mention that these funds would be readily available as and when required. In case of joint a/c with parents and Fixed Deposits in Parent’s name, Sponsorship letter from the Parents and the student’s Original Birth Certificate is also required. 
12. Skype Interview : Student will need to undergo a Skype interview at the time of submission of the visa application. A variety of questions categorized under General Information, Intended course of Study, Financial Information and Living in the UK could be asked to the student by a representative of UKVI based in UK. Student should also be prepared for a Skype Interview with the University before the University can issue the CAS statement as a means of ensuring that the student is genuine.
13. Medicals: All students applying for a Tier 4 visa after 1st November 2012 need to undergo a TB screening in India from a select Panel of Clinicians, before they apply for a student visa atleast 15 days prior to filing their visa. Students who fail to undergo a TB screening, their visas would be refused. A student cannot do a TB screening from any other doctor who is not on the Panel of Clinicians. The Medical Report is valid for six months from the date of issue.

14. VISA APPLICATION PROCESS:

a. STEP 1: You need to fix an appointment with a doctor on the Panel of Clinicians for TB screening.
b. STEP 2: Once all your documents are complete as per the given checklist. Kindly fix up an appointment with the Visa counselor at your respective centre. It takes nearly two hours to complete the documentation process.

c. STEP 3: Thereafter, the student would have to fill an online form and take an online appointment with VFS. The completed Visa application has to be submitted to VFS, who are the authorized collection agent appointed by UK Border Agency. VFS will then forward your Visa application to British Deputy High Commission.

d. STEP 4: (1) If your Visa application has been approved, the Original Documents will be returned back to you along with the Passport, within 15 working days (unless applied under Fast-Track). (2) You can either collect your Passport by hand delivery or through courier. 

e. VISA REFUSAL: (1) If your Visa application has been refused, the Original Documents will be returned back to you along with the Visa refusal letter, which will state the reasons for refusal. (2) This normally happens only in 5% cases. You can appeal against the Visa refusal through the process of Administrative Review. The request for Administrative Review must be made within 28 days of the Visa Refusal. Incase of Administrative Review in can take upto 28 days to get a decision. (3) Alternatively, you can also re-apply any number times. However, you have to pay the necessary Visa fee every time you re-apply. 

f. VALIDITY OF VISA: The validity of the student Visa depends on the duration of the course. 
g. COMMENCEMENT: The student can fly to UK immediately on commencement of his Visa.

h. WHEN TO APPLY: It is advisable to apply for UK Visa at the earliest. The student can apply for Visa only 3 months prior to the course start date. 
i. PART TIME JOB: A student following a course at NQF 6/QCF 6/SCQF 9 or above at a UK Higher Education Institution, is allowed to work part-time during term-time, which is no more than 20 hours a week and full-time during vacations.


A student following a course at NQF 3, 4 or 5/QCF 3, 4 or 5/ SCQF 6, 7 or 8 at a UK Higher Education Institution, is allowed to work part-time during term-time, which is no more than 10 hours a week and full-time during vacations. 
* * *

A new system is in place for issuing entry clearance to people coming to the UK from abroad for more than six months (and their family members) which includes Tier 4 Students. 
· People who are applying for entry clearance will be asked the date of arrival and the town they intend to stay in when they first arrive in the UK.

· They will be given a transit visa in the form of a vignette (i.e. sticker) in their passport that gives them 30 days in which to both travel to the UK and go to a particular Post Office near the town they identified in their application, to collect a ‘Biometric Residence Permit’ (BRP) which shows their leave to remain for the rest of the course (and an appropriate period afterwards). Applicants will no longer be issued with an entry clearance before they travel that covers the length of their course.

· When you arrive in the UK the vignette will be stamped with the date of your arrival.

· You will then have ten working days from this date to collect your BRP from the nearest Post Office.

· Along with the transit visa, student will receive a ‘decision letter’ explaining how and where to collect their BRP after they arrive.

· There will be no fee to pay to collect the BRP from the designated Post Office branch, although there will be a fee to arrange to collect the BRP from a different Post Office branch.

· The applicant will be required to present their travel document [i.e. passport] and the decision letter, and security cleared post office officials will carry out an identity check. This will not include a biometric check.

· Once you have this you can enroll on your course.

The main visa application process will not change except that student will now be asked to give an intended date of travel to the UK and a UK address with postcode. The address will be used to identify your nearest Post Office to collect your BRP. The Post Office details will be included in the decision letter you will receive if your visa application has been successful. If you do not know where you will live at the time of your visa application, you will need to give the address of your University so that you can be allocated a Post Office to collect your BRP. You will need to have an approximate idea of when you will travel to the UK, based on the start date of your course and when your accommodation is available. The 30 days’ validity of the transit visa will start from this date. If you will stay in a city other than where your University is located for more than ten days after arrival in the UK, it is important that you give this temporary address when you apply for your visa. This is because you have to collect your BRP within ten days of arrival in UK, not your University. You will have to apply for another transit visa if you do not travel within the 30 days’ validity period. When you arrive at the UK border you will be asked to provide your passport with the transit visa, the decision letter and any other documents the border officer wishes to see. Please carry these and all university-related information in your hand luggage. The border officer will stamp your transit visa with the arrival day’s date. You will then have ten days from this date to collect your BRP. If you do not collect your BRP within ten days there are several possible penalties including not being able to enrol on your course, payment of a financial penalty and having to return to your home country.
Immigration Health Surcharge

From the 6 April 2015 there will be an Immigration Health Surcharge.

The health surcharge will be set at £150 a year for students. Dependants will generally be charged the same amount as their main applicant. The total surcharge amount for the whole period of leave granted will be payable upfront. If a student does not pay this surcharge then the visa application will be refused. This will impact on the refusal rate of the institution.

The Commencement Date:

Applications made on/after 06 April 2015 in/out of country. Therefore any visa applications submitted and paid for on/from 00:01 GMT on April 6 2015 will require the NHS surcharge to be paid.

Cost:

Cost £150 / year for students. (Dependants ‘generally’ charged the same as student.) Total surcharge is for whole period of leave which is payable upfront. Students are required to pay surcharge even if students have private healthcare insurance. If course is 12 months plus one day – this will count as 1 ½ years to pay, however the exact amount depends on how much leave (visa) is granted, and not on the length of the course. Applicants must ensure that they have the exact amount of money to pay the Health Charge before making the Tier 4 visa application. Visa applications will be refused if the Health Charge is not paid.  Please use the UK Visa and Immigration Office (UKVI) calculator to check the exact amount.

Process:

Paid online through separate website; some locations outside the UK will require offline payments.  Issued with Unique Surcharge Reference Number. This Unique Surcharge Reference Number needs to be included on the online visa application. Therefore: Surcharge must be paid online prior to submission of online visa application. This should not impact on visa processing times; exception where incorrect amount paid, as this will need to be resolved before visa application is processed. 
Refunds:

The Surcharge is refunded in case of visa refusal. If a student is granted a visa but chooses not to go to the UK, a refund will not be issued. If a student leaves the UK prior to the end of the students leave, they will not be given partial refund. This includes curtailments. No refunds issued if do not use any NHS services.
15. AIR TICKET BOOKING, FOREIGN EXCHANGE & INSURANCE:

(a) We advise you to make a provisional booking of the air ticket. Air ticket should be booked 3 – 4 days prior to the orientation date. (b) For making the provisional booking, you need not pay the travel agent. The ticket should be issued only after the visa is stamped. For provisional air ticket booking at discounted student fares, kindly contact:

1. All the above-mentioned documents should be carried in Original, except wherever specified.

2. Government Sponsorship is acceptable.
3. Incase the documents are not in English, they should be translated to English. The original translation must contain confirmation from the translator that it is an accurate translation of the original document, the date of the translation, the translator’s full name and signature, and the translator’s contact details. 

4. If the Course Duration is 12 months, it is strongly recommended that you pay atleast 50% of the tuition fees in advance. This will show that you are a genuine student. It also increases your chances of getting a Visa without interview. If the course duration is 15 months or more, it is advisable to pay One Year’s fees in full before Visa application.

5. Please Note that the Visa officer will calculate the Value of One Pound as what prevails on the day when the Visa Application is assessed. Therefore, it is advisable to take the conversion rate of Pound on a slightly higher side for the purpose of arriving at the actual cost of Education in UK. Please refer to the following website for foreign exchange conversion rate: www.oanda.com/convert/classic 
6. Also note that the fees can be paid from any bank account including parents, relatives or friends before Visa application. The balance funds have to shown in the student’s saving account or in the form of Bank Fixed Deposits only. 
7. If a student is doing a course that is less than six months and is not a course to prepare them for study, they will be able to come to the United Kingdom up to seven days before the start date of the course.

8. KINDLY NOTE THAT INCOME TAX RETURNS ARE NOT REQUIRED FOR VISA PURPOSE. 
9. Kindly note that other asset papers like: Property, Share, PPF, EPF, Post Office, jewellery, etc. are NOT required for Visa purpose. 
10. Kindly note that sponsorship letter and Birth Certificate of the student will be required in case the funds are shown in Parent’s A/c / Joint a/c with Parents. 
11. The Student can possess any number of CAS Statements. 

12. Kindly note that the student does not have to show the source of Funds. (Proof of recent deposit is not required). For e.g. If the student has to show Rs. 1000000, He can show the same by depositing Rs. 10,00,000 cash in his savings a/c 28 days prior to his Visa application. Alternatively his parents, relatives or friends can transfer part / full amount into the student’s bank account 28 days prior to Visa application.

13. If you are planning to do, or are already doing a taught masters course in the UK, and you need to apply for a visa, or extension of stay, then you may need an ATAS certificate for certain courses. To confirm whether you need an ATAS certificate or not, you will need to be in possession of the relevant JACS code that applies to your course. Your University will either include this on your offer letter or will be able to confirm it separately. If your JACS code is on the list below and you are doing a taught masters course then you do need to apply for an ATAS certificate. You should not apply for your visa, or extension of stay, if you do not have a valid ATAS certificate. You should only apply for an ATAS certificate AFTER you have received either a conditional or unconditional offer from a UK University. If you apply without this your application will be rejected. Your ATAS certificate has to be valid at the time of enrollment at the University.

F2 – Materials Science 


F3 – Physics (including Nuclear Physics) 


H3 – Mechanical Engineering 


H4 – Aerospace Engineering

H8 – Chemical Process and Energy Engineering

J5 – Materials Technology not otherwise specified 


If your JACS code is on the list above then you should apply for an ATAS certificate. 


If you are an M.Engg. student, or an enhanced undergraduate (i.e. you are doing an extended course that begins as an undergraduate but then finishes as a postgraduate) and you are intending to do the whole of your course in the UK you do not need an ATAS certificate. If you are transferring in part-way through an M.Engg. (or similar), and it is one of the JACS codes above, you will need to apply for an ATAS certificate. https://www.gov.uk/academic-technology-approval-scheme 
14. Students going for pre-sessional courses followed by Master’s or Bachelor’s degree will require an unconditional Visa letter for both the courses. 

15. Students sponsored by a higher education institution and studying a course at NQF level 7 or above lasting 12 months or more will be able to bring their dependants to the UK with them. Student Dependant can apply for their Visa along with the student. He / She will have to show additional funds for living expenses (£845 per month – In London and £680 per month – outside London to a maximum of 9 months). The student dependant can work full time in UK. It is strongly recommended to apply for Dependant Visa with the Student Visa. The dependent of the student studying courses lower than NQF level 7 are not allowed to work.
