	Activity ideas: 

 Show children a picture or short video clip of a Turkish clothes’ shop. Discuss and ask them to tell you what they can see in the picture. Have any of the children ever been to a Turkish clothes’ shop, in Turkey, in a Turkish speaking country or in England? What did they buy? •Revisit previous learning (unit 8). Play Clothes’ Shop. Give pairs of children a picture card with a word bank and 2 blank columns headed “known”and “unknown” items available from a Turkish clothes’ shop.  Invite them to write the words that they know or can guess the meaning of in a column headed ‘known’. They put unknown words into a second column headed ‘unknown’. Ask them which strategies they would use to work out the meanings of the unknown words, for example comparing them with English or other languages or using knowledge of other words or phrases that might be similar. Children then use a dictionary to find or check the meanings of the new words and write these down. This could also be played as a team speed challenge game. Some children may prefer to use a bilingual word bank instead of a dictionary. Others may be able to use an online dictionary. •Take feedback from the class. Encourage children to use their knowledge of phoneme–grapheme correspondence to work out how to pronounce the new words they find.•Give children individual sentence cards for the clothes’ shop conversation. For example: Hoş geldiniz./Hoş bulduk./Bu çorap kaç lira?/10 lira./Beyaz rengi var mı?/ Hayır, yalnızca siyah var./Çok güzel ama pahalı./Alıyor musunuz?/Hayır almıyorum./Fikrimi değiştirirsem size ararım. Telefon numaranız kaç?/071 345 39 00./ Teşekkür ederim./ Rica ederim./ İyi günler./İyi günler.*Still in pairs, they decide on the right and meaningful order with a given sentence cards. Check their work. If the order is correct, ask children to practise the conversation. •For the next part ask a couple of pairs to demonstrate their conversation in front of the class. Remind children if the the customer decides to buy the item, the shopkeeper asks for the method of payment by asking; Ödeme nasıl? (How will you pay?)Kredi kartı/nakit/taksitli (by credit card, with cash, in instalments). Repeat similar conversations with different items and prices. Children give their commands with different adjectives. For example.Bu çok güzel/Bunlar çok çirkin , Onlar pahalı/Şunlar ucuz.etc. Remind them about opposite adjectives and demonstrative adjectives..Ask children to identify the endings which show politeness (-sunuz) in the conversation and discuss.•Display the table below  on the board  to show children how to build sentences. Can they spot any patterns? Give them  pronunciation in Turkish, eg ‘ben’, ‘biz’ ‘siz’, and ask them to build a sentence in a different forms, question, negative, positive.

Tell children about shopping habits in Turkey. (Always asking for a discount etc.) and compare with those in England.•Teacher shows the class a sample of a fashion shop opening poster (authentic or invented) and asks the class in their groups, to make a fashion shop opening poster showing the items of clothing and prices.•Extension: Show a filmed extract of people at a clothes’ shop in Turkey.

 Some children will have progressed further and will: initiate a dialogue in Turkish when working with a group; use number patterns with increasing flexibility
