RE: YEAR 2018 NEW VEHICLE REGISTRATION STICKER RENEWAL
All Airport Restricted Area Vehicle passes for the calendar year 2018 must be renewed by Friday, December 15, 2017. If your existing Airport License plates are badly faded, let the Airport Pass Control Office know in advance.

Please provide the Pass Office with the license plate number that you want replaced as well as a photo of the damaged plate and we will issue a new replacement license plate at no cost and 2018 license sticker as usual.

Terms of Issue
Vehicle owners must present their Vehicle Registration ‘Terms of Issue Form’ to the Pass Office for annual validation. This form must be presented with original signatures. Photocopies will not be accepted. You will only need to provide one ‘Terms of Issue Form’ for your entire fleet of vehicles. 

Please attach a list of your current vehicle fleet and keep this list updated during the course of year, with any changes and provide a current list to the Pass Office as necessary or if requested.

Vehicle Insurance

The vehicle insurance policy must be valid at Winnipeg International Airport. 

1)
For vehicles operating in areas other than runways and taxiways, proof of insurance coverage of no less than five million dollars ($5,000,000.00) for personal liability/property damage is required. 
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2)
For vehicles operating on runways and taxiways, proof of insurance coverage of no less than two hundred and fifty million dollars ($250,000,000.00) for personal liability/property damage is required. 
Proof of such coverage for #1 & #2 above must be provided at time of registration by one of the following means:

a.
Copy of Provincial vehicle registration (showing coverage);

b.
A letter from Manitoba Public Insurance Corporation stating coverage,

c.
A letter from company insurance broker outlining coverage;

d.
Those companies or agencies that self-insure will be required to provide a letter to that effect.

Changes

It is the owner/representative’s responsibility to immediately advise the Pass Control Office of any changes (i.e., cancellations, new vehicles, etc.).

Requesting authority must update their vehicle fleet list and submit it to the Pass Control Office as soon as possible, so records can be updated and a new plate or sticker issued. Please refer to vehicle registration information listed above for new vehicles or changes to vehicles.

Registration Fees

The following fee structure is applicable:

Original registration of NEW airside vehicles…………………………….$50.00/vehicle

Annual renewal of registered vehicles…………..………………………...$20.00/vehicle

Replacement vehicle plate (without a photo) …………..……..………...$20.00/vehicle
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**Please note, companies can be invoiced through the WAA If auto payment has been established with WAA Finance. Otherwise please be prepared to pay via debit card or credit card in the Pass Control Office at the time of registration. **
Registration Certificates

Vehicle Registration ‘Terms of Issue’ must be carried in the vehicle at all times and produced for members of the WAA, Airport Security or Police on request. It is your responsibility to provide your own copies of the ‘Terms of Issue’ for the vehicles in your fleet.  

Vehicle Plate/Sticker Application

Vehicle Plates must be located in a highly visible area near the front of the vehicle, (preferably on the right side of the vehicle on the bumper). Please ensure that the location where the new plate is being placed is clean and dry.

Yearly Vehicle stickers must be placed in the right-hand corner of the vehicle plate where it’s designated. Please ensure this location is clean and dry before applying the new yearly vehicle sticker.
