1.1
NCHELP Information
The NCHELP Electronic Standards Committee created this document and its contents.  The National Council of Higher Education Loan Programs, Inc. (NCHELP) is an association of organizations using or providing services related to post-secondary student loan programs.  The formats in this document were created by industry organizations to provide a simplified approach and a common format for the electronic exchange of student loan data.  The standardized format will provide a consistent approach and allow each participating organization to assure data sent or received following these standards will be accepted.  

This format is not mandatory, nor is it intended to limit the ability of any two organizations to define their own format, edits, or method of exchange.  However, organizations that implement this format and exchange data with other organizations participating in the Common Record: CommonLine Process are assured of that data’s acceptance.

It is the hope of the NCHELP Electronic Standards Committee that organizations creating software will use this format to transmit and receive data.  It is also the hope that this software will be created or modified to allow a school to send and receive federal and alternative loan data electronically with other organizations following these standards.  The Common Record: CommonLine formats included in this document will be reviewed and modified periodically by the NCHELP Electronic Standards Committee to meet federal requirements and user needs.

Common Record: CommonLine

1.2.1
Purpose

The Common Record: CommonLine (CRC) process requires fewer electronic formats to process loans than does the current process using flat files.  Although CRC has the same structure for all formats, not all data elements are required for each transmission.  This new record layout relies on a technology called XML, EXtensible Markup Language.

One of the objectives behind the conceptual design of this process was to provide NCHELP participants and our partnering schools greater flexibility in record processing.  The design of XML facilitates the use of real-time processing of loans.  Because of this, the assumption is that many participants will send loans, especially changes, on a student by student basis, as they are processed.  However, if they so choose, participants may also send batch files.  The CRC process may also serve as a technological foundation for future NCHELP initiatives.  Given these objectives, XML was the logical choice for the CRC format and structure.  XML offers the flexibility to design records, known as XML documents, which are particular to a specific audience or community.  It allows increased access to and the reuse of information.  It supports validation edits by checking structural validity and flagging errors.  It also enables systems to share information and users to see different views of available data. 

This document explains the formats used to create the Common Record: CommonLine Request, Certification Request, Response, and Disbursement Documents, (dated MM/DD/CCYY) for XML processing.

Using these formats, both Loan Requests and Change can be combined Requests into one transmission.  Under previous versions of CommonLine, the transactions were required to be transmitted in separate files.  These were known as the Application Send and Change Transaction Send Files.  Under these guidelines, the software providers have the option to split these requests into separate documents (Application and/or Change) or keep them together using a single Request document.  Users should consult with their software providers for more information.

Communication is essential for schools using both a Financial Aid Management (FAM) software package and School-Based Software (SBS).  If the FAM software is ready for CRC processing and the SBS is not, it is unlikely that the school will be able to move to CRC-based processing.  However, if the software-readiness situation is reversed and the SBS converts CRC-formatted data to CommonLine, the school should be able to implement most aspects of CRC processing.  However, the risk of reduced functionality exists when using processes based on an earlier version of CommonLine.

NOTE

Throughout this document, the term “Software Provider” refers to both Financial Aid Management Systems (FAMS) and School-Based Software (SBS).

Overview

This section describes the structure and layout of the Common Record.  The following topics are addressed:

What is XML?

XML stands for EXtensible Markup Language.  It is a technology designed to both describe and exchange structured data between a range of applications.  XML consists of elements that are defined by tags.  A start tag precedes the value of an element.  An end tag follows it.  While it does employ the kind of tags found in HTML, XML is not a replacement for HTML.  XML employs tags to identify data elements, or what data is, while HTML is used to identify data attributes, or how data looks.  XML can be used in conjunction with HTML to store data within standard Web pages.  It can also be used to store data in files and to pull information from disparate, incompatible databases.

XML 101

XML technology allows a common transmission structure to be used between two disparate systems.  A markup language defines data structure.  An XML document is the vehicle through which data is transmitted.  A document can contain a single record or multiple records to makeup a batch.  XML documents are comprised of markup and content.  Markup is the definition of the data that follows.  It is distinguished by <> and </>.  Markup within brackets is considered an element.  An element within brackets is a tag.  In the example,

<LastName>JONES</LastName>

<LastName> is a start tag.  Note the presence of brackets.  LastName is an element.  Jones is the data, or XML content.  </LastName> is an end tag as defined by the “slash” after the first bracket “<”.  

Elements can be either simple or complex.  A simple element refers to the value that is contained within a tag.  A complex element is a grouping of attributes or other elements.  An attribute is additional descriptive information within a tag (i.e., <Disbursement Number="1">).  A complex element may have a sequence type, which defines the order of child tags, even when there is only one child tag.  In this example, <Disbursement> is the tag and Number=“1" is the attribute.  The Common Record: CommonLine document is a logical grouping of multiple complex elements.  

Fixed Format (flat) files have been used as the vehicle through which data can be exported and imported to business applications.  Fixed format files contain a sequence of fields that are in a machine-readable language.  An example of a fixed format file showing student information follows:

Today, business applications are rapidly moving toward the use of XML to exchange data.  XML is a language that is not only machine-readable, but also human-readable.  This is possible because data tags are placed around each element of data.  This characteristic facilitates the correcting of rejected fields.  An XML example of the above fixed format file for the student follows.

1.2.3
Common Record: CommonLine Structure

The XML document referred to as CRC is composed of different information modules referred to as blocks.  Within the blocks, or complex elements, are data fields that emphasize similarities across programs and contain information such as demographic data, award amounts, disbursement amounts, and the response status of the record.  The sequence of the data tags presented here is the required sequence of the data within each block or complex element.  The sender or receiver of the document can validate the sequence against its schema.  Each document has its own schema that verifies that everything is in the correct order.  The structure of CRC documents is organized in the following sequence:

	Block Name
	Block Description

	1
	Document Information
	The Document Information block is the type of data typically found in a CommonLine header/trailer record.  It contains information such as, date/time stamp, source, destination, software information, etc.  This block occurs once per XML document.

	2
	Organization Information
	The Organization Information block contains information about the school that the student is attending.  This block occurs once per school within the XML Document.  In addition, it is important to note that records within the XML document are grouped by <AttendedSchool>.

	3
	Person (Student)
	The Student Information block contains identifying details related to the student (SSN, birth date, and last name) as well as contact information (address, telephone, and e-mail).  If required for a specific loan program, this is where the financial data would be located.

	4
	Loan Information
	The Loan Information block contains information regarding application level information that is common to the resulting loans.  Each loan has to have a Loan Information block associated with it.  However, related Subsidized and Unsubsidized Stafford loans may share one Loan Information block.  For example, this is where information would be found relating to: grade level, loan period, and lender, to name just a few elements.

	Award Information
	The Award Information block contains information regarding an individual loan (Subsidized Stafford, Unsubsidized Stafford, PLUS, or alternative). This where information would be found related to the borrower, co-signer and reference information associated to the student.  Examples of what could be included in the Award block are the certified loan amount, CommonLine loan-sequence number and alternative loan code, to name a few.

	Disbursement Information
	The Disbursement Information block contains disbursement information.  This block occurs once per disbursement per award per person.  Values contained in the disbursement block may include disbursement amount, disbursement date, hold/release code, etc.

	7
	Response
	In a Response Document, a response block nests within each originally submitted major block, except the document block.  The service provider returns the response document to the submitting organization upon processing the CRC document.  The response document contains information about each submitted block.  The response will let the original sender know if a service provider accepted, rejected, etc. each block of information.  Examples of what could be included in the Response Block are response code, response type, and edit process results.


Below is an abbreviated example of a CRC layout.  It illustrates how a CRC document is comprised of blocks.  The CRC structure is subject to change in subsequent technical reference versions.

Detailed specifications for coding CRC documents are included in the individual layout sections and their corresponding schemas.  For all CRC participants, the transition to XML may initially require an investment of resources to build the process.  However, reformatting in subsequent years will take considerably less time and effort than currently required for updating fixed file format.

1.2.5
Document Types

The document types for the CRC process are Request, Certification Request, Response, and Disbursement.  In addition, each document type has its own schema associated with it.  The Request document includes all initial applications as well as all pre-guarantee and post-guarantee changes.  The Certification Request only contains certification requests sent from a lender or guarantor to a school or third party servicer.  The Response document contains responses to any request document regardless of whether it is an initial application, a pre-guarantee change,  a post-guarantee change, or an unsolicited response.  The Disbursement document contains both the disbursement roster and the disbursement forecast information.  There is a separate document for disbursement acknowledgement information.

1.2.6
Participant Types

There are two participant types, Sending and Receiving.  They are described below.

Sending

The term “sending organization” is used throughout this document.  It refers to the customer, which is the organization that will create these records.  In most cases, the sending organization will be a school.  However, other types of organizations may create and submit this document.  Possible types of sending organizations are:

· Schools

· Third Party Servicers (school servicers)

· Lenders (includes lenders and lender servicers)

· Guarantor (includes guarantors and guarantor servicers)

Receiving

The term “receiving organization” is used throughout this document.  It refers to the organization that will receive these records.  Possible types of receiving organizations are:

· Schools

· Third Party Servicers (school servicers)

· Lenders (includes lenders and lender servicers)

· Guarantors (includes guarantors and guarantor servicers)

NOTE

The terms “guarantor” and “guarantee” are used throughout this document.  For those organizations that are accommodating alternative loan processes, please note that the definition of these terms is equivalent to the definition of the terms “insurer” and “insurance,” respectively.

1.2.7
School Profile

Common Record:  CommonLine (CRC) processing relies primarily on information transmitted to the service provider by the school in loan requests and change requests, and on the processing options chosen by the school.  In order to properly process these requests, and manage the processing options available to schools, most Service Providers use School Profiles to control and apply the processing parameters selected by their school clients.

For instance, if the school always wants to receive disbursements via EFT; a value in their profile at their Service Provider can be set to EFT.  Then, if the school needs to order a single disbursement via check, they can override this profile by sending the override data in their CRC document.

The School Profile is established and maintained by service providers.  The content within the School Profile may vary between service providers, and may include such items as:

· CommonLine or CRC format and version

· 
Method of Communication

· 
Standard disbursement days

· 
Standard disbursement Methods (i.e. EFT)

· 
Disbursement hold preference

· 
Preferred response format (i.e. Snapshot, Full, Standard)

School Profiles may exist in multiple places; profiles may exist within the school’s FAMS system, within the school’s SBS product, and within the service provider’s mainframe system.  Any or all School Profiles may need to be modified as the school and its trading partners convert to the CRC processes.

Schools should work closely with their Service Providers to ensure that the values in their processing profile(s) at their Service Provider(s) accurately reflect their processing choices.  This is especially important as schools and Service providers work together toward implementation of CRC.  During the transition to CRC processing, communication and testing will be essential.  In order for schools to receive response and disbursement files in the correct format, the school must work with their service providers to ensure that their plans and timeframe for conversion to the new CRC XML format, and choice of process profile options is clearly understood.

Key Differences Between CommonLine and Common Record: CommonLine

	General Changes

	With the CRC there are new formats and new names.  One student record can contain multiple requests as opposed to one record per request in the CommonLine process.  There will no longer be trailer reconciliation at the document level.  In addition, attending school will be the method used by participants to group information within documents.  In CommonLine, fields were required to be left- or right-justified and padded with either spaces or zeros.  In the CRC process, there is no justification and no padding with zeros or spaces allowed unless specifically stated in the layout.

	Common Record: CommonLine

	Borrower Centric: The primary person information associated with the loan detail is always the borrower.
	Student Centric:  The primary person information associated with the loan detail is always the student.

	N/A
	With the re-engineered process, NCHELP and the U.S. Department of Education (ED) have both attempted to implement common tag (field) names based on recommendations from the Postsecondary Electronic Standards Council (PESC).  Because the same tags are used for many different entities and processes (e.g., Loans, ISIR records, PELL grants, Admissions and Registrar's Offices, to name a few) several common names have been changed.  For example, Loan Period Begin and End dates are now referred to as <FinancialAwardBeginDate> and <FinancialAwardEndDate> and CommonLine Unique ID is now called <FinancialAwardID>.  For a full listing of all these changes, please refer to the CommonLine to XML Crosswalk documents provided as Appendix D to this Implementation Guide.

	Codes are used to represent information.  For example, U.S. Citizen is represented by a code of "1". 
	Words, rather than codes, are used when possible to represent information.  This leads to a more readable document.  For example, “Citizen” represents a U.S. Citizen.

	Address information includes 2 address lines, each 30 characters in length.
	Address information includes 3 address lines, each 40 characters in length.  

	Zip code is made up of three fields, a 5-digit code plus a 4-digit suffix and a 14-digit foreign postal code.
	Zip code is a single element (<PostalCode>) with a maximum length of 17.

	Telephone number currently contains 10 digits, all of which must be completed.  In addition, if the borrower has a foreign telephone number, there is a prefix included.  However, there is no way to capture an extension, especially as related to business telephone numbers.
	Phone number is a complex element made up of a 3-digit <CountryPrefixCode>, a 5 digit <AreaCityCode>, an 11 digit <PhoneNumber>, and a 5-digit <PhoneNumberExtension>.

	E-mail addresses are a maximum length of 256 characters.
	The e-mail length changed to reflect current ANSI standards.  The E-mail address is a maximum length of 128 characters.

	Amount fields differ in length depending on which field is being provided. 
	Amount elements consist of up to 12 digits, which include two decimal places.  This allows for 9 digits to the left of the decimal and 2 to the right.


	General Changes

	All files are required to have a trailer.  The trailer contains, among other things, the number of records contained in the file.
	Documents do not contain totals, except in the case of Disbursement documents.

	In order to verify that a field is no longer valid, CommonLine requires the sender to include an indicator that states that information contained in the field is valid. 
	Validity Indicators are not used to determine if a sent element reflects a good or bad value.  If a value is sent, it is assumed to be valid and if it is sent populated with N/A, it is assumed to no longer exist.

	N/A
	There is a new element, <SchoolAssignedPersonID>, which schools can use for transmitting School Assigned IDs for their students/parents.

	The foreign country field allows up to 25 characters.
	The foreign country code is a 2-digit country code.

	The telephone types are Home, Other, and Employer.
	The telephone types are Permanent, Local, Mobile, and Business.

	The address types are Permanent and Temporary.
	The address types are: Permanent and Local.

	N/A
	Participants can send begin and end dates for a student’s <LocalAddress>.

	In order to indicate that a student or borrower's address is in a foreign country, the sender is required to send “FC” in the state code and all 9s in the zip code field.
	A foreign country will be indicated by a <CountryCode> with a value other than “US”.

	Name fields cannot contain a period “.”
	Name fields can now contain a period “.”


	Application Process

	The business process for sending applications in the CRC process remains the same as it is in CommonLine.  The basic difference is that the information is contained in a new structure.  Participants will combine all requests into one record.  There will be no more @1, @4, @5, @7, @8 records.  Nor will there be Record Type Indicators (A, C, R or T).  The equivalent of the @1A is the initial application which will contain the most data of any request.  Rather than sending in an @1C containing all the information from the initial application including the updated fields, the CRC process generally allows the sender to create a document containing only the updates plus some additional minimal data.  In the CommonLine process in order to reprint or terminate a loan application, the sender creates an entire Application Send file with the record type of @1R or @1T.  In the CRC process, the sender will create a document that contains only the required data for that request including either the <ReprintIndicator> or <TerminateIndicator> as appropriate.  

	CommonLine
	Common Record: CommonLine

	If the borrower is requesting a maximum amount on a Stafford loan, the requested loan amount is populated with all 9s.  In the case of a PLUS or an alternative loan, if the borrower has not requested a specific amount and the school wants the service provider to collect this information, the school populates the requested loan amount with 0s.  All 9s cannot be sent for PLUS or alternative loans.


	If the student is requesting the maximum amount on a Stafford loan, the sender has the option of either not sending the tag or sending the tag filled with “999999999”.  However, in the case of a PLUS or an alternative loan, if the borrower has not requested a specific amount and the school wants the service provider to collect this information, the school is to send the Request without the <FinancialAwardAmountRequested> tag.  The value of “999999999” cannot be sent for PLUS or alternative loans.

	For Stafford and PLUS loans, schools can only send the number of disbursements they are requesting and not the amounts they want for each disbursement.  Alternative loans allow both the number of disbursements, and the amount of the disbursements to be sent.
	A school can send the disbursement amounts for all loan types.  However, for Stafford and PLUS loans the disbursements must still adhere to federal regulatory requirements and be in substantially equal installments.  Providing disbursement amounts is optional.  Service providers are not required to accept disbursement amounts for Stafford and PLUS loans.

	N/A
	Lenders who perform credit checks for PLUS or alternative loans before sending a Loan Request to the guarantor must include the Credit Status Code in the document. In addition, lenders will be required to include a Date/Time Stamp showing when the status occurred.  This Date/Time stamp will be sent using Greenwich Mean Time. In the past, service providers only sent this information in the Response files.  With the new process, lenders will also send it in the Request Document that they send to a guarantor; thus preventing duplicate credit inquiries on the borrower’s account.


	Application Process

	N/A
	There is an optional feature, <DisbursementDayOverrideIndicator>, that allows a school to override a disbursement day that the Service Provider has profiled on its system for the school.  For example, this will allow a Monday only school to send in a disbursement date that falls on a Wednesday and have it actually disbursed that day rather than waiting until the following Monday.  This feature is optional for Servicer Providers to support.

	N/A
	Schools can request a reprint on a Certification request by sending the <ReprintIndicator> with a value of “true” and <ProcessingTypeCode> with the value of “CR”. 

	When submitting a reprint request, only the address information is allowed to be changed.
	Schools can change any allowable element in a pre-guarantee change request in addition to requesting a reprint.

	N/A
	Participants can send <MonthsAtEmployer> and <MonthsAtAddress>. 


	Change Process

	The process for requesting changes in CRC is significantly different than CommonLine.  In order to differentiate an initial application request and a correction from a post-guarantee change, the service provider will need to verify the existence of a guarantee date in the Request document.  If the sender did not provide one, the document will be processed as an initial request or a pre-guarantee correction.  However, if a guarantee date is present, then it is a post-guarantee change.  In addition, the foundation of the CRC change process is built upon the fundamental change:

· From a transaction-based model where schools are required to stipulate the exact transactions they want their service providers to process;
· To a model where the school is required to report only the data elements that have changed.
This process is referred to as an “end-result” process.  In addition to sending only the data elements that have changed, the sender may also send multiple updates in one request.  Therefore, there is no longer a need to send several transaction records to make updates.  For example, in CommonLine, in order to release a hold on a student’s Subsidized and Unsubsidized Stafford loans, a file with a @1-02 record would be sent and two @1-09 records.  In the CRC process, only a single request document is needed to accomplish the same result.

	CommonLine
	Common Record: CommonLine

	To make a change, the sender needs to send an @1-02 record (as identifying information) as well as any relevant @1-xx record necessary to make the change.  Many of the data elements in these records are the same but need to be sent due to the nature of a flat file process.  
	In general, to make a change to a loan, schools only need to send basic identifying information as well as those data elements that have changed.  However, there are a few exceptions to this rule.  Please see the post-guarantee request detailed layout for further information regarding these exceptions. 

	N/A
	Student demographic information can now be updated for PLUS and alternative loans where the student is not the borrower.

	N/A
	There is a new optional feature that allows a school to override a disbursement day that the service provider has profiled on its system for the school.  For example, this will allow a Monday only school to send in a disbursement date that falls on a Wednesday and have it actually disbursed that day rather than waiting until the following Monday.  This feature is optional for servicer providers to support.

	The Funds Distribution Method Code is used to give information regarding how the money is being delivered to the school.  The Funds Return Method Code is also used to communicate how schools are returning funds.  
	In addition to giving information on how funds were delivered to the school, the <FundsDistributionMethodCode> is also used to show how the school is returning money to the service provider.  This tag now serves both purposes. 

	The @1-08 record type allows an entire loan to be cancelled with one transaction.
	Loan-level changes can only be made at the disbursement level.  For example, to cancel a loan, each disbursement must be cancelled individually.  However, this can be sent in a single request.


	Response Process

	The Response business process remains the same, however; there is a difference in the way data is communicated.  The basic difference is that the information is contained in a new structure with new formats.  There are three formats that Response documents can be sent in: Standard, Full and Snapshot.  Another difference is that participants will respond on a block-by-block basis, not by record.  The numbering format for Error Codes has been modified for the CRC process.  In addition, sending organizations have the option to override their profiled response format on a loan-by-loan basis, after an initial application has been sent.

	Common Record: CommonLine

	The school only has the option of receiving a snapshot type of response.
	There are three types of responses that may be passed in the CRC document.  These response formats are snapshot, full, and standard.  Schools may choose the response type on a student-by-student basis. An additional change is that responses are associated to each individual block of the request document.  Therefore, a service provider may accept one block of the student’s loan request, rejecting out other sections.  The Standard and Full Response formats are only used in Change processing.  Please refer to the Response Processing section for detailed information.  Service providers are only required to support a “Snapshot” response format.  Check with your service providers for formats supported.

	CommonLine allows a service provider to send up to 5 error codes per loan record.
	The service provider may send as many errors as are needed to fully explain the reason for the reject.

	NA
	<TotalPostwithdrawlAmount> is a new element that allows service providers to report the total net amount of Post-withdrawal Returns and Corrections.  


	Certification Request Process

	Certification Requests are submitted in a Response file that the school must import into their system.  Because this is a response, many FAM systems assume that it should match to something on their database.  When the record does not match, the file is not imported. Although Certification Requests will continue to be sent from service providers to schools, these will no longer be sent in a Response document.  They will now be sent in a Request format and have their own layout to which they must adhere in order to be valid for processing.

	Certification requests are sent in the Response file.
	Certification requests are sent in a separate request document.  Please refer to the Certification Request section for more detailed information.


	Disbursement Process

	The Disbursement business process remains the same; however there is a difference in the way data is communicated.

	The Disbursement Roster, Disbursement Forecast File, and the Disbursement Acknowledgment files are all contained in one file layout.
	These three documents are also contained in a single layout.  The Disbursement Roster and Disbursement Forecast share one schema.  The Disbursement Acknowledgement contains response codes and; therefore, must use a separate schema. 


	2. CRC Version Control


2.1
Minimum Version

CRC Schema Version 1.0.2, Implementation Guide 1.06 and Testing Tool 1.06 are the minimum coding and testing standard that participants must use.  All prior versions of the schema(s), implementation guide and testing tool are non-compliant.  

NOTE

In an effort to eliminate confusion with the multiple version numbers of the standards for these three items, ESC has gained approval from PESC to synchronize these version numbers by moving to a four character numbering system for the documentation and testing tool.  The schemas, documentation and testing tool will all share the same version number with the spring release.

2.2
CRC Schema(s) Versioning

Each CRC Schema will have a Major Version, Minor Version, and Micro Version.  A change in the Major Version will occur if the change is not backwards compatible.  A change in the Minor Version occurs only when a change is made to the XML representation, but the change is backwards compatible with all previous versions for that major version.  A change in the Micro Version occurs when there is a change to something other than the XML representation.  Specific descriptions for each type will explain what makes a change backward compatible.   Schema versions will be represented by three integers separated by periods.  

2.2.1
Example Version Representation:

Major Version: 2

Minor Version: 1

Micro Version: 3

Version Representation: 2.1.3

When a change is made to the Minor Version, the Micro Version resets to “0”. 

For example, if the original version was “2.1.3”, and there was an update to the Minor Version, then the new version would be “2.2.0”.  

If there is a change to the Major Version, then the Minor Version and the Micro Version are both reset to “0”.  

For example if the original version was “2.1.3”, and there was an update to the Major Version, then the new version would be “3.0.0”.

Outlined below are definitions and examples of major, minor and micro changes adopted by PESC and FSA, and utilized by ESC for CRC schema version control.

Major Version Change: 

The following are some examples of Major Version changes:

A structure Change – The order in which simple or complex elements appear is changed

b.

The following are some examples of Micro Version changes:

An element definition change that does not change the overall meaning, e.g. clarification or structure

CRC Documentation and Testing Tool Coding/Clarification Versioning

Each release of the CRC Documentation will have a Major Version, Minor Version, and Micro Version that correlates to the CRC schema(s).  Changes to the CRC version number will dictate changes to the documentation and testing tool version numbers.  

Additionally, the documentation and testing tool will have a Coding/Clarification version indicator.  A change in the Coding/Clarification version will only occur if there are no schema version changes  but changes to the corresponding documentation and/or testing tool.  Coding/Clarification version changes are backwards compatible with all previous versions for that CRC major version.  Documentation versions will be represented by three integers of the corresponding CRC schema version followed by a fourth character.

2.3.1
Example Version Representation:

Major Version: 2

Minor Version: 1

Micro Version: 3

Coding/Clarification version: a

Version Representation: 2.1.3.a

When a change is made to the Minor Version, the Micro and Coding/Clarification version will reset. 

For example, if the original version was “2.1.3.b”, and there was an update to the Minor Version, then the Micro version will reset to 0. And the Coding/Clarification version will reset to a.  The new version would be “2.2.0.a”.  

If there are no changes to the schema version (Major, Minor or Micro), and there was an update to the Coding/Clarification version then the last place would increment to the next letter position. 

For example if the original version was “2.1.3.b”, and there was an update to the Coding/Clarification version, then the new version would be “2.1.3.c”.

2.4
Version Release Cycle

The current release cycle is quarterly - Jan 15th, April 15th, July 15th and October 15th.  

Now that ESC has the minimum baseline standards established, it should be noted that not all the future changes would require entities to update their schema versions quarterly. Any future schema changes which are classified as minor, micro, coding or clarification must be backwards compatible with the earlier version. For example, an instance document created using schema version 1.0.2, which is sent to an entity using a newer schema version 1.0.6, will be compatible with this newer version. These types of changes would not require an entity to update their schema version in order to be able to exchange files with trading partners using a newer version of the same major schema. If changes to the schema are classified as a major change, then all trading partners must be on the same major version of the schema for instance documents exchanged to be compatible.  This release schedule will be re-evaluated periodically.  

	3. Compliance Processing


3.1
Introduction

The purpose of this section is to outline rules for compliance with the standards for exchanging data in the Common Record: CommonLine process (CRC).

A CRC compliant organization must fully support all required elements and processes for those documents it is implementing, including being able to properly handle documents received for request types which are not yet able to be processed by the organization.  The compliance criteria for service providers and software providers differ and are explained in the following sections.  Any organization exchanging data with a fully CRC compliant organization can be assured that the data will be processed pursuant to the standards contained herein.

To be considered Common Record CommonLine compliant, the current version must be supported as well as CommonLine Release 4.  This applies only to participants who previously adopted Release 4 and are now implementing CRC.  For organization that previously implemented Release 4 and Releases 5, continued support of both is recommended. 

3.2
Loan Request and Response

This section provides general processing rules for implementing the Loan Request and Response documents for CRC processing.  These documents facilitate the loan origination process.

· Service providers are required to support all basic processing options in the Loan Request and Response document, with the exception of guarantee and print and print and guarantee.  A service provider is required to support either guarantee and print or print and guarantee, but has the option of supporting both.  Refer to the Loan Request Introduction and Layout for specific basic processing options.

· All software providers are required to support all basic processing options and additional services.  Additional services such as hold/release processing and pre-approval credit processing are optional for service providers to support.  Refer to the Additional Service section within the Loan Request and Response chapters for a complete listing.  
· If a service provider receives a request for a service it does not support (e.g., pre-approval credit processing), the request should be rejected and the appropriate error message returned.

· In general, service providers should format the responses in the same major CRC schema version (e.g. 1.x.x or 2.x.x) in which the request document was received.  Check with your trading partner regarding micro CRC schema version compatibility (e.g. 1.0.6 or 1.0.7).

· To be fully compliant, service providers must be able to communicate with schools and other service providers using CRC schemas.

· All participants are required to use a NCHELP compliant transport protocol.  Refer to the NCHELP Technical Manual for CommonLine and Common Account Maintenance processes for approved transport protocols.

· Service providers must support a <ResponseTypeCode> of “ResponseToLoanRequest”.  Service providers that perform lending functions (e.g., disbursing agents) must be able to create and send a <ResponseTypeCode> of “ModificationAfterGuarantee” for schools.  Service providers that only perform guarantee functions do not have to support the “ModificationAfterGuarantee” <ResponseTypeCode> for schools.  Software providers must be able to accept and process both the “ResponseToLoanRequest” and “ModificationAfterGuarantee” <ResponseTypeCode>s.

· All software providers must support the Reprint Response process.  The Reprint Response is optional for service providers to support.

· All service providers who process alternative loans must support the required data elements for those alternative loan programs that require them.  All software providers must support the various data elements for the alternative loan programs.

· All software providers must support all loan types (FFELP and alternative) in the Loan Request document.  For a list of alternative loan types used by CRC members, refer to the NCHELP Web site (www.nchelp.org).  Service providers must support all FFELP loan types that they offer and be able to provide, at a minimum, a reject response in the Response document for any loan type they do not support.  

· The School Certification Request (SCR) process is optional for service providers, but must be supported by all software providers.  If a school receives an SCR request from a service provider, it will transmit the certification information via a Loan Request document with a <ProcessingTypeCode> equal to “CR.” 

· All organizations that collect and process borrower reference information can submit that information in the Loan Request Document.  If the service provider supports reference information, this information may be passed back in the Response Document.  Service providers and software providers are not required to support reference information.

· All organizations that collect and process e-mail information can submit that information in the Loan Request document.  If the service provider supports email information, this information may be passed back in the Response document.  Service providers are not required to support the receipt and delivery of email information; however, software providers are required to support the collection and distribution of email information.

· If an organization receives data elements within the Custom Extension area in a request document, that it does not support, the organization should ignore the data elements and process the remainder of the request.

· Some sending organizations may request up to 20 disbursements for a loan.  CRC supports 20 disbursements as a standard.  Service providers are not required to support more than four disbursements.  If a service provider supports more than four disbursements, the service provider should confirm that its trading partners and loan servicers agree to and support the use of additional disbursements before implementing this functionality.  At a minimum, service providers must be able provide an error indicating they do not support the number of disbursements requested.  To be considered CRC compliant, software providers must support 20 disbursements.

· Pre-approval credit processing is optional for service providers but required for software providers.  A service provider should never send an unsolicited pre-approval credit response (indicated by a <ProcessingTypeCode> of “CO” or “CP” in the Loan Response) without prior arrangement with the receiving organization.  If a pre-approval credit response is received and the school wants to certify the loan, it should use the appropriate <ProcessingTypeCode> of “PO”, “PG” or “GP” in a Loan Request document.

3.3
Change Request and Response

This section provides CRC compliance rules for implementing the Change Request and Response documents.  These files facilitate the change request process.

· All software providers are required to support all change functions and additional services.  Additional services are optional for service providers to support. Refer to the Additional Service section within the Change Request and Response chapters for a complete listing.

· All participants are required to use a NCHELP compliant transport protocol.  Refer to the NCHELP Technical Manual for CommonLine and Common Account Maintenance processes for approved transport protocols.

· All software providers are required to support the CRC change request routing rules to determine the recipient of the Change Request.  Refer to the Change Request - Prior to First Disbursement and/or Change Request - After First Disbursement sections in the Change Request Introduction for routing rules.  Post-Guarantee Change Request Introduction for routing rules.

· If an organization receives data elements within the Custom Extension area in a Change Request document, that it does not support, the organization should ignore the data elements and process the remainder of the request.

· All organizations that receive post-guarantee change information via the Change Request document must support the Response document.  Refer to the Response Processing Introduction for information regarding response types and formats that may be received.  If errors exist in the original Change Request, information on these errors will be passed back to the originator via the Response.  Service Providers must support the Snapshot response format to be considered compliant and may optionally to support the Full and Standard Response formats.  Software providers must support all Response type formats - Snapshot, Standard and Full to be considered compliant.

· Service providers are required to respond to Change Request documents containing requests for modifications to loans which cannot be matched to loans on their databases using the appropriate error code in the Response document.  Service providers are not required to respond to person level Change Requests (address, phone and email) 

· If the school has a relationship with a Central Disbursing Agent (CDA), the CDA may act as an intermediary between the school and the appropriate guarantor, lender, or service provider when processing change requests.  In this scenario, the CDA will create the Response document and transmit it to the school.  The CDA must complete all required data elements when sending a Response document.  If the necessary information is not directly available, the CDA must obtain it from the appropriate source.

· If the receiving organization cannot process the Change Request due to lack of authorization, the receiving organization should either forward the Change Request to the appropriate service provider for processing via the Change Request document or return an error message indicating they do not support the request.  Service providers who receive these routed documents for processing should process the requests and send the Response document back to the routing agent.

· The netting process is optional for service providers, but must be supported by all software providers.  To be CRC compliant, software must be able to support the Change Request document for netting processing.  In addition, software providers must support adjustment documents in the Disbursement Roster document.  To be CRC compliant, a service provider must support all disbursement methods except netting.  Refer to the Additional Service section within the Change Request and Response chapters for a complete listing.

· In general, service providers must format the CRC document in the same format and version in which the Change Request was received.  However, this rule may be overridden if there are mutual agreements between the trading partners.

NOTE

Please note that while software must support netting, schools are not required to perform netting requests.

3.4
Disbursement Roster, Disbursement Forecast and Disbursement Acknowledgement

This section provides general processing rules for implementing the CRC Disbursement Roster, Disbursement Forecast and Disbursement Acknowledgement documents.  These documents facilitate disbursement processing.

· To be considered CRC compliant for disbursement processing, software providers must support the Disbursement Roster and the Disbursement Forecast.  Service providers must support the Disbursement Roster only; support of the Disbursement Forecast is optional for service providers.

· To be considered CRC compliant for disbursement processing, Central Disbursing Agents (CDAs) must support the Disbursement Roster and the Disbursement Roster Acknowledgment documents.  

· All participants are required to use a NCHELP compliant transport protocol.  Refer to the NCHELP Technical Manual for CommonLine and Common Account Maintenance processes for approved transport protocols.

· To be CRC compliant for disbursement processing, disbursing agents must support the following funds disbursement methods:

-
Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT)

-
Individual borrower check

-
Master check

NOTE

Disbursement rosters may be created to include all disbursement methods or to include only certain disbursement methods.  Contact the service provider to discuss available options.

· If an organization receives data elements within the Custom Extension area in a Disbursement Roster and Disbursement Acknowledgement document that it does not support, the organization should ignore the data elements and process the remainder of the request.

· The netting process is optional for service providers but must be supported by all software providers.  At a minimum, service providers must be able provide an error indicating they do not support the Netting.

NOTE

Please note that while software must support netting, schools are not required to perform netting requests.

· Some sending organizations may request up to 20 disbursements for a loan.  CRC supports 20 disbursements as a standard.  Service providers are not required to support more than four disbursements.  If a service provider supports more than four disbursements, the service provider should confirm that its trading partners and loan servicers agree to and support the use of additional disbursements before implementing this functionality.  At a minimum, service providers must be able provide an error indicating they do not support the number of disbursements requested.  To be considered CRC compliant, software providers must support 20 disbursements.

	4. Common Record: CommonLine Valid Format Rules


This section of the Common Record: CommonLine (CRC) documentation outlines general rules for construction of the data contained within data tags.  Refer to the layout tables for specific data requirements and types of data used for each tag.

4.1
Maximum Length Values and Leading Zeros

XML does not require that the data occupy the maximum length specified for a tag unless otherwise noted in the layout tables.

Business Rules

1.
Do not include leading zeros if the data type is defined as decimal or integer.

In the example below, the Disbursement Amount is $400.00.  Although the disbursement amount tag has a valid value up to 999999999.99, leading zeros or spaces are not necessary to occupy the length of the tag.

<DisbursementAmount>400.00</DisbursementAmount>

2. Do not include spaces to satisfy the maximum length for a given tag, unless specifically instructed to by the requirements for data within the tag.  

In the example below, the student’s first name, John, is four (4) characters long.  Although the first name tag has a maximum length of 12 characters, leading zeros or spaces are not necessary to occupy the maximum length of the tag.

4.2
Blank and Nillable (Null) Tags

Common Record: CommonLine differentiates between a tag being blank and a tag being null.

4.2.1
Business Rules

1.
Tags not necessary or not applicable to the document submission must be omitted, rather than reported as blank.  



Example # 1:

If a student does not have a middle initial, <MiddleInitial> should be omitted from the CRC document, rather than reported as blank.

The Credit Authorization Indicator, <CreditAuthorizationIndicator>, is not necessary for a Stafford loan.  In these cases, this tag should not be included in the document, rather than reported as blank.

A null tag is used to remove or delete content currently on the recipient’s database.  A null tag does not replace the data with any other value.  A null tag is reported as:

Tags that can contain null values have a nil=true attribute set for them in the CRC Schemas.

All date elements in the CRC documents use the following format: CCYY-MM-DD.

Business Rules

The hyphens must be included.

The MM designates the Month.

The DD designates the Day.

6.
In a leap year, the valid values for DD are “01 - 29” when the month is equal to “02”.

4.3.2
Date/Time

All date/time elements in the CRC documents use one of the following formats: CCYY-MM-DDTHH:mm:ss.ff or CCYY-MM-DDTHH:mm:ss.ffZ.

Business Rules

1.
The punctuation marks (hyphens, colons and decimal point) must be included.

2.
The CC designates the Century.

3.
The YY designates the Year.

4.
The MM designates the Month.

5.
The DD designates the Day.

6.
The T is the date/time separator.

7.
The hh designates the Hour in 24-hour clock time.

8.
The mm designates the Minutes.

9.
The ss designates the Seconds.

10.
The ff designates the hundredths of a second.  This value may be zeros (00).

11. The Z designates Greenwich Mean Time (GMT).  This will be used in the status date/time elements since service providers that report status information may be located in different time zones.  Because multiple service providers may be reporting status information, use of GMT ensures a common time reference for the element.

Decimals

Decimals in the CRC documents are either dollar amount elements or percentage elements.  Each of these element types is described in detail below.

Dollar Amounts

Dollar amounts in the CRC documents use the following formats: 999999999.99 or 999999999.

Business Rules

1.
Tags not necessary or not applicable to the document submission must be omitted, rather than reported as zeros unless specifically instructed to by the requirements for data within the tag.

2.
Leading zeros are not necessary to occupy the maximum length of the element.

3.
Dollar amounts may not include more than 9 digits to the left of the decimal point and if a decimal is used it must include two digits to the right.

4.
To report cents (partial dollar amounts), the sender must submit a decimal point and the digits to the right of the decimal point.  

5.
Positive dollar amounts must be submitted without a sign indicator.

6.
Negative dollar amounts are not part of the business practice in the CRC processing schemas.

Example

1.
When reporting partial dollar amounts, include the decimal point and two digits to the right: e.g., 2625.34 or 2625.10.

2.
When reporting whole dollar amounts only, you may omit the decimal point and report the whole dollar amount only: e.g., 2625

DO NOT submit $2625.00 as 262500 because the CRC processing infers a decimal and reads this submission as 262500.00.  Instead report the value as 2625.00.

Percentage

For percentage elements in the CRC documents, use the following format: 000.000 - 999.999.

Business Rules

1.
Tags not necessary or not applicable to the document submission must be omitted, rather than reported as zeros unless specifically instructed to by the requirements for data within the tag.

2.
Leading zeros are not necessary to occupy the maximum length of the element.

3.
Percents must be reported as whole numbers or mixed numbers without the percent sign.

Examples

Three percent (3%) is reported as 3 or 3.0.

A percentage of 1.575% is reported as 1.575.

4.3.6
Integer Elements

Integer elements in the CRC documents are non-dollar amount, non-percentage, numeric elements.

Business Rules

1.
Integer elements contain whole numbers.

2.
Integer elements do not contain decimal points, dollar or percent signs.

4.3.7
String Elements

String elements in the CRC documents are alphanumeric elements that can contain a variety of characters. The following is the standard definition of alphanumeric characters for CommonLine: CommonRecord:

0 to 9, Uppercase A to Z, pound, at sign, percent sign, ampersand, hyphen, underscore, forward slash, apostrophe, period, comma and space.  

Unless otherwise noted, an alpha numeric CRC string element will follow the definition above and it’s “valid value” will be listed as “Alpha-Numeric” within the various layouts.  CRC string elements that do not follow the standard alpha- numeric definition will list the allowed characters within “Valid Values” column of the various layouts.

NOTE

String elements cannot contain a raw, unescaped opening angle bracket (<), ampersand (&), closing angle bracket (>), quotation mark (“), or apostrophe (‘).  If these characters are they must be represented using predefined special characters.  Refer to section 4.4, the topic entitled “XML Predefined Special Characters,” for additional instructions. 

Example

NOTE

The PESC standard does allow for upper and lower case letters; however, due to current system constraints within the FFEL community, these components are restricted to uppercase unless otherwise noted in the layout.
4.3.8
Boolean Element

Boolean fields on the CRC documents are fields that have exactly two values: true or false.

Example

NOTE

Some parsers may convert the “true”/”false” values to a “0” or “1”.  Organizations should be prepared to accept and translate these values when received.

XML Predefined Special Characters

XML does not allow character data inside an element to contain a less than sign (<), ampersand (&), greater then sign (>), quotation mark (“), or apostrophe (‘).  If these characters are necessary in your markup, they must be escaped using predefined special characters.  An XML parser replaces the predefined special characters with actual characters.

Business Rules

XML predefines the following five character references:

· &lt; the less than sign (<)

· &amp; the ampersand (&)

· &gt; the greater than sign (>)

· &quot; the straight, double quotation marks (“)

· &apos; the apostrophe, straight quotation mark (‘)

The semicolons are required as part of the character reference.

Organization ID

Organization IDs are used to designate the source and destination of a document as well as to indicate the particular school, lender and guarantor associated with each loan.  OPEIDs are assigned by the Department of Education.  The National Council of Higher Education Loan Programs (NCHELP) assigns IDs for organizations that do not have a U.S. Department of Education code.  See the NCHELP website, www.nchelp.org for the NCHELP IDs.

Business Rules

A valid Organization ID includes a complex element of School, Third-Party Servicer, Lender (includes Lender Servicer), or Guarantor (includes Guarantor Servicer) with simple elements of OPEID or NCHELPID and possibly a NonEDBranchID and OrganizationName. Note Messages

A Note Message, <Note>, is included in the Common Record: CommonLine (CRC) in the Award Block to support three different tags: <SchoolNoteMessage>, <LenderNoteMessage>, and <GuarantorNoteMessage>.  Each organization is allowed to submit data in their element only.  For Example, data cannot be originally submitted in the <LenderNoteMessage> if a school submitted the document.  The school, lender, or guarantor can use the element for any purpose and it is ignored during processing unless an agreement has been made with the service provider to interpret the data.

Business Rules

1.
Regardless of whether the school, lender or guarantor opts for a Full, Snapshot, or Standard Response, the <SchoolNoteMessage>, <LenderNoteMessage>, or <GuarantorNoteMessage> (respectively) is returned in the Award complex element if the school, lender, or guarantor submits the element.  

2.
The Note Message is required on the receiving organization’s database and returned in all subsequent documents.

3.
No element-level compression is allowed.  When sending this element, all 23 spaces of this fixed length element must be filled with characters or spaces.
NOTE
Implementers of CRC should verify how their chosen parser handles “whitespace”.  Whitespace for XML is usually thought of as the Carriage Return, Line Feed, and Tab characters.  Other definitions include any character that appears as a space on a screen or printed output.

The School Note Message, Guarantor Note Message, and Lender Note Message fields are unique in that their contents are always sent as a full 23 byte string (their maximum defined length).  CRC schemas are set to leave any whitespace in a data element as-is.  Other values of this setting cause Carriage Return, Line Feed, and Tab characters to be replaced with a Space, with subsequent trimming of leading and/or trailing Space values in an element.  However, a schema is not utilized by a parser for all operations that may be performed on an XML instance document, CRC documents included.  An example of one of these operations is an XSL transformation.  Not all parsers treat whitespace in the same fashion - some have a default manner governing the handling of whitespace, others provide an overriding parameter that the implementer can set to their preference.  CRC implementers should ensure that their parser leaves whitespace in a data element intact, particularly for any operation involving the School Note Message, Guarantor Note Message, and Lender Note Message elements.

This data is loan-level information and must be treated as such by sending and receiving organizations.

	5. Common Record Physical Layout


5.1
Introduction

This section provides standards for the physical layout of the CRC XML documents.  Standards in the physical layout of the CRC documents are required to ensure all systems transmitting or processing a document can do so with the expectation that a CRC XML document received from a participating institution follows the same layout standards as all other CRC participants.

XML and its associated technologies, (XML Schema, Document Type Definitions), do not provide for a mechanism to define the physical layout of a file.  While XML does not depend on the physical layout of the elements by design, Common Record: CommonLine requires data in the schema order.

5.2
Tag Length Limitation

Common Record has some tags that are as long as 40 characters. For performance reasons, some mainframe XML parser tools may set their tag length limits to 30 characters since Cobol field names are limited to 30 characters. Therefore, these tag lengths may exceed the limits imposed by some parsers.  Organizations implementing CRC need to be aware of this requirement when purchasing or building XML parsers.
5.3
4 K Line Length Limitation on Mainframe Systems
5.3.1
Issue

Some mainframe systems cannot create or read a line longer than 4 kilobytes without the possibility of data corruption (most likely truncation).  A school or service provider must ensure that the lines in their submitted files will not exceed the 4 kilobyte limitation.

A line consists of a string of data terminated with an end-of-line (EOL) marker.  It is important to keep in mind that EOL markers only have meaning to files in a non-binary, text format.

By rule, XML ignores white space (unless defined for a particular element) which includes tabs, linefeeds, and carriage returns.  Since XML has no means to regulate line lengths, a separate standard for CRC documents must be set to ensure lines do not exceed 4 kilobytes.

5.3.2
Solution

The solution, in its general form, is to make sure an EOL marker has been set before a particular output stream of data reaches 4 kilobytes.  

EOL markers are added by any system that creates or writes a line to a CRC document.  If the document is destined for a trading partner, the markers must be in place before the document is forwarded to the encryption/compression mechanism.  It is the sender’s responsibility to ensure the EOL marker is properly formatted and can be recognized by the recipient.  After the document has been encrypted and/or compressed, the data transmission software (FTP, e-mail or DTS) cannot adjust EOL markers since the file is in binary format.
5.3.3
Recommended Solutions

NOTE

The following are the CRC recommended solutions for schools and service providers who want to guarantee that each line in their files will not exceed the 4 kilobyte limitation.  If the line exceeds the 4 kilobyte limitation the burden of resolution will rest with the submitter of the incorrectly formatted files.

In order to ensure that no line grows larger than 4 kilobytes, all CRC documents submitted should be constructed with one of the following options: 

· EOL markers inserted after each element closing tag.  

· EOL markers inserted before the following blocks of data:

-
Before every <AttendedSchool> opening tag;

-
Before every <Student> opening tag;

-
Before every <Contacts> opening tag;

-
Before every <FFELPLoanInformation> opening tag;

-
Before every “Award” opening tag such as <FFELPSubsidized>, <FFELPPLUS>, etc.;

-
Before every <Disbursement> opening tag;

-
Before every <Response> opening tag.

The EOL marker to be used in CRC XML documents will be the carriage return and line feed pair (<CRLF>), the same EOL marker used in CommonLine 4 and CommonLine 5 files.  Since the majority of text RFC protocols use <CRLF> as EOL markers, CRC would also adhere to the de facto text protocol standard.

The CRC Schemas have been evaluated to confirm that if the above standard is maintained, the maximum size of the data sent in any one of these lines never exceeds 4 kilobytes.  The maximum line size takes into account all tags, all maximum data lengths for each element, and all attributes embedded within tags.

5.4
Coding Guidelines
The code should track the CRC elements as they are written to the output stream and write out a line of XML text followed by the EOL marker after every closing tag.  Code to construct the CRC documents can vary greatly depending on the platform, libraries, and languages used, so specific examples are not provided.  The following example reflects the recommended standard end of line breaks after each closing tag.

5.4.1
Pretty Printed Example

The following example reflects a “pretty printed” document extract. “Pretty printing” means that in addition to EOL markers, the example also has embedded <TAB> characters to show parent-child indentation levels.  Although this level of formatting makes an XML document easier to read, it is unnecessary for CRC data processing purposes since it would introduce an undesirable level of coding.  Participants should use one of the numerous free or commercial products that specifically display XML in a pretty printed manner.

5.5
Financial Award ID, Financial Award Number, and Disbursement Number

5.5.1
Financial Award ID and Financial Award Number

NOTE
In this section, the term “application” references either the application from the borrower or the certification from the school.

Two elements are designed as CRC unique identifiers for the application and resulting loans: <FinancialAwardID> and <FinancialAwardNumber>.  CRC participants are required to use the Financial Award ID as the primary application identification code for CRC processing.  All CRC documents containing information related to an application must include the Financial Award ID.  The Financial Award Number is required per instructions detailed in this section.  All business partners are strongly encouraged to use the Financial Award ID and Financial Award Number in non-CRC processes.

The Financial Award ID is assigned at the application level.  This code is assigned by the organization that transmits the first electronic record containing information about the application.  Typically, this takes place when the Loan Request is submitted.  However, there may be cases where the Financial Award ID has not been assigned when the initial loan request is submitted.  When creating CRC documents, it is the document creator’s responsibility to confirm whether or not the Financial Award ID has been assigned.  If not, it is the document creator’s responsibility to assign it.  To reduce the likelihood that duplicate Financial Award IDs are assigned, CRC requires participants to implement the following processes:

· Software providers are required to use the Incremental Code portion of the Financial Award ID as described in Appendix C.  For all other participants, the Financial Award ID algorithm is strongly recommended, but not required.

· Service providers who receive the initial Loan Request are required to edit that document against their entire database to ensure that no duplicate Financial Award ID has been transmitted.  Duplicate Financial Award IDs should be rejected by the receiving organization.

· Software providers should contact their school customers and ensure that those customers are adequately trained to install and use their software products - specifically regarding the use of system IDs and the Financial Award ID.  

· The <FinancialAwardNumber> is assigned at the loan level and is used in conjunction with the <FinancialAwardID> to identify each loan.  The guarantor assigns this number at the time of guarantee or the lender assigns it at the time of blanket guarantee.  Typically, notification of the assignment of the number occurs when the Response is sent in reply to the Loan Request.
5.5.2
Disbursement Number

The <Disbursement Number=“ “> is used in conjunction with the <FinancialAwardID> and <FinancialAwardNumber> to identify each disbursement in a loan.  The disbursement number is required for identifying disbursements in all documents.

NOTE

The <Disbursement Number=“ “> should not be altered due to subsequent disbursement changes (e.g., reissues, reinstatements, etc.).  The sender must retain the ordinal numbering of disbursements in order to provide a consistent means for service providers to identify disbursements.

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	6. Common Record: CommonLine Processing Rules


6.1
Introduction

This section of the Common Record: CommonLine (CRC) documentation outlines general document information and processing rules.  

6.2
Document

An XML document is the vehicle through which a data packet is transmitted.  A CRC transmission is an XML document.  A document may contain multiple schools, students, awards and disbursements.  

6.3
Document Submission

On or after April 1, 2004, CRC documents may be traded.  Please refer to the NCHELP Technical Manual for details regarding file transmission mechanisms and standards.

6.4
Document Validation

If a document does not validate against the CRC Schemas, the recipient’s system may not process the document.

6.4.1
Business Rules

1.
There is a validation program that ensures that the CRC documents are well formed and properly structured.

2.
When a CRC document does not meet the rules of the Schemas, the system may return a Response with errors.  Please contact your service providers for more information regarding their process.

NOTE

Please refer to the Sequence of Data Elements Required for Document Processing and Document Submission sections below for more information.

6.5
Sequence of Data Elements Required for Document Processing

The sequence of data within the CRC document is dictated by the sequence of data elements presented in the Schemas.

6.5.1
Business Rules

1.
Data elements submitted by a participant must occur in the same sequence as depicted in the Schemas.

2.
A CRC document submitted with data elements out of sequence will not validate against the Schemas and may be rejected.

6.6
Documents Submitted Must Contain at Least One Detail Request

A detail request consists of at least one student and one award.  Please see the Layout Tables for detailed requirements.

6.6.1
Business Rules

1.
The system rejects the document if it does not contain at least one detail request.

2.
A Request, Response, Certification Request or Disbursement document is defined as containing at least one student and one award.

6.7
<FFELPGraduatePLUS> 
Within the Federal PLUS programs there are two loan types available:  the <FFELPPLUS> and the <FFELPGraduatePLUS>.  Throughout the document “Federal PLUS” or “PLUS loans” refer to both loan types.

6.7.1
Business Rules

1.
<FFELPPLUS> is for the parents of the undergraduate students who are eligible to borrow under the Federal PLUS program.

a.
This loan program will provide the student information within <Student> and the parent borrower information in <Borrower> within <FFELPPLUS>.

2.
<FFELPGraduatePLUS> is for graduate students who are eligible to borrow under the Federal PLUS program.

a.
The following elements will contain the same data/values within the <Student> and <Borrower> blocks:

<SSN>, <BirthDate>, <LastName>, <FirstName>, and <MiddleInitial>.

b.
The contact information found within <Address> and <Phone>  will be provided in <Borrower> within <FFELPGraduatePLUS>.

Loan Key

The Loan Key is used as a reference key to identify related loan information.  The Loan Key is a shortcut to avoid multiple submissions of elements where data is consistent between Federal Subsidized and Unsubsidized Stafford loans for a single student.  Each Federal PLUS or alternative loan within the same submission for the student must have a unique Loan Key number.

Business Rules

1.
There are two tags in the CRC document identified as Loan Key.  

a. The first tag is an attribute for FFELPLoanInformation - <FFELPLoanInformation LoanKey=“1”> and establishes the loan key value.

b.
The second tag is a simple element, under the Award Block which references the loan key attribute established in <FFELPLoanInformation>, e.g. - <LoanKey>1</LoanKey>.

2.
Both of these tags are required when submitting Loan and Award information.

3.
These two tags link sections of loan information together expediting the reporting of similar data across subsidized and unsubsidized loans if the Financial Award ID is the same for both loans.  

4.
Each PLUS, Graduate PLUS, or alternative loan within the same submission for the student must have a unique LoanKey number as the Financial Award ID will always be a different value.  See EXAMPLE #1.

5.
It is permissible to send a unique Loan Key for each subsidized and unsubsidized loan if the Financial Award ID is the same for both loans but is not recommended since all of the loan information must be the same and would have to be replicated.

For a complete list of data elements that a Loan Key can reference, please see the Layout Tables.  

7.
A Loan Key number is only used within that CRC document.  Therefore, the Loan Key value cannot be used in a subsequent document to reference data previously submitted in the <FFELPLoanInformation> block.

Examples

EXAMPLE #1:

In this example, the reference structure allows for a more efficient transmission of shared loan information.  Loan information that can be reported for multiple loans is grouped together using the same <LoanKey>.  Loan Key = “1” is used for the subsidized and the unsubsidized loan request (Note: The <FinancialAwardID> is the same for both loans.).  Where LoanKey content equals “1”, the recipient will know the information in <FFELPLoanInformation> can be used for both the FFELP Subsidized and FFELP Unsubsidized loans.  This student submission example also includes a request for a PLUS loan.  Since the same Loan Key = “1” cannot be used for the PLUS loan, Loan Key=”2” is used.  Where Loan Key content equals “2”, the recipient will know the information in <FFELPLoanInformation> is used for the FFELP PLUS award.

References, Cosigners and Disbursement Attributes

Reference, Cosigner and Disbursement elements may appear more than once for a given award.  The attribute associated to these elements identifies each occurrence.  Because of this the attributes for these elements within the same submission for the student must be unique.

NOTE

Disbursements must be listed in numeric number order and disbursement numbers may not be repeated. 

NOTE

The reference, cosigner, and disbursement identification numbers are established prior to guarantee and should not be altered due to subsequent changes.

Unique Data Examples

The following are two examples illustrating how to include “Unique Data,” which was previously sent in CommonLine fixed length field files as @2 records.  

In the example, the organization defining the unique data (Vendor Code) is “MOBX” and the Layout Code is “CL”.  The first example illustrates how to send the existing @2 record layout within a CRC file.  The second example illustrates how the vendor might define an XML equivalent for the same information.

Note that a namespace declaration corresponding to the namespace qualifier prefix used within <UniqueData> is required, but neither example includes an XML schema location for the unique data in the CRC document.  The vendor is free to deliver a schema describing its unique data format to its business partners outside the CRC defined mechanisms.  The CRC schema does not validate the XML included within the <UniqueData> tag beyond that it is well-formed XML.  This is done so that senders may include unique data that is not understood or processed by some receivers.

NOTE

<UniqueData> must have at least one additional tag with a namespace qualifier prefix nested underneath it to make it a valid document.  The namespace qualifier prefix may, but is not required to reference an external schema.  Even if the <UniqueData> is in a flat file format, an additional tag with a namespace qualifier prefix must be submitted.  For further use of this User Defined Extension please reference the PESC Guidelines for XML Architecture and Data Modeling section 5.3 (User-Defined Extensions) at http://www.pesc.org/info/policies-procedures.asp.  See the examples provided below.

	7. Request Processing


7.1
Overview

This implementation guide explains the format needed to create the Common Record: CommonLine Loan or Change Request for XML processing.  In previous versions of CommonLine, these two types of requests were transmitted in separate files.  These were known as the Application Send and Change Transaction Send files.  Participants now have the option to combine loan and change requests in a single document or submit them separately.  The following explains the various <DocumentTypeCode> values available and the contents of each.

	Request
	Loan Request (Reprints, Terminates and pre-guarantee changes) and/or Post Guarantee Change Requests

	Application
	Loan Requests (Reprints, Terminates and pre-guarantee changes) only

Even though they share the same schema, Loan Request and Post Guarantee Change Request have been separately discussed in the documentation to help the reader fully understand unique processes and requirement for each.  If the same student appears in the Request document more than once the service provider will process each request independently. 
NOTE

Throughout this implementation guide, the term:

“Software Provider” refers to both the Financial Aid Management Systems (FAMS) and School-Based Software (SBS).

“Service Provider” refers to guarantee agencies, lenders, lender servicers, and school servicers.

7.2
Loan Request Processing

7.2.1
Introduction

The Loan Request allows the submission of the following four types of loan certifications for processing via electronic communication:

· Master Promissory Note for Federal Stafford Loans (subsidized and unsubsidized) and

· Master Promissory Note for Federal PLUS Loans.

NOTE

The Master Promissory Note (MPN) may be used as a single-year note (where the borrower submits a new note each year) or may be submitted for the first year and then renewed for subsequent years (called a “serial loan”).  As such, responses to new and/or serial MPN submissions may require special processing instructions.  See the Master Promissory Note processing section for further information.

· The Application and Promissory Note for Federal PLUS loans.

· The application and promissory note for alternative loans.  These are private, non-Title IV loans.

New applications/promissory notes can be submitted for the following processing options: credit only request, credit and print request, guarantee only, guarantee and print, print and guarantee, and print only.  Refer to the Initial Requests section for a detailed description of each process.  To be considered CRC compliant, all of these processing options are required to be supported by software providers.  Service providers are required to support guarantee only, print only, and either guarantee and print or print and guarantee processing (they may support both guarantee and print and print and guarantee processing).  Service providers are not required to support pre-approval credit request processing.

After the initial Loan Request is submitted, the sending organization in the <Source> can request the following services: pre-guarantee changes, reprint, and termination requests.  Refer to the Subsequent Requests section for a detailed description of each option.

If additional information is required on any of the following processes, please contact the service provider.

7.2.2
Initial Requests

For initial requests, the processing options and the associated Response information are determined by the data entered in <ProcessingTypeCode>.  The following processing options are available: 

· Credit Only

(<ProcessingTypeCode>CO</ProcessingTypeCode>)

In credit only processing, the sending organization in the <Source> will transmit a Loan Request containing the necessary data to obtain a credit check.  Upon receipt, the service provider will perform a credit check and no other processing will occur (e.g., print processing).  

The service provider is required to send a Response acknowledging the credit status.  This information is communicated in <GuarantorStatusCode>, <LenderStatusCode>, <PromissoryNoteStatusCode>, and <CreditStatusCode>.  

· Credit and Print

(<ProcessingTypeCode>CP</ProcessingTypeCode>)

In credit and print processing, the sending organization in the <Source> will transmit a Loan Request containing the necessary data to obtain a credit check.  Upon receipt, the service provider will perform a credit check and if approved, the application/promissory note is either printed and mailed, delivered via e-mail, or completed by the borrower via the Web.  After the completed application/promissory note is returned, the service provider reviews it for errors.  

The service provider is required to send a Response acknowledging the credit and print statuses.  This information is communicated in <GuarantorStatusCode>, <LenderStatusCode>, <PromissoryNoteStatusCode>, and <CreditStatusCode>.  

· Guarantee Only

(<ProcessingTypeCode>GO</ProcessingTypeCode>)

In guarantee only processing, the sending organization in the <Source> will transmit a Loan Request containing the necessary data to obtain a guarantee.  Upon receipt, the service provider will process the guarantee only request and no print processing will occur.

The service provider is required to send a Response acknowledging the receipt of the guarantee only request and providing the guarantor status, lender status, promissory note status, and credit status information.  This information is communicated in <GuarantorStatusCode>, <LenderStatusCode>, <PromissoryNoteStatusCode>, and <CreditStatusCode>.  

· Guarantee and Print

(<ProcessingTypeCode>GP</ProcessingTypeCode>)

In guarantee and print processing, the sending organization in the <Source> will transmit a Loan Request containing the necessary data to obtain a guarantee.  Upon receipt, the service provider will process the guarantee and print the request.  Provided no errors are detected during processing, the service provider will guarantee the loan.  The application/promissory note is either printed and mailed, delivered via e-mail, or completed by the borrower via the Web.  After the completed application/promissory note is returned, it is reviewed by the service provider for errors.

The service provider is required to send a Response acknowledging the receipt of the guarantee and print request and providing the guarantor status, lender status, promissory note status, and credit status information.  This information is communicated in <GuarantorStatusCode>, <LenderStatusCode>, <PromissoryNoteStatusCode>, and <CreditStatusCode>.  

· Print and Guarantee

(<ProcessingTypeCode>PG</ProcessingTypeCode>)

In print and guarantee processing, the sending organization in the <Source> will transmit a Loan Request containing the necessary data for a print and guarantee request.  Upon receipt, the service provider will either print and mail the application/promissory note, deliver it by e-mail, or have the borrower complete the application via the Web.  

The service provider is required to send a Response acknowledging the receipt of the print and guarantee request and providing the guarantor status, lender status, promissory note status, and credit status information in the response.  This information is communicated in <GuarantorStatusCode>, <LenderStatusCode>, <PromissoryNoteStatusCode>, and <CreditStatusCode>.

Once the application/promissory note is completed and returned by the borrower, the service provider will guarantee or obtain the guarantee for the loan, providing no corrections need to be made.  Once the loan is guaranteed, the service provider will send another Response containing the same <FinancialAwardID> as the previous message and the new <FinancialAwardNumber> communicating guarantor status, lender status, promissory note status, and credit status information.  This information is communicated in <GuarantorStatusCode>, <LenderStatusCode>, <PromissoryNoteStatusCode>, and <CreditStatusCode>.  

· Print Only

(<ProcessingTypeCode>PO</ProcessingTypeCode>)

In print only processing, the sending organization (<Source>) will transmit a Loan Request requiring only a limited amount of data in order for the service provider to either print and mail the application, deliver it via e-mail, or via the Web.  No guarantee processing is required, no <FinancialAwardID> is created or stored, and no Response will be sent.  Any errors detected on print only requests must be dealt with on an exception basis.  Contact the service provider to determine how print only errors are handled.

If you submit a Loan Request for print only processing you cannot later submit a Request to change, reprint, or terminate that Request. 

NOTE

When requesting a print only for a Stafford loan only the subsidized award block should be created.

7.2.3
Subsequent Requests

Subsequent requests can occur after the initial submission to change, reprint, or terminate the Loan Request prior to guarantee.  If additional information is required for any of the following requests, please contact the appropriate service provider.

· Pre-Guarantee Change Requests 

This section refers to pre-guarantee changes only; please see the section on post-guarantee changes for updates after guarantee.  The absence of the <GuaranteeDate> element indicates the information being submitted is a pre-guarantee change.

The sending organization in the <Source> can send a change request prior to guarantee using the Loan Request Document provided they have not received a termination.  The Loan Request must only contain the required identifiers as indicated in the Request Layout and those data elements that are to be changed unless:

· A <ResponseErrorCode> value of “2508” (New Loan Request Not Loaded) was received in any of the response blocks for that loan request.  If the school receives this error, then the entire record must be resubmitted to the service provider since no data was loaded to the service provider’s system.  The recommended value of SSN will be returned in the <ResponseErrorField> even though additional fields may be in error and not contained in the response.

· An address is being updated.  If a change is being made to any part of the address, then the entire address block must be resubmitted.

· Phone information is being updated.  If a change is being made to any part of the phone number, then the entire phone block must be resubmitted.

· The Financial Award Period is being updated.  If a change is being made to either the <FinancialAwardBeginDate> or the <FinancialAwardEndDate>, both elements must be submitted.

· The Signature Data is being updated.  If a change is being made to any part of the signature block, then all required signature elements must be resubmitted.

NOTE

Address and Phone information updates must be updated as a whole unit of information.  Recipients of Address or Phone updates must completely overlay the current address or phone information on their systems.

In this example the new address only contains one address line.  The recipient of this information will update their system to reflect the new address and will not maintain address lines 2 and 3.  

Pre-guarantee Change Requests must use the same <FinancialAwardID> that was originally submitted.  

If a change is being submitted for a previously submitted CR, GP, PG, or CP loan request, it should not be assumed that the application/promissory note would be automatically reprinted.  The sending organization should include the <ReprintIndicator> to request this function.

Below is a chart of elements that cannot be changed in a Pre-guarantee Change Request unless otherwise noted or if a value was never supplied.  All other elements are updateable pre-guarantee.

NOTE

Some service providers may have additional limitations on the data elements they will allow to be changed in a Loan Request.

· Reprint Request

The sending organizations in the <Source> can use the <ReprintIndicator> to request a reprint of any Loan Request previously submitted with “CR”, “GP”, “PG”, or “CP” in <ProcessingTypeCode> if they have not received a value of “60” (valid MPN on file) in the <PromissoryNoteStatusCode>, a value of “35” (Terminated) in the <GuarantorStatusCode>, or a value of “30” (Terminated Note) in the <LenderStatusCode> in a Response.  The sending organization in the <Source> must include the same <FinancialAwardID> that was sent in the original record.  Upon receipt of a reprint request, the service provider will reprint the application/promissory note and is not required to send a Response acknowledging the reprint request.  Where applicable, the school may request a reprint of a promissory note for a certification request.

For reprint requests, the sending organization should provide all required elements as defined by the Request Layout.  Please note, if the reprint request is for a loan that has been guaranteed, the <GuaranteeDate> is not a required element, as this would indicate a post-guarantee change request.  Sending organizations can change the permanent or local address, and e-mail address when submitting a reprint request.  If either address is updated, the receiving organization should update its system.  If the originator of the pre-guarantee change request includes the <ReprintIndicator>, it is the service provider's option to process all pre-guarantee changes in addition to the reprint request.

Reprint requests may not be submitted for PO, GO, or CO processes.  If a reprint is required, a new PO must be submitted.

· Termination Request

The sending organizations in the <Source> can use the <TerminateIndicator> to submit a termination request for a Loan Request previously submitted for “GO”, “GP”, “PG”, “CR”, “CO”, or “CP” <ProcessingTypeCode>.  This request will result in a withdrawal of the loan(s) request prior to guarantee.  For termination requests, the sending organization should provide all required elements as defined by the Request Layout.  The service provider is required to send a Response indicating the completion of the termination request.  If a Loan Request is terminated a new Loan Request must be submitted with a different <FinancialAwardID>.

NOTE

This is not a post guarantee loan cancellation.  Please refer to post guarantee change request section for details.

7.2.4
Master Promissory Note Processing

The following describes the values a school submits in <SerialLoanRequestedIndicator> and <ProcessingTypeCode> of the Loan Request and explains what the school should expect to receive from the service provider in the <PromissoryNoteStatusCode> and <SerialLoanActualIndicator>of the response.

The type of application being sent is identified in the document using the <FederalApplicationFormCode>.  A value of “M” (Stafford Master Promissory Note) or “Q” (PLUS Master Promissory Note) is used to communicate this information.  Additionally, the <SerialLoanRequestedIndicator> must be sent when using <FederalApplicationFormCode> values of either “M” or “Q.”

Serial MPN; Guarantee & Print Processing:

(<SerialLoanRequestedIndicator> is “true” and <ProcessingTypeCode> is “GP”)
This combination of values means the school wants to use a serial MPN process for this certification, or this is a non-serial eligible school indicating this certification is for an additional loan within the same financial award period.  The school does not track the promissory note and is telling the service provider to use a serial MPN for this borrower, guarantee the loan, and print a promissory note if needed.

If a valid MPN exists for the borrower with that lender or the lender's agent and the lender/lender's agent is creating the Response, <PromissoryNoteStatusCode> is populated with the value of “60” (approved by lender/servicer) and the <SerialLoanActualIndicator> is “true” (serial MPN).

If a valid MPN has not been received from the borrower and the lender/lender's agent has recently printed one for another loan and is awaiting its return, the <PromissoryNoteStatusCode> is populated with the value of:

· “45” (lender-servicer awaiting promissory note); 

· “50” (received by lender-servicer; needs follow-up or MPN revoked);or

· “55” (received by lender-servicer; returned to borrower).  

If no valid MPN exists or the lender/lender's agent is awaiting the return of one, the <PromissoryNoteStatusCode> is populated with the value of “20” (promissory note printed) and then <SerialLoanActualIndicator>is “false” indicating a new MPN.

If the Response is being created by a service provider other than the lender/lender's agent and that service provider tracks prior MPN history and prints MPNs, the <PromissoryNoteStatusCode> is populated with either: 

· A value of “01” (unknown) if the lender/lender’s agent believes a previous note could be used for this loan and optionally the <SerialLoanActualIndicator> is “true.”
· A value of “20” (promissory note printed) and optionally the <SerialLoanActualIndicator> is “false” if no prior MPN history exists.  

If a service provider that does not track prior MPN history is creating the Response, the <PromissoryNoteStatusCode> is populated with the value of “01” (unknown).

Serial MPN; Print & Guarantee Processing 

(<SerialLoanRequestedIndicator> is “true” and <ProcessingTypeCode> is “PG”)

This combination of values indicates the school wants to use a serial MPN process for this certification, or this is a non-serial eligible school indicating this certification is for an additional loan within the same financial award period.  The school does not track the promissory note and is telling the service provider to use a serial MPN for this borrower; if a promissory note is needed, print the promissory note; and guarantee the loan.

If a valid MPN exists for the borrower with that lender or the lender's agent and the lender/lender's agent is creating the Response, <PromissoryNoteStatusCode> is populated with the value of “60” (approved by lender/servicer) and the <SerialLoanActualIndicator> is “true” (serial MPN).

If a valid MPN has not been received from the borrower and the lender/lender's agent has recently printed one for another loan and is awaiting its return, the <PromissoryNoteStatusCode> is populated with the value of:

· “45” (lender-servicer awaiting promissory note); 

· “50” (received by lender-servicer; needs follow-up or MPN revoked); or

· “55” (received by lender-servicer; returned to borrower).  

If no valid MPN exists or the lender/lender's agent is awaiting the return of one, the <PromissoryNoteStatusCode> is populated with the value of “20” (promissory note printed) and then <SerialLoanActualIndicator>is “false” indicating a new MPN.

If the Response is being created by a service provider other than the lender/lender's agent and that service provider tracks prior MPN history and prints MPNs, the <PromissoryNoteStatusCode> is populated with either: 

· A value of “01” (unknown) if they believe a previous note could be used for this loan and optionally the <SerialLoanActualIndicator> is “true”.

· A value of “20” (promissory note printed) and optionally the <SerialLoanActualIndicator> is “false” if no prior MPN history exists.  

If a service provider that does not track prior MPN history is creating the Response, the <PromissoryNoteStatusCode> is populated with the value of “01” (unknown).

Serial MPN; Guarantee Only Processing

(<SerialLoanRequestedIndicator> is “true” and <ProcessingTypeCode> is “GO”) 

This combination of values means the school wants to use a serial MPN process for this certification, or this is a non-serial eligible school indicating this certification is for an additional loan within the same financial award period.  The school will provide a promissory note to the borrower, if a promissory note is needed.  The school is telling the service provider to use a serial MPN for this borrower.  The service provider is being asked to process the loan, and tell the school if a valid promissory note is available.

If a valid MPN exists for the borrower with that lender or the lender's agent and the lender/lender's agent is creating the Response, <PromissoryNoteStatusCode> is populated with the value of “60” (approved by lender/servicer) and then the <SerialLoanActualIndicator> is “true” (serial MPN).

If a valid MPN has not been received from the borrower and the lender/lender's agent has recently printed one for another loan and is awaiting its return, the <PromissoryNoteStatusCode> is populated with the value of:

· “45” (lender-servicer awaiting promissory note), 

· “50” (received by lender-servicer; needs follow-up or MPN revoked), or

· “55” (received by lender-servicer; returned to borrower).  

If no valid MPN exists or the lender/lender's agent is awaiting the return of one, the <PromissoryNoteStatusCode> is populated with the value of “20” (promissory note printed) and the <SerialLoanActualIndicator> is “false” indicating a new MPN.

If the Response is being created by a service provider other than the lender/lender's agent and that service provider tracks prior MPN history and prints MPNs, the <PromissoryNoteStatusCode> is populated with either: 

· A value of “01” (unknown) if they believe a previous note could be used for this loan and optionally the <SerialLoanActualIndicator> is “true.”
· A value of “20” (promissory note printed) and optionally the <SerialLoanActualIndicator> is “false” if no prior MPN history exists.  

If a service provider that does not track prior MPN history is creating the Response, the <PromissoryNoteStatusCode> is populated with the value of “01” (unknown).

Serial MPN; Print Only Processing

(<SerialLoanRequestedIndicator> is “true” and <ProcessingTypeCode> is “PO”)

This combination of values reflects an error condition as the school has communicated conflicting information to the service provider.  Some service providers may translate this request to mean the school has requested a New MPN for print only processing.  Other service providers may reject the application based on the conflicting request.  If additional information is desired, please contact the appropriate service provider to determine which process is being supported.

New MPN; Guarantee & Print Processing or 
New MPN; Print & Guarantee Processing 

(<SerialLoanRequestedIndicator> is “false” and <ProcessingTypeCode> is “GP” or “PG”)
Either combination of values means that this school does not want to use a serial MPN process for this certification, or the school is ineligible for serial MPN loans.  The school does not want to be responsible for printing and collecting the promissory note.  The school is telling the service provider to provide the borrower a new note.  The service provider is being asked to print and guarantee the loan.

New MPN; Guarantee Only Processing 

(<SerialLoanRequestedIndicator> is “false” and <ProcessingTypeCode> is “GO”) 

This combination of values means this school does not want to use a serial MPN process for this certification, or the school is ineligible for serial MPN loans.  The school provides the promissory note to the borrower.  The school is telling the service provider that the school will collect the promissory note.  The service provider is being asked to guarantee the loan.

New MPN; Print Only Processing

(<SerialLoanRequestedIndicator> is “false” and <ProcessingTypeCode> is “PO”)
This combination of values means that this school does not want to use a serial MPN process for this certification, or the school is ineligible for serial MPN loans.  The school does not want to print the promissory note.  The school is telling the service provider to provide the borrower a new note.  The service provider is being asked to print a new MPN and send it to the borrower.  No other action is required on the part of the service provider.

NOTE

Response for a new MPN will include <SerialLoanActualIndicator> of “false” and <PromissoryNoteStatusCode> will reflect current status of the note, with the exception of Print Only processing where no response is sent.

7.2.5
Blanket Guarantee Processing

Blanket guarantee allows a lender to disburse loan proceeds prior to submitting loan data to the guarantee agency and further qualifying a borrower for a loan.  A borrower must meet certain criteria prior to pre-qualifying for blanket guarantee.  (Refer to Dear Colleague letter GEN-99-22, dated 08/02/1999)

The following are important items to note about the blanket guarantee process:

· Implementation of blanket guarantee will be handled on a partner-by-partner basis and no industry-wide implementation date is needed.

· Only a lender or lender’s agent can submit blanket guarantee records to a guarantor.

· Lenders must submit data to guarantors on a loan-by-loan basis.

· Blanket guarantees must be submitted using <ProcessingTypeCode> with a value of “GO”.
A valid value in the <BlanketGuaranteeDate> will be used to signify that the loan(s) should be processed under this agreement.  This element may only be initiated by the lender when communicating to the guarantor.  

7.2.6
Additional Services

This section describes additional services supported by this Loan Request process.  All software providers are required to support these services.  However, they are optional for service providers.

The additional services listed below may require the completion of some optional data elements in the Loan Request.  Contact the service provider if these unique services are desired.

7.2.6.1
Credit Pre-Approval for PLUS or Alternative Loans

A school will submit a request for a pre-approval credit check for PLUS or alternative loans by submitting a <ProcessingTypeCode> of either a “CO” (credit only request) or “CP” (credit and print request) in a Loan Request to the service provider.  The service provider will respond with the appropriate value in <CreditStatusCode>.

For CO or CP processing, subsequent requests for guarantee will be submitted as a new Loan Request (as defined in the layout table) using the same <FinancialAwardID> as the previous request with an updated <ProcessingTypeCode> of either “GP”, “GO” or “PG” if the initial code was “CO”, or <ProcessingTypeCode> of “GO” if the initial code was “CP”.

7.2.6.2
Hold/Release Processing

This additional service allows sending organizations to control the actual release of funds for each disbursement.  Not all service providers offer the hold and release functionality.  The <DisbursementReleaseIndicator> in the Request acts as a flag indicating when funds should be held, indicated by “false” (hold disbursement until release notification is given) or when funds should be released, indicated by “true” (release the disbursement as scheduled).

Some service providers may allow schools to place all disbursements in a hold status automatically at the time of guarantee/application processing.  Schools choosing this option must then submit a request to release each disbursement when they are ready to receive funds for that loan.

7.2.6.3
Disbursement Day Override

Disbursement day override functionality is defined as the ability for schools to request funds on a day other than what the service provider has profiled on its system for the school.  For example, this will allow a Monday only school to send in a disbursement date that falls on a Wednesday and have it actually disbursed that day rather than waiting until the following Monday.  This feature is optional for Service Providers to support.  At a minimum, a service provider must provide an error code indicating that Disbursement Day Override request is not a currently supported function.  Schools should contact their service providers to see if they support this function. 

NOTE

To ensure that date requested can be met, most service providers require this request be submitted at an adequate amount in advance of the requested scheduled disbursement.  Schools should contact the service provider regarding the acceptable time frame for submitting Disbursement Day override request.

7.2.6.4
Custom Extension Area

There may be one or more CustomExtension Complex Elements in each Document for each loan or application if you wish to use unique services provided by your receiving organization.  

NOTE

All Custom Extension Complex Element layouts must be registered with the NCHELP central office.

If your receiving organization provides any unique services, contact the receiving organization for the requirements of using these services.

If organizations receive unique information for which they have no agreement to accept, they should ignore this information, and should not produce a fatal processing error.

The Layout table in the following section lists all required elements to be contained in the CustomExtension complex element.  

7.2.6.5
Response Format - <FullResponseCode>
This additional service allows sending organizations to control the format of their Reprint or Terminate Responses on a request by request basis.  The <FullResponseCode> is located in the Loan Information complex element and may contain a value of “Snapshot” or “Full”.

The value of this element indicates one of the following:  

· Response format should be created as “Full” when responding to this request.

· Response format should be created as “Snapshot” when responding to this request.

This feature is optional for service providers to support.  If the requested format is not supported by the service provider, the <FullResponseCode> will be ignored.  The response will be created in the format that is supported by the service provider.  Schools should contact their service provider regarding their support of the various response formats.

Please note, if the response contains a Snapshot response type for one request and a Full response type for another request for the same student, the Student complex element may be repeated twice within the response document.  This is to accommodate the different elements that are required at the Student level for each response type.

See “Response Formats” for additional information concerning the formats and content.

7.3
Loan Request, Reprint Request, Termination Request and Pre-Guarantee Change Request Layout Table

7.3.1
Introduction

This layout table identifies the Common Record XML elements that make up the content of school and lender Loan Requests, Pre-Guarantee Change Request, Reprint Requests, and Termination Requests, and defines requirements for their use.  This table should be referenced when programming for the sending of Loan, Pre-Guarantee Change, Reprint, and Termination Requests to service providers.  The table contains several columns designed to inform readers about the XML elements.  The columns are as follows:

Field Number (Fld #): Lists an element reference number to be used when referring to a specific element in the table.  It should be noted that the number is not unique and may not be consistent across documents.

Common Record: CommonLine Data Elements: Displays the Common Record XML element name and definition from the data dictionary.  

Maximum Length (Max Leng): Specifies the maximum length of the element.

Data Type: Specifies the type of XML element (e.g. date, integer, decimal, string, Boolean, etc.).  Specific details concerning the characteristics and standards applicable to each type of data can be found in the Common Record: CommonLine Valid Format Rules section of this implementation guide.

Element Type: Specifies the type of XML element.  (e.g. simple, complex, complex with attribute).  Specific details concerning the characteristics and standards applicable to each type of element can be found in the Introduction, under XML 101, of this implementation guide.

Format and Valid Values: Describes the acceptable content for a given Common Record: CommonLine element.

· For complex elements a list of the simple and complex elements that are children of that element is provided.

· Information marked NOTE is provided to add clarity or further definition.  Please be attentive to these.

LR (Loan Request): A value in this column indicates that the element should be considered for inclusion in an initial Loan Request document or subsequent changes prior to guarantee.

RR (Reprint Request): A value in this column indicates that the element should be considered for inclusion in a Reprint Request document.

TR (Termination Request): A value in this column indicates that the element should be considered for inclusion in a Termination Request document.

Values used in these columns are:

Document Information

These elements are critical to the proper formation of an XML document and its eventual processing.  They provide essential information on the location of the appropriate schemas, the identification and type of document, the software of origin, and the source and destination of the document.

Attended School

This element identifies the school associated with the loan, pre-guarantee change, reprint, or terminate request(s).

Student Information

These elements provide identifying detail about the student, as well as contact (address, phone, e-mail) information.  For specific programs their employment and personal financial data may also be included.

Loan Information

These elements are those that would typically be considered to be at the application level for all loan types.  For instance, it is data that would be shared by subsidized and unsubsidized Stafford Loans made as part of the same application.  Grouping these elements under Loan Information allows them to be provided only once but be recognized as applying to the subsidized and unsubsidized loans that share the same Financial Award ID.

Award Information

Award elements convey data that is specific to the particular loan program.  This section becomes particularly complex because it can also include “Person” elements that provide data about References, Cosigners, PLUS Borrowers, and Alternative Borrowers who are not the student.  Each person identified may also include complex elements detailing identity, address and phone, current and previous employment, and personal financial data on income, debt and payments.  There will always be one group of Award information for each specific loan.

Disbursement Information

Disbursement elements are sent with each set of Award elements.  One group of disbursement elements is sent for each disbursement planned for a loan.  The number of disbursements supported by the service provider must be understood between the school and service provider.

Post-Guarantee Change Request Processing

7.5.1
Introduction

The fundamental change in the CRC post-guarantee change process is the complete revision to processing requirements previously established by the NCHELP CommonLine flat file formats and business rules.  The foundation of the new process includes:
· The move from a transaction-based model where schools are required to stipulate the exact transactions they want their service providers to process; to

· An “end result” model where the school is only required to report the data elements that have changed on a student’s record.  “End result” means that a minimal set of data elements have been identified as required in the communication of change functions between the originator and FFELP service providers or the recipients.
· Students may appear in a Change request document more than once, but only one change per element per student may be requested in each document.  For example, if the <StudentLevelCode> is updated twice within the same day, but the school transmits the data at the end of the day, only the most recent update should be reported.

· If the same student appears in the Change request document more than once the service provider will process each request independently.
In general, only changed data elements will be sent.  A few exceptions exist - please see the detailed layout for further description.  Successful processing of combination functions may depend upon the order in which they are processed.  Service providers should consider the type of functions requested and process dependencies accordingly.

NOTE

It is important to note that due to the nature of this new end result oriented process, the previous CommonLine transaction-based audit trail for schools will no longer exist.  Therefore, a school’s existing audit trail of change transactions may or may not be impacted by this new process. 

This document description explains the programming format used to create the CRC Change Request.  The Change Request is submitted via selected electronic media for the following loan types:

· Federal Subsidized Stafford Loans;

· Federal Unsubsidized Stafford Loans;

· Federal PLUS Loans; and

· Alternative Loans.

The Response is used for response to, and acknowledgment of, changes submitted in the Change Request.  Service providers use the Response Document to report the status of individual change requests to the originator of that request.  For each rejected request, the originator of the request must correct all detected errors and re-submit the rejected Change Request to the service provider.  Refer to NCHELP Common Record: CommonLine Response Processing section for more information.

In order to keep with the design of end result oriented post-guarantee requests, it is imperative that only the elements indicated for a particular business function are sent in the document.  Elements/Tags listed not included in the Post-Guarantee Change Request Layout should never be sent with a request that includes <GuaranteeDate>.  The inclusion of such elements should be ignored by the recipient of the Request Document and will not be included in the corresponding Response Document.

An example of this would be for a business function request for a loan period change.  The layout indicates that, along with certain minimal data, the <FinancialAwardBeginDate> and <FinancialAwardEndDate> must be included.  However, if Person Financial Data Information such as <IncomeData> and <GrossAnnualSalary> are included, which are not included in the Loan Change Record Layout, these elements will be ignored and will not be included in the response.

Those elements that are listed in the Loan Change but are not included in, or part of, the business function must not be sent in the Request Document.  In some instances, the creator of the document will need to incorporate more than one defined business function.  In these instances, the creator must send only the listed required elements.  In the case where duplicate elements occur, only one instance of that element must be included in the request.  If additional elements are included in the request, the recipient may not be able to determine the business function or functions intended.  In these instances, the recipient of the document may error the request and respond back with the appropriate error message, or it may result in the recipient processing the information in a manner not intended.  In order to avoid an incorrect business function being processed, it is imperative that only the elements pertaining to the business function be in the request.

An example would be a business function request for a loan period change.  The layout indicates that, along with the minimal data, the <FinancialAwardBeginDate> and <FinancialAwardEndDate> must be included.  However, if the element <DisbursementAmount> were also included, this could result in an error from the receiving organization.  The recipient may not be able to identify what disbursement of a multi-disbursement loan is to be updated.  The recipient will respond with the appropriate error message.

Another example would be a business function request for a pre-disbursement cancellation change.  The layout indicates that, along with the minimal data, the <DisbursementAmount>, <CancellationDate> and <GrossLoanAmount> must be included.  However, if the element <ExitDate> were also included, this could result in a error from the receiving organization.  The recipient may not be able to identify what business function was intended.  The recipient will respond with the appropriate error message.

For processing of an errored Post-Guarantee Request, the creator of the file, after receipt of the error message, is required to re-create and re-send the entire business function.

NOTE

There are required elements that are not allowed to be changed in a post-guarantee change request but are mandatory within the Post-Guarantee change layout table because organizations use them for matching criteria and/or routing.  The elements include SSN, LastName, Birthdate, FirstName, FinancialAwardID, FinancialAwardNumber, Lender’s OPEID and Guarantor's OPEID.  However, not all organizations follow the same business practice on matching and routing criteria.  For example, if the Birthdate sent in the request does not match the service providers’ database, one service provider may reject the request while another service provider may process the request with a manual follow-up.  Therefore, please contact your service providers for more information regarding their processes.

7.5.2
Change Requests - Prior to First Disbursement 

By default, changes sent prior to the receipt of the first disbursement roster are sent to the service provider identified in the <Source> in the initial Response Document (i.e., initial response to a loan request).  In addition, software providers are required to support a method whereby schools can override the default destination of these documents.

To ensure that pre-disbursement changes are requested in advance of the issuance of funds, most service providers require that pre-disbursement changes must be submitted in an adequate amount of time prior to the disbursement date of the affected disbursement.  Schools should contact the service provider regarding the acceptable time frame for submitting pre-disbursement changes.

Service providers offering hold and release services that receive a Change Request specifying a disbursement release are required at a minimum to process any other requests transmitted within the same document that affect the disbursement prior to releasing the funds.  

7.5.3
Change Requests - After First Disbursement

Change Requests sent after the receipt of the first disbursement roster should be sent to the service provider identified in the <Source> of the most recent CRC Disbursement Roster.  However, schools may choose to send change requests to other service providers if appropriate.

If the receiving organization cannot process the Change Request, it should forward the Change Request to the appropriate service provider for processing via a document type of Request or Change, or should return an error response indicating they do not support this function.  For example, if the change is sent prior to the first disbursement to a guarantor who does not service the loan, the guarantor can route the request to the lender originating the loan.

Organizations, serving as “routing agents”, should indicate themselves as the <Source> in the Request and route these requests to the appropriate <Destination>.  Service providers, who receive these routed documents for processing, should process the requests and send the Response back to the routing agent.  The routing agent then must indicate themselves as the <Source> in the Response, and forward these responses to the appropriate school or school agent.

Normally, the only time a Change Request should be sent from one service provider to another is in the situation described above where the service provider is acting as a routing agent.  However, some Service Providers may use this process to exchange information between service providers, but are not required to do so.  The NCHELP Common Account Maintenance file or other proprietary communication is the preferred method for exchanging change requests between service providers. 

7.6
Additional Services

This section describes additional services supported by the Post-Guarantee Change Request.  All software providers are required to support these services.  However, these services are optional for all other trading partners to provide.  Additional services available are determined by the trading partners.

NOTE

Some trading partners provide other unique services that require the inclusion of additional data tags.  Contact your trading partner if you wish to use unique services.

7.6.1
Hold/Release Processing

This additional service allows the actual release of funds for each disbursement.  Not all service providers offer the hold and release functionality.  The <DisbursementReleaseIndicator> in the Request acts as a flag indicating when funds should be held, indicated by a “false” (hold disbursement until release notification is given) or when funds should be released, indicated by a “true” (release the disbursement as scheduled), assuming a hold was previously requested.  Some service providers may allow schools to place all disbursements in a hold status automatically at the time of guarantee/application processing.  Schools choosing this option must then submit a Post-Guarantee Change release request for each disbursement when they are ready to receive funds for that loan.

NOTE

The submission and acceptance of a hold request should not affect the reported disbursement schedule.  Service providers should not change the original disbursement schedule because of a hold request (e.g., changing the scheduled disbursement date to a future date).  The original disbursement dates should still be used when reporting scheduled disbursement dates.

Disbursements placed in a hold status for an extended period without notification of release are subject to cancellation based on service provider criteria.  Most service providers will follow up with schools prior to canceling the disbursement (and any subsequent disbursements) if this situation occurs.

Service providers offering hold and release services that receive a Post-Guarantee Change Request specifying a disbursement release are required at a minimum to process any other Change Request functions transmitted within the same document that affect the disbursement prior to releasing the funds.  Hold/Release is optional for service providers.  Service providers not offering hold/release services must provide an error code indicating the function is not supported. 

7.6.2
Netting

Netting is defined as a disbursement method in which funds that have been sent to the school electronically are reallocated for disbursement to another eligible borrower(s), instead of being returned.  The disbursing agent then offsets (deducts) the adjusted amounts from the total dollar amounts on the next transmission of funds to the school.  Netting is applicable only to EFT and master check disbursements.  When using the netting disbursement method, the school is still required to report cancellations, returns, and reissues via the Change Request or another mechanism.

Netting is optional for service providers.  At a minimum, a service provider must provide an error code indicating that netting is not a currently supported function.  If a service provider rejects a netting request because it is not supported, the school must submit a new change request indicating a different <FundsDistributionMethodCode>, and must return the funds to the disbursing agent.  

A complete description of netting is available in the CRC Disbursement Processing Section of this Implementation Guide.

7.6.3
Disbursement Day Override 

Disbursement day override functionality is defined as the ability for schools to request funds on a day other than what the service provider has profiled on its system for the school when submitting another Change Function that affects the Disbursement Date.  For example, this will allow a Monday only school to send in a disbursement date that falls on a Wednesday and have it actually disbursed that day rather than waiting until the following Monday.  This feature is optional for service providers.  At a minimum, a service provider must provide an error code indicating that Disbursement Day Override request is not a currently supported function.  Schools should contact their service providers regarding their support of this process. 

NOTE

To ensure that date requested can be met, most service providers require this request be submitted in an adequate amount of days in advance of the requested scheduled disbursement.  Schools should contact the service provider regarding the acceptable time frame for submitting Disbursement Day override request.

7.6.4
Response Format - <FullResponseCode>

This additional service allows sending organizations to control the format of their , Post-Guarantee Change Request responses on a request by request basis.  The <FullResponseCode> is located in the Loan Information complex element and may contain a value of “Snapshot”, “Full”, or “Standard”.  

The value of this element indicates one of the following:  

· Response format should be created as “Full” when responding to this request.

· Response format should be created as “Standard” when responding to this request.

· Response format should be created as “Snapshot” when responding to this request.

This feature is optional for service providers to support.  If the requested format is not supported by the service provider, the <FullResponseCode> will be ignored. The Change response will be created in the format that is supported by the service provider.  Schools should contact their service provider regarding their support of the various response formats.

Please note, if the response contains a Snapshot response type for one request and a Full response type for another request for the same student, the Student complex element may be repeated twice within the response document. This is to accommodate the different elements that are required at the Student level for each response type.

See “Response Formats” for additional information concerning the formats and content. 

7.6.5
Custom Extension Area

There may be one or more CustomExtension Complex Elements in each Document for each loan or application if you wish to use unique services provided by your receiving organization.  

NOTE

All Custom Extension Complex Element layouts must be registered with the NCHELP central office.

If your receiving organization provides any unique services, contact the receiving organization for the requirements of using these services.

If organizations receive unique information for which they have no agreement to accept, they should ignore this information, and should not produce a fatal processing error.

The Layout table in the following section lists all required elements to be contained in the CustomExtension complex element.  

7.7
Change Request Functions

This section includes the elements necessary to transmit both single and multiple change functions.  Elements must be provided if the data has changed; mandatory elements must always be sent.  Therefore the presence of the element indicates a change. All participants must realize that submission of unchanged tags can cause delays in processing.  Refer to the Change Request Layout for tags required for each change.  Service providers will perform edits to determine if the end result is valid.  If service providers receive a duplicate change request (or what appears to be a duplicate request) the service provider will respond indicating acceptance of the change, or will respond indicating this is a duplicate request.
The major post-guarantee change categories are:

· Student/Borrower Level Changes

· Loan Level Changes

· Pre-Disbursement Level Changes

· Post-Disbursement Level Changes

· Combination Changes

Below is a list of eligible changes that can be made to a loan.  Under each change type is a list of elements that may be required to be sent to make the requested change.  The mandatory elements listed in the layout will always be sent for each change request.  Please refer to the layout table for the mandatory elements, and the conditions for which the listed elements are required to be provided.  Examples of each actual change request are at the end of the Change Request section.  

NOTE

Additional updateable elements in the Post-Guarantee Change Request Layout may also be included that are not related to the change function.  They are <SchoolNoteMessage>, <LenderNoteMessage>, <GuararantorNoteMessage> and <SchoolAssignedPersonID>.

Loan Reallocation

This function is used to increase one loan and decrease the other loan.

By definition, a reallocation is defined as the shifting of funds between subsidized and unsubsidized Federal Stafford loans, regardless of Financial Award ID, for the same financial award period.

A reallocation requires that both loans must already exist on the service provider’s database and must be submitted together in the same document.  The subsidized and the unsubsidized loans must be nested within the same Student block.  Although one loan amount decreases and the other loan amount increases, the sum of the loan amounts remains unchanged.  Likewise, the sum of previously disbursed funds before reallocation must equal the sum of the disbursed funds after reallocation.  There is no exchange of funds between the school and service provider associated with this function.

Prior to reallocating funds, if the amount remaining undisbursed is greater than the requested adjustment amount, only the future disbursements would change.  This will minimize the need for schools to return funds.  For example, if the school requests that the subsidized Federal Stafford loan be reduced by $1000 and the remaining scheduled (undisbursed) disbursements are currently $1200, the future disbursements should be adjusted, leaving a total of $200. 

When reallocating funds, if the amount remaining undisbursed is less than the requested adjustment amount, the funds should be divided evenly among all the disbursements, both disbursed and undisbursed.  This process will provide standardized expectations on the part of both service providers and software providers.  For example, if the school requests that the subsidized Federal Stafford loan be reduced from $3000 to $1000, the first disbursement of $1500 has been issued, and the second disbursement of $1500 is scheduled for the future, the reallocation must adjust both the issued first disbursement and the future second disbursement to $500 each.  For adjustments to issued disbursements, the lender is required to recalculate interest and special allowance based upon the retroactive change.

Post-Withdrawal Return of Funds to Lender and Post-Withdrawal Return of Funds to School

Post-withdrawal return to lender and post-withdrawal return to school Requests in CRC do not directly correlate to the CL5 @1-28 and @1-29 records.  In CL5 the post-withdrawal return correction record (@1-29) is intended to reset the loan disbursements.  Another post-withdrawal return (@1-28) may be sent to change the amount the school intended to return to the service provider.  The school may need to return additional funds to the service provider or indicate funds that the service provider should return to the school.  The end result based CRC process does not accommodate the CL5 functionality, which includes the interim step of re-setting the loan with an @1-29 record.

A post-withdrawal return of funds to lender indicates a principal reduction to the loan.  The post-withdrawal return to school fully or partially reduces the amount of funds previously returned to the service provider.  In a post-withdrawal return to school situation the service provider is requested to return funds to the school and this represents a principal reduction reversal or payment reversal.  These funds are not considered reissued funds from the service provider; therefore, the actual disbursement date and amount on the service provider's database does not change as a result of a post-withdrawal return to lender or post-withdrawal return to school. If a school sent a post-withdrawal return to lender and needs to return additional funds to the service provider the <PostwithdrawalCorrectionIndicator> should not be sent.  The <PostwithdrawalCorrectionIndicator> is included when the school is requesting previously returned post-withdrawal returned funds sent to the service provider in error to be returned to them.  Funds move from the school to the service provider in a post-withdrawal return to lender and funds move from the service provider to the school in a post-withdrawal return to school.

The <DisbursementReturnedAmount> sent reflects the end-result picture of the <DisbursementReturnedAmount> on the school’s database.  The service provider must calculate how much money the school wishes to return/receive with this request based on previous post-withdrawal return to lender and post-withdrawal return to school data for this disbursement.  The <DisbursementReturnedAmount> in a post-withdrawal return to lender is actually a principal reduction to the loan (a payment) and is; therefore, not available for reinstatement.  Also, since it is considered a payment, the <GrossLoanAmount> does not decrease by the returned amount associated with the withdrawal.  In contrast when funds are being returned due to a cancellation, the <ReinstatementAvailableAmount> would increase by the gross amount of the returned funds and the <GrossLoanAmount> would decrease by that amount.  It should be noted that in a post-withdrawal return to school the NoFundsMoved value in the <FundsDistributionMethodCode> element indicates that no funds are being moved from the school to the service provider; however, the servicer provider is expected to return funds to the school.  The <DisbursementReturnedAmount> element is an end result field in the post-withdrawal return to lender and post-withdrawal return to school records. In addition, the <DisbursementReturnedAmount> element in the post-withdrawal return to school record is used to indicate that the funds will move from the service provider to the school. In all other instances, this element indicates funds moving from the school to the service provider.

In order for the service provider to determine the amount of funds to return to the school, the service provider must compare the <DisbursementReturnedAmount> from the Post-Withdrawal Return of Funds to Lender record to the <DisbursementReturnedAmount> provided in the Post-Withdrawal Return of Funds to School record.

The return of the funds to the school is outside of CommonLine (the return of funds will not be included in a Disbursement Roster).
7.8
Combination of Changes

Multiple change functions can be included within the same document.  Combination changes can contain only one instance of a required element, even though the element is required for both business functions.  In some instances combination changes will require the recipient to compare the incoming data to their database to determine the appropriate function to be applied.  The following examples reflect combination changes that do not share required elements and changes that do share required elements.  Please see the layout table and examples for a complete listing of requirements.

Field Number - Lists an element reference number to be used when referring to a specific element in the table.  It should be noted that the number is not unique and may not be consistent across layout documents.  
Common Record: CommonLine Data Element - Displays the Common Record XML element name and definition from the data dictionary.

Maximum Length (Max Length) - Specifies the maximum length of the element.

Data Type - Specifies the type of XML element (e.g. date, integer, decimal, string, Boolean etc.).  Specific details concerning the characteristics and standards applicable to each type of data can be found in the Common Record: CommonLine Valid Format Rules section of this implementation guide.

Element Type - Specifies whether the element is a simple or complex element. Specific details concerning the characteristics and standards applicable to each type of data can be found in the introduction under XML 101 of this implementation guide.

Format and Valid Values: Describes the acceptable content for a given Common Record: CommonLine element.

· For complex elements a list of the simple and complex elements that are within that element is provided.

· Information marked NOTE is provided to add clarity or further definition.  Please be attentive to these.

The CRC Layout lists elements in block sequence.  A general rule regarding sequence of data within complex elements is that the start and end data tags and their context must be presented in the XML document within the complex element tags to which they belong.  The sequence of the data within that block or element is dictated by the sequence of the data tags presented in the XML schema.  For example, if an XML element has ten simple elements within it, those ten elements must occur in the same sequence as depicted in the XML schema.

Common Record: CommonLine Valid Format Rules: Please reference the section of this Implementation Guide for valid format rules to be generally applied to the elements herein.  Any deviation from these format rules will be noted in the appropriate Layout Table(s).  

The following format rules apply to XML Predefined Special Characters: XML does not allow character data inside an element to contain a raw unescaped less than sign (<), ampersand (&), greater than sign (>), quotation mark (“), or apostrophe (‘).  If these characters are necessary in the markup, they must be escaped using the following predefined special character references.  An XML parser replaces the predefined character references with actual characters.

Loan Request Data Primary Element Groups

Document Information

These elements are critical to the proper formation of an XML document and its eventual processing.  They provide essential information on the location of the appropriate schemas, the identification and type of document, the software of origin, and the source and destination of the document.

Attended School

This element identifies the school associated with the request.

Student Information

These elements provide identifying detail about the student, as well as contact (address, phone, e-mail) information.

Loan Information

These elements are those that would typically be considered to be at the application level for all loan types.  For instance, it is data that would be shared by Subsidized and Unsubsidized Stafford loans made as part of the same application.  Grouping these elements under Loan Information allows them to be provided only once but be recognized as applying to the Subsidized and Unsubsidized loans that share the same Financial Award ID.

Award Information

Award elements convey data specific to the particular loan program.  This section becomes particularly complex because it can also include “Person” elements that provide data about PLUS borrowers and alternative borrowers who are not the student.  Each person identified may also include complex elements detailing identity, address, and phone.  There will always be one group of Award Information for each specific loan.

Disbursement Information

Disbursement elements may be sent with each set of Award elements.  One group of disbursement elements is sent for each disbursement for a loan.  The number of disbursements supported by the service provider must be understood between the school and service provider.

In this example the student was erroneously withdrawn, so the school submits the <ExitDate> with nil=true to notify the service provider to remove the exit date on its system along with a value of “NoFundsMoved” in the <FundsDistributionMethodCode> to notify the service provider previous returned funds are needed.  The <DisbursementReturnedAmount> indicates the corrected amount the school intended to report to the service provider. 

In order for the service provider to determine the amount of funds to return to the school, the service provider must compare the <DisbursementReturnedAmount> from the Post-Withdrawal Return of Funds to Lender record to the <DisbursementReturnedAmount> provided in the Post-Withdrawal Return of Funds to School record.

The return of the funds to the school is outside of CommonLine (the return of funds will not be included in a Disbursement Roster).

Post-Withdrawal Return to Lender and Post-Withdrawal Return to School Examples

The following examples are intended to clarify how to accommodate the possible post-withdrawal scenarios using the CRC process.  The original withdrawal information is given and three separate scenarios reflect possible changes to this withdrawal.  Each scenario builds upon data sent in the original withdrawal not on other scenarios (i.e. scenario #3 does not build on scenario #1 or #2).

The <DisbursementReturnedAmount> sent reflects the end-result picture of the <DisbursementReturnedAmount> on the school's database.  The service provider must calculate how much money the school wishes to return/receive with this request based on previous post-withdrawal return and post-withdrawal return to lender and/or post-withdrawal return to school data for this disbursement.

Withdrawal - The student withdraws from school and the school determines that the student is entitled to keep $500 from disbursement #1 based on the disbursement and withdrawal dates.  The school must return the remaining unearned funds ($500).  The school deducts the 3% origination fee for a return amount of $485.  The school sends post-withdrawal return to lender data.

Scenario #1 - The school realized that it entered the wrong exit date.  Using the correct exit date the school recalculates the amount the student is entitled to keep/return.  The school determines that it should return an additional $100. After subtracting the 3% origination fees the net amount the school needs to return is an additional $97.  Since the <DisbursementReturnedAmount> is an end result based field the school would send a value of $582 in this field ($485 from the original return + $97 for this return = $582).  The service provider would compare the value the school sent ($582) and subtract the previously sent value of $485 to determine that the school is requesting to return an additional $97 now. The school sends post-withdrawal return to lender data.

Scenario #2 - The school realized that it entered the wrong exit date.  Using the correct exit date the school recalculates the amount the student is entitled to keep/return.  The school determines that it has returned too much money to the service provider in the original post-withdrawal return to lender and is requesting $100 back.  After subtracting the 3% origination fees the net amount the school should receive is $97.  Since the <DisbursementReturnedAmount> is an end result based field the school would send a value of $388 in this field ($485 from the original return - $97 for this return = $388).  The service provider would compare the value the school is sending now ($388) and subtract the previously sent value of $485 to determine that the school is requesting them to return $97. The school sends post-withdrawal return to school data.

Scenario #3 - The school realized that it sent the post-withdrawal return for the wrong student.  They are sending in correction data to restore the loan to the pre-withdrawal condition.  Since the <DisbursementReturnedAmount> is an end result based field the school would send a value of $0 in this field.  The service provider would compare the value the school is sending now ($0) and subtract the previously sent value of $485 to determine that the school is requesting the service provider to return all $485 to them.  The school sends post-withdrawal return to school data.

The school could choose to send in cancellation information for the second disbursement in the same post-withdrawal return to lender situation described above.  The following examples depict the data the school would send for each scenario if they had cancelled the second disbursement.  Some service providers may automatically cancel undisbursed funds when they receive a post-withdrawal to lender notification without receiving cancellation information from the school.  This is based on agreements between trading partners.  The response data would reflect cancellation amounts, gross loan amount and reinstatement available amount fields.  In the event the post-withdrawal was originally submitted in error, the school would also need to have an agreement with their service provider as to whether or not they should send in reinstatement data along with their post-withdrawal to school request.

Combination Post Disbursement Cancellation and Post-Withdrawal Return to Lender

The original loan amount for a loan is $4000 and is equally distributed between disbursement 1 and 2.

The school requests a cancellation in the amount of $100 (Scenario 1 below).  The <GrossLoanAmount> would be $3900, the new <DisbursementAmount> would be $1900, and the <DisbursementReturnedAmount> would be $97 (the net amount).

The school then processes a Post-Withdrawal Return request (Scenario 2 below) for $100.  The <DisbursementReturnedAmount> would not contain the total of the Cancellation and the Post-Withdrawal Return; it would only contain the Post-Withdrawal Return amount of $97 (the net amount).  The  <GrossLoanAmount> would contain $3900 (because the Post-Withdrawal Return does not decrease the disbursement or the gross amount).

The school discovers it made an error and cancelled funds when it should have processed a post-withdrawal return (Scenario 3 below).  The school needs the cancelled funds returned to them.  To re-disburse the $100 back to the school a new disbursement would need to be created by using the Add a Disbursement function.  The <DisbursementAmount> would contain $100 and GrossLoanAmount would contain $4000. This would not be a reinstatement request since originally it was only a partial cancellation and you can not reinstate a post disbursement that was not fully cancelled.

Combination Guarantee Loan Increase/Disbursement Change and Add Request Function

The school is asking for a loan increase from $2,000 to $3,000.  The service provider must verify all changes against its database to determine what the school is requesting.  The previous guarantee amount was $2,000.  The new guarantee amount that the school is submitting is $3,000.  Because the first disbursement was previously cancelled the processing rules indicate all cancels must be reinstated.  The second disbursement is included because the disbursement date and amount changed from the prior values.  The third disbursement is a “new” added disbursement and must be included.

Scenario Impact to Financial Data Elements

These examples are meant to show how the different financial amount elements are impacted by a series of events, not to show every piece of data that must or may be sent.  Therefore, only enough data is depicted to tell what is happening at each event.  Additional data elements are required for each request or response document.  This example depicts a lender flow of data and a Subsidized Stafford loan.  See the layout sections for specific data element requirements.

Column B = Student requests $8,000.  School certifies $5,500, but sends the wrong grade level

Column C = Snapshot returned to school indicating the Lender has approved $3,500.

Column D = The school realizes it sent the wrong grade level and corrects this mistake.

Column E = Snapshot data sent due to the lender approving more funds based on the higher grade level.  Lender sends request to guarantor for guarantee.

Column F = The loan is guaranteed and a snapshot is returned to the school.

Column G = The school cancels a portion of the loan at the student’s request (pre-disbursement cancel)

Column H = Snapshot due to the cancellation change request.

Column I = The student withdraws after the first disbursement.  The school returns a portion of the first disbursement and cancels the 2nd disbursement (post-withdrawal return to lender and cancellation).

Column J = Snapshot due to withdrawal and cancellation change request.

The <DisbursementReturnedAmount> in a post-withdrawal return to lender is actually a principal reduction to the loan (a payment) and is, therefore, not available for reinstatement.  Also, since it is considered a payment, the <GrossLoanAmount> does not decrease by the returned amount associated with the withdrawal.  When funds are being returned due to a cancellation, the <ReinstatementAvailableAmount> would increase by the gross amount of the returned funds and the <GrossLoanAmount> would decrease in that amount.

School Certification Request Processing

7.12.1
Introduction

School Certification Requests are initiated when a borrower submits a loan request directly to the service provider.  The service provider collects the data submitted by the borrower and transmits a certification request to school.  The request is transmitted with a  <DocumentTypeCode> of “CertificationRequest”, <ProcessingTypeCode> of “CR” for certification, and the type of loan being requested, PLUS, alternative or Stafford.  For Stafford loans, service providers will transmit a loan type <FFELPCombined> due to the fact that the school’s certification process will determine the student’s eligibility for Subsidized or Unsubsidized loans.

After certification, the school will transmit a Loan Request document containing a <DocumentTypeCode> of “Request” and a <ProcessingTypeCode> of “CR” back to the service provider with the same fields populated that are required in the Guarantee Only process.  When certifying Stafford loans, the school will transmit the appropriate <FFELPSubsidized> and/or <FFELPUnsubsidized> loan type.

If, during processing, but before guarantee, the school determines that the borrower is ineligible for the loan, the school should send a request with a <TerminateIndicator> set to “true” (termination request).

NOTE

The generation of a School Certification Request should only occur if the school has made an agreement with the service provider in advance.  This process should not be used to generate unsolicited applications.

7.13.1
Introduction

This layout table identifies the Common Record XML elements that make up the content of the Certification Request and defines requirements for its use.  This table should be referenced when programming for the sending Certification Requests.  The table contains several columns designed to inform readers about the XML elements.  The columns are as follows:

Field Number (Fld #): Lists an element reference number to be used when referring to a specific element in the table.  It should be noted that the number is not unique and may not be consistent across documents.

Common Record: CommonLine Data Elements: Displays the Common Record XML element name and definition from the data dictionary.  

Maximum Length (Max Leng): Specifies the maximum length of the element.

Data Type: Specifies the type of XML element (e.g. date, integer, decimal, string, Boolean, etc.).  Specific details concerning the characteristics and standards applicable to each type of data can be found in the CommonRecord: CommonLine Valid Format Rules section of this implementation guide.

Element Type: Specifies the type of XML element.  (e.g. simple, complex, complex with attribute).  Specific details concerning the characteristics and standards applicable to each type of element can be found in the Introduction under XML 101 of this implementation guide. 

Format and Valid Values: Describes the acceptable content for a given Common Record: CommonLine element.

· For complex elements a list of the simple and complex elements that are within that element is provided.

· Information marked NOTE is provided to add clarity or further definition.  Please be attentive to these.

CR:  A value in this column indicates that the element should be considered for inclusion in a Certification Request document sent by the service provider to a school.  The values used in these columns are:

M =
Mandatory.  Required data element that cannot be changed.

R = 
Required.  Required data element that may be changed.
C = 
Conditional.  The element must, under conditions noted in the Requirement Statement column, be included in the type of request heading the column.
O = 
Optional.  The element is optional for inclusion in the type of request heading the column.
Dash (-) = Not applicable.  The element is not used for the type of request heading the column.

Blank ( ) = Complex Element.  The element is provided only if any of its simple elements are included.

Requirement Statement: Indicates the circumstances under which an element is to be included in a given request.

· Process(es) = process as defined by the <ProcessingTypeCode>
· CR = A service provider’s request for certification data from the school.

· Information marked NOTE is provided to add clarity or further definition.  Please be attentive to these.

Common Record: CommonLine Valid Format Rules: Please reference this section of the Implementation Guide for valid format rules to be generally applied to the elements herein.  Any deviation from these format rules will be noted in the appropriate Layout Table(s). 

The following format rules apply to XML Predefined Special Characters: XML does not allow character data inside an element to contain a raw unescaped less than sign (<), ampersand (&), closing greater than sign (>), quotation mark (“), or apostrophe (‘).  If these characters are necessary in your markup, they must be escaped using predefined character references.  An XML parser replaces the predefined character references with actual characters.

School Certification Request Data is arranged into primary element groups:

Document Information

These elements are critical to the proper formation of an XML document and its eventual processing.  They provide essential information on the location of the appropriate schemas, the identification and type of document, the software of origin, and the source and destination of the document.

Attended School

This element identifies the school associated with the certification request.

Student Information

These elements provide identifying detail about the student, as well as contact (address, phone, and email) information.  For specific programs their personal financial data may also be included.

Loan Information 

These elements are those that would typically be considered to be at the application level for all loan types.  For instance, it is data that would be shared by a combination of Subsidized and Unsubsidized Stafford loans made as part of the same application.  Grouping these elements under Loan Information allows them to be provided only once but be recognized as applying to the Subsidized and Unsubsidized loans that share the same Financial Award ID.

Award Information

Award elements convey data specific to the particular loan program.  This section becomes particularly complex because it can also include “Person” elements that provide data about PLUS borrowers and alternative borrowers who are not the student.  Each person identified may also include complex elements detailing identity, address, phone, e-mail, and personal financial data on income, debt and payments.  There will always be one group of Award Information for each specific loan.

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	8. Response Processing


8.1
Introduction

This document describes the Common Record: CommonLine (CRC) Response process for FFELP (Federal Family Education Loan Program) and alternative loans.  The Response provides the information needed to verify that Loan Requests submitted (both paper and electronic) were successfully received and/or processed.  This process also allows service providers to provide status updates for each loan, as well as confirm the processing of changes submitted.

A Response must be sent to the organization sending the original Loan Request or Post-Guarantee Change Request, or it may be sent for information to interested third parties, depending on your agreement with each third party.  

NOTE

Throughout this document, the term “Software Provider” refers to both Financial Aid Management Systems (FAMS) and School-Based Software (SBS)

8.2
Response Formats

There are three formats for Response documents.  They are “Snapshot”, “Full”, and “Standard” as defined below.  While it is optional to support all three response formats, service providers must, at a minimum, support the “Snapshot” format.  However, software providers must support all Response formats.

1.
A “Snapshot” response contains:

· an image of the student and loan data from the service provider’s system at the time the response is created.

NOTE

If an error exists on a service provider’s system as a result of data sent in a previous request, it may be reported in a snapshot response to the current request.

· the <EditProcessResult> complex element will provide detailed information on errors

8.3.3
Determination of the <ResponseCode> Within a Block

A hierarchy must be used to determine the appropriate <ResponseCode> to be returned within a block.  Use the Priority Over column in the table to determine the appropriate code for a block.

1.
Do not use a response code if it is not relevant within a particular block.  

Example: “Pending” is not relevant within the Attended School block.

2.
If there is uncertainty which code to return because many seem relevant, use the Priority Over to determine the appropriate code.  

Example: If every element of an award block is “Accepted” except one element is invalid, “Rejected” would be returned in the Response Code for that block.

3. The Response block of each complex element should be looked at independently.

Example: If there is an error within the Permanent Address complex element for a PLUS Borrower.  The <ResponseCode> within the Response block for that Permanent Address should contain a value of “Rejected”.  Note that Permanent Address in this case is nested under the FFELPPLUS award and Borrower complex elements.  The <ResponseCode> in the Response block for the Person and the Response block for the FFELPPLUS award block should be “Accepted” if there are no other errors within those blocks.

Examples of “Rejected” Response Value

The following table is meant to provide examples of situations which would result in the “Rejected” Response Code value being returned.  It is not meant to be all inclusive.

8.5
Response Types

The following paragraphs explain the various response types.

8.5.1
Responses to Loan Request

Responses to a Loan Request may include responses to new loan requests (applications), reprint requests, terminate requests, and pre-guarantee change requests.  The <ResponseTypeCode> in the Response document will contain a value of “ResponseToLoanRequest”
Along with the Response type, the Loan Request Response includes pertinent information for each Request being acknowledged, including:

· The status of the loan(s) - guaranteed, pending, terminated, etc.  See Loan Status Reporting section below.
· The scheduled disbursement date(s) and amount(s) must be included if the loan(s) was guaranteed.  The scheduled disbursement date(s) and amount(s) may be included pre-guarantee.

· Processing results that are reported in the complex element <EditProcessResult> to identify all errors that inhibited processing of the loan(s), if applicable.  This element may be returned within the Response block one or more times to communicate errors within the block.
Once the service provider has provided the school with a Response containing a <GuarantorStatusCode> of “40” (guaranteed), all subsequent unsolicited status or data updates will be transmitted using a <ResponseTypeCode> of “ModificationAfterGuarantee”.  
8.5.2
Responses to Credit Requests

Responses to a pre-approval credit request will have a value of “ResponseToCreditRequest” for the element <ResponseTypeCode>.

Along with the Response type code, the Response to pre-approval credit requests includes pertinent information for each Request being acknowledged, including:

· The status of the request provided in the <CreditStatusCode> element.  See Loan Status Reporting section below.
· Processing results that are reported in the complex element <EditProcessResult> to identify all errors that inhibited processing of the loan(s), if applicable.  This element may be returned within the Response block one or more times to communicate errors within the block.

8.5.3
Responses to Post-Guarantee Change Request

The Response document will contain a value of “ResponseToChangeRequest” in the <ResponseTypeCode> to acknowledge changes requested via a Request for Post-Guarantee Changes. 

· An exception to this is that responses are not normally sent for person-level changes.  When multiple changes are requested, including Person level changes, the Response may or may not contain the updated Person level information even though the <ResponseCode> contains the value of “Accepted”.  It is recommended that Recipients do not overlay their system with the Person level information if the <ResponseTypeCode> contains “ResponseToChangeRequest”.

· If changes occurred or were requested through a Request document, and non-change related modifications (i.e., status updates) occurred, only one “ResponseToChangeRequest” should be sent.

Sending organizations can also use this response type for other changes received outside of this process, but every Response must acknowledge at least one Request for Post-Guarantee Changes.  For example, if you are generating this response type in response to a Request, and a change for the same loan is received via fax, telephone call, or letter, you can also acknowledge the changes made through these requests in the same response.  The exception, is if the requested Response type for the Request is “Standard” the Modification Response cannot be combined within the Response to post-guarantee changes as the only options for Modification Response are “Snapshot” and “Full”.

The Response will also provide a status indicating the results of processing by the service provider.  This status is reported in the <ResponseCode> and may include a value of: “Accepted”, “Rejected”, “Pending”, “Forwarded”, or “Statusing”.

For each rejected request, the Response to the post-guarantee change can also be used to describe all errors for a single change.  The <ResponseCode> for the Response must contain the value of “Rejected”, and the appropriate error codes/messages must be provided.  The appropriate <ResponseErrorCode> will be included in the complex element <EditProcessResult> of the Response.  In order to reprocess a rejected post-guarantee change request, the school must correct all detected errors and resubmit the data as a new request to the service provider.  This will ensure the original intent can still be determined by the recipient.  See Business Rules for Error Response processing, section 8.8, for additional information.

Service providers will generally not respond to person-level change requests.  It is intended that service providers receiving these records update their databases appropriately and forward this information via Common Account Maintenance (CAM) records or other means to trading partners who may have a need for this information.

Service providers should use a <ResponseCode> with a value of “Rejected” and a <ResponseErrorCode> with a value of “2366” (Service Provider does not process this type of request) to indicate that they do not support the processing of a particular change request.

Service providers should use a <ResponseCode> with a value of “Pending” and a <ResponseErrorCode> with a value of “2532” (Change request requires manual processing) to indicate that they do not support the processing of a particular change request in an automated fashion.  

· 
The receiving organization can anticipate receiving a <ModificationAfterGuarantee> once the change has been processed.  

Service providers should use a <ResponseCode> with a value of “Forwarded” and a <ResponseErrorCode> with a value of “2533” (Change request forwarded) to indicate that they have forwarded the request to the appropriate entity for processing.  

· The receiving organization can anticipate receiving a <ResponseToChangeRequest> once the change has been processed.  

8.5.4
Modification Responses

The <ResponseTypeCode> with a value of “ModificationAfterGuarantee” in the Response is used when:

· Informing the school of changes to disbursement dates and amounts, including cancellations reported outside of the post-guarantee change request process (e.g., changes reported via a telephone call, written correspondence, or some other proprietary method.)  

· Reporting any post-guarantee loan status updates to the school that affect the receipt/approval of the promissory note.  Examples of this include the following: the promissory note has been returned to the borrower for correction; the promissory note is on hold pending corrections; the promissory note has been received and approved, etc.

· Reporting other post-guarantee changes to the school as determined by the sending organization.

· Communicating certain essential information such as hold and release instructions, loan status information, and the need for revised Notices of Guarantee between service providers.  This use is subject to the agreement of the communicating entities.

Please refer to the table under the Response Trigger Conditions section for a listing of the fields that, when modified, should trigger the generation of a “ModificationAfterGuarantee” Response.

If the transmission of Modification responses is left uncontrolled, the possibility exists that two separate organizations could simultaneously submit Modification responses to a school for the same loan.  In the worst case, invalid data might overwrite correct information.  To avoid such confusion, only a single organization for each loan should transmit Modification responses to the school.  We strongly recommend that this organization be the lender when the “lender flow” process is used or the guarantor when the “guarantor flow” process is used.  In instances where the lender is unable to create a Modification response, the lender can designate an alternative agent to provide the information.

NOTE

If an error exists on a service provider’s system as a result of data sent in a previous request, it may be reported in a snapshot response to the current request.

This response type does not acknowledge post-guarantee changes submitted electronically via CRC.  Rather, a ResponseToChangeRequest will be sent to acknowledge these post-guarantee changes

However, if changes occurred or were requested through a Request for post-guarantee changes and non-change related modifications also occurred, all of the changes should be rolled up and reported in a ResponseToChangeRequest only if the format is Snapshot.  If the recipient subscribes to a full format, then separate responses will be created.  Examples of non-change related modifications would be a FAX request for a change from a school, a status update due to the normal progression of the loan through the origination process, a phone call, etc.

These fields are limited to those items or events that have a direct effect on the amount or delivery of loan proceeds or that convey loan and disbursement status information changed since the loan was guaranteed.

Responses triggered by changes to other data (typically demographic changes) should only be sent with prior agreement with a school.  Use the Loan Request Response Layout to create the document for the purpose of notifying the appropriate organization.  Fill the <DocumentTypeCode> with a value of “Response”, the <ResponseTypeCode> with a value of “ModificationAfterGuaranteee”, and the <ResponseCode> with a value of “Statusing”.

If there is a combination of a response to a post-guarantee change request and a modification within a block, do not use the value “Statusing” in the <ResponseCode>.  Use the other response codes of Accepted, Rejected, Pending, etc. that apply to the post-guarantee change request.  <ResponseTypeCode> would have the value “ResponseToChangeRequest”.  If the requested Response type for the Change Request is “Standard”, then the Modification Response cannot be combined within the Response to the post-guarantee change as the only options for Modification Response are “Snapshot” and “Full”.

8.8
Business Rules for Error Response Processing

This section is intended to describe the process for handling errors within a Response.  

1.
When a Response Code of “Rejected” is returned the <EditProcessResult> block is used to provide detailed information regarding the error.

2. The simple elements contained within the <EditProcessResult> complex element are: 

a.
<ResponseErrorCode> - a required element that contains the error code describing the error.

b.
<ResponseMessage> - an optional element that contains additional free-form text or the message used in the Error Code Table describing the error or providing instruction.

c.
<ResponseErrorField> - a required element that communicates the field in error.

NOTE

Do not include angle brackets when providing the field name within this element.
d. <ReportedValue> - a conditionally required element used to return the value reported, if a value was provided.

3.
Any element listed in either Request Layout table, Section 7.3, can be edited and returned in the <EditProcessResult> complex element.

4.
When an error is being reported for an element, it is important that the error be returned in the appropriate Response block.  If a simple element resides within a complex element that does not have a response block directly associated to it, return the error in the Response block associated to the complex element at the next level of nesting.  Examples:

a.
If the error is within the borrower’s Permanent Address, the response complex element within PermanentAddress should be utilized.
b.
If the error is within the borrower’s DriversLicense, the response complex element within Borrower should be utilized because there is no response complex element associated to DriversLicense.

c.
If the error is for the LenderApprovedAmount, the response complex element within FFELPSubsidized(Unsubsidized, PLUS, AlternativeLoan) should be utilized.

5.
An attempt will be made to process all data provided in a Post Guarantee Change Request in the Person and Loan Information blocks regardless of errors in the Award or Disbursement blocks.

6.
If an error is encountered that prevents processing: an error code 2531 must be returned for the remaining response blocks associated to that student or loan request that were not processed.

a.
The first complex element for each block should be used in the <ResponseErrorField> to notify the recipient the block was not processed.  If error code 2531 is provided, then the data has not been processed and the recipient should resend all of the tags in that block REQUIRED for processing.

b.
If organizations are returning error codes for each element submitted in the block(s) then do not also return error code 2531.

7.
If the business function(s) cannot be determined based on the data provided within the Award and Disbursement blocks for the Post-Guarantee Change Request, this would be an indication of a formatting problem.  Recipients should notify the submitter of the data immediately to prevent future processing delays.  If this situation occurs the recipient may reject the data and request the data in the Award and Disbursement block be corrected and resubmitted in its entirety.  Contact your service provider for additional processing information.  The following error should be returned:  

a.
Error Code: 2513

b.
Short Description: Post-Guarantee Change Request cannot be determined

c.
Long Description: The Post-Guarantee Change Request must contain all of the required data elements for a particular change, and must not contain data elements for conflicting change functions.

8.10
Loan Status Reporting

Loan status reporting has been designed to deliver a mechanism that provides an accurate depiction of a loan’s disposition within the loan process.  The four status codes in the Award Block include:

· <GuarantorStatusCode>

· <LenderStatusCode>

· <PromissoryNoteStatusCode>

· <CreditStatusCode>

These codes were created under the premise that all loans (FFELP and alternative) require the completion of two to four different events before the loan process concludes.  These events are: Guarantee processing, Lender approval, Promissory Note processing, and Credit verification.

Response record recipients must examine the four different status code elements provided in a response to derive the overall status of the loan.  Since all events within the loan process are reported in the same record, the recipient is provided with a clearer view of a loan’s status.  Service providers report results as they perform their specific responsibilities without overwriting the status information from one of the other three events.  In addition, rules defining the hierarchy of data overlay have been provided to ensure that older status information does not overwrite more recent status information for a particular event.  If reported properly, the status information will be more reliable, because the service provider is only updating activities for which it has specific responsibility.

Appendix G, Loan Status Processing, provides additional information regarding the loan status reporting mechanism.  Included in this appendix are the CRC loan status codes, additional text describing the codes, and example status reporting scenarios utilizing the four separate status code fields.

Additional Services

This section describes additional services supported by the Response process.  Please note that all software providers are required to support these services; however, these services are optional for service providers.

The additional services that follow may require the completion of some optional fields in the Response.  

8.11.1
Credit Pre-Approval for PLUS/Alternative Loans

A school will submit a request for a pre-approval credit check for PLUS/alternative loans by submitting a <ProcessingTypeCode> with a value of either a “CO” (Credit Only Request) or “CP” (Credit and Print Request) in a Loan Request to the lender or servicer.  The lender or servicer will respond with the appropriate value in <CreditStatusCode>.

For credit only processing, subsequent requests for guarantee will be submitted using a <ProcessingTypeCode> of “GP” (Guarantee and Print), “GO” (Guarantee Only) or “PG” (Print and Guarantee), as applicable, in the Loan Request.

For credit and print processing, subsequent requests for guarantee will be submitted using a <ProcessingTypeCode> with a value of “GO” in the Loan Request.

8.11.2
Hold/Release Processing

This additional service allows sending organizations to control the actual release of funds for each disbursement.  Not all service providers offer the hold and release functionality.

The <DisbursementReleaseIndicator> in the Loan Request or the Post-Guarantee Change Request acts as a flag indicating one of the following: 

· Funds should be held, indicated by a value of “false” (hold disbursement until release notification is given).  

· Funds should be released, indicated by a value of “true” (release the disbursement as scheduled), assuming a hold was requested.  

Some service providers may allow schools to place all disbursements in a hold status automatically at the time of guarantee/application processing.  Schools choosing this option must then submit a release transaction for each disbursement when they are ready to receive funds for that loan.

NOTE

The submission and acceptance of a hold request should not affect the reported disbursement schedule.  Service providers should not change the original disbursement schedule because of a hold request (e.g., changing the scheduled disbursement date to a future date).  The original disbursement dates should still be used when reporting anticipated disbursement date.

Disbursements placed in a hold status for an extended period without notification of release are subject to cancellation based on service provider criteria.  Most service providers will follow up with schools prior to canceling the disbursement (and any subsequent disbursements) if this situation occurs.

CRC participants providing hold and release services that receive a Request specifying a disbursement release are required at a minimum to process any other requests transmitted within the same document that affect the disbursement prior to releasing the disbursement.

8.11.3
Disbursement Day Override 

Disbursement day override functionality is defined as the ability for schools to request funds on a day other than what the service provider has profiled on its system for the school when submitting another Change Function that affects the Disbursement Date.  For example, this will allow a Monday only school to send in a disbursement date that falls on a Wednesday and have it actually disbursed that day rather than waiting until the following Monday.  This feature is optional for service providers.  At a minimum, a service provider must provide an error code indicating that Disbursement Day Override request is not a currently supported function.  Schools should contact their service providers regarding their support of this process. 

8.11.4
Response Format - <FullResponseCode>

This additional service allows sending organizations to control the format of their Post-guarantee Change, Reprint or Terminate Responses on a request by request basis.  The <FullResponseCode> is located in the Loan Information complex element and may contain a value of “Snapshot”, “Full”, or “Standard”. 

The value of this element indicates one of the following:

· Response format should be created as “Full” when responding to this request.

· Response format should be created as “Standard” when responding to this request.

· Response format should be created as “Snapshot” when responding to this request.

This feature is optional for service providers to support.  If the requested format is not supported by the service provider the <FullResponseCode> will be ignored.  The response will be created in the format that is supported by the service provider.  Schools should contact their service provider regarding their support of the various Response formats.

Please note, if the response contains a Snapshot response type for one request and a Full Response type for another request for the same Student, the Student complex element may be repeated twice within the response document.  This is to accommodate the different elements that are required at the Student level for each response type.
See “Response Formats” for additional information concerning the formats and content.

This layout table identifies the Common Record XML elements that make up the content of Response documents and defines requirements for their use.  Participants should reference this table when programming for the sending of Response documents.  The table contains several columns designed to inform readers about the XML elements.  The columns are as follows:

Field Number (Fld #): Lists an element reference number to be used when referring to a specific element in the table.  It should be noted that the number is not unique and may not be consistent across documents.

Common Record: CommonLine Data Elements: Displays the Common Record XML element name and definition from the data dictionary.  

Maximum Length (Max Leng): Specifies the maximum length of the element.

Data Type: Specifies the type of XML element.  (e.g.  date, integer, decimal, string, Boolean, etc).  Specific details concerning the characteristics and standards applicable to each type of data can be found in Common Record: CommonLine Valid Format Rules section of this implementation guide.

Element Type: Specifies the type of XML element.  (e.g.  simple, complex, complex with attribute).  Specific details concerning the characteristics and standards applicable to each type of element can be found in the Introduction under XML 101 of this implementation guide.

Format and Valid Values: Describes the acceptable content for a given Common Record: CommonLine element.  

· For complex elements a list of the simple and complex elements that are within that element is provided.

· Information marked NOTE:  is provided to add clarity or further definition.  Please be attentive to these.

· When data is required by the schema, and it was not supplied or was invalid in the Request document, see the following table for default value information.  If it becomes necessary to utilize these default values, they should not be stored in your database as the intended value for that element.

This may require the Response to be built from the Request document and not necessarily the service providers database, as the service provider may reject the Request.  The Full Response may also be used for a ModificationAfterGuarantee where the data that changed on the service provider’s database is sent.

ST (Standard Response): A value in this column indicates that the element should be considered for inclusion in a “Standard” Response.  The values provided would be the data from the service provider’s database.

C =

The following format rules apply to XML Predefined Special Characters: XML does not allow character data inside an element to contain a raw unescaped less than sign (<), ampersand (&), greater than sign (>), quotation mark (“), or apostrophe (‘). An XML parser replaces the predefined character references with actual characters.

Response Data Primary Element Groups:

Document Information

These elements are critical to the proper formation of an XML document and its eventual processing.  They provide essential information on the location of the appropriate schemas, the identification and type of document, the software of origin, and the source and destination of the document.

Attended School

This element identifies the school associated with the response information.

Person Information (Student)

These elements provide identifying detail about the student, as well as contact (address, phone, email) information.  For specific programs their employment and personal financial data may also be included.

Loan Information

These elements are those that would typically be considered to be at the application level for all loan types.  For instance, it is data that would be shared by Subsidized and Unsubsidized Stafford loans made as part of the same application.  Grouping these elements under Loan Information allows them to be provided only once but be recognized as applying to the Subsidized and Unsubsidized loans that share the same Financial Award ID.

Award Information

Award elements convey data specific to the particular loan program.  This section becomes particularly complex because it can also include “Person” elements that provide data about references, cosigners, PLUS borrowers, and alternative borrowers who are not the student.  Each person identified may also include complex elements detailing identity, address, phone email, current and previous employment, and personal financial data on income, debt and payments.  There will always be one group of Award Information for each specific loan.

Disbursement Information

Disbursement elements are sent with each set of Award elements.  One group of disbursement elements is sent for each disbursement for a loan.  The number of disbursements supported by the service provider must be understood between the school and service provider.

Introduction

9.1.1
Overview

This section describes the Common Record: CommonLine (CRC) Disbursement Information process for FFELP (Federal Family Education Loan Program) and alternative loans.

The Disbursement Information process in CRC format can be used to create any of the following:

· Disbursement Forecast;

· Disbursement Roster; or

· Disbursement Acknowledgment.

9.1.2
Disbursement Forecast 

A <DocumentTypeCode> with a value of “DisbursementForecast” reports disbursement information for loan segments scheduled to be disbursed by the lender or lender-servicer.  The Forecast provides timely disbursement information in support of federal regulations that require schools to disburse funds to the student within the currently required time frame.  Recipients of the Disbursement Forecast File use this file to determine if forecasted disbursements are eligible for disbursement.  The school then notifies the service provider to either hold or release the scheduled disbursements, as needed. 

All disbursement elements are to be considered “scheduled” data and not “actual”.  Actual data is reported in the Disbursement Roster and the Disbursement Roster Acknowledgement.  Please see Additional Services for more information on Forecasting.

9.1.3
Disbursement Roster 

A <DocumentTypeCode> with a value of “DisbursementRoster” is used to provide schools with loan disbursement information.  If the schools have formed a relationship with a central disbursing agent (CDA), this information may be created by the CDA based on consolidated disbursement roster data that originated from one or more disbursing agents.

The Disbursement Roster may include both new and reissued loan disbursement dates and amounts for Federal Stafford, Federal PLUS, and alternative loan types.  This information will represent both electronic and non-electronic disbursements.

9.1.4
Disbursement Acknowledgment (CDA Process Only)

A <DocumentTypeCode> with a value of “DisbursementAcknowledgement” is used by a CDA to confirm the disbursement information sent in the Disbursement Roster, as well as to identify any errors that occurred during the processing of the original roster.  A CDA is the only type of organization that will create a Disbursement Acknowledgment.  The Disbursement Acknowledgment is submitted to the disbursing agent that created the initial Roster.

A hierarchy must be used to determine the appropriate <ResponseCode> to be returned within a block.  Use the Priority Over column in the table to determine the appropriate code for a block.

This section describes additional services supported by this process.  All software providers are required to support these services.  However, these services are optional for disbursing agents.

9.1.5.1
Netting and Adjusted Disbursements

Netting is defined as a disbursement method in which funds that have been sent to the school electronically are reallocated for disbursement to another eligible borrower(s), instead of being returned.  The disbursing agent then offsets (deducts) the adjusted amounts from the total dollar amounts on the next transmission of funds to the school.  Netting is applicable only to EFT and master check disbursements.  In the Disbursement Roster, the <DisbursementTypeCode> contains a value of “Adjusted” for adjusted disbursements (netting).  

An adjusted disbursement is defined as the full or partial cancellation of a previously reported disbursement, where the <FundsDistributionMethodCode> has a value of “Netting”.

NOTE

Please note that while some disbursing agents may support netting, schools are not required to perform netting transactions.

When using the netting disbursement method, the school is still required to report cancellations, returns, and reissues via the Post-Guarantee Change Request or another mechanism.

The netting process must be supported by all software providers, but is optional for service providers.  At a minimum, a service provider must provide an error code indicating that netting is not a currently supported function.  If a service provider rejects a netting transaction because it is not supported, the school must submit a new Change Request indicating a different funds return method, and must physically return the funds to the disbursing agent.  Service providers that support netting must use a <DisbursementTypeCode> of “Adjusted”, and populate <TotalDeficitAmount>, if applicable, in the Disbursement Roster for the netting process.

9.1.5.2
Disbursement Forecasting

The disbursement forecasting process is optional for service providers, but must be supported by all software providers.  The Disbursement Forecast will only contain loans that are guaranteed and approved by the lender or lender-servicer.  This status is reported as a value of “40” (Guaranteed) in <GuarantorStatusCode> and a value of “45” (Approved by lender-servicer) in <LenderStatusCode> in the Response.  Disbursements included in the Forecast may not disburse on the scheduled disbursement date if:

· The school has placed a hold on the disbursement.

· The school has requested active borrower confirmation and the borrower has not actively confirmed an MPN loan.

- 
The promissory note has not been returned and approved.

Disbursing agents and schools may tailor the type of data they include in the forecast (i.e., only forecast loans in release status, only forecast loans with an approved promissory note, etc.).  Schools should communicate with their service provider to determine the forecasting capabilities of their service provider.

NOTE

While some disbursing agents may support the Disbursement Forecast, neither schools nor disbursing agents are required to support this process.

9.1.5.3
Disbursement Day Override

Disbursement day override functionality is defined as the ability for lenders to share a schools request to disburse funds on a day other than what the CDA has profiled on its system for the school.  For example, this will allow a Monday only school to send in a disbursement date that falls on a Wednesday and have it actually disbursed that day rather than waiting until the following Monday.  This feature is optional for CDAs.  Schools should contact their CDA regarding its support of this process.

NOTE

To ensure that date requested can be met, CDAs require this request be submitted at an adequate amount in advance of the requested scheduled disbursement.  Lenders should contact the CDA regarding the acceptable time frame for submitting Disbursement Day override request.

This layout table identifies the Common Record: CommonLine (CRC) XML elements that make up the content of disbursement roster, disbursement forecast and disbursement acknowledgement documents, and defines requirements for their use.  Service Providers should reference this table when programming to send disbursement information.  The table contains several columns designed to inform readers about the XML elements.  The columns are as follows:

Field Number (Fld #): Lists an element reference number to be used when referring to a specific element in the table.  It should be noted that the number is not unique and may not be consistent across documents.

Common Record: CommonLine Data Elements: Displays the Common Record XML element name and definition from the data dictionary.  

Maximum Length (Max Leng): Specifies the maximum length of the element.

Data Type: Specifies the type of XML element.  (e.g. date, integer, decimal, string, Boolean, etc.).  Specific details concerning the characteristics and standards applicable to each type of data can be found in the Common Record: CommonLine Valid Format Rules section of this implementation guide.

Element Type: Specifies the type of XML element.  (e.g. simple, complex, complex with attribute).  Specific details concerning the characteristics and standards applicable to each type of element can be found in the Introduction under XML 101 of this implementation guide.

Format and Valid Values: Describes the acceptable content for a given Common Record: CommonLine element.  

· For complex elements a list of the simple and complex elements that are within that element is provided.

· Information marked NOTE:  is provided to add clarity or further definition.  Please be attentive to these.

DR (Disbursement Roster for New or Reissued Disbursements): A value in this column indicates that the element should be considered for inclusion in a Disbursement Roster Document if the Disbursement Type Code equals “New” or “Reissued”.

AD (Disbursement Roster for Adjusted Disbursements): A value in this column indicates that the element should be considered for inclusion in a Disbursement Roster Document if the Disbursement Type Code equals “Adjusted”.

FR (Forecast): A value in this column indicates that the element should be considered for inclusion in a Disbursement Forecast Document.

AK (Acknowledgement): A value in this column indicates that the element should be considered for inclusion in an Acknowledgement Document.

Values in these columns are:

M =
Mandatory.  Required data element that cannot be changed.

R = 
Required.  Required data element that may be changed.

C = 
Conditional.  The element must, under conditions noted in the Requirement Statement column, be included in the type of request heading the column.

Blank ( ) = Complex Element.  The element is provided only if any of its simple elements are included.
Requirement Statement: Indicates the circumstances under which an element is to be included in a given request document.

· A Disbursement Roster can consist of three types of disbursement information denoted by <DisbursementTypeCode>.

· New - the first instance of the disbursement within a Disbursement Roster.

· Reissue - A subsequent instance of the disbursement due to a previous cancellation or return.

· Adjusted - A value to indicate the use of previously delivered funds in a netting process.

· Information marked NOTE is provided to add clarity or further definition.  Please be attentive to these.

Common Record: CommonLine Valid Format Rules: Please reference this section of the implementation guide for valid format rules to be generally applied to the elements herein.  Any deviation from these format rules will be noted in the appropriate Layout Table(s).  

The following format rules apply to XML Predefined Special Characters: XML does not allow character data inside an element to contain a raw unescaped less than sign (<), ampersand (&), closing greater than sign (>), quotation mark (“), or apostrophe (‘). Disbursement Information Data Is Arranged Into Primary Element Groups:

Document Information

These elements are critical to the proper formation of an XML document and its eventual processing.  They provide essential information on the location of the appropriate schemas, the identification and type of document, the software of origin, and the source and destination of the document.

Attended School

This element identifies the school associated with the disbursement information.

Student Information

These elements provide identifying detail about the student, as well as contact (address and phone) information.  

Loan Information 

These elements are those that would typically be considered to be at the application level for all loan types.  For instance, it is data that would be shared by Subsidized and Unsubsidized Stafford loans made as part of the same application.  Grouping these elements under Loan Information allows them to be provided only once but be recognized as applying to the Subsidized and Unsubsidized loans that share the same Financial Award ID. 

Award Information

Award elements convey data  specific to the  particular loan program.  This section becomes particularly complex because it can also include “Person” elements that provide data about PLUS borrowers, and alternative borrowers who are not the student.  Each person identified may also include complex elements detailing identity, address and phone. There will always be one group of Award Information for each specific loan.

Disbursement Information

Disbursement elements are sent with each set of Award elements.  One group of disbursement elements is sent for each disbursement for a loan.  The number of disbursements supported by the service provider must be understood between the school and service provider.

Overview

The material contained in this glossary provides an alphabetized list of the data elements from the Core Components Data Dictionary used in the CRC process.  Some definitions listed in the glossary are not used in the CRC process.  These definitions have an ”NA” reference next to the name.  NA indicates the field is no longer utilized in the CRC process but the data can  be derived from other elements provided in the document.  See appendix D and/or E for mapping instructions.   Where applicable, the element provides a cross-reference to the equivalent element and record in CommonLine 4.  For element names that have been changed, a reference has been provided to guide the reader to the new name. 

The definition for each element corresponds to the definitions provided in the Core Components Data Dictionary.  Additional material has been added to some elements for clarification.  

The Core Components Data Dictionary should be considered the parent of this glossary.  That is to say that for any discrepancy, the Core Components Data Dictionary takes precedence.  

For each definition the corresponding CommonLine 4 file and field are represented if applicable.  The following describe the abbreviation process:

	APPENDIX C: Financial Award ID Construction


C.1
FinancialAwardID (CommonLine Unique Identifier)

The FinancialAwardID is composed as follows:

Positions 1-6 = Participant ID

The unique identification code for the organization assigning the FinancialAwardID to the application.

For guarantors, this is the 3-digit number as shown in Appendix A, Valid Guarantor IDs.  For lenders and servicers, this is the 6-digit number assigned by ED.  For schools, this is the first 6 digits of the 8-digit ED-assigned school ID.  The last 2 digits of the school ID will appear in positions 7-10 (Participant Branch ID).

NOTE

If you are a servicing organization and you have not been assigned an ED number, contact the NCHELP central office to determine the appropriate 3-, 6-, or 8-character value.

The participant ID must be right-justified and padded with zeros.

Positions 7-10 = Participant Branch ID

If ED has assigned a branch ID: For schools, this is the last 2 digits of the 8-digit ED-assigned school ID.  These 2 digits identify the branch campus assigning the FinancialAwardID.

If ED has not assigned a branch ID: The unique identification code (maximum of 4 characters) assigned by an entity other than ED to the branch office or campus assigning the FinancialAwardID.

The participant branch ID must be right-justified and padded with zeros.  If no branch ID has been assigned, fill positions 7-10 with zeros.

Position 11 = System ID

A 1-character code indicating the computer system on which the original electronic application was created.  The system ID is especially useful in environments where the same software product is loaded on multiple PC’s.

Positions 12-17 = Incremental Code

A unique 6-character code assigned by the software to the application.

C.2
Financial Award ID Algorithm

The following information describes the algorithm for determining the Incremental Code (positions 12-17) portion of the <FinancialAwardID>.  Use of this algorithm is required for software providers.
Positions 12-14 will represent the date code and positions 15-17 will represent the incremental counter.  For consistency, it is recommended that the incremental counter begin with 001 (and not 000) as the first record.

This algorithm permits both the date code and an incremental (per record) counter to be compressed and stored in the 6-byte element.  To accomplish this compression, the date and counter information is converted from Base 10 (0-9) to Base 36 (0-9 plus A-Z).  A detailed explanation of the revised format of the Incremental Code and an explanation of the Base 36 algorithm is outlined in the sections that follow.

C.3
Layout

Positions 12-14 = Date Code (as converted to Base 36)
The date segment is comprised of the Julian date (numeric day of the year) with a maximum value of 366 (There are 365 days in a year; 366 for a leap year) and the two digit year with a maximum value of 99.  The maximum date value is represented as 36699 in Base 10; when converted to Base 36, the date is shown as SBF.

Positions 15-17 = Incremental Counter

Like the date code, the incremental counter is converted from a Base 10 value to a Base 36 value.  Since the maximum Base 36 value for a 3-byte element is ZZZ, this converts to a maximum incremental counter value of 46655.  This means the total number of daily Unique ID records is a maximum of 46655 (46655 converted to Base 36 equals ZZZ).  A further explanation of the Base 36 conversion method follows.

Base 36

The Base 36 numbering method uses 0-9 plus A-Z as the digits for each element.  The Base 10 (0-9) numbering method that is commonly used is replaced with 36 digits.  Examples of each are listed below:

Base 10 Counting

1, 2, 3,. . .  9, 10, 11, 12, 13

Base 36 Counting

1, 2, 3,. . .  9, A, B, C, D

When 1 is added to 9 in Base 10, a 0 is placed in the “ones” position and 1 is placed in the “tens” position.  Adding 1 to 9 in Base 36 equals ‘A’.  The “tens” position is not realized until 1 is added to “Z” (again, Z is the highest value for a Base 36 digit).  Base 36 allows larger numbers to be compressed into fewer bytes as each base 36 digit holds more counters (0-9 plus A-Z) than the standard Base 10 (0-9) method.  

To further explain this concept, the sample program code below converts a Julian date and year in Base 10 to a Base 36 equivalent.  This program code is one example; there are numerous programming techniques that can accomplish the same calculation.  The basic purpose of this algorithm is to convert the date segment and the incremental counter segment from Base 10 to Base 36 and retain the ASCII number/character equivalent.  The conversion table shown at the end of this Appendix is for reference only.

Example: 

Converting May 12, 2001 from Base 10 to Base 36.  When converted to the date segment format, the date is shown as: 13201 (132nd day of 2001.) (The lines starting with ### are comment lines and are for explanation purposes only.)
### This program shows a loop statement that starts with 36 

### to the power of 1 and loops through this program until the 

### conversion from Base 10 to Base 36 is complete.

for Power = 1 to 999999999 

### On the initial pass, the program sets the Power to 1;

### each successive loop increments the power by one.

Remainder = Modulus (Base_10_Number, 36^Power)

### Modulus is a computer function that solves solely for 

### the remainder.

### The Modulus function uses the comma separator as 

### “divided by” in standard math.

### The “^” indicates “to the power of” (e.g., 3^2 = 9).

### Calculation: 13201 / 36^1 = 366; Remainder = 25
Unit = Remainder / 36^ (Power - 1)

### To solve for “Unit,” Remainder is divided by Power - 1 

### (36^0 = 1).

### On the initial pass, Unit will equal Remainder as 36^0 equals 1 

### Calculation: 25 / 36^0 = 25
if Unit <10 then Base_36_Number = char (Unit + 48) + Base_36_Number

### This step converts the Base 36 value into an ASCII value.

### If the number is less than 10, this step converts the number 

### to the ASCII numeric equivalent by adding 48 to the number 

### (see the table below) and skips to the “end if” statement.

### If the number is greater than or equal to 10 the program 

### skips to the conversion step below

else 

Base_36_Number = char (Unit + 55) Base_36_Number 

### By skipping to this step, the number is greater than or 

### equal to 10.

### This step converts the number to the ASCII numeric 

### equivalent by adding 55 to the number (see the table 

### below).  This special step is necessary as special 

### characters exist in ASCII positions 58-64 that are not 

### part of the Base 36 number/character set.

### Calculation: 25 + 55 = 80; ASCII value 80 equals “P.”

End if 

Base_10_Number = Base_10_Number - Remainder
### This step subtracts the Remainder from the 

### Base 10 number.

If Base_10_Number = 0 then exit for loop

### If the Base 10 number equals 0, the program ends; 

### if not, the program loops to the top and increments 

### the power to the next higher value.

This program solves for the Base 36 digits from right to left.  Therefore, the first pass of this program yields a base 36 value of “P”; the second pass of this program yields a base 36 value of “6”; the final pass of the program yields a base 36 of “A”.  The conversion of the base 10 date code of 13201 yields a base 36 conversion of “A6P.”

The Incremental Code for the first application of May 12, 2001 would be “A6P001”; the 35th application would be “A6P00Z,” and the 36th would be “A6P010.”  Again, the two segments are converted separately, but both use the same conversion algorithm.

	APPENDIX F: Master Element Layout


F.1
Purpose

This Master Element Layout is a quick reference for the correct sequencing of elements when constructing CRC XML documents.  Opening and closing tags for all complex elements are shown in their correct relative positions, and all simple elements within those complex elements are shown in their correct sequence.  This section also provides information about when elements are to be included, considered for inclusion, or not needed for a particular type of document.

The included documents are:

· Loan Request 

· Change Request

· Certification Request

· Response

· Disbursement Roster / Forecast

· Disbursement Acknowledgement

· Disbursement Adjustment
F.2
Layout Overview

The Master Element Layout table is constructed with eight columns.  A description of the columns, and how to interpret the data in each, follows:

F.2.1
Element

This column lists the CRC elements in their correct sequence.  They are indented to demonstrate the correct grouping and relationships of the elements.

In some cases a row may contain more than one element name.  This indicates locations where more than one choice of element exists for that location.  A good example is <PermanentAddress>, <LocalAddress> or <PreviousAddress>.  In that example, the creator of the document may send any one or multiples of that type of element in that location.  For example, if a student has only a <PermanentAddress>, then only a <PermanentAddress> and its associated simple elements will be sent.  However, if the student has a <PermanentAddress> and a <LocalAddress> and a <PreviousAddress>, then each of the three would be sent with their appropriate associated simple elements.  The three would be sent in the order in which they are listed in the row, in this case <PermanentAddress>, then <LocalAddress> and then <PreviousAddress>.

F.2.2
Document Type Columns

Values:

There are seven columns that relate to the various types of CRC XML documents that might be created.  The values in these columns are “M”, “C”, “R”, “O”, or “-“.  These values generally equate to the values as used in the layout documents in the rest of this Implementation Guide.  For the purposes of the Master Element Layout the values are defined as follows:

M = This element is Mandatory.  It is a required data element that cannot be changed.  Complex elements are marked with a “M” if they have an associated simple  element marked with a “M”.

R = This element is Required.  It is a required data element that can be changed. 

C = This element is Conditional.  It should be included in the XML document under the conditions noted in the  layouts.   Complex elements are marked with a “C” if they contain only conditional or optional simple elements.

O = This element is Optional.    Please see the detailed layouts for more information on each of the optional elements.

- (Dash) = This element is not used in this document.





Column Names:

Loan Request = This column relates to the “LR” column in the Loan Request Layout.  See the Loan Request Layout for Reprint Request, and Terminate Request requirements.

Change = This column relates to the elements associated with a Change document.

School Certification Request = This column relates to the Certification Request sent from a lender or guarantor to a school.

Response = This column relates to the “SN” column in the Response Layout.  See the Response Layout for Full and Standard requirements. 

Disbursement Roster / Forecast = This column relates to the elements associated with Disbursement Roster and Disbursement Forecast documents.  In the few cases where the requirements for a Forecast differ from those for a Roster both values are given, first the Roster value followed by the Forecast value.

Disbursement Acknowledgement = This column relates to the elements associated with Disbursement Acknowledgement documents.

Disbursement Adjustment = This column relates to the elements associated with Disbursement Adjustment layout information.

The following section describes example status reporting utilizing the separate element approach for guarantor, lender, promissory note, and credit status information. These examples are high level and do not describe all possible values as the intent of these examples is to provide only a conceptual view of the four-element status code design.

Also, for illustration, each step in the process is considered to be reported on separate occasions.  In normal processing, many of these steps occur in succession and only the final step would be reported.

Unless otherwise specified, the guarantor, lender-servicer, promissory note, or credit status submitted in the Response Document will be the same value imported and updated in the Software Provider’s system.  Where a value in a scenario is not overlaid with the Response Document information, the retained information will be noted in that table cell.
