VITEM I - RESEARCHER

 

Who is eligible:

A) Scientists, professors, researchers and other professionals in order to participate in conferences, seminars or congresses characterized as set and defined events for less than 30 days, non-extendable, receiving a “Pro Labore” (RN n.º 82/2008/CNIg, Art. 1, Inc I). Please note: If the applicant will not be receiving any honorarium or "pro labore" for this presentation, please apply for a TOURIST VISA.

B) Scientists, professors and researchers intending to participate in science and technology cooperation projects with a Brazilian institution, working within foreign educational or research and development institutions without a work contract in Brazil (RN n.º 82/2008/CNIg, Art. 1, Inc II).

C) Scientists, researchers, technicians, contractors, volunteers and specialists linked to official entities, private or non-governmental under the shelter of a cooperation agreement recognized by the Brazilian Ministry of External Relations (RN n.º 43/1999/CNIg).

 

 

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS
· Visa Application Form, completely filled out online, dated and signed by the passport holder. Print only the receipt page, with the bar code, and sign it;

· Passport valid for a minimum of (6) six months from the date of intended arrival in Brazil, with at least two blank pages; 

· 1 (one) recent passport-photo, front view. Snapshots and computer pictures are not accepted; 

· if not Indonesian, photocopy of Indonesian residence permit; 

· proof of residence within the consular jurisdiction; 

· original Certificate of Prosecution/Conviction History issued within the last 90 (ninety) days, for applicants of 18 years of age or above; 

· original and copy of marriage certificate and/or birth certificate legalized; 

· proof of financial capability during stay in Brazil (i.e. certified copy of bank or credit card statement, copy of savings certificate, letter from the employer or institution that granted a scholarship, etc); 

· proof of payment; 

· additional requirements according to the subtype of visa (see below). 
All Brazilian documents must be notarized in Brazil. Foreign documents must be legalized by a Brazilian Consulate.

 

Additional Requirements:

 

A) Scientists, professors, researchers and other professionals in order to participate in conferences, seminars or congresses characterized as set and defined events for less than 30 days, non-extendable, receiving a “Pro Labore” (RN n.º 82/2008/CNIg, Art. 1, Inc I)

· Letter from Brazilian sponsoring organization providing information on the content of the seminar, qualifications of the applicant, duration of the seminar/classes and pecuniary conditions. This letter must an original duly notarized by a “Cartório” in Brazil. 

 

B) Scientists, professors and researchers intending to participate in science and technology cooperation projects with a Brazilian institution, working within foreign educational or research and development institutions without a work contract in Brazil (RN n.º 82/2008/CNIg, Art. 1, Inc II).

· In the case of activities of scientific and technological cooperation not associated with bioprospecting, the applicant must submit authorization issued by the Ministry of Science and Technology - MCT, or a copy of the ordinance which authorized the activity and participation of the applicant;
  

· The authorization from the MCT is waived in cases of collection of data and materials by foreigners, in connection to Programs of scholarships or grants for research sponsored by CNPq, CAPES, FINEP and State Foundations for Research Support. A letter of invitation from the Brazilian institution or public agency responsible for supporting the applicant in Brazil is required;
  

· In the case of activities of scientific and technological cooperation seeking to carry out bioprospecting, the applicant must submit "Copy of the act of the Board of Management of Genetic Patrimony (CGEN) of the Ministry of Environment (MMA); 

· In the case of activities in indigenous areas, the applicant must present authorization of the National Indian Foundation. 


C) Technicians, volunteers, specialists, scientists, researchers who will work for government, private or non-governmental institutions, under an international cooperation agreement:

I – Original copy of the cooperation agreement, as well as understanding memorandum, additional protocol, or equivalent document, on which are expressly mentioned the entry of the applicant;


II – Educational or professional documents stating the professional qualifications of the applicant;


III – Affidavit from the applicant's employer assuming full responsibility for his/her return and that of his/her family at end of stay or at any time following the termination of the agreement;


IV – Invitation to the interested party, on which the conditions of the stay should be stipulated as well as the activity to be developed, the intended period and a declaration stating that the interested party, including a voluntary, will not be remunerated by a source located in Brazil.

 

The Consulate may request additional information/documentation as deemed necessary.

 

Special Notes:

· visas are good for multiple entries; 

· on a reciprocity basis, first entry into Brazil must be no later than 90 days after the visa has been issued for passport holders of the following countries: Angola, Bahrain, Cambodia, Cape Verde, China, Cuba, Equatorial Guinea, Gabon, Ghana, India, Indonesia, Japan, Jordan, Kazakhstan, Kuwait, Laos, Libya, Myanmar, Nigeria, Oman, Pakistan, Qatar,  Sao Tome e  Principe,  Saudi Arabia, Syria and Taiwan; 

· holders of vitem I must register with the Federal Police within 30 days of first arrival in Brazil. 

 

VISA FEES:

• Payments are only accepted in the form of bank deposit. One deposit for multiple applications is acceptable.

• US$ 60.00 – If applications are lodged at the reception, in person, by the applicant or by his/her spouse, de facto, parent, son, daughter or sibling. Proof of relation will be requested.

• Additional US$ 20.00 – If applications are lodged by agent/courier or third party.

PROCESSING TIME 

1 • 5 (five) working days after the arrival of the complete documentation. 

2 • 10 (ten) working days for groups of 12 or more applications lodged together.

GENERAL INFORMATION 


If the visitor has been to various Latin American and African countries prior to arrival in Brazil, a valid international yellow fever vaccination certificate may be required by Brazilian airport authorities on arrival (see the list at the counter).


Visas are valid for arrival in Brazil within 90 days from the date of issuance.

ATTENTION !!!:  VITEM-I holders who are to stay in Brazil for more than 90 days must register in person at the Department of Federal Police in Brazil within the first 30 days after their arrival.

Please note that a visa is not an applicant’s right and may be denied. It does not guarantee the right of entry or stay in Brazil and can be cancelled at the discretion of the Brazilian immigration authorities.
