Character and Leadership Development Awards
As shared in the Term 1 newsletter, our school adopts a whole-school approach to develop every student as a committed leader guided by sound values and effective life skills. This is done through the weekly Character and Leadership Education (CLE) lessons as well as the various experiential learning platforms in the areas of Values-in-Action (VIA) Programme, National Education (NE), Aesthetic Programme (AEP), Cultural Education Programme (CEP), Environment Education Programme (EEP), Education and Career Guidance (ECG) and Co-Curricular Activities (CCA). 
In line with the school’s focus on the character and leadership development of our students, the school has put in place a number of character and leadership awards to recognise our students’ efforts and contributions as well as their exemplary behaviour and leadership. These include the Unity All-Round Excellence Award, Outstanding Unitian Award, the CCA Commendation Award, Student Role Model Award and Unity Leadership Award.

Holistic Health Education

Boosting Your Child's Mental Wellbeing : Every parent wants happy, healthy kids. Exercising and eating right can help with your children’s physical health, but what can you do to make sure they are just as fit mentally? Here are some ways that you, as a parent, can help boost your child’s mental wellbeing:

Spend Time Together

Making time for your children will make them feel that they are important to you. Have fun and do activities together like watching a movie or playing ball games that they enjoy.

Be Attentive To What They Say And Be Generous With Praise

Give your children your full attention and listen to them. Ask them about their friends, teachers and the activities they do in school to find out how they are coping. Offer them advice or help where appropriate. Children are often reprimanded for bad behaviour but rarely praised for good behaviour. As a result, they may come to believe that they can never be good enough. Praise your children whenever they have done a good deed no matter how small. 

Avoid Labelling, Have Realistic Expectations
When disciplining your children, avoid using words like lazy, naughty or stupid as they do not tell them what the acceptable behaviour is. Instead, correct your children’s negative behaviour by explaining how inappropriate their action was. Telling them that you love them but do not like their behaviour can make them more mindful of their actions. Avoid comparisons and do not make them feel like a failure when they have not done well. This will lower their morale and self-worth, which may in turn make them less eager to learn and less motivated to try their best. Instead, praise them for their efforts and discuss how to improve their performance step by step.
Teach Them To Think Positively, Talk Positively, And Be A Positive Role Model

It is important to teach your children to be positive and optimistic when faced with difficulties. This helps to boost their self-esteem and self-confidence as well as helps them recover from setbacks and failures, and continue to be motivated to work hard. Your children can be taught to talk to themselves positively. It can change the way they view the situation and help manage their feelings and behaviour. For example, “Relax! I don't need to get angry about it”, “I am not going to let him bug me” and “I am ok”. Children and youths learn by watching their parents as well – even when they are older teens. If your children see you using appropriate coping skills when you are under stress, they will learn from you. Show them that stress is normal and can be handled in a calm and effective manner, e.g. going for a jog.

Focus On Their Strengths And Encourage Decision Making And Independence

Help your children explore their strengths. Encourage them to try different activities and hobbies. Explain to them that different people have different strengths and are good at different things, and they should be proud of what they are good at. Entrust your children with manageable tasks to complete by themselves. Praise them when they finished their tasks. If they have trouble, support their efforts and tell them what they can do differently next time.

Encourage Your Child To Build Strong And Meaningful Friendships

Encourage your children to make new friends at school, in the playground or in activities they do after school. Show that you care for their friends by inviting classmates or schoolmates to your house to get to know them better.

Relaxation

Encourage your children to do something enjoyable to take their mind off their problems. It may be playing outdoors with friends or listening to music. You can also teach them to relax by getting them to close their eyes and think of happy thoughts – like a day by the beach or playing with good friends.

Do remember that a healthy and happy child is able to concentrate well in school and face challenges better later in life. They will also have higher immunity levels and fall sick less often.

Sec 4 (Express and Normal Technical) & Sec 5 (Normal Academic)
Students are advised to present their School Smart Card (SSC) at any Transit Link (TL) Ticket Office, Concession Card Replacement Office (CCRO), Passenger Service Centre (PSC), Add Value Machine (AVM) or the General Ticketing Machine (GTM) to extend the concession validity of their SSCs to continue enjoying concessionary travel till 31 Jan 2016.

 

Sec 4 (Normal Academic)
As the concessionary travel for all Secondary 4 (NA) students proceeding to Secondary 5 (NA) in 2016 will also expire on 31 Dec 2015 , students are advised to present their School Smart Card (SSC) at any Transit Link (TL) Ticket Office, Concession Card Replacement Office (CCRO), Passenger Service Centre (PSC), Add Value Machine (AVM) or the General Ticketing Machine (GTM) to extend the concession validity of their SSCs till 31 Dec 2016 .

All students can start to activate the extension with immediate effect and the last day for extension of concessionary travel is 20 Sep 2015 . They should call TL-Hotline at 1800-2255 663 for assistance if they encounter problem extending the concession validity. TL's Hotline Operating hours are from  8am - 6pm daily and they are closed on Public Holidays.
Students who are paying their fare charges through GIRO or Auto Credit Card are also required to extend the concession validity of their SSCs at any of the machines/offices mentioned above.
5.2 Application for Financial Assistance Scheme 2016
Students requiring financial assistance are encouraged to apply for the MOE and the School Advisory Committee (SAC) Financial Assistance Scheme.

What does “PSI” mean? 
· PSI stands for 'Pollutant Standards Index'. It is an index developed by the United States Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) to provide accurate, timely and easily understandable information about daily levels of air pollution. The figure is derived by averaging data collected for the past 24 hours. Different PSI values indicate different air quality levels

What are the effects of haze on children / young adults, both indoors and outdoors:
· The haze contains pollutant gases and particulate matter that can irritate the airways, eyes and skin. This can be worse if the person has conditions such as asthma and allergic conjunctivitis
· So staying outdoors for prolonged periods can expose the person to more effects of the haze
What are the precautions to be taken:
· Minimise outdoor activities where possible
· When it is necessary to go outdoors, avoid exertions like running. Vigorous physical exercise can increase the air intake by 30 to 50%, which means inhaling more pollutants
· Drink plenty of water
· See a doctor if you feel unwell
· Wear a mask (N95) if prolonged outdoor activity is unavoidable
