JUDGMENTS:

Defamation consistent with Constitution - SCA 

The Supreme Court of Appeal dismissed an appeal by a former researcher of the Eastern Cape legislature convicted on 22 defamation charges. A report on the News24 site says that Luzuko Kerr Hoho was convicted on 22 of 23 charges of criminal defamation and was sentenced to three years imprisonment, suspended for five years, and three years correctional supervision. CUSA v Tao Ying Metal Industries and Others CCT40/07
Constitutional Court handed down judgment in a case involving a dispute between the Commercial Workers Union of South Africa (CUSA) and Tao Ying Metal Industries (Tao Ying). Certain industry-wide minimum wages were set in a 1998 bargaining council agreement applicable to the parties. 

Asiatic Shpping Services Inc. v Elgina Marine Company Ltd (487/07) [2008] ZASCA 111
The origin and meaning of the requirement in a security arrest in terms of s 5(3) of Act 105 of 1983 that there be a 'genuine and reasonable need for security'. Appeal fails.

Body Corporate of Sectional Title Scheme Seascapes v Ford and Others (639/07) [2008] ZASCA 109 

Sectional Titles Act 95 of 1986 – special resolution – agreement in writing by non-member, if not revoked upon becoming a member, becomes agreement in writing by member – resolution interpreted so as to give effect to intention of signatories. Dismissed application and appeal dismissed with costs.

Minister of Safety and Security v De Witt (588/2007) [2008] ZASCA 103
Section 3(4) of the Institution of Legal Proceedings Against Certain Organs of State Act 40 of 2002 permits a court to condone a litigant’s failure to give a valid notice required by s 3(1), prior to instituting legal proceedings, if the debt has not been extinguished by prescription, good cause is shown and the debtor is not prejudiced. Application for condonation may be made by the creditor even after proceedings have been instituted if the debt has not prescribed.
