Our service is only $12.00 per month and you’ll get your first bill in the mail soon unless you requested an e-bill.  For those who prefer to pay online with a Debit or Credit Card we can do e-billing thru PayPal.  We bill every other month thru the mail and every month for e-bill customers, and bills are sent around the 1st of the month.
