YEAR 9 SUBJECT SELECTION INFORMATION

Introduction
This booklet provides information about all the courses available at Hampton Senior High School for students in Year 9, 2015.  Please read it carefully, so that the choices you are making for your elective subjects are informed ones. If you would like more detailed information about a particular course or subject, please do not hesitate to contact the relevant teacher or Head of Department.

All Year 9 students at Hampton are timetabled for four sessions each per week of English, Mathematics, Science, and Society and Environment, two hours of Physical Education and one hour of Health Education/Career Education.  

The remaining time is devoted to a very wide selection of elective subjects.  Students must choose AT LEAST ONE elective from The Arts and ONE from Technology & Enterprise.

Electives are Semester Courses. Therefore students will need to select 6 electives as their first preferences and 3 reserve electives. 

Students studying Gifted and Talented Dance, Specialist Cheer Dance, Specialist Performing Arts or Specialist ICT must read closely the specific information provided regarding subject selection. GAT Dance, Specialist Cheer Dance, Specialist Performing Arts and Specialist ICT are year long courses and this will reduce the number of electives that are required to be selected. 
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The number of electives students need to select will depend on whether they are students in a Specialist Program. Electives are semester based courses. This is to provide students with the flexibility to study a wide breadth of subjects. Alternatively, students who would like to refine their choices can also do so by electing to study a subject over two semesters. For example: If they would like to study, Visual Art for both semesters they must select both 9ARTA and 9ARTB. If they would like to study Visual Art for only one semester please select 9ARTA.

The table below is designed to help you and your child establish how many electives your child will need to select. In addition to the number of electives indicated, each student should also select 3 Reserve Electives.

· The Specialist ICT class will run as 2 lessons of SPICT per week in Semester 1 and 4 lessons of SPICT per week in Semester 2 (or vice versa dependent on staffing).

· Specialist Performing Arts and Specialist Cheer Dance students participate in one (1) lesson of the General Physical Education course per week.

In the Arts Learning Area students develop creative skills, critical appreciation and knowledge of artistic techniques and technologies in dance, drama, media, photography, visual arts and combinations of arts forms. Most importantly, the arts reflect our humanity and our sense of wonder and awe.

Students must have demonstrated satisfactory performance in Year 8 GAT Dance or see the dance staff and complete an application and audition for entry into the program.

DESCRIPTION:
Students study contemporary dance in the areas of technique, improvisation, and performance, with an emphasis on the development of composition.  The theoretical focus is on dance analysis and Australian contemporary dance companies.  Students are also provided with the opportunity to develop skills in jazz, ballet and acrobatics.  A range of dance skills are covered in these dance genres including current technique practices, centre work, travelling sequences, floor barre, performance elements, compositional and improvisational structures.  This subject also includes basic classical ballet vocabulary and dance analysis.

Please note:  This is a full year unit and students must participate in the program for the entire year.  Participation in performances and concerts is COMPULSORY.

DESCRIPTION:
A module which builds strongly on the foundations of the Year 8 Specialist Drama course.

This module develops and extends drama skills by creating and sustaining dramatic action and characterisation.  Students will improve acting skills through script work and there will be an emphasis on voice production and developing a strong sense of self-confidence.  Three periods a week are dedicated to this process.  One period a week is dedicated to language and vocabulary development, essay writing skills and research skills.  Specialist tutors, performers and advanced theatre forms will be used.

Please note:  This is a full year unit and students must participate in the program for the entire year.  One period of class time is conducted either before or after school. Participation in performances is COMPULSORY. If you did not do Year 8 Specialist Performing Arts please see Mr Mihaljevich.

DESCRIPTION:
A module which builds strongly on the foundations of the Year 8 Specialist Cheer Dance course. Year 9 Specialist Cheer Dance will focus on the development of Level 1/2 cheerleading skills. Students will work towards mastering a full length cheer routine to compete at state competitions. Students will be introduced to specific cardio-vascular, muscular and flexibility exercises aimed at the development of flyers, bases and tumblers in cheerleading. They will develop an understanding of the specific conditioning practices and safety preparations an athlete must undergo to ensure safe participation in the sport.
Please note:  This is a full year unit and students must participate in the program for the entire year.  One period of class time is conducted either before or after school. Participation in performances is COMPULSORY. If you did not do Year 8 Specialist Cheer Dance please see Miss Maguire.

PRE-REQUISITES:
An interest in learning to develop sound levels of fitness for life. A high level of participation in Year 8 Physical Education and a keen desire to be involved in all activities offered. Students will be required to sign a contract before entering the course and adhere to the requirements throughout.

DESCRIPTION:
The course will see students engaged in a series of Fitness testing scenarios both at the pool and in the gym. Detailed records will be kept and an improvement in ratings will be expected by the end of the Semester. A genuine desire to understand the Principles of Fitness and to improve fitness levels through regular, vigorous exercise will be required. Activities will include speed and distance swimming, cross country running, power walking and aerobics/circuit training sessions. There will also be opportunities to engage in aerobically demanding team sports. 

STUDENT REQUIREMENTS:

1. Students must occasionally be prepared to get to school slightly early if we need to travel to an out of school venue.  Similarly, there will be occasions where buses depart during lunchtimes or recess.

2. Correct Physical Education clothing must be worn by students at all times, unless advised otherwise.

3. Some activities contain an element of danger.  Students must therefore be sensible and safety conscious at all times.  Anyone showing disregard for the safety of others or a lack of respect towards course participants will be removed from the activity.

4. Students must be fully committed to all aspects of the course, especially the water based component.

Students who wish to join this more advanced class and did not study Yr 8 Specialist ICT will need to sit an application test, submit a portfolio of sample work and present their Semester 1 or current report demonstrating the ability to undertake this rigorous course.  Students should be prepared to enjoy working independently and in teams and need to be recommended by their ICT teacher.

DESCRIPTION:
Here’s your chance to try out the graphics tablets and tablet PCs and investigate various storage mediums.  The animations you create will see you use programs, such as Scratch and Flash in greater depth, so that you can compare other programs from an experienced point of view.  Create a podcast and use your web page design to present your e-portfolio.

All students will also participate in the robotics program with participation in the Robocup challenge in either the Dance/Theatre or Rescue categories, using the Mindstorm language.  Active participation in other competitions is also required and may require after school/weekend participation.

Please note:  This is a full year unit and students must participate in the program for the entire year.  The course runs for 4 periods per week of which one period of class time is conducted either before or after school. Participation in Robocup is COMPULSORY. If you did not do Year 8 Specialist ICT please contact the ICT Coordinator prior to selecting this course.

Learn how those crazy animations from movies are made.  Design and animate your own characters and creations using an exciting range of software and hardware.  This will give you the opportunity to participate in competitions such as the Scitech Animation Competition, Screen IT and Trash My Ad Competition creating animations suitable for online use.

Digital cameras, scanners, graphics tablets coupled with digital video and image editing software such as Photoshop, Flash, Pencil, Animation Shop, Indesign and Illustrator are only a snapshot of the industry standard print media resources with which you will become proficient while completing this dynamic course.
