Catholic Parish Nursing is modeled on the specialty Nursing Practice known as Parish or Pastoral Nursing, which was conceived  by Reverend Granger Westburg, Lutheran Pastor, in conjunction with Loyola University Chicago, USA in 1980. Whilst working as a Hospital Chaplain, Westburg had observed the added value Christian nurses brought to patient care, and collaborated with Catholic Nurse Anne Solari Twadell to create a model of care  extending beyond the Hospital walls. Today the ministry has spread to many countries around the world and currently in Australia, there are approximately 100 Parish/Pastoral Nurses trained Parish Nurse in practice.

Basic preparation courses are offered twice per year in Australia and are also available online though the International Parish Nurse Resource centre.
