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Learning Objectives:  After completing this course students should be able to: understand the role of accounting in management; turn accounting data into information useful in the management process; and apply various accounting techniques and concepts in business decision scenarios. Specifically, students will learn job order costing, process costing, cost-volume-profit analysis, variable costing, performance evaluation using variances from standard costs, performance evaluation for decentralized operations, product pricing, cost allocation and activity-based costing, and cost management for just-in-time environment. The course uses readings, lectures, in-class practice problems, homework, and examinations to reinforce concepts and evaluate student mastery of the material.

Prerequisites:  ACC 201 with a C- or better, and sophomore standing (at least 25 credits). Students who do not meet these prerequisites will be administratively dropped after the drop/add period, and will not be eligible for a tuition refund.
