Venue Instructions – EDP Hotels
Guidance for Accolade Wines sales team and participating venues 

1. The winners will have the $100 prize loaded onto their EDP Rewards Card.  Each venue will be provided with a copy of the final Ts&Cs, promotional point of sale that has been agreed including an entry box containing an empty belly space for draw date information:

a. competition start date (01/07/18);

b. competition end date (31/08/18);
c. draw date and time (which should be within 1 week of the venue's competition end date, and no later than 03/09/18).
2. Accolade Wines sales team must:  

a. agree with the venue the dates that the competition will be conducted in the venue;  

b. complete the "empty" POS (with the details as set out in 1.c above) before the POS is put on display; and 
c. be available to venues in relation to any queries or problems with the competition, and escalating issues as needed within Accolade Wines; and

	Do I need to buy anything to enter?
