Adapting New Zealand Life Quality of Dairy Farming to South America

  Luis & Maru Peluffo, Argentine Dairy Farmers


When speaking about adapting NZ way of dairy farming, everybody thinks we will be t4alking about the grass management that is so well done here and the first tool in “The Basics” to dairy farm well.
          I began reading “From Grass to Milk” from C.P.McMeekan in 1966 (my wife some 20 years after) and followed after with the different editions of our “bible”, …………….from Colin, Ian ………. .
        My first visit to NZ at 1992, guided by our friend dairy farmer Jock Campbell convinced me that this was the quality of living we dreamed for ourselves, associates and staff. We have been working on that with the help of many friends from there; Professor Colin Holmes, Barbara & Louis Kuriger, Nicola Shadbolt & Shane Maxwell, Kevin McDonald, Ross Wrenn and many other farmers & consultants, most of them have been at Argentina giving us a hand in achieving that.  My son Matias, a Bch.An.Sci had the opportunity to be for two years at Massey on a post grade study and at the time we are sure that we could do a “more a less average job” in managing a dairy farm somewhere at North or South Island.
      Much more difficult has been adapting that way of farming to Argentina, we are sorry to say that Argentina is in the 109 place in The International Corruption Ranking, from 180 countries, (NZ is at the moment the least corrupted country and always between the first three best), this situation produces a lack of faith of the people in everything; by example, cooperatives in most farmers opinion fail in our country; it is typical that they are managed by a very intelligent contract manager with a “not so well prepared” & non paid farmers council, resulting in the usually come to a bankrupt situation or are managed for the benefit of the manager (sometime plus a small number of associates) personal goals. Loans from Banks are not available to people who really know how to dairy farm but do not have al least two times equity than the money they are asking for.  

In this environment and with climate in which ryegrass and white clover will not grow unless you can irrigate well, the tools we have adapted from New Zealand successfully to grow in teen years from 4 dairy farms, 2.400  cows in milk to 10 dairy farms, 6.500 cows on milk, most of them managed by sharemilkers, are the following:
Building an good quality of living & working environment so the be able to offer that to young, well prepared and motivated people with a feeling in dairying.- For that:
1. We upgraded our sheds to the same standard we seen there at NZ, so to be able to milk comfortable in no more than 2:30 hours in the morning milking and 2:00 at the afternoon one.
2. We upgraded the living commodities for sharemilkers and staff to the standard we would like for ourselves, TV and internet included.

3. We changed our milking ours from 3:00am to 6:00am morning milking and kept the 3:00pm afternoon milking. At the end of the season we may go to OAD for the last 2 months. 
4. We had been using New Zealand genetics since 1990 so we had the herds that could go seasonal; we did that.

5. We began with summer-autumn (S-A) calving (Feb-March-April) as in our farms may be possible to produce milk from only pasture in the second half of the cow production cycle, been that in our Spring time. Most of our 11 farms are S-A calving, but some of them are autumn-winter (A-W) (May-June-July) so we can give a second opportunity to the cows that don´t come in calf in the normal breeding season (May-June-July). This cows will change from a S-A farm to a A-W farm.- 
6. Instead of the common milk routine that advisers thrive for here (wash teats, dry teats, take first skirts, put cups on, milk, cups of, teat-dip, out) we changed to just put cups on, milk, cups of, teat drip, out. That gave us the possibility to milk 850 cows in a 44 bail shed in 2:00 to 2:30 hours with a four people doing the job.

7. 42 days of AI and then bulls come in

8. Instead of each calve tied to a stick with two buckets (one milk-water, other meal) or in individual cages for 60 days we use a 22 portable milk-bar and 50 x 50 miters pens for each 20-22 heifers calves as in NZ, with much less work and much more nicer to see. Male calves are given free as they are born.
9. Heifers are breed 11-15 months old 10 day before the cows and calve 2 years old; only three herds in the farm: heifer calves – heifers in AI o pregnant – cows in milk.

10. We normally don’t shut the farm once a year as in NZ, as it is profitable to milk the cows 305 day but our people get good rest & holydays after “bulls in” and at the end of the season when only 15-20% of the cows are in milk.

11. With all this on, we got the right people to manage the farms, mostly couples of young Medical Vets or Bch.An.Sci just out from the University that had a feeling for living in a farm & dairying; they where offer one year training as milkers and then a sharemilker contract, with freedom to mange the farm, the possibility to buy cows with their savings. They have each month a salary and a small cut of the milk check minus feed costs other than grass and we divide net profit with them at the end of the season 50/50.- 
12. The farms work with a gent for every 100 cows, so a 850 cow farm has normally 8 people, sharemilkers included, with a trainee helping on the first 4-6 months of the season (Argentina average dairy farm has a gent for every 50 cows).

13. This permits us to pay double wages to staff than is common in the country, so we have no trouble of staff going away so that our sharemilkers can then farm more comfortable. 

14. We try to provide fool free situations as possible, looking for the best contractors we can find for the mechanical help and treating them as to be between the better ranked costumers for first quality service. 

15. Last, but not least, we practice and try to teach all the team the vision that every one of us deserves to be treated with the same respect as no one as a person is better than another. 

All this has resulted in having some 40 heifers to calve for each 100 total cows, so that with a 20% replacement rate we can grow to one more dairy farm a year if we have the land and people for that. Lest see something about production results.

               We have been working for the last 15 years adapting NZ dairy farming system to our country, during these years, 
have traveled to NZ several times, have hosted (and some time sponsored) visits of Kiwi advisers as Colin Holmes, Bill Montgomery, Kevin 
MacDonald, Ross Wren, Ian Brookes, Nicola Shadbolt; farmers as Barbara & Louis Kuriger, Ele & Grant ........................................
My son Matías was awarded a scholarship at Massey, his MSc paper was about "Adopting NZ Dairy Farm Principles in Argentina" but, 
after all this efforts, very few dairy farmers of the hundreds that have come to visit us have really changed their way of working. 
The motive of this is explained in the paper I am ad jointing.- 
      
We have grown in those years from 3 dairy farms milking 300 cows each to 8 dairy farms with some 5.000 cows, but maybe more important 
than that is that 3 sharemilkers couples just out of the University that began with us with no other capital than their hands now have their 
own cows and are dairy farming on their own, with some other 4 couples that where able to grow a small herd of cows but did prefer to lease 
them to other dairy farmers and work themselves as farm managers.- 
       
    We know now we cannot count with the interest of B.A.Province Government, but we really fell that we have something interesting to offer 
to Santa Fe Province, because we believe H.Binner and his team are really interested in the welfare of their people. We are convinced that kiwi 
way of dairy farming would be of great help for the small farmer to survive and progress and that will provide a better future of the rural community.- 
Since 2007 we have leased farms in this Province and we are already milking 850 cows in two sheds, as an example to visit.- We got in touch with 
people that know us well in the H.Binner team as María del Carmen Alarcon, we are sending part of our milk to La Sibila, (I am lunching with 
Federico Boglione at Rosario next Monday) building a win-win relation with them and other smaller dairy factories, but is slow work.

Regarding the relation between milk and crops (principally soy), we have there a multiple factor relationship; to try to explain it we have to begin first understanding dry matter production potential of Argentine land.- I don´t remember if you have this paper already; even if you have, this is an update.- 
  The same than in Uruguay, it is understandable that when Kiwi o Australian people come to Argentina and have a sight of so many thousands of hectares of flat land with different crops that may look good, they get the idea that milk could be produced NZ style in big quantities, providing the correct technology is applied.- I will try to explain why this is not so.-

 In Argentina we may find dairy farms in very different areas, but for soil quality (fertility and water retention) , annual rainfall and evapotranspiration, we could say that most of them would be like dairying in Canterbury (New Zealand, South Island, 700-850 mms. rainfall/year) without the possibility of irrigation and a 22°C medium temperature summer.- If you enter by internet in www.fallingrain.com you will see a very interesting thing, you look at where I dairy farm now, one of the best places in Argentina (Pergamino), and see the temperature graphic, compare it with Hamilton, Palmerston North or New Plymouth, and you will understand why rye-grass or even fescue does not survive and grass dry mater production will not be more than 7-9 tons while you can harvest 4 tons of soya beans or 12 tons of maize grain.- 
Even in the best places, with 1.000-1.100 mms rain average, perennial rye-grass won’t survive more than two o three summers; our rain usually comes in spaced & strong showers of many mms each with maybe 10-25 days between rains. Also evapotranspiration by forages is much higher according the higher summer temperature and lower % air humidity.- 

 I have not yet seen in our country a place with the climatic conditions for growing without irrigation more than 9-10TnDM/ha/year (measured NZ style) of fescue and white clover when correctly fertilized.- Until now, in Argentina NZ style farmers are using fescue as we cannot use rye-grass. In the last farm we have leased, in San Francisco, Cordoba, we are trying, with the local University help, different C4 grasses that may be better to build a long lasting pasture (kikuyu by example).-  

In Research Stations placed in the good cropping areas, alfalfa (Lucerne) may give you by cutting up to 12-14Tns/DM/year, for 3 or even 4 years, (first year maybe 16-17 tons and then each year less) after it will need to be re-sown.-  A common practice in dairy farms is to rotate paddocks on a five year rotation; 3 years of alfalfa, two times a winter cereal (annual rye-grass, oasts or rye), followed by maize for silaje, and then to alfalfa again.-  As you can imagine, even with no-till this sequence is not good for building soil organic matter.-  No fertilizer is used except P and N (and maybe some S) .- All the rest of the minerals just go away without return.-(*) 

Irrigation, in most areas, because of water quality and low availability has been only economic for high value crops, as by example producing hybrid maize seed.- 

As with this situation, “standard to good” dairy farmers, with a stocking rate of 1.2 o 1.3 Holstein cows/ha, are producing some 500-600 KgMS/ha with no more than 55-60% of total feed coming from directly grassed grass, you can easily realise that with 8-10.000U$S/ha land this grass is not cheap.- 

At the moment there is a strong lobby towards the EEUU way of dairying; you grow maize for silage & grain, cut alfalfa for round bales or silage, buy meal and feed a TMR for high individual production with American Holsteins cows in dirt pads.- With this dairy system, this winter it has been common that well managed herds reached 25-27 litres/cow/day (with 3,2% milkfat and 3,2% protein).- This system has an average production cost around 24-26 cents of a EEUU dollar; milk is paid now at 20-22 so most of the farmers are producing below cost.-  On the other side, soy has a not so bad price again (around 260U$S/ton), so we are sure that again, some small o least efficient dairy farmers will be ceasing dairying and put their land to soy, normally renting it to big crop pools (groups of investors, advisers, contractors, that lease big surfaces of land, maybe 25.000-50.000 hectares in different places of the country.- 
Other conditions factors against dairying here are:
a.- Lack of social status for milkers-sharemilkers jobs.- 

b.- Poor living standard in most dairy farms, not easily reverted because of :

* Most farms would need better sheds and better houses, representing important long-term investments of uncertain profit (because the farm may definitely stop dairying and go to crops) 
* Living in the farm means using dirt roads, more distance to good schools, health centres, sports and entertainment’s, more expensive electricity and telephone, no access to natural gas, etc. 

* Kiwi way of farming, with experienced and educated managers/sharemilkers at hands-on as we do means lower production cost, but also more rational use of products and less needs for consultants ; it is understandable that this level of farm staff may be of little interest for some advisers and the very strong agro-industry that funds most of the paid publicity in papers and technical magazines.- 

c.- An important percent of the staff from the Agricultural Colleges and Universities believe that educated people are for “deciding and directing”, not for doing physical work.- 

- In conclusion, I would believe that to have a change from crops to dairy, we would need a milk price of at least 30 cents U$S for a milk of 6.4 milksolids (or 4.7U$S/Kg milksolids) with a soy price (speaking of the price you can read in the papers “paid for the grain on port Rosario”) of 260U$S/tn.- 
   But..................don´t forget than in Argentina...........anything, even the most improbable thing……….. may happen
Hope this is useful to you
