V) Funding conditions

1./ Regarding  item I.1) to I.4), working group meetings: 
Again due to the fact that no possibilities to fit into the restricted frames of the calls for funding, launched by DG Justice for 2017, have come up, no grants could be launched for 2017.

Therefore the board decided to give lump sums to the chairs of the working groups. They will be in charge to distribute these means between the participants of the working group meetings (events I and IV.2). The kind of distribution of this lump sum will depend on their decisions. On the basis of their decision the treasurer - upon his calculation - will fix the exact amount of the equal share of the lump sum to be distributed between the participants fixed by the co-chairs.  In principle we might be able to give a small contribution (it might vary between app.  € 150 to maximum € 350)  to necessary travel or accommodation costs.

Please note that the exact contribution by AEAJ can be estimated only after the respective meeting, as this depends on the number of participants and especially on the received national funding by some of the participants.  E.g. in 2016 due to this fact the individual co-funding of AEAJ for participants finally could be higher than envisaged! 

We will inform you as soon as possible, if any further funding for some of the working group meetings would be possible.

3./ Regarding item III), NIM-seminar: 

For the seminar, NIM covers coffee breaks and the two lunches. Like last year, we have agreed that NIM would make a hotel reservation also for AEAJ participants upon request in that hotel, in which the Romanian colleagues would also be located. Thus we can at least profit from the favourable rates, NIM gets (about 50 Euro/night, breakfast included).
