There are a number of ways you can reach Krakow city centre from Krakow Airport.

1. Train
The new Kraków Airport train station is located near the passenger terminal, at the rear of the multi-storey car park. The connection is operated by Koleje Małopolskie (regional railways company operating in Małopolska Region). Trains are equipped with air conditioning, power outlets, Wi-Fi and ticket machines. All trains also have spaces for disabled passengers and persons with reduced mobility (PRM).

The fare is 9.00 PLN (one way to Krakow Main Train Station)

There are ticket machines (cash or credit card) in passenger terminal (level 0) and at the train station. You can also buy your ticket on board (cash only)

2. Public bus
Bus stops within the airport’s premises are located near the passenger terminal. 

Krakow Airport is served by two regular bus lines: 208 and 252 and one night line: 902. These are AGGLOMERATION BUS LINES. 

The 208 line takes you directly to the Main Train Station. You can also get off the bus at Plac Inwalidów bus stop, and take a 10-15 min stroll to your hotels along ul. Karmelicka. 

The fare for a single trip is 4PLN

Tickets can be purchased from:
· the ticket machines at the passenger terminal, arrivals hall (level 0) and at the bus stop 

· ticket machines found on board of the buses (mostly payment in cash – coins only) 

· the bus driver, in case of lack or failure of ticket machine (single tickets only, payment in cash - the exact amount of money). 

Note: The ticket must be validated when getting on the bus.

Current departures of the city buses are presented on the screen located near the information desk in the main hall.
