Travel Day - April 3rd,  2014 (THURS): DEPART USA

This morning we depart bright and early after breakfast for Sorrento.  We journey through the rolling hills, the scenic vineyards and post-card perfect scenery of Tuscany as we make our southerly drive towards Sorrento.  Along the way, we will stop for lunch on your own and we will also travel by the Villages Orte in the Umbria Region.  Then it’s off to Pompeii.  Imagine, an entire city perfectly preserved as it was on that fateful day almost 2,000 years ago, when ash and lava literally stopped it in its tracks.  You'll see the tragic fossils of people attempting to escape and also the 'secret room'.  This advance civilization came to an abrupt end by the violent eruption of Mount Vesuvius in 79AD.  After our beautiful visit, we continue to Sorrento which sits high on a beautiful plateau where we are greeted by the sapphire blue gulf of Naples and the Majestic Mount Vesuvius. Tonight, after we get settled, we will have a relaxing Dinner at our Hotel (included). (B/D)

DAY 7 - April 10th, 2014 (THURS): SORRENTO / POSITANO / AMALFI / SORRENTO
