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Annex A ‑ Mayor's Transport Strategy The Mayor's Transport Strategy

The Mayor's "Raising Hope" agenda is built on four pillars:

•
a clean, safe environment, in which people can go about their business without fear of crime and anti‑social behaviour;

•
physical regeneration of the town's run‑down sites and buildings;

•
a business‑friendly enterprise culture which welcomes would‑be

investors;

•
a transport network which can meet the needs of a town on its way up.

To ensure that the Transport Strategy and the LTP puts transport users' priorities at the heart of the provision of these services the Mayor has personally undertaken a series of public meetings during 2004. These meetings have promoted a close understanding between the public and the Mayor as to what are the key transport issues in the town.

There are a number of challenges raised by this consultation and the Mayor has distilled these into the four objectives detailed below to deliver his vision for transport:

•
Promoting economic growth and regeneration by providing accessibility improvements to underpin economic development and social inclusion,

•
Reducing the number of accidents and casualties by making our streets safer and more attractive and therefore encouraging healthier lifestyles,

•
Reducing the number of journeys made by car and thereby arresting the growth in problems brought about by traffic congestion relating to air quality and the environment,

•
Encouraging investment to deliver public transport improvements to reverse declining patronage, create modal shift, improve safety and ensure reliable journey times.

The Transport Strategy supports the aims of the emerging LDF in promoting Middlesbrough's economic and social development and improving the environment, and is in line with the other corporate policies described earlier in this chapter.

From these key objectives, the Mayor has developed five key transport priorities for the Community Strategy as follows:

Priority 7
The whole transport network will facilitate the local community,


(including disadvantaged or vulnerable groups) to have access to


work and important services including education, healthcare,


leisure and shopping.

Congestion will not hinder economic development, impair the

quality of the local environment or cause severance in our

communities.

Reduce the numbers of people killed and seriously injured in

road traffic accidents and reduce accidents and casualties

overall, especially in disadvantaged communities where

casualties are higher.

The environmental impact of transport on air quality, noise and

climate change is reduced as far as possible when balanced

against our economic and social objectives.

Highways maintenance is undertaken in a sustainable manner and

prioritised to assist with our other objectives. We will encourage,

as a priority, the increased use of cycling and walking through

appropriate maintenance and access improvements.

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These priorities are the key points of the long term Transport Strategy for Middlesbrough, and reflect the Government's Shared Priorities for transport. Our transport investment will need to reflect these objectives and key priorities.

The LTP will provide a targeted approach to prioritising transport improvements, addressing the diverse needs of our town and the areas within it. It will be progressively implemented across Middlesbrough over the coming years, taking account of local circumstances and the resources available.

Buses

The bus network provides access to jobs and facilities in the town centre and also acts as a vital link to essential services such as health and education. Every year buses carry almost 11 million passengers on routes in Middlesbrough and continue to be the dominant mode of public transport. Yet, buses are too often seen as the travel option of last resort and therefore the numbers of passengers continues to decline. Traffic congestion, illegal parking and the effects of streetworks can make it difficult to run reliable services.

To start to reverse this decline, we will:

•
Implement the review of the bus network to maximize accessibility and patronage,

•
improve journey times and reliability, with more bus priority,

•
encourage the operators to improve the vehicles, with more new low floor fully accessible buses,

•
improve access to bus stops, with safe and convenient crossings,

•
improve information, with clearer timetables, local maps, etc,

•
improve the waiting environment, with better shelters, lighting etc,

•
improve safety and personal security, with increasing provision of CCTV and closer working with the police.

Compared to buses, rail provides for a much smaller, but increasing, number of passengers in Middlesbrough with approximately 1.1 million people using the main station. Whilst rail use is increasing in Middlesbrough, the Council must use its influence to encourage the franchise holders to:

•
improve the overall passenger experience and environment at Middlesbrough station,

•
develop service improvement proposals for the Esk Valley line as part of the Community Rail Development pilot project.

Roads

Some of Middlesbrough's roads are often congested and accidents are too common. The way we maintain the network can add to these problems. The Strategy sets priorities for action which include, tackling congestion and reducing the impact of traffic; making streets safer and more secure; managing the use of road space more effectively; and making streets more attractive. The Traffic Management Act provides new opportunities for action. Specific proposals include:

•
better management of the road network, with more priority for buses, pedestrians and cyclists to help make them more attractive choices for travelling and, in commercial areas, providing for distribution and business needs,

•
seeking to further reduce casualties by implementing Road Safety measures to calm traffic and supporting initiatives such as Safe Routes to School, Home Zones and 20mph zones,

•
better co‑ordination of streetworks to reduce disruption and delays,

•
better enforcement of traffic regulations ‑ parking, loading and bus lane
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controls‑to reduce delays,

•
improving the local environment by supporting initiatives such as Living Streets, which give greater priority to the use of streets as social spaces and for public transport, walking and cycling,

•
better maintenance to keep our roads, bridges and street lighting in good condition.

Car Users

Car trips account for 55% of all weekday journeys by vehicle to work in Middlesbrough. The Strategy systematically promotes improving public transport as an alternative to the car. The car will, however, continue to play an important role. The Strategy outlines plans to improve public transport, walking and cycling to provide real alternatives to car travel without stalling the regeneration of the town. We will implement a range of measures to improve conditions for the car user including:

•
reductions in congestion and improvements in journey time reliability,

•
improved information for drivers,

•
road safety measures to reduce accidents.

Walking & Cycling

The Strategy promotes walking and cycling and contains proposals to make them safer, more convenient and more attractive including:

•
delivering better conditions for pedestrians, such as improved pedestrian crossings,

•
better maintained footways and improvements to make streets more accessible to pedestrians,

•
a Pubic Rights of Way improvement plan,

•
completing the Cycle Network to a consistent, high standard;

•
introducing more secure cycle parking.

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Annex C ‑ Framework Accessibility Strategy

1.1 Introduction

The purpose of this document is to set out the framework by which Middlesbrough Council and its partners will develop our Accessibility Strategy and joint action plans. The strategy will be evidence based and focus on the needs of service users, particularly those from disadvantaged communities who are at risk of being socially excluded. We will give details of existing working partnerships and explain how the strategy will evolve until full submission in March 2006.

1.2 Why is accessibility planning important for Middlesbrough?

A large proportion of Middlesbrough residents live in what are currently designated as being disadvantaged areas. Indeed Middlesbrough has three deprived wards in the top ten across the country and six in the top one hundred using the Index of Multiple Deprivation. Consequently we lag far behind for many of the national indicators in terms of quality of life. 4.6% unemployment in 2004 (national average 2.3%);

A standard mortality ratio of 128 (national average 100); 41 °/a of 5+ GCSEs (national average 53%); School non‑attendance ‑ secondary schools 10.4% (national average 8.37%); primary schools 6.7% (national average 5.9%); Lower than average life expectancy; 1 in 4 people are over weight and 1 in 6 people are obese; 41% of households without a car (national average 28.6%); 14 VAT registered businesses per 1,000 population (national average 28).

1.3 The Community Strategy

Middlesbrough's Community Strategy is a shared commitment and programme of action from all communities and organisations in the town to help achieve a vision for the whole of Middlesbrough. The partners include voluntary and community organisations as well as the Council and other service deliverers.

The vision is deliberately long‑term ‑ 20 years plus ‑ and sets out where we are in 2005 and what the evidence from surveys and official statistics tell us about life in Middlesbrough. It then shows what our key priorities are and things we need to address in the medium term, say over the next 5 to 10 years, to move us towards the vision.

The vision for Middlesbrough in 2025, following extensive regeneration, has been explained by Colin McLeod, Chair of the Middlesbrough Partnership, as follows:

"Middlesbrough will be a thriving, vibrant community where people and businesses succeed.

Our vision of Middlesbrough is a place where all our people are healthy, confident and responsible citizens who can contribute to the development of Middlesbrough and its neighbourhoods. Middlesbrough will be a learning community. Our people will have the skills and qualifications to take up the new, higher value jobs that we create. Our people will make this happen by improving the way Middlesbrough looks and feels, making it a better and safer place to live, work and invest. Our people have the right to expect and receive decent public services that continually improve, regardless of who provides them. Our vision aims to narrow the gap between the most deprived communities and the rest‑and we will all work to ensure that no‑one is disadvantaged simply because of where they live.

Our long term vision will be realised by taking action to address the causes as well as the effects of disadvantage and exclusion, so we will focus particularly on young people and their families to develop citizens who care for their neighbours and look
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after their town. Middlesbrough will succeed through its people." The Community Strategy brings together all the plans and strategies nationally, regionally and locally. It is the means by which we will deliver the national policy agenda embracing the following Governmental strategies and initiatives.

The extent to which we are successful in providing accessible transport opportunities to our residents will have a strong bearing on whether we will meet this long term vision.

1.4 The Mayors Vision and Transport Strategy

The Council's priority contributions to the delivery of the Community Strategy aims are based upon the "Raising Hope" Agenda set by its directly elected Mayor and supported by the Council's executive and non‑executive councillors. The Mayor's "Raising Hope" agenda is built on four pillars:

•
a clean, safe environment, in which people can go about their business without fear of crime and anti‑social behaviour;

•
physical regeneration of the town's run‑down sites and buildings;

•
a business‑friendly enterprise culture which welcomes would‑be investors;

• a transport network which can meet the needs of a town on its way up. Education and care of young people and support to vulnerable people in the town provide a foundation for these pillars. As part of his "Reduction Agenda", the Mayor wants to work with and through our partners and communities to reduce the barriers that currently slow our progress. As well as reducing the tolerance of low standards, low horizons and low
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expectations in our town, and reducing people's desire to go elsewhere to live, for leisure, shopping, culture and the arts, he specifically wants:

•
to support children and learning ‑ he wants to see reductions in the each of the following the numbers of children leaving school without qualifications, school exclusions and absence from school;

•
to improve transport ‑ he wants to see reductions in the proportion of journeys made by car as well as fewer road traffic accidents;

•
to promote healthier communities and care ‑ he wants to see reductions in alcohol abuse, smoking, obesity, consumption of fatty foods, stressrelated illness and the numbers of deaths from heart disease and strokes;

•
to create safer and stronger communities ‑ he wants to see reductions in overall crime, household burglaries, vehicle crime and antisocial behaviour;

•
to promote the economic vitality of Middlesbrough ‑ he wants to see reductions in unemployment, benefit dependency and the numbers of unfit homes;

•
to transform our local environment ‑ he wants to see reductions in carbon dioxide emissions and landfilled waste.

It is recognised that transport can make an important contribution to all these objectives and not simply those directly relating to transport.

The Mayor carried out a series of public meetings to find out what transport barriers people experienced. There are a number of challenges raised by this consultation and the Mayor has distilled these into the following 4 objectives to deliver his vision for transport:

•
Promoting economic growth and regeneration by providing accessibility improvements to underpin economic development and social inclusion;

•
Reducing the number of accidents and casualties by making our streets safer and more attractive and therefore encouraging healthier lifestyles;

•
Reducing the number of journeys made by car and thereby arresting the growth in problems brought about by traffic congestion relating to air quality and the environment;

•
Encouraging investment to deliver public transport improvements to reverse declining patronage, create modal shift, improve safety and ensure reliable journey times.

These challenges inform The Mayor's long term Transport Strategy for the town. The Transport Strategy supports the aims of the emerging Local Development Framework (LDF) in promoting Middlesbrough's economic and social development and improving the environment, and is in line with the Community Strategy, and therefore the wider national agenda.

From these key objectives, The Mayor has developed five key transport priorities as follows:

Priority 7 ‑ The whole transport network will facilitate the local community, (including disadvantaged or vulnerable groups) to have access to work and important services including education, healthcare, leisure and shopping.

Priority 2 ‑ Congestion will not hinder economic development, impair the quality of the local environment or cause severance in our communities.

Priority 3 ‑ Reduce the numbers of people killed and seriously injured in road traffic accidents and reduce accidents and casualties overall, especially in disadvantaged communities where casualties are higher.

Priority 4 ‑ The environmental impact of transport on air quality, noise and climate change is reduced as far as possible when balanced against our economic and social objectives.

Priority 5 ‑ Highways maintenance is undertaken in a sustainable manner and prioritised to assist with our other objectives. We will encourage, as a priority, the increased use of cycling and walking through appropriate maintenance and access improvements.
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These priorities are the key points of the long term Transport Strategy for Middlesbrough, and reflect the Government's Shared Priorities for transport, described in the following section. Our transport investment will need to reflect these challenges and key priorities.

Clearly Prioirity 1 relates directly to the Accessibility Strategy but all five have quality of life implications. LTP will provide a targeted approach to prioritising transport improvements, addressing the diverse needs of our town and the areas within it. It will be progressively implemented across Middlesbrough over the coming years, taking account of local circumstances, resources available and access to services..

The Accessibility Strategy plays a crucial role in determining value for money solutions to the problems faced by our residents in accessing services and will inform the spending programmes of the Council and its partner service providers

1.5 Accessibility Strategy Vision

The whole transport network will facilitate the local community, (including disadvantaged or vulnerable groups) to have access to work and important services including education, healthcare, leisure and shopping.

1.6 Accessibility Objectives

1.
To promote economic growth and regeneration by providing accessibility improvements particularly to places of employment.

2.
To improve the health of our residents by facilitating access to health services and good quality food retail shops and reducing the health impacts of transport, particularly in term of road traffic casualties and air quality.

3.
To provide access to education and training services to enable our residents to develop skills and qualifications so that they can be employed in the higher value jobs that we create.

4.
To provide access to leisure and social facilities in order to promote citizenship and create cohesive communities.

1.7 Problems

Listed below are some of the key problems that affect accessibility in the Town;

•
Increased need to access health (lames Cook Hospital), education (University of Teesside and Middlesbrough College), retail (town centre) and leisure services across the Borough by residents, workers and visitors;

•
Changing travel patterns due to relocation of services, particularly in terms of health and education;

•
The "Choice" agenda leading to longer journeys to access services:

•
Reorganisation of acute hospital services leading to an increase in patients needing to use hospitals elsewhere in the Tees Valley and the North East region;

•
Need for residents of neighbouring authorities to access services provided in Middlesbrough;

•
Historic bus networks may not serve new development sites, such as North Middlesbrough and Middlehaven;

•
Bus services may not provide suitable patterns for existing and new health and education trips throughout the day;

•
Low frequencies of existing sub‑regional rail services;

•
Complex ticketing arrangements;

•
Low perception of public transport quality by users and non‑users;

•
Fragmented cycle network with a number of key missing links;

•
Fear of crime;
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• Cost of transport;

• Lack of accessible travel information;

• Low Travel Horizons.

1.8 Opportunities

The Accessibility Strategy provides the greatest opportunity to address the above issues. It will provide a detailed assessment of existing levels of accessibility paying particular concern to availability and cost of transport, services located in the wrong location, security and travel horizons. The Local Transport Plan will support this activity by providing resource for cost effective interventions.

The Local Development Framework will embrace accessibility planning techniques to ensure that services within Middlesbrough continue to be located in accessible locations and that the need to travel is kept to a minimum. This is already happening and the locations of 2 proposed Primary Care health villages and a proposed primary school have already been assessed for accessibility. If in exceptional circumstances services are to be located in less accessible locations mitigating measures such as supported buses will be asked for as part of the planning process.

We will work with partners to ensure accessibility planning is embedded in their strategies so that they consider how their customers/clients access their services.

The Tees Health and Transport Partnership was formed to consider the transport problems faced by patients and the health inequalities they engender. It has been in operation for almost 2 years and has been useful in determining what barriers to health provision exist in Middlesbrough. We are now in a position to draft a local action plan.

The Tees Valley Bus Network Review has recently been completed and makes a number of recommendations with regard to the way that bus services are organized. It suggests a hierarchy of routes from super core routes to tertiary local routes. This should not reduce levels of accessibility via public transport to key services as is normally the case with core route strategies. It will, however, provide a stable, easier to use and more customer friendly bus network improving punctuality and reliability as well providing accessible timetable information.

We are currently undertaking a cycle audit to identify a cohesive network of on road and off road routes. This will create a comprehensive network of safe routes linking residential areas with service destinations.

Travel Planning will provide employees, residents and their children practical travel information on how to access all services and will in so doing improve travel horizons.

Middlesbrough Council have a proactive approach to crime and disorder and were pioneers in the development of street warden support to mainstream policing activities. Most buses running within the Borough have CCTV and we are currently trialling covert CCTV at bus stops.

The national Concessionary Fares scheme will offer all residents free travel within the Borough and possibly within the wider Tees Valley area. We will investigate ways of offering travel concessions to other groups such as jobseekers and people attending recognized training programmes.

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1.10 Partnerships

We have initially focused our partnership working with the various theme groups of the Local Strategic Partnership, with the exception of health and primary and secondary education where we have made more progress. We will now begin to set up more focused partnership arrangements with Further and higher education providers, training providers, Department of Work and Pensions, major food retail stores and providers of leisure activities. Figure 2 below shows linkage between the vision, objectives, local accessibility action plans (with some indicative actions), partnerships and quality of life outcomes.

1.11 Initial identification of priority areas and targets

The key priority areas identified in the second LTP were availability of public transport to lames Cook University Hospital and the Town and District Centres, which offer employment, health, food retail and leisure opportunities. The Accession outputs indicated that these locations had good accessibility. This is likely to be replicated for most areas of the Borough, though North Middlesbrough is an area where improvements may be required. We will seek to maintain this high level of accessibility by improving the way in which the bus network operates by following the recommendations of the bus network review.

We will need to consider how our residents can access services in neighbouring authority areas, particularly for employment and the needs of their residents in accessing services within our Borough.

Similarly we have made great strides in improving personal safety with 75 street wardens now supporting the police. In addition, CCTV coverage of problem areas, on buses and at bus stops should break down the perception that criminal activity is a barrier to accessing services. This may not therefore be a particularly high priority.

Existing service locations within the Borough are comparatively accessible when compared to other areas of the Tees Valley, the region and the country. The Local Development Framework will ensure that where service locations are proposed to change the new location will be accessible on foot, cycle and on public transport.

The cost of transport is likely to be a major consideration for sections of our society, particularly for those trying to access employment and those who need regular access to health care. We will need to work with partner organizations and public transport operators to identify potential funding sources to address this important issue.

Improving peoples travel horizons will be a key outcome of our travel planning work. Working directly with members of disadvantaged communities, our personalized travel planner will give practical travel information and enable residents to access services that they perceived they could not access.

Priorities will be likely to change as our partnership relationships develop and the needs of residents are better understood.

1.12 Full Accessibility Strategy

The Accessibility Strategy will be submitted with the full LTP in March 2006. We aim to produce early drafts for consultation and will contact Withinreach and Government Office North East to discuss any amendments.

The Bus Strategy

2
Middlesbrough's Bus Strategy is currently under development and aims to


implement the findings of the Tees Valley Bus Network Review. Its key objectives


are to:

•
Generate growth in bus usage in and to Middlesbrough, setting targets for use

•
Improve accessibility to key facilities and destinations

•
Enhance partnership working with bus operators and neighbouring authorities including management of the network

•
Ensure that the relevant objectives of the second LTP are met.

•
Identify an Action Plan to enact and monitor the strategy.

Buses and Accessibility

3
Accessibility is the fundamental reason for transport and in Middlesbrough the local bus plays a key role in Middlesbrough's Accessibility Strategy. The bus network review identified the following key issues

•
A fragmented network, with many minor route variations resulting in low frequency bus services

•
Inadequate promotion and information

•
Inconsistent fares and ticketing policy amongst local authorities

4
Middlesbrough town centre is by far the most important access focus, with a concentration of key facilities in its boundaries and opportunities to interchange to reach other locations. The Framework Accessibility Strategy identifies lames Cook University Hospital and the developing North Middlesbrough area as two other significant destinations.

5
The Bus Strategy will embrace these issues by delivering through partnership working:

•
A revised "super core" and "core" route bus network of services which offer high frequencies on major corridors, making bus use easy and generating growth.

•
Complimented this by creating lower frequency secondary services and secured services in areas of lower demand and/or social need

•
Infrastructure improvements to maximise the potential of the new network

•
A Tees Valley wide concessionary fares scheme to reduce the barrier of affordability to the elderly

•
An interchange strategy which facilitates easy and safe connections between core routes in Middlesbrough town centre and reduces the barriers to interchange expressed by users in consultation

•
Improved publicity at stops and elsewhere

•
Enhanced information about bus services through the rolling out of Personalised Travel Planning for disadvantaged communities and workplace travel planning
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6
This will form a toolkit of measures to apply to the developing town. The Middlehaven and North Middlesbrough developments are key to the town's future. They must be well served by public transport but for this to achieve value for money it must be:

•
Frequent and Affordable

•
High Quality

•
Allow easy interchange with minimal financial penalty, particularly in the town centre to allow users from across Middlesbrough and further a field to access the sites easily

•
Be a credible alternative to the car‑with low cost Park and Ride to be

considered for future LTP's

•
Be an integral part of the recruitment plans of the employers in the town through Personalised Travel Planning and Green Travel Plans and similarly for those relocating from elsewhere.

Buses and Congestion

7
While buses contribute primarily to the Accessibility Strategy, they have a supplementary role to play in the Demand Management Strategy towards reducing congestion.

8
Many of the proposed Super Core and Core bus routes set out in the Tees Valley Network Review operate along routes with high traffic flow. These routes will provide a viable alternative to the car for medium length journeys in the borough and if modal shift can be achieved will reduce demand from car users, thereby increasing the road space which would be available to longer distance car users who may have less opportunity to use public transport.

9
This basic opportunity can be considerably enhanced by either allocating road space to buses to speed their journey and deliver further modal shift, or by judicious use of bus only link roads. Indicative proposals for such measures were set out in the Tees Valley Network Review and will be reviewed as part of the bus strategy.

10
Personalised Travel Planning and Workplace Travel Planning have a strong role in cementing the modal shift objectives of the Demand Management Strategy

Buses and Travel Out of area

11
Middlesbrough's Bus Strategy will interact with those of neighbouring authorities within the Tees Valley sub region as passenger demand ‑ and thus the bus network ‑ is not constrained by administrative boundaries. There needs to be strong links in particular with Redcar & Cleveland and Stockton, particularly for the conurbations close to the boundary such as Nunthorpe, Eston and Thornaby.

12
Beyond the Tees Valley, Middlesbrough looks mainly towards Durham, Tyne & Wear and North Yorkshire. The existing network provides basic links to meet this demand, including hourly services to Durham City, Newcastle and Bishop Auckland and Whitby.

13
The network review recommended enhancements of these services to provide improved opportunities for those who need to travel‑out of area, to do so by public transport.
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Annex E ‑ Rights of Way Improvement Plan ‑The 2005 Report

1.
Introduction

1.1
Local rights of way are both a significant part of our heritage and a major recreational resource. They enable people to get away from roads used mainly by motor vehicles and enjoy the beauty and tranquillity of large parts of the countryside to which they would not otherwise have access. They are becoming more important as increases in the volume and speed of traffic are turning many once‑quiet county roads into unpleasant and sometimes dangerous places for walkers, cyclists and equestrians.

In many areas, local rights of way help to boost tourism and contribute to rural economies. Local rights of way can also provide a convenient means of travelling, particularly for short journeys, in both rural and urban areas. They are important in the daily lives of many people who use them for fresh air and exercise on bicycle, foot or hors, to walk the dog, to improve their fitness, or to visit shops and other facilities.

1.3
Improved management, combined with better information and the creation of new routes in carefully chosen locations within Middlesbrough would make a significant difference to people who use, or who would like to use, footpaths, bridleways and byways. In Middlesbrough the rights of way are fragmented, and new short links between existing routes would provide a substantially wider local network than exists at present. Also improved management and maintenance of the existing network would improve access.

1.4
The enactment of Section 60 of the Countryside & Rights of way Act 200 in

November 2002 introduced a duty for all local highway authorities to prepare

a Rights of way improvement Plan (R.O.W.I.P) by November 2007.

1.5
Rights of way improvement plans are intended to be the prime means by which local highway authorities will identify the changes to be made, in respect of the management and improvements, to their local rights of way network in order to meet the Government's aim of better provision for walkers, cyclists, equestrians and people with mobility problems, improving health and quality of life and supporting rural economies and tourism.

1.6
Middlesbrough Council is in the process of producing a R.O.W.I.P, which will be published by the end of 2007. This plan will specifically look at:

•
The extent to which local rights of way meet the present and likely future


needs of the public

•
The opportunities provided by local rights of way for exercise and other forms


of open‑air recreation and enjoyment of the area

•
The accessibility of local rights of way to blind or partially sighted people and


others with mobility problems

Through the preparation and implementation of the R.O.W.LP, Rights of way


will become an integral part of the wider transport infrastructure and


therefore assist the department, council and partners in achieving their overall


vision and aims.

Our long‑term aim is to create a Rights of Way network that is cohesive and viable, which is also well publicised, legally defined and properly maintained. Middlesbrough Council will encourage consultation with interested parties through the development and support of an access group, which would feed back information at a local level up to the local Access Forum which focuses on access throughout the Tees Valley.

L.T.P Integration

This report is the first step on integrating the R.O.W.I.P into the Local Transport Plan, although Full integration of the Rights of way improvement plan is not expected to take place until after 2010, building on the development of full publication of the R.O.W.I.P.

3.2
In due course, as development proceeds and improvement proposals are identified, the R.O.W.I.P will become fully integrated with the 2011 ‑ 2016 Local Transport Plan this will ensure the effective delivery of a better rights of

way network. While not all improvements to the rights of way network will be relevant to the delivery of the local transport objectives a significant proportion will.

Summary of Progress

4.1
Middlesbrough has completed the assessment on the users circumstances and needs of people with a range of requirements, interests and levels of ability. The assessments and consultations have taken into account of both local people and visitors to the area. These consultations have identified what improvements we could make to the network within the Middlesbrough area.

4.2
The assessment process was aimed at assessing the extent to which local rights of way meet the present and likely future needs of the public; the methods that have been used include rights of way user questionnaires, stakeholder consultations and media advertisements. Middlesbrough council ensured that the studies and surveys where given sufficient publicity to ensure that members of the public were aware that the assessment process was taking place and that they had the opportunity to contribute to it.

4.3
Although much has already been learned, most of these matters require some further investigation in order to prepare specific proposals. Furthermore there are on‑going projects, such as the Open Space strategy, walking strategy and cycling strategy that are likely to have an impact on the final Rights of Way Improvement Plan.

4.4
The assessment process was completed in December 2004 and the results will form the framework for the R.O.W.I.P. The results of the assessment and recommend action can be seen below: ‑
