TRAVEL TO BURSA

BY AIR The nearest international airports are Istanbul Ataturk Airport, Istanbul Sabiha Gokcen Airport and Bursa Yenisehir Airport. Transport will be provided between airports (or Istanbul city if participating in the city tour) and Bursa.

BURSA The oldest information about Bursa and its environs is from Herodotos’ scripts dating from the 5th century B.C. The city was founded by the Bithynian King 1st Prusias in 232–192 B.C. Bursa was also a city of Roman and Byzantine Empires until the conquest of Sultan Orhan in 1326 and then it became the ‘1st Capital City of the Ottoman Empire’. The city, which is like an Open Air Museum, is located in the Marmara Region and is three hours’ drive from Istanbul. Bursa was awarded The European City Prize by the European Council in 1991. It is the fourth largest city of the Turkish Republic with its economy and population of 2.652.126 citizens. Bursa is the city of: The Ancient Silk Road; Industry and Trade; Tourism; History; Nature; Thermal Baths; Winter and Summer Sports; unique cuisine; Festivals; and Museums… www.bursa.com.tr
BURSA CITY MUSEUM tells the 7,000-year history of the city of Bursa, and was opened on 14 February 2004. The wide range of historical spectrum, historical, geographical, commercial, social, economic and cultural values of Bursa are illustrated in a systematic way. On each floor of the three-storeyed Museum a different style of presentation can be seen - on the entrance floor it is chronological, and on the lower floor and upper floors, it is thematic. http://www.bursakentmuzesi.com
